Revolting Decoration

One revolting German decoration is
on a huge scale on a wall of a school
room at Suzoy. It will be preserved
as the picture of a Hun painted by
himself. The picture is of two naked,
prehistoric beings, half man and half
devil, 'with small horns and typical
demon tails, who are clearly intended
to typify the German army and navy,
holding up on crossed peacock's feath-
ers, & Highlander with wings and a
halo.

tast night at what will be the Jast re-
cruiting meeting held in Toronto, if the
speakers prove correct in their state-
ment that a conscription law will be’

enacted within the next three of four|

days.

The meeting was hsld ounder the
chairmanship of Major Bochm, in the
interests of the overseas drsaft of the
1coth Regiment, the 14th draft Can-
adian Raflway 'Troops and the Znd For-
estry Battalion. That the German
man power was failing and thet an
carly peace was in view was absolute-
ly denjed by Major Boehm, who ten
weeks ago visited many seetions of the
front, including the scene of the battie
of Courceleite, Bapaume and Pezieres.

“The Germans got away on
Somme front,” said he, “and

the plans that the allies had
been six or eéight months in preparing
with hardly the loss of a man.” Trees
were cut down, farms denuded of
stock, rails and ties removed from ralil-
ways and the embankments blown up.
80 also were the bridges, and streams
were dammed and the country flooded
80 that heavy guns oould hardly be
prought up. It would be a generation
beforeé the people of the district could
make even & living, so devastated was
the place, i

In ordér to win the war it would
require every physically fit man,

“When conscription comes, as it will
in the next few days—(applause)—
the men who do not volunteer will have
an unpleasant time when they go to
England and ‘France in reinforcing
drafts,” said the returned officer.

“If I were those boys 1 would wel-
come the opportunity that remains to
got in khaki as a volunteer.” Many
of the officers would like to go over
with a conscript battalion. The major
said he would himmself, but he thought
the men would not be allowed to go to
the front as conscript battalions, but
would be sént over to reinforce volun-
teer battalions where they would cer-
tainly be warmly received. He also
stated that the pay of the conscripts
might not be the same as thdt of
volunteers; it would hardly be fair
tfo pay both classes alike.

“We have got to have conseription
or go down in history as a disgracea
nation., Canada could not leave the
divisions at the fromt without: proper
reinforcements and after six months
of training, consecripts would make
good soldiers; they suffered only from
cold feet. .

Sergt. Kéarns, formerly of the Royal
North Lancashires, Sergt. W, :
Clarke and other speakers all men-
tioned the nearness of conscription,
amid Joud and prolonged applause, and
commented on the unpleasant recep-
tion that would greet the conscript on
the other side of the water, About

Shouting, cheering, whistling and
applawding, approximatély 700 taen
and women, representing ot least
scven different /nationalities, recorded
Ly a sta vote their protest
ttn.h;? miilitary comscription and dis-
franchisement of alien enemies in
Coandda at the comclusion of an en-
thueiastic meeting in the assembly
room of the Labor Temmple, Church
street, last night under the auspices
o the Social rat party of Can-
ada,

The vote endorscd the resolutions
which placeé the meeting on record
as being “empbatically opposed o
the compuylsory military proposals of
the government.” It also stated that
“believing as we do that militarism is
absolutely opposed to any form of de-
mocratie government, we cannot ac-
quiesce in the idea that thjs couotry

service which can only tend to bind
gtill more firmnly the chains of a
military autocracy upon themselves.
Weo therefore pledge curselves {o op-
pnse any attempt to force such ser-
vice upon us.”

Regarding désfranchisement, the re-
solution eapressed disapproval of the
action of thé city council in petition-
ing  parMament to take away for the
Curation of the war the frangiise of
all citizens Lailing from alien coun-
tr! who bave been naturalized Ca-
n 3 less than 26 years.

James Simpeon reviewed and ex-

vidce of political trickery designed to
add political prestige to those in the
city council and to those who A4id not
know the underlying principles of
British citizenship.”

“This country has reached more or
less of a crisis as it affects the gov-
ernment Mr. Simpson sald, “it is not
as much in favor of conscription as
Premier Borden anticipated, and in-
stead of the government thinking it
can introduce such legislation the offi-
cials are realizing that ‘they .cannot
carry oh without precipitating a crisis
ini the country’s affairs,

“Premier Borden has the choice of a
referendum or a dissolution of parlia-
ment,” said the speaker, “and going to
the people to see whether he is up-
held. He is realizing that the next
way of escape is .to call the Liberais
and form a coalition administration.
The desire of the government is to
keep its feet in the treasury for the

and submissively bend to a government
which is trying to take @ man with-
out his permission, while these gamb-
lers of commerce revel in their luxury?
Unless the premier and the govern~
ment justify the action of the reversal
of the proper order of things I will not
support -conscription, and even if they
do conscript wealth they will have to
prove that the country is in jeopanrdy.”
In closing he argued that labor had the
right to insist upon a greater influence
in managing the affairs of the country
and predicted a new birth for Social-
ism as a direct result of the war.
Mrs. Prentor said that conscription

One thing I
say with confidence, I may have lapsed
ir. an airy moment into the observa-
tions to which your attention has been
drawn, but my most hostile critics may
examine everything 1 have written and
everything 1 have said, from beginning
to end, with the minutest care, and
they will not find one observation
which suggests that I don’t regard uni-
versities as the great civilizing influ-
ence in any community in which they
flourish, (Applause.)

“I am a profound believer in univer-
sity education. I believe in it, not
merely, nor solely, nor even chiefly be-
cause it is possible to acquire at uni-
versities a great deal of knowledge of
one kind or another which may be pro-
foundly useful in later life. Of course,
that is true. It is one of the great
reasons why universities exist. Uni-
versities do and have done much more

He hoped
that the liberties and Institutions which
had become the foundation of ‘the tradi-
tions of the English-speaking Peoples,
would eventually be the means of giving
ireedom to the whole human race.

It was a splendid sight as the proces-
sion moved slowly from Convocation Hall
nto the brilliant afternoon sunshine over
the green lawn towards the lovely old
Norman building. Very slowly they pro-
veeded, headed by the bedel with fis
mace and two vergers in khakj, simflarly
armed. There is no handsomer or more
dignified figure in the empire than the
changellor in his robes and gold-tasseled
cap.
