The hope which Great Britain placed
upon the wholesale use of tanks has nat
been ' fulfilled., They lie destroyed on
the . battlefield by ‘successful German
counter measures. The initial British
success was parried by the 'entrance of
our reserves.

“The French also have had local suc-
cesses northeast of Soissons and before
Verdun, but every strategical exploita-
tion of these has been prevented by the
German army command. Every one re-
members the events in the east, which
led to the conquest of Riga and Jacob-
stadt.

“The glorious advance of the armies of
the Central Powers in -Italy holds thc
world in suspense even today. The suc-

cess of our victories from the Isonzo to
the Piave is an effective relief to our,
own western front. In the same way|
this vicinity also makes itself felt in’
Macedonia - as the enemy now appears |
to be giving voluntarily the slight suc-
cesses which he obtained west of Lake
Ochrida.

London, Nov. 30—(Via Reuter’s Ot-
tawa Agency)—Reuter’s correspondent
at British headquarters in France wires::

“We are improving the strength of
our hew gains and giving the enemy no
rest. There is evidence that enemy
troops have been hurried from Russia

and even from Italy to try to restore the
situation around Cambrai. The weather

continues favorable for the troops and
transport is able to move fairly easily.”

London, Nov. 80—Comparative quiet
still prevails on the front of the British
attack before Cambrai. No important
operations there being reported in to-
day’s official statement.

The communication follows:

“A German raiding party which en-
deavored to approach our lines last even-
ing in the neighborhood of Gavrelle was
driven off by our fire before reaching
our trenches.

“The enemy’s artillery was active dur-
ing the night east of Ypres and also at
some positios southwest and west of
Cambrai.”

French Statement,

Paris, Nov. 80—“The night was calm
over the whole front,” the war office re-
ports, “except in the Argonne, where
the artillery on both sides showed par-
ticular activity, and in the region of
Chamhbrettes, where, after a series of
violent bombardments, the enemy un-
dertook a large raid, in which he was
repulsed completely.”

STATENENT BY
ARCHBISHOP ON
KINGSTON CASE

The Matter of Suit Brought By
Sister Mary Basil — His Grace
Makes Denial

Kingston, Ont., Nov. 80—Archbishop
Spratt, on the occasion of the sixth an-
niversary of his consecration, made a
statement in St. Mary’s cathedral this
morning in regard to the case of Sister
Mary Basil, who sued him and other
Catholic defendants for $29,000 for ab-
duction and assault and who was award-
ed $20,000 by a jury. His grace de-
clared that he did not come into the
pulpit to apologize for any fault or de-
fault.

“I stand here,” he said, “to deny
every charge that has been brought
against me, fully conscious of the re-
sponsibility of such a declaration.”

For five years, he said, he endeavcred
to settle this difficulty that was at pres-
ent before the public mind and causing
so great a scandal, using every. faculty
of soul and body and every gift of na-
ture and grace but to no purpose. The
case became more and more hopeless
and finally he came to the conclusion
that it was an impossible one,

Supported by a decree of the Sacred
Congregation of Religiqns in Rome dated
April 9, 1895, declaring that in the re-
moval of Sisters from one place to an-
other, the superiors of any community
had this right independently of the
bishop. he  refused to have anything
whatever to do with any action outside
of the ordinary. He was acting within
his own rights and could not safely do
otherwise as it would be a dangerous
thing for a bishop to interfere with the
rights of others.

After mature deliberation he came to
the conclusion that he had not the right
to interfere when he was assared that
the proper legal procedure was being
adopted.

“You will further perceive,” continued
his grace, “that I have become the vic-
tim of circumstances. The name of the
archbishop has been everywhere hdld up
to scorn and obloquy by the ,rzss. His
name has appeared in large type as the
representative of guilt. He has been
made the mark for the shafts of preju-

i dice and bigotry for it is spoken ‘strike

the shepherd and the sheep of the flock
shall be dispersed.’”

He said that he had asked the plain-
tiff counsel what would be rejquired to
effect a settlement and said that if jt
were a monetary consideration, he was
of the opinion it could he obtained, but
he was told that the offer could not bhe
considered that there was little possi-
bility of settling without recourse to
law, as what was required was vindica-
tion by proper authority.

“You will bear well in mind that the
Church was not responsible for the acts
of individuals insofar as she approves
them. This case has been investigated
by a representative of the Holy Sce whe
spent many days in this city and other
parts of the diocese. This only, is the
court that is competent to pass judg-
ment on our actions in such matters.
We are prepared to abide by the deci-
siom.”

LENINE. GOVERNMENT
SAID T0' HAVE FALLEN

ate For Armistice a

Austria-Hungary Accepts Proposal to Negoti-

nd General Peace; Al-

leged Terms on Which Italy Entered War

London, Nov. 80—The government of
Nikolai Lenine has fallen, according to
a Petrograd despatch to the Daily Chron-
icle, dated Wednesday., It has been suc-
ceeded by a coalition cabinet of ad-

vanced Socialists, in which, however, the
Bolsheviki are represented.

Austria Accepts,

Amsterdam, Nov. 80—The Austre-
Hungarian government, according to a
despatch from Vienna, has sent an offi-
cial reply accepting the Russian gov-
ernment’s wireless proposal to enter in-
to negotiations for an armistice and a
general peace treaty. The reply fol-
lows:

“The guiding principles announced by
the Russian government for negotiations
for an armistice and a peace treaty,
counter proposals to which are awaited
by the Russian.government, are in the
opinion of the Austro-Hungarian gov-
ernmet, a suitable basis for entering up-
on these negotiations. The Austro-Hun-
garian government therefore declares
that it is ready to enter upon negotia-
tions as proposed by the Russian gov-
ernment regarding an immediate armis-
tice and a general peace.

\ (Signed) “CZERNIN,
“Foreign Minister.”

London, Nov. 830—The Russian en-
voys sent to treat with the Germans,
according to a Reuter despatch  from
Petrograd, have telegraphed the Bolshe-
viki leaders that the Russo-German
plenipotentiaries will meet on Sunday

noon between the lines and will travel
by special train to German headquarters
at Brest-Litovsk.

TERMS ON WHICH
ITALY ENTERED?

London, Nov. 80—A secret treaty be-
tween Great Britain, France, Russia and
Italy has been given out by the Bolshe-
viki government, according to a Petro-
grad despatch to' the Daily Mail. It
comprises the terms on which Italy en-
tered the war. Great Britain, France
and Russia, according to the published
text, agree to Italy annexing the Tren-
tino, the southern Tyrol, Istria, Dal-
matia, certain islands in the Grecian
archipelago, and territory in Asia Minor
and Africa. Article XV. of the treaty
is reported to read as follows:

“France, Great Britain and Russia
take upon themselves to support Italy
in her disallowing representatives of the
Holy See to take any diplomatic steps
for the conclusion of peace or regarding
matters pertaining to the present war.”

London, Nov. 30—A Russian com-~-
munication by wireless announces a
union of the all-Russian central execu-
tive committee of the council of work-
men’s and soldiers’ delegates, with the
executive committee elected by the all-
Russian peasants’ congress. At ’a united
meeting of these bodies and the Petro-
grad eouncil of workmen’s and soldiers’
delegates a unanimous agreement was
reached as to laws concerning land and
peace and to the law vesting control in
the hands _of the workmen,

SOME DISCUSSION ON
CHANGELLOR'S SPEECH

Amsterdam, Nov, 80—The war credit
of fifteen billion marks asked by Chan-
cellor' Von Hertling, passed its first and
second readings in the Reichstag yes-
terday after brief remarks by Deputies
Scheidmann and Haase. The third read-
ting has been set for Saturday.

In' the - debate following the chancel-
lor’s speech, Herr Trimborn, on behalf
of the Centrum, condemned both a
peace of aggression and a peace of re-
nuncistion. He demanded a peace by
conciliation, gnaranteeing Germany’s in-
tegrity, the secarity of her frontiers and
her complete independence, especially
economic.

“What the chancellor has said con-
cetning Russia,” he added, “meets with
our entire and joyful approval The|
German people sincerely desire correct!
economic and political relations with
new Russia. The chancellor has the
Centrum’s full confidence.”

Herr Scheidmann, for the Socialists,
said that his party considered the new
government an advance, owing to the;
manner of its formation. The Socialists
would support a parliamentarian govern-
ment, but would oppose where diffi-
culties of opinion that could not bel|
bridged arose.

Peoples of the warring countries must
conclude peace with each other, the
Socialist leader added. The German
people did not want the Polish crown
for new duchies. Poland, Lithuania and
other territories might determine their
future as .they like. He declared that
German labor cordially welcomed and
supporled the first peace step of the
Russian revolution, and ardently await-
ed the day when the workmen of France
and Great Britain would meet them
along the same lines. The development
which had become irresistible in Rus-
sia, would also penetrate, he hoped, to
other countries. Russia was. not de-
feated in this war, only those were de-
feated who desired to fight to the bitter
cnd. -

clared that the successful demand for
the dismissal of Dr. Michaelis from theI
chancellorship signified a serious attack |
on the emperor’s constitutional rights
and this limitation of the emperor’s
rights had been shown more clearly by
the dismissal of Dr. Helfferich, the vice-
chancellor. Even in the appointment.
of Count Von Hertling, he added, the'
emperor’s freedom of decision seemed |
to have been maintained insufficiently.

He
enlisted with the 140th battalion, but at
the time they crossed overseas he was
sick in the hospital and when he recov-
ered he was taken in the 180th battalion
and accompanied that unit to England.

Last July he was wounded in the left
shoulder and face and remained in Eng-
land until late in October when he re-
turned to the front. During the .time
he was convalescing he was employed
as an instructor. He was a native of
Boston, but came to this city about five
years ago. While here he was employed
with Murray Long, a local contractor
and builder. In addition to losing her
husband Mrs. Young also had a brother
killed in action only a few months ago.

POOR DOCUMENT

SUGAR DROPS AT EASTPORT

State Food Administrator Gets Aﬁcr
Grocer Who Has Been Charging
War Prices

Eastport, ,Nov. 28—The effectiveness
i the federal food administration was
monstrated on Wednesday when Dr.
Leon S. Merrill of Orono, food adminis-
trator’ for the State of Maine, upon
learning that sugar was being sold here
for eighteen cents a pound served no-
tice upon local merchants that extra-
ordinary profits would not be tolerated
and that at the present time fourteen
cents a pound for loaf sugar and ten
cents for the granulated product are the
maximum prices that may be charged.
The result is that loaf sugar, which
seems to be the only variety in stock
here at the present time, is being sold
at fourteen cents, four cents cheaper
than that charged since one merchant

boosted his prices accordingly. Sugar
formerly sold at 15% cents a pound un-
til all' but one merchant sold out their
supplies.

Grocers are allowed to charge more |
for lump sugar than for granulated be-
cause of a higher cost of manufacture
and marketing and it is figured that the
four cents above the price of granulated
sugar covers the extra charge.

While at the present time grocers are
out of grarulated sugar the next supply
that comes in must be retailed at ten
cents a pound, the same as merchants
all over the state are charging.

The state food administrator, it is un-
derstood, will have authority to revoke
licenses of those who persist in charg-
ing war prices, but as for local grocers,
since the matter has been called to their
attention they are willing to co-operate
with\the food administration’s plans and
.charge the prevailing prices for their
products.

The report that bread was being sold
here at excessive prices was also investi-
gated on Wednésday by the state food
administrator and it was found that the
loaves which are being sold for fifteen
cents weigh one pound and a half, the
price being . practically the same as is
being charged elsewhere and not exces-
sive.

Householders here learned of the ef-
forts of the food administrator with a
good deal of satisfaction and believe it
will tend to keep prices of other com-
modities from soaring to prohibitive
heights.

LANSDOWNE LETTER
PROVOKES DISCUSSION

Plea For Revision of Alliess War
Aims and Attempt For Peace
Before World Ruined

London, Nov. 20—The strongest im-
s to a renewal of the heated discus-
of the rival schools on the war
Ay of the allies was provoked today
Tom a most unexpected quarter by the
publication of a long letter from the
Marquis of Lansdowne, strongly plead-
ing for a revision of the allies war aims
and an attempt to secure peace before
“the prolongation of the war leads to
the ruin of the civilized world.”

His letter gives formal adhesion to
President Wilson’s policy of a-league of
nations and he asks: “What would be the
value of blessings of peace to nations
so- exhausted that they can scarcely
stretch forth a hand to grasp them?®”

Lord Lansdowne contends that an
framense stimulus would probably be
given to the peace party in Germany if
it were understood:

“Rirst—That the annihiliation of Ger-
many as a great power was not desired.

“Second—That we do not seek to im-
pose upon the German people a form
of government against their choice.

“Third—That except as a legitimate
war measure, we do not desire to deny
to Germany her place among the great
commercial countries.

“Fourth—That we are prepared after
the war in concert with the other powers
to examine the international problems
connected with the freedom of the seas.

“Rifth—That we are prepared to enter
irto an international pact under which
ample opportunities will be afforded for
the settlement of international disputes
by peaceful means.” f

Lansdowne’s long and intimate con-
pection with foreign affairs and diplo-
macy lends unusual authority to such.a
pronouncement at the moment of the:
meeting of the inter-allied conference at
Paris and because of Clemenceau’s re-
cent declaration against a league of na-
tions, including Germany and already
there are indications of an embittered
controversy over it.

It is authoriatively announced that the
government had no previous knowledge
of the letter, and the strongest support-
ers of the government in the evening
press suggest that the letter is very un-
welcome to the government.

“This means;’of #ourse, the impression
is abroad that héart of French-Can-
ada does not beat in union with the rest
of Canada. Let me assure you, contra-
dictory as it may appear, that despite
appearances, the province of Quebec is
the most deeply British of all the pro-
vinces. Quebec is the most interested in
the maintenance of confederation for its
own material welfare. - It is above all
others interested in the maintenance of
British institutions.

“So true is this that all agitators in
Quebec have been forced to base even
their appeals to prejudice upon the fear
that British connection might be des-
troyed.

“It is true we are passing through dif-
ficult days, but from afar our troubles
appear greater than they really are. Dif-
ferent in race and creed from the re-
mainder of the dominion, Quebec has
been the subject of racial and religious
agpeals more than most parts of Can-
ada.

“May I frankly ask would any other
province, under the same: conditions,
have stood the test as Quebec as stood
it? If you wish to form a just opinion
of Quebec, do not look upon our internal
troubles, which soon will pass. Look
rather into history, see the British flag
flying by the action of French-Canadi-
ans. Only twelve years after the treaty
of Paris had wrenched these French-
Canadians from France, see them in 1775
hurling from the heights of Quebec
those Americans who tried to substitute
their flag for Britain’s flag.

MRS, STOBART SPEAKS
OF WOES OF SERBAN

i Desply Interesting Lecture Given
Before Large Audience in Cea-
tenary

An audience which completely taxed
! the capacity of Centenary church school
room last evening heard Mrs, St. Clair
Stobart’s interesting lecture on Serbia
and incidents relating to tue war in tha
country. 'The lecture, waich was under
the auspices of the Womzn's Canadian
Club, was illustrated with views of Ser-
bia and the Montenegro mountainous
country, lasted more than two- hours.
She held the audience intensely inter-
ested from start ¢o finish. :

Mrs. G. A. Kuhring, president of the
Women’s Canadian Club, was. in the
chair and those occupying seats of henor
in the front of the hall were Lieutenant-
Governor 'and Mrs. Pugsley, General
Macdonell, Mayor Hayes, Lody Tilley
and officers from the Serbian draft now
stationed at Sussex. Before introducing
' the speaker, Mrs. Kuhrng put in a
strong plea for all presentto contribute
to the Victory Loan.

In opening her address, Mrs. Stobert
showed how for years the Germans had
planned to overrun the whole world, and
how in places where they had conquered,
Hun rule was a hell. She made a strong
plea for Canadians to do everything in

2 | their power to. prevent German auto- |

cracy and militarism from ruling in the
world. She said that those who wanted
peace were either ignorant fools, pro-
Germans or profiteers who looked for-
ward to another war later on. The Ger-
man government was not, she asserted,
alone to blame for the war, but the Ger-
man people who are behind the govern-
ment in every way.

After outlining her work in connect-
jon with the Belgian Red Cross, she
told how, shortly after opening a hospi-
tal in Brussels, that city was captured
by the Germans. She with several oth-
ers, was arrested as a spy and con- |
demned to be shot within twenty—fouri
hours, how she was dragged through the
streets under guard and put in prison.}
She managed to get her liberty and later
returned to England.

Then, learning of the Serbian need
for nurses, she organized a band of|
brave women and some male nurses and
assistants and set out for that countyy. |
Mrs. Stobart was appointed to the rank |
of major by the Serbian government. |
With her gallant band she performedi
many deeds of mercy in that unfortun-|
ate country. People came i thousands, |

be treated at her hospitals, which were

than 30,000 people in all. received medi-
cine from these tents and many fever

the courage of the English nurses and
also to the Serbian priests and their
bravery under fire. She said that the|
wrong impression held of ‘the Serbians
by the people of this country previous |
to the war, had come from German and !
Austrian sources. She stated that the|

| Serbian soldiers were brave, generous,:

orderly under fire and dignified in re-.
treat. A coarse word had never been
heard from a Serbian soidier while, in
her presence. |
Concluding, she said that the enemy |
were doing their best to exterminate the
Serbian nation, and had bragged that |
Serbia may exist but there will be no |
more Serbians. The people had, in|
some instances, been placed within wire
enclosures on the edges of pits, shot|
down in hundreds and buried in the pit.!
Children had either been killed or sent |
to Austria and Asia Minor to be edu-|
cated and denationalized. Serbia’ has |
sacrificed her country, in fact everything
she has prized, but Serbia is fighting on. |
Canadians who know what freedom is,é
should, she thought, help Serbia. |
Mayor Hayes, in moving a vote of !
thanks to the-lecturer, said that the!
trials of Belgium and France were not
to be compared with those of Serbia,.
and that those in more fortunate coun- |
tries should ,press forward with a great-'
er determination to win the war.
Lieutenant-Governor Pugsley statedi
that he had never heard a better address |
than that delivered by Mrs. Stobart. 1
General Macdonell, who was intro-|
duced by Mrs. Kuhring as a hero who |
had lately come to reside in St. John, |
made an appropriate speech expressing |
his appreciafion of the lecture. i
Lieutenant Paulo Jovanivic, a veteran
of the Serbian army, who carries several
decorations including one which is on a|
par with the-British Victoria Cross, was
also introduced to the audience by Mrs.
Kuhring.

LEONARD NOT A
ONE PUNCH FIGHTER

Uses More Finesse Than Former
Champions But He is Just as
Effective

When Benny Leonard failed to stop
Jack Britton in their recent bout he

of the others that preceded him. If
Britton had opened up and fought toe
to toe Leonard might have brought him
down, but when the bigger man covered
:p the smaller could do nothing with
tm.

The - critical ones do not accept this as
an adequate excuse, however. They say
that if Kid Lavigne or Terry McGovern
had been in there with Britton that
night his attempts to cover up would
not have saved him. McGovern would
have stood in close and whaled away un-
til something dropped, and Lavigne
would have done the same thing, say

the admirers of the heroes that are gone:

Leonard’s answer to this sort of criti-
cism is that he is not that kind of a
fighter. Instead of beating his man
down by main strength and aggressive-
ness he uses more finesse. Leonard as-
serts that he tried to make Britton open
up by backing away from him, as he
realized that it would have been foolish
to risk breaking his hands on an elbow
by flogging away when he had no clear
mark to shoot at. But i’ritton was too
cautious to be fooled by this manoeuvre
and the only result was to make Leon-
ard look as though he was none too sure
of himself.

Just what is the best procedure when
an opponent covers up with both arms
wrapped around his head and his stom-
ach drawn in and protected by his
crouching attitude has puzzled most
fighters. Joe Gans solved it on one oc-
casion by taking alm and driving his
fist against his opponent’s glove so hard
that the latter was knocked out by his
own fist, as it were. This happened in
his match with Jabez White at Phila-
delphia.

That Gans was able to perform such
an astonishing feat shows what a won-
derful hitter he was. It goes without
saying that Leonard would be foolish to
attempt such a thing, as he would only
waste his strength in vain. Leonard
is not a powerfully built man and such
feats of strength are entirely beyond
him. He is effective because his judg-
ment of distance and timing is almost
perfect and he is able to plant his fists
exactly on the vital spots. He never
scores a clean knockout with one wal-
lop, as many of the other, champions
were wont to do, but he gets results in
his own way and his record shows that
he has been ever more effective than
many of the one punch fighters.

You never can tell. Just because a
man rushes headlong into things is no
indication that he is long-headed.—Phil-
adelphia Record.

CHANCELLCR BOASTS
BUT FALS 10 G
PROMISE OF REFORNS

Ven Hertling Says Submarine Will
Reach Its Aim

Calls on Germany For Another Large
‘ Sum For War — Little Consolation
i For The Peeple Who Demand Voice
in Affairs of Nation

l Berlin, via London, Nov. 29—Cofi-
tinuing his speech in the Reichstag, in
! which he announced Germany’s readi-
'ness to enter into peace negotiations
with Russia so soon as the Russian gov-
ernment sent to Berlin representatives
_having full powers, Count Von Hertling,
imperial chancellor, referred to the sub-
{ marine campaign. . =

He said: “Submarine warfare against
! merchant ships exercises systematically
its powerful and inevitable effect. It was
.and is the only thorough going means
‘for carrying on against the superior
power of our adversaries the economic
war forced upon us. It directs itself
‘ against enemy tonnage and those voy-
aging in the enemy’s service.

“The ships sunk will continually ex-

8 ceed the tonnage of those newly built.

‘All observations give us uemistakable
i proof that the submarine war against
merchant ships will reach the aim in-
tended for it.”

In asking the Reichstag for a new
credit of 15,000,000,000 marks the chan-
cellor alluded to extraordinary war ex-
perience which had called forth among
all the German people consciousness'and
solidarity. Every member of the com-
munity, he said, was now aware that he
was a part of the grand-total of valu-
able members of the state, which they
recognize quite peculiarly as their affair
and possession.

The chancellor then spoke of the de-
mand for reform and adjustment of poli-
tical affairs. He said it was necessary
to recognize what is right in this de-
mand and to carry it through with a
firm hand. He added: “One should par-
ticularly not be led astray by catch
words nor slavishly imitate the institu-
| tions of other countries, but should do
| what is demanded by the actual needs
' of popular life and which correspond,to
the German spirit and German charac-
teristics.

“Qf the fundamental principles of our
imperial constitution nothing can or
shall be changed. They are distinctive
and have grown out of the historically
developed character of the German peo-
ple and their various branches. Parlia-
mentary representation in the Reichstag
rests upon the broadest conceivable base.

“When our political life developing
itself upon this firm foundation under-
takes new tasks and when the new
needs ‘make themselves apparent within
the framework of the imperial constitu-
tion, the imperial government will at
all times lend a willing ear to the wishes
and suggestions which may reach it
from this honorable house. of
that I am sure.”

Count Von Hertling contended that the
initiative for Prussian reforms proceed-

|ed from the crown, and after alluding

to some new bills ‘ot reform affecting
the workmen’s uniéns, referred to the
censorship question ,and promised to do
what was possible to allow a free ex-
pression of opinion and set aside abuses.
He continued: “The point now is to
stand together united and firm until vic-
tory is achieved. Our enemies begin to

! see they cannot deprive us of victory|

by force of arms, but they base their
|hopes on a supposed imminent internal
{ breakdown, Without knowledge of our
! German conditions and misled by a de-
'pendent and instigating press, they af-
fect to see signs of coming events and
transitory appearances. Do your best,
gentlemen, to destroy this by-a unani-
mous determination to support the gov-
ernment. That one thought and deter-
| mination fills all hearts thought of one’s
country.”

N. B. Battalion Says But 20 or|
25 Now Remain

Some fifteen returned soldlers arrived
in the city this morning en route to thelr
homes In the province, after doing thelr
lwpit” for thelr country on the firlng llnet
in France and Flanders. Included in the
purty were men suffering from the loss)
of eyes, arms and hands; For some time|
there has not arrived here & small party "
of men who have suffered sugh severe
wounds as have these men. All were
cheerful, however, In the party were:
three St. John men, Private W. O.|
Mungham, 88 Westmorland road; Priv-
ate J. D. Campbell, 98 St. Patrick street,
and Private V. Bochka, 567 Main street.

Private J. D. Campbell, this city, en-
listen in 1915 with the 8th Royal Rifles.
At the battle of Vimy Ridge he received
a bullet wound in his jaw while fight-
ing with the 87th Grenadier Guart‘ls. His
mother, Mrs. John McPartland, lives at
98 St. Patrick street. -

Pte. W. O. Mungham’s wife and chil-
dren are still in England, waiting their,
turn to come back. It is expected, how-
ever, that they will be here soon. Private
Mungham enlisted in 1916 with the 64th |
Battalion and was transferred later to
another.

Private V. Bochka enlisted in St. John'
with the 24th Battalion in 1915 and has’
been twenty-two months in khaki.

Tossts At Empire Parliamen-
tary Association Luncheon

Speeches By Big Men

Honor Paid to Sir Edward Morris
and Lieut. Colonel Hon. P. E.
Blondin—The Canadian Elec-
tions—The Moth.erland and the

Deminions _

London, Nov. 29, via Reuter’s Ottawa
Agency—The Empire Parliamentary As-
sociation today entertained at luncheon
Sir Edward Morris, premier of ‘New-
foundland; Lieut.-Colonel the Hon. e
E. Blondin, postmaster-general of Can-
ada.‘;The largest gathering which ever
attended a similar event was present.

- Lord Chancellor Findlay presided and

many distinguished men were present,
including Sir George Perley, high com-
missioner for Canada.

The lord chancellor, in proposing the
toasts to Canada and Newfoundland,
said that, regarding Newfoundland, all
had been impressed with the part that
colony had played in contributing men
to the British navy and also in sending
contingents to fight our'battles on land.

Lieut.-Colonel the Hon., Mr. Blondin,
he said, had a most distinguished career
and had shown in the most conspicuous
way his devotion to the great imperial
interests of the empire to which his fel-
low countrymen belonged. He recalled
that Mr. Blondin had resigned office
for the honorable purpose of participat-
ing in military training and raising
forces to enable Canada to dd her part.
Referring to the elections, the lord chan-
cellor said it was very difficult for any
speaker here to say anything about such
a contest, but it was the greatest pos-
sible satisfaction to Britons to know
that all parties in Canada were uiited
in the determination to do everything
possible to help the mother country in
the great struggle for freedom.

Lord Chancellor Findlay recalled Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s declaration in 1914
that Canadians, whether English, Irish
oia French, could not contemplate the
rrossibility of remaining quiescent when
the Anglo-French were fighting the Ger-
thans for the freedom of France and
Belgium and the civilization of the world.

Lord Findlay continued: That was a
roble séntiment. It wad ‘hot for him
to express any opinion about the great
electoral contest now going on in Can-
atla, but all were agreed in hoping that
jh the contest might end in such fash-
jon that Canada would be able to throw
her whole strength into the conflict for
the freedom of the world.

On that point there was no
trouble, difficulty or disagreement, large-
ly owing to the good feeling existing
between the British Isles and the do-
minions. That good feeling was due to
the system of government which had
been in vogue for the last seventy years,
namely, responsible government,
which , absolutely free states were cre-
ated and British, connections main-
tained.

That connection was largely one of
sentiment, Premier Morris asserted. We
were held together by the silken cord of
Kifrship. All who had gone overseas still
4ok pleasure and pride in remembering
their connection with the British Isles.

KILLS WIFE, SHOBTS HIMSELF

SOLDIERS GUESTS AT
BIG NEW YORK HOTELS
MANKSGMNG

Gotham Gives ltself Up to the
Men ia Uniform and 30,000
* Are Entertained

New York, Nov. 20—Neither the high
cost of turkey nor the food conserva-
tion campaign had any visible effect up-
on the observance of Thanksgiving Day
in New York. But there was a martial
note in the festivities which has been
lacking in other years, for thousands of
soldiers, sailors and marines were honor-

Premier at Milton (Ont.)

Milton, Ont., Nov. 20—Two crowded

meetings in the town hall and the Prin-
cess Theatre wer addressed by Sir Rob-
bert Borden today. The premier's ar-
rival was delayed slightly by the dis<
covery at Toronto that a brake beam on
his private car had broken. It was left
in the city for repairs and the party
came out on a special consisting of a
combined baggage and first class car.
They were met at the station and escort-
ed to the meeting by a band.
« The Union government, declared Sir
Robert, could give better servicg to Can-
ada in the hour of her stress and strain
than could be given by any party.

Mayor E. F. Earl, of Milton, who act-
ed as chairman, made a brief reference
to the Kitchrener disturbance. Any
man, he said, who refused to listen to
both sides in the great question of the
day should be deprived of his fran-
chise. .

The Union government, the premier
asserted, had already justified itself by
its deds. First, extension of the Civil
Service act to the outside service; second,
abolition of patronage lists; third, the
appointment of a non-partizan war pur-
chasing commuission for all departments
of the government; fourth, taxation of
incomes; fifth, adequate taxation of war
profiteers.

It was not an agreeable task for a
man of his temperament, he said, to ask
the' youth of Canada to go forth volun-
tarily and fight even in as just a cause
as that which called them out. It was
a still sterner and more painful duty to
impose a compulsory military service.
The compulsory feature was no w
one. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who objected
to it now, had re-enacted it in the Mili-
t{n act in 1904, which had contained it
since 1868.

If the Canadian troops had not barred
t_he way to Calais at St. Julien, condi-
tions in Canada would not be as saft as
‘t‘hey are today. Cries of “No,” and
Never” greeted the premier’s appeal to
the audience whether they were prepared
to desert the Canadian troops at the
front. There were men ther who ought
to have a rest, men who had been
wounded three or four times, but who
had to go back to the fight because there
were no reinforcements. Addresses were
also delivered by Dr. Anderson, the can-

;he Only Qﬁ'estion Worth
©  While, Says Honorable
F. B. Carvell

Speech At Andovér

Says Opponents of Union Govern-
ment Fail in Duty to Ceuntry,
To Themselves and to Seldiers
at Front — Given Hearty Wel-
come

Andover, Nov. 29—Andover gave &
hearty welcome tonight to Hon. F. B.
Carvell when for the first time here he

addressed a meeting called In support of
a government that stands against the
policies enunciated by Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier.

The meeting ‘was held in the Specialty
Theatre and the audience, which num-
bered some 600 electors, filled the hall to
capacity. Every portion of the lower
end of Victoria county was represented
and the minister was given a splendid
hearing. He dealt plainly and succinctly
with the one great issue of the campaign
and in no uncertain terms told his hear-
ers that if they voted against the selec-
tive draft measure ‘they would ng} be
true to their duty, to themselves, their
country, and the boys overseas.

itus J. Carter, ex-M. P. P. for Vic-
terre county and a life-long Conservative,
occupied the chair.

In introducing the speaker he referred
briefly to the events leading up to the
formation of the Union government and
said it was the first time in his long
political experience that he had had the
pleasure of appearing and speaking in
favor of F. B. Carvell. In other political
campaigns he had been accustomed to
oppose F. B. Carvell the politician. He
now appears in support of F. B. Carvell
the stutesman, a man who has risen
above party politics and for the sake of
a principle which he thought to be right
had no hesitation in breaking from his
leader and forming new political alli-
ances. N

The example set by Mr. Carvell had
been followed by the solid men of both
political parties and he had no hesitation
in expressing the belief that when this
war ended it would find the best minds
in Canada united in all matters tending
to advance Canadian interest. The Union
government had been formed for the best
purpose in the world and it was only
righ}t that it should be given a fair
trial.

Hon, Mr. Carvell.

Hon. Mr. Carvell was warmly' ap-
plauded when he rose. He plunged
directly into his subject and referred to
the seriousness of the question which had
brought them together. It was so seri-
s that it transcended in importance
all other questions and_the man who
could not be serious over it had some-
thing wrong with his mentality. /If any-
one had told him a year ago that he
would be igtroduced and eulogized at a
political meeting by T. J. Carter he
would have thought they were fooling
him. Neither would he have thought of
asking Mr. Carter to speak for him as
they had always belonged to different
schools of politics, Mr. Carter being an
aggressive Conservative and the speaker
a fighting Liberal of the Liberals. In
holding those views he thought he was
as right as Mr. Carter and when the
whole matter that brought them together
was finished they both, would probably
return to their opinions.

“Stay or Qéit?”

This election is being run on the one
great question: “Are we going ‘to stay
with the empire or quit?? That is the
only question worth while, the only one
that merited serious consideration. In
the past they had differed on matters
of tariff and on economic problems but
these were of minor importance when
compared with the real big vital issue.

Mr. Carvell then dealt with the
pledges made by the Canadian parlia-
ment-to the soldiers overseas and the
promise to continue in the war “to the

- last man and the last dollar.”

An emergency session of parliament

was called a few days after the war
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broke out and lasted four days. That
session considered two questions, First:
Shall Canada participate in this war

and, secondly: Shall we pay our own
bills. Canada answered both questions
in the affirmative by sending out a call
for men and passing a war vote of $50,-
000,000 to pay the expenses of the
'soldiers for three or four months.

There was no debate on the question
as there was a complete agreement, Sir
Wilfrid Laurier declaring that Canada
was in this war to the last man and the
last dollar a promise in which the
speaker concurred and which he intend-
ed to see kept. .

When the call was made for 20,000
men the response received was 83,000.
These went overseas. Many would never
return, but were sleeping their last
sleep in France and Flanders, others
were in hospital maimed and injured.

He considered that when Canda said
to these men “Go over and we will stand
by you to the end.” they made a con-
tract that should be kept and the man
who would break that contract is guilty
of the most infamous breach of faith.
Every man:who went overseas believed
Canada would support him and as he
viewed that matter it was a question of
remaining in the war or quitting, conse-
quently he had no apologies to make for
joining the Union _government. He
could not have done anything else and
retained his self-respect for he would
carry out the contract he as a member
of parliament made with the men who
had gone to France to fight our battles
for us.

He believed the people of Canada
would support thé men who voted to
keep that contract as he believed the
people of Canada placed their their duty
to the soldiers ahead of every other
question He had been a severe critic of
the government, but he had supported
all the war votes and all he had asked
in return was that the money voted
should be honestly spent.

Criticism of that sort was, however, a
very small matter now. 1f money had
been misspent®he was sorry for it, but
consideration of that would not liquidate
our debt to the boys at the front. It
all comes back to the same question,
“Are-we going to stick or quit?”

He then dealt with events leading to
the formation of Union government. Up
to May or June last no public man had
ever admired a leader as he had admired
Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

“T have not a word to say against him
personally,” said Mr. Carvell emphatic-
ally, “but I do not approve of his poli-
cies. We have had no quarrel but he did
not measure up to the standards of my-
self and the twenty-six Liberals who left
when I did and we had to leave him.”

Converted to Conscription.

He admitted that when conscription
was first in the minds of some of the
members of parliament for they had
discussed its possibility before Sir
Robert Borden actualy introduced that
bill he was opposed to the idea. The
very thought of taking men from their
homes and forcing them into war was
repungnant to him and if the selective
draft measure had been introduced a
year before it was he would have op-
posed it.

Up to the summer of 1916 under the
voluntary systém Canada was securing
men as rapidly as they could be clothed,
trained and sent overseas. But in June,
1916, the enlistments dwindled to 5,000
per month, while the rate of wastage
was three times that number. As an
example he quoted that in ten days in
November of this year between 9.000
and 10,000 Canadians had been put out
of action and there were no volunteers
to take their places. Men had to be
secured for the maintenance of our four
divisions at the front, or these four di-
visions would dwindle to three and the
three to two. As they did not come
under the voluntary system another
method must be tried, and conscription
was the only alternative. It was either

that or the dwindling of our forces and
after the deeds of valor which the Ca-
nadian boys had performed at the front,
he did not believe the Canadian people
would stand to see their divisions re-
duced. The men must be got by any
method that could be employed and that
is what this election is being run upon.
The moment conscription became a live
question in parliament it was at once
a very live question with the speaker
Sir Wil-
frid Laurier opposed the principle ot
conscription but admitted that he was
willing to leave it to the decision of
the people by a referendum.

What If Referendum Failed,

At first, the speaker thought well of
the referendum idea, but on thinking it
over he came to the possibility of the
referendum failing. Continuing, he said:
“What would Canada do in that event?
Where would the men be secured? What
would be our answer to the boys when
they came home from the £front? What
would be our answer to the fathers and
mothers and friends of those boys who
know Canada was pledged to supporl
them to the last man and the last dol-
lar? Should it be said that Canada was
recreant in her pledge?

“Thinking this all over I decided the
only thing I could do. with conscience
was to vote for the measure and against
I confess I did not
‘want to see our party broken up. 1
hoped it would not be. I believed after
the measure became law it would be
accepted, and that I could carry my

fdea and still not separate from my
leader.

“When conscription became law we
had several conferences upon it. I tried
to get an understanding of what the
pariy policy would be when it came
time to go to the country, but I could
not get any other proposal except that
after the elections were over we should
hold a referendum to see whether we
should go on or not. Ithen asked what
would be done supposing we had 25,000
men under arms secured by conscription,
and I was told they would be held in
Canada in abeyance until after the ref-
erendum.

“It did not take me long to split on
that rock and in twenty-four hours af-
ter I had separated rrom my leader
Union government was formed, and 1
had accepted a position in that govern-
ment.”

Mr. Carvell said he had had previous
offers to enter union government. Sir
Robert Borden had approached him in
May, in June, and half a dozen other
times. He refused because he thought
the problem could yet be settled and the
party kept in line, but finding he
couldn’t do it, h® joined the Union gov-
ernment.

“And,” said Mr. Carvell, amid loud
applause, “I have no apologies to make.”

Means Eighteen Months’ Delay.

“I have not a word to say against my
opponent in this election, but I want to|
tell my Liberal friends that if his policy
of a referendum is- carried out, not a
man of reinforcements will reach the
firing -line before the spring of 1919.

“I don’t want to live over again the
events of the past six months, but 1
know the seriousness of the situation
and I want you to know it. We will
not have the definite result of the elec-
tion until some date in February, and
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if the government is defeated, it will
take a month to get the old administra-
tion out and the new one in. That will
bring us to some time in March. Pur-i
liament will likely be called the latter
part of March or the first of April, and
fo get through the house of commons'
and senate legislation giving authority
for a referendum would require two!
months which would bring us into |
June, |

“In the referendum the men overseas .
should have the right to vote and the:
taking of the vote and getting the re- '
turns would require another two or,
three months which would bring us in-'
to October of next year. At least six
months to train the men and get them
to the front and it will be at least the
spring of 1919 before we could land |
another man in the trenches—if the ref-;
erendum -carries. Thus I say to youi
that the policy of my opponent and also!

leader, is but a polite way of saying, we|
will get out of the war because we can-
not get in it for at least eighteen|
months, |

difference between that act and the pres-
ent measure is that the present measure
is selective while in the former case the
men were drawn by lot. Thus the
father of a family might be sent to war
while the drunken wastrel remained at
home.”

He then discussed the conscription sys-
tems in force in Britain as compared

{ with the United States and continental

Europe. In the case of Britain, the
United States and Canada, conscription
simply meant the putting of the war
on a business basis. That was a per-
fectly fair proposition and one which
should commend itself to all. The ex-
emption tribunals, he believed, wére do-
ing their work honestly and well and
would not send to the front men who

would be of more value at home, or men

whose departure from Canada would in-

{ flict undue hardship upon their depend-

Voting for Principle.

Mr. Carvell asked the electors to res|
member that when they voted they were|
not voting for F. B. Carvell or James|
E. Porter, but for a principle. ,/The per |
sonality of the candidate would play a
very smail part in this election. This
time the people were not asked to vote|
for men at all, but for a great big vital
principle or against it, that was the
whole story.

He then referred to the Liberals who
had entered the Union government; men
who had acted upon principle and who
were banded together to advance the

war measures and to see to it that Ca-| t

nadian affairs were conducted honestly.
They had many serious problems with
which to- grapple, the cost of the war
and the problem of the profiteers, for
he did not propose that men in Canada:
should  wax wealthy at the expense of |
the boys overseas. It was not the pur-|
pose of the Liberals in the government|
to try to tear things to pieces. Fiscal
matters and questions of tariff must
wait for settlement until after the war,
and after the war was over. “We do
not much care what happens if we suc-
ceed in guiding the country through this
crisls.”

Touching the financial aspect of the
case, Mr. Carvell said he had always
advocated tariff reductions, but the Can-
adian -government now needed money as
never before and all that could be raised
by tariffs, by excise and all they could
borrow would be required. Before the
outbreak of the war, Canada spent $150,-
000,000 every year. This year they
would spend practically $700,000,000, a
sum so large the average man could not
comprehend it. Considerably more than
$1,000,000 per day is being spent on the
army and this with the added cost of
pensions and interest charges ‘would
mean that every dollar that could be
raised by ordinary measures of taxation,
by the income tax and by borrowing,
would be required.

For Victory Loan.

L

He then made an urgent and eloquent
plea for the Victory Loan, requgsting
his hearers that if they could not go to
fight they could at least lend their
money to the government and let it fight
for them.

Canada’s opportunities to borrow
money from Great Britain and the
United States have been exhausted be-
cause all the money those countries could
secure would be taken up with their own
expenses and the financing of other Al-
lies. Thus it was now necessary to take
our own money from our own people

Referring to the income tax and the
excess profits tax he said the former did
not go far enough. It should be amend-
ed to touch smaller incomes than $3,000
per year, but it was the intention of the
government and the country to put as
much of the burden as possible on the
shoulders of those who could best bear
it—the men of wealth.

As to the profiteers they could not
pay too much. Twenty millions had
been secured.last year from excess war
profits.

“It’s not enough,” said Mr. Carvell.
“Lord, how I'd like to get after some of
these men who have made millions out of
the needs of the boys at the front.”

The war had made a system of direct
taxation possible and he hoped it would
extend and develop. He then paid a
brief tribute to the women of Canada,
and expressed himselftas entirely in ac-
cord with the bill giving the vote to the
kinswomen of soldiers.

“But I would go the whole hog,” he
said, “and give it to all the women, for
I have always advocated woman suff-
rage and eighteen years ago in the New
Brunswick legislature I supported - a
resolution calling for it. .

“In the present war there was no ques-
tion as to the righteousness of the cause
or the propriety of Canada engaging in
it, for it was distinctly a struggle to de-
termine whether civilization should re-
main on the face of the earth or be re-
placed by Prusisan militarism.

“The man who tells me Canada has no
right in this war is a traitor,” he said
amid loud applause.

“The whole question is shall we go on
o quit. We have had a conscription
bill on the Canadian statute books for
forty-nine years under which the gover-
nor-in-council can call to the colors all

! ents.

In conclusion, he said: “If I have my
way theke will be more conseription. I
won’t hesitate, for instance, to take a
man and put him at necessary work at
fair wages if that is in the interest of
the country. I know conscription is not
a popular measure, but it is the only
measure that will fill the necessities and
as such we must accept it.”

“The conscripted soldier will be just
as valuable, just as brave and entitled to
just as much yeward as any other, and
I would not want any relative of a con-
scripted man to feel any other way about

“Under the selective draft measure we
have authority to./{send 100,000 men.
Those 100,000 men may not be the decid-
ing factor in this war, but suppose they
are wanted and are not there, what
then? I wish every man and woman
could realize what'the consequences will

| be if we fail to do our duty in this

time. If yoo men and women can once
grasp that you will see your:. course
plainly. We are going to win this war,
but it will not be any picnic and before
it is won more rivers of blood will flow
on the western front. The civilized na-
tions will win but only if they do their
duty and the man who votes against this
measure is not doing his duty to him-
self, to his country or to the boys over-
seas.

“The Union government is standing by
the boys at the front, and I will stand
by that government for that reason. If
you stand by me you, too, will be stand-
ing by the government and the boys at
the front, and I am going to trust you to
do~it.” :

At the conclusion of Mr. Carvell’s
speech he was given a splendid recep-
tion and many electors who had been
bitterly opposed to him in other fights
came forward to pledge support to him

in this. Thegqmeeting closed with the
National Anthem.

gardless of conditions in which they
may be situated. Mr. Elkin said that
the bill recently passed was inestimably
fairer than the former as it takes those
men who are best fitted in every  way
to go. He remarked that the very ones
who are against Union, government on
that very issue, if they realized how
much better this act is and how much
fairer, they would all be lined up for
Union government. He said that the
Military Service Act is only a re-
modelled form of the old act.

“The men interested in finance see
that the young men should go to war
first. An element in the conscription
bill is that the son of a farmer who is
needed on the farm will be given his ex-
emption even if he had been taken into
the army already. We have got to win
the war and we have got to take the
best method and that'is not by partizan
government. Nothing for the good of
the country can be brought about by a
partizan government at this time.”

“Quebec has not done her share. She
has not come to the front as the rest

. of Canada did. It is our duty to sup-
port the volunteers. Quebec has always
bcen_the football of every partv in the
Dominion and now she doesn’t know
“.rhere she stands. Ever since confedera-
tion she has held out for some privilege
and that has always been conceded by
one government or other and so now
that province has acquired the habit of
waiting to see what she will get. ‘How
is Quebec to be made to do her duty in

proportion to the English speaking part
qu the Dominion? By sending a par-
tizan government into power? By re-
turning the Laurier government to Ot-
| tawa? All governments have catered to
| Quebec, the late government did. There
lis only one way to overcome that. The
. Military Service Act calls for 100,000
men. If necessary, and I believe it will
be necessary, for the war is not to be
| won easily as we have seen, more will
i be needed later. How are we going to
' make Quebec do her share unless we
have a non partizan government at Ot-
tawa which will' be the voice of the
Canadian people? Then we can let
Quebec vote as it pleases. Laurier and
Bourrassa are together, Laurier says
they are not, but Bourassa says that
Laurier and his followers suit him. Are
they together?

Shall We Follow Russia.

‘“We all feel sorry for Russia and we
are charitable enough to say that she is
in her present position because her lead-
ers played her false. On December 17,
will\the world say that Canada is out of
the war, not because her leaders be-
trayed her, but because the voice of the
people voted her{out of the war? Once
before Laurier took a referendum and it
is in the pidgeon hole of his desk yet.
That referendum was prohibition. Why
trust him any more on this referendum?

“We want to send to the boys in the
trenches help, not only men but wealth
and everything' that will aid them in
winning the war. The situation at pres-
ent is the most serious that ever faced
the people of Canada. The war ‘must
be won and we must stay in it to the
very finish so that we may hold up our
keads up as should those for whom the
gallant Canadians are fighting so nobly
on the battlefields of France and Flan-
ders. Some have suggested letting Am-
ericans support our boys. Isn’t it ridic-
ulous to think of telling our boys, ‘We
wili send some Yankees over to help
you?

Separation Allowance To
Be Raised To $25

Ottawa, Nov. 29—An orgder-in-council
has been passed in connection with the
separation allowance paid to wives and
other dependents of soldiers below the
rank of sergeant in the Canadian ex-
peditionary force from $20 to $25 per
month, beginning Dec. 1. The effect of
this is that in the month of January the
wife or other dependent of every soldier
hitherto in receipt of $20 per month will
recive $30, the extra $10 representing
the increase for the two months of De-
cember and January and in each month
thereafter she will receive $25 instead of
$20. Checks for January will be issued
earlier than usual.

The official announcement savs:

“This is in accordance with the
policy which has been followed by
the Union ogvernment and is another
evidence of its desire to advance the
welfare of the soldiers and their de-
pendents in every way, consistent
with sound natfonal policy.

“A short time ago upon the re-
commenation of the minister of fin-
ance the government announced a
substantial increase in the scale of
pensions and this action was received
throughout the country with every
evidence of hearty approval. Lat-
terly representations have been made
by public bodies, by the Great War
