Dover correspondent sends the following:

“Vivid narratives are told by the crew 
Of the collier Lusitania, which, in ren­
dering aid to the Anglia, was herself 
sunk.

“After the eiqptosion, the bows of the 
hospital ship seemed to melt away until 
the sea lapped her rails and splashed 
Upon the decks. Mortally wounded as 
ahe was, the Anglia surged forward in 
a vain attempt to reach shore before she 
sank. Her siren roused every vessel 
near and from every quarter came boats 
to the rescue.

“Those watching from the deck of the 
Lusitania saw soldiers coming up from

below, and, assembling on deck, calmly 
awaiting the order to pass into the 
boats. Every moment their footing be­
came more precarious, as gradually the 
Anglia settled by the bows.
Heroic Rescue Work,

London, Nov. 18—News from the Balkans continues to be m 
patchwork of unconfirmed rumors and contradictory mm Hum, 
without official statements to establish clearly the present statu* 
of affairs. The Serbian armies, with insufficient ammunition **** 
inferior numbers, have been attempting vainly to meet the wide 
turning movement of the Bulgarians, threatening Prilep and MAn», 
stir. Some despatches from Athens report Prilep is already in Bid* 
garian hands. All admit the Serbian position there is untenable 
that evacuation of the city is inevitable.

News that the Bulgarian advance southward is proceeding 
rapidly, and has reached a point within a few hours of Monastir, 
is said to have earned consternation in that city, whose population* 
is fleeing to Greek territory.

Little U known of the Serbian situation in the north, except that rfntiisibliif 
resilience is «till being offered by the Serbians against both Germans and Bul­
garians, who have made no fresh gains of consequence.

One Small Drop Contains More Thaq 
5,000,000 of Them.

Now place a drop of blood beneath a 
powerful microscope and you will begin 
to comprehend the real character of this 
marvelous fluid tissue. Under the micro­
scope the blood no longer appears red, 
but seems to be filled with minute bod­
ies of various shapes and rises, known 
aç the. blood cells or corpuscles.

■The number of these is so great that 
a very small drop contains more than 
6,000,000, while the number contained In 
the body of an average man amounts to 
the inconceivable number of thirty mil­
lions of millions. In other words an 
adult man has in his body 20,000 times 
as many individual cells as there are peo­
ple on the face of the earth.

The cells are so small that 2,500 to 
8,500 or more are required to make a row 
an inch in length, yet their number is so 
great that they present a combined sur­
face amounting to about 82,000 square 
feet, more thait two-thirds of an acre or 
more than 1,600 times the area of the 
skin. The blood cells of a man, arrang­
ed in a single row, would reach six times 
around the earth. *

Each of these little cells is a distinct 
living creature. It has its own individ­
ual life; it grows, works, breathes and 
feeds in the blood current as truly as 
does a fish In the water or a bird in the 
air. The life of a blood cell is only 
about six weeks—every six weeks every 
one of this vast multitude of minute liv­
ing forms grows old and dies, and must 
be replaced. In other words, thirty mil­
lions of millions of blood cells must be 
created anew every six weeks. This re­
quires the making of blood cells at the 
rate of seven hundred thousand millions 
dally, or about thirty thousand millions 
every hour, five hundred millions every 
minute—more than eight millions per 
second.—Good Health.

Harry E. Barnard, food commissioner 
of Indiana, has this to say about canned 
goods i—

“Canned goods are not poisonous, and 
ptomaine poisoning is never the result 
of eating them, but rather the fresh 
foods kept in the unsanitary refrigerator 
—to milk, cheese, ice cream and meat 
salads. As a matter of fact most can­
ned vegetables, do not contain the ele­
ments necessary to the growth of the 
organisms that cause ptomaine poisons, 
nor does contact with the tin ever pro­
duce poisons.

“Wide publicity has recently been 
given a story telling of the poisoning of 
an entire family by food prepared in a 
rusty tin pail. Such a story is absurd, 
at least so far as the attempt to blame 
the container is concerned. There is 
nothing in rusting iron or tin to produce 
illness. Another fallacy common to the 
kitchen is that as soon as a tin of food 
is opened the contents should be poured 
into some other receptacle.

Dr. Paul H. Zinkham of the Americ­
an Red Cross and other travelers from 
Southern Russia say the Russian news­
papers estimate that 25,000,000 persons 
in all have left their homes in Galicia, 
Poland and Russia proper. Many of 
these persons lived great distances from 
the fighting lines. Kiev, which is probab­
ly 150 miles from the front, has been 
almost completely evacuated. The hor­
rors of war have been so vividly present­
ed to districts near the front by fleeing 
refugees that panic has seized the pub­
lic in many cities and transportation fa­
cilities are quite inadequate to get fur­
ther away from the front.

Wounded Russian officers and soldiers 
who have returned to their homes here 
to recuperate tell of the many difficul­
ties they encountered in getting out of 
the war zone. Excited refugees anxious 
to get into places of greater security, 
were attacking trains and breaking all 
windows in their efforts to get aboard.

The excitement was increased by the 
high cost of food stuffs and the falling 
price of paper rubles. In several towns 
in Southern Russia, money changers 
availed themselves of the discrepancy 
between the value of silver and paper 
money. For a time during September 
paper money brought only half its value 
in silver money at Warsaw and in other 
big centres. Money changers collected 
silver and shipped it to the centres 
where one rouble in silver would buy 
two paper roubles. The result was a 
complete silver famine in some sections, 
which interfered with trade making it 
impossible for people to get any change.

For several days in Kiev the street car

Surely the boys in the trenches 
and the boys who are going to the 
trenches deserve more consideration at 
the hands of those whose homes and lib­
erties they will light to preserve. The 
recruiting movement has drifted into an 
eddy. L^t’s get it out again in mid­
stream. Perhaps Sir George Foster's 
message tonight will give us a new in­
spiration. __________

and accordingly the extra pay was ap­
proved.

“In the light of further experience, 
however, it is now considered advisable 
to cancel this working pay, as those who 
are drawing it have as a rule easier and 
less dangerous tasks to perform than 
the men in the trenches who do not re­
ceive it Furthermore, no difficulty is 
now anticipated in recruiting men of 
these trades.

“The minister therefore recommends 
th#t, beginning with January 1, 1916, the 
part of the original order-ln-coundl au­
thorizing working pay be cancelled, and 
those in receipt of it who are unwilling 
to continue on the ordinary rates be al­
lowed to take their discharge as soon as 
their places can be filled.”

While considerable objection is ex­
pected to the proposed change from 
tradesmen now receiving the extra pay, 
the general opinion among all ranks is 
that the change works no unfairness to 
these men, particularly as they are al­
lowed to withdraw if they do not like 
the order. It is pointed out that at the 
present time, tens of thousands of men 
throughout Canada are giving up their 
regular employment and enlisting at the 
regular rate of pay, though in doing so 
they are making considerable financial 
sacrifices. This is equally true of all 
ranks, many officers also having 
up their businesses and accepted 
ies far below their usual Income. The 
suggestion of the minister of militia .is 
felt to be in line with the general de­
mand for economy where this can be ex­
ercised with fairness.

I may say when 
I left Munster Hospital they gave me a 
pair of trousers that were a tin with 
blood and thick with vermin, and they 
rubbed my wound till it was sore.

I was at this camp about ten or twelve 
weeks, never got any better and could 
not walk, hardly could not get any right 
food, what we got was about two slices 
of black bread and sometimes a cup of 
carrot Water or cabbage water, some­
times » raw herring and sometimes no­
thing. Well I may say I got worse both 
in health and my wounds. I used to lay 
on the floor and wish I was dead, I was 
nearly walking with filth. I may say all 
our poor fellows were treated bad, the 
British cop in for the lot, and the food 
I would not glv* to a dog.

I came back with the exchange of 
prisoners to England and that day 1 left 
I got nothing to oat and I did not want 
aiû£ I had got used to doing without. 
I found good friends in the Russians, or 
I should pot have been here, I should 
have been dead. They used to washme, 
and one of them was a Russian doctor, 
he took his shirt off and gave me It. 1 
a#» back in England but am not right 
yet, but doing well and pleased to get 
out of those outlaws’ hands, they srenot 
men.

In a bit the 
other Prussian came back to me and he 
carried ms into a trench, took my trous­
ers off and dressed my wounds as well 
as he could.

They come to fetch me for dressing af­
ter the three days.

The doctors told me I was doing well, 
so I finished my pain there. I next went 
to Courtral. I had been there long be­
fore I was fetched out for another op­
eration, Belgium doctors this time. They 
asked me where I had come from and I 
told them all. They told me the Ger­
mans had been letting my wounds go 
the wrong way and they had not washed 
them for me- I was not at all surprised 
at that. I told them I was pleased to 
get away from them, They operated on 
me there arid right good they did it. I 
never felt any pain. They told me I 
should soon be right. I stopped there 
about five days, when they came and 
packed me off to Germany. We arrived 
at Munster in about four days after be­
ing shook to bits nearly. We got in hos­
pital again, Morning comes a bit more 
pain that I did not expect. I may say I 
could not walk, and they only looked at 
my wounds once all the time I was in 
the train.

So I was the first to be fetched out for 
dressing nex^ morning. Two Frenchmen 
carried me up on tjie stretcher, this is a 
bit more German ldndness for you, I 
was put down on. the floor, in a bit a 
big German bully of a doctor. comes to 
me, tore the bandgjM.bff, looks at my 
wound and then* says, “You can 
walk.” I said that I could not, he pulled 
me off the stretcher, gets- me on to my 
feet and then he let go of me, at which 
I fell on the floor. A There was two Ger­
man nurses in and some more fellows, 
and because I could not walk he smack­
ed my wound with his hand till I bled 
and he would not let them pick me up, 
and I was in a bad state and only a lit­
tle shirt on.

Some of the wounded, unable 
to retain their precarious footing, slip­
ped into the sea, from wMch they were 
snatched in the nick of time by sailors, 
many of whom plunged overboard the 
better to help in the rescue.

“Soon the Anglia had settled so far 
* by the head, that one of her propellers 

was clear of the water. The other, still 
revolving, gave a circular motion to the 
doomed vessel adding tenfold to the j 
difficulties of the rescuers. But nothing 
discouraged them and the sailors kept 
on, their hopes running high that all 
would be saved.

"The end came with dramatic sud­
denness. With wounded, nurses, doc­
tors and sailors still clinging to the 
Stern, the Anglia seemed for one brief 
second to stand on her bows, and tlien 

» she disappeared.
“But even now the Red Cross on her 

mainmast flaunts six feet dear above 
the troubled waters of the channel 
marking the spot where many brave 
men and women, too, it is feared, sleep 
in their last sleep."

Interest In the fiscal problems of Can­

ada is, naturally enough, becoming 
what acute among those who devote 
their attention to financial questions. It 
is generally recognised that Finance 
Minister White has a difficult task be­
fore him in dealing with the need for 
greatly increased revenues which will be 
felt when it becomes necessary to pay 
interest—and we may hope some small 
instalments of principal—on the na­
tion’s war borrowings. The opinion is 
becoming Increasingly widespread that 
a resort to a more extensive use of di­
rect taxation will be Inevitable, The 
federal government has hitherto man 
aged to avoid almost all forms of direct 
taxation, the reason generally advanced 
being the fact that the provinces are 
largely restricted to that form of levy 
and it is therefore just to leave them an 
unhampered field. The real reason Is 
more probably to'be found in the fact 
that Indirect taxation is less objection­
able to the victims—or has been found 
so in- Canada- for many yea»'—and the 
the federal government has been able 
to avail itself of Very extensive powers 
of indirect taxation as a result of the 
popularity of the National Policy, .and 
««Jiuge Import movement.

The present situation is not such as 
to encourage the idea that indirect tax­
ation can be of much further use' in 

with the revenue requirements 
which will follow our war-time expendi­
ture. “Canadian Finance,” the Winni­
peg business organ, expresses the situa­
tion neatly x^hen it says:

“Leaving aside all debate as to equit­
able distribution of burden, it must be 
admitted that in a period of expanding 
imports, customs d 
ed upon to furnish 
revenue. When the trade balance mater­
ially changes, hotfever, other sources 
must be looked tp.” The balance has 
now changed, and we have to contem­
plate the prospect that imports will re­
main much smaller than they have been, 
for many years to come; they must d' 
so, because the importation of new cap­
ital, which has made possible and neces­
sary our vast importations of commodi­
ties, will be much Smaller in the future.

AtLln!eresting suggestion is made by 
Ur. W. J. A. Donald of McMaster Uni­
versity, Toronto, in an article in the 
Chicago Journal of political Economy. 
It is to the effect that the provincial gov- 
ernments may either have to forego then- 
federal subsidies or allow the federal 
government to invade their present mon­
opoly, of direct taxation. This is not 
much of a choice, and we imagine that 
the provincial governments will greatly 
prefer to allow the federal power to go 
on collecting money for them, and pay­
ing it over to them under the form of 
subsidies, whether it has to levy direct 
taxes in order to do so or not The 
United States presents "plenty of in­
stances of income taxes collected by 
more than one authority from the same 
income, and while the process may be 
painful it is not necessarily unjust ot 
illegal. The Commonwealth ot A us 
tralia has instituted a federal income tax 
which in many of the states falls on top 
of a state income tax. The plain fact is 
that no nation can indulge in the luxury 
of war without paying for it, and the 
process is bound to he disagreeable. It is 
eminently desirable- that Canadians 
should begin to think seriously about 
this situation, an* tir discuss (with as 
little partisan bias as,, possible) the best 
means for dealing. with -it.

The Old Time Bankrupt.
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mLast Night’s Cables — Britain Takes 
Action re Greek Vessels
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odon, Nor. 17—Both the military and diplomatic situation of the Allies 
Balkans are dtsquietinv. if not critical, a fact which, doubtless, led to the 

visit of the British prime mints ter, Mr. Asquith, David Lloyd George and A. J. 
Balfour to Paris for a conference with the French cabinet and General Joffre, 
the French commander-in-chief.

The main -Serbian army, under General Putnik, which is operating In the 
north, Is now encompssed on every side but one; snd being cut off from the 
south by tile Bulgarian advance beyond Tetovo, must depend upon the rough 
roads through Montenegro and Albania for any supplies from the sea.

In the south the Serbian position is almost as bad. The success of the Bul­
garians flanking attack on Babuaa Pats and their advance from Veles have pre­
vented tiie hoped-for junction of the Serbian and French force*. This leaves the 
Serbians only two lines of retreat, one into Albania, where they may be harassed 
by unfriendly tribes, and the other across the. Greek border, where they ate in 
danger of being disarmed and Interned. It Is to prevent the latter eventuality 
that the Entente Powers are putting forth every effort, and unquestionably this 
matter has been discussed In- Paris by the British and French ministers.

The British government has taken further action by the issuance of an order 
that no Greek vessel, except those loaded or loading, may proceed to their destin­
ations. While Denys Cochin, member of the French cabinet, who was given an 
enthusiastic reception at Athens by the municipal authorities and the people, is 
expected to express very firmly the French view of what is considered the un-

to their cots, lost their tires.

The collier Lusitania, which was nearby at the time of the accident, im­
mediately went to the assist»ace of the Anglia, and her boats had been just low­
ered when she also struck a mine and foundered. All her crew were saved.

A patrol vessel succeeded to rescuing three hundred of the Anglia’s passen­
gers and crew, including acme nurses. A number of bodies were recovered.

Angtia struck a mine to the 
today, and sank. The total 

number on -board was thirteen officers 
and 872 men of other ranks, of whom 
about 800 were saved by a patrol vessel.

Paris, Nov. 18—The work ot the new 

Ministry of Invention is described by 
Prof. Paul Painleve, head of the depart­
ment This minister explained that 
hitherto many well equipped laboratories 
and scientists identified with them had 
played no part to preparation for na­
tional defence. It is his purpose to mob­
ilize them;

The first and greatest difficulty with 
which the department has to contend, 
Prof. Painleve explained, is the enorm­
ous number of useless inventions. All 
must be tested and the - work must be 
done rapidly. Those, picked out as hav­
ing possibilities are referred to special 
sections, such as electricity or aviation, 
under the direction of two or three young 
and active experts, who investigate them 
thorn
deemed practicable are then turned over 
to specialists, who assist the inventors to 
perfect them.

At the same time the question ot 
manufacturing the new appliances is con­
sidered. Finally, their applicability for 
military purposes is determined by re­
presentatives of the war or marine min- 
isteries. If approved by them, the in­
ventions are taken over and tile wotit 
of Prof. Painleve’s department is at an 
end.

Inventions are welcomed, whether 
from world-famed scientists or work­
men. The variety dealt with is im­
mense, varying from a slight improve­
ment in the pivot of a machine gun to 
the most abstruse application of modern 
physics.

FINANCE MINISTERS -
SPEECH IN HALIFAX5 Stop the Thins that Canon It 

•ad the Consh will 
Stop Itself We Have to Sell Them ; 

That’s Why the Prices 
Are So Low

Come Friday for TheseHalifax, Nov. 17—Speaking to the 
Canadian Club in Halifax tonight on 
“The progress of the war,” Hon. W. 
T. White, Canadian minister of finance, 
said that Germany had reached and 
passed the zenith of her power, and 
that the advantage now rested with the 
Allies, and that this advantage would 
be increased day by day. His optimism, 
be said, was no superficial thing, but 
the result of a careful study of the ini­
tial strategy of the Germans that aimed 
at the capture of Paris in ten days, of 
the defeat of the Kaiser’s forces at the 
Marne, and of the growing strength 
and resources of the Allied powers. 
“Hang on,” said the minister of finance, 
“dogged perseverance does it, and we 
shall win.”

Addressing a largely attended meet­
ing of business men at the board of 
trade in the afternoon, Mr. White said 
that prior to the outbreak of war, Can­
ada had been borrowing millions every 
month. When war was declared no 
more money could be borrowed. For the 
first six months after August, 1914, 
Canada had an adverse balance of $60,- 
000,000. Since then all had been chang­
ed. There was now a trade balance in 
our favor; economy had resulted in the 
husbanding of our resources; our man­
ufacturing factories were working at 
capacity, and our crops were heavy.

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Paris, Nov. 18.—Colonel Roosevelt in| 
a statement of his views on America’s 
responsibilities in relation to the war, 
published in the Petit Journal, has made 
a greater sensation end created a more 
friendly feeling than President Wilson, 
with ail his speeches and notes. So far 
as can be judged from first impressions, 
it bids fair to alter the whole attitude 
of the French people toward America. 
It is not exaggeration to say that the 
average Frenchman had come to con­
sider America as a nation of trades­
people, disregarding duty, honor, or 

; * anything that interfered with their profits 
or comforts.

The French condemn President Wil­
son’s legally impartial notes, his attempt 
to reason on judicial and moral grounds 
with what they regard as a government 
of murderers who, by their own oft-re­
peated admissions, have abandoned jus­
tice and morality for the doctrine of ex­
pediency and brute force. Rightly or 
wrongly, France is convinced that the 
president has been influenced by a desire 
to conciliate the German-American vote 

, and by the greedy self-interest of the 
beef-packers end cotton-growers. The 
latest American note to Great Britain 
is considered a sophistical attempt to 
pander to such Interests, irrespective of 
the embarrassment it may cause the Al-

Like Colonel Roosevelt the French feel 
thet the Germane have forfeited the right 
to the same treatment as that accorded 
the Allies—a right which Wilson per­
sists in giving them. Thinking that he 
ought to have acted sooner and more 
vigorously, they blame America for 
what they consider the president’s pusU- 
animity. Americans who have visited 
the French provinces say that the feel­
ing against them is so strong that they 
have been compelled to return to Parts.

The remark of a young officer in a 
street car illustrates the effect of CoL 
Roosevelt's phases;

“What a pity a man like that to no 
longer your president instead of Wilson, 
If Roosevelt were president America 
would have world position worthy of her 
greatness, instead of being Jsss impor­

Golf has had such a remarkable 
growth in the last ten years and the 
number of new courses is growing at 
such a wonderful rate that it is diffi­
cult to accnretely estimate the cost of 
the game, which is baseball’s greatest 
rival. Jerome Travers, who is in many 
ways the greatest gblfer ever developed 
in the United States, estimates that there 
are 1,300 golf clubs In Canada and the 
United States, with a membership of 
880,000. He estimates that thl average 
membership is 280, though many clubs 
have a much larger membership. Yet, 
In spite of this remarkable record, four 
new courses are to be constructed on 
Long Island this spring.

Champion Travers has Compiled softie 
regarding golf. He 

figures thst the average yearly expense 
for the man who takes up the sport for 
the first time is about $188.80. He 
portions It as follows: Initiation,

. dues, $60; balls, $80; dubs, $17.60; car 
fare, $20; caddies, $88. With the ex­
ception bf the initiation fees and dues, 
this is a reasonable estimate.

Travers estimates that the 880,000 
golfers will spend $42,000,000 and that 
the initiation will be $17,800,000 a year 
more. He says that the average acreage 
of the 1,300 clubs Is 100 acres which is a 
trifle higher when the number of nine- 
hole courses Is considered. He places a 
value of $600 an acre, or a total valua- 

1 tion of $78,000,000.
In discussing the cost of upkeep, he 

figures $7,800,000, which appears some­
what out of proportion, as moat of the 
nine-hole courses average from $8,000 
to $3,000, while a few of the eighteen- 
hole courses will run over $10,000 a 
year. He says that the cost of the club, 
averaging seven dub) to the bag, is $6,- 
125,000. Figuring that each player will 
buy an average of one-ball a year, he 
estimates a further outlay of $876,000 
for dubs.
Good Yearly Salary

Travers believes the average profes­
sional earns about $1,800 n year. Thjs 
gives a total of $890,000. He says the 
caddies earn about $60 a week, or * 
total of $8,000,000 a year. He places 
the value of the golf real estate at $100,- 
000,000, and says that $30,000,000 more ; 
is spent each year for laborers and cad­
dies. He says that fully 800,000 men 
and boys are employed by the golf dubs.
