seven rooms, all modern conveniences, artistic 
in every detail, and not a particle of anything 
inflammable in its construction ? Such a house has 
been built by an architectural firm of Detroit, 
Mich., as an example of 100 per cent, fireproof 
construction.

Even the floors are made of qsbestos composi­
tion laid on concrete which is supported, by steel 
joints. Walls of the house are steel frame units 
connected and covered with insulating material 
and metal lath on both sides, 
house is three-coat waterproofed stucco on metal 
lath. Inside walls are hardwall plaster on metal 
lath, leaving a dead air space between.

This absolutely fireproof construction is carried 
out in every detail. The windows are of cottage 
casement type with steel sash. The roof is built 
of steel trusses and covered with cement tile. All 
the inside partitions arc of hardwall plaster on 
metal lath.

Doors, door and window trim, baseboards, pic­
ture mouldings, and chair rail are of steel, finished 
in enamel to represent walnut. Stair stringers and 
risers are also of steel with enamel finish. The 
stair treads are cement mortar on metal lath top­
ped with composition flooring.

The architects state that it was erected at a 
cost no greater than that of a frame structure of 
good materials and workmanship built on the same 
plans.

THE erection of a large plant in Germany for thé 
1 purpose of extracting oil from coal is reported 

in the German press. The new plant is being 
erected by the I. G. (German chemical trust) con­
tiguous to the Leunawerke, at Merseburg, Germany.

The new “oil from coal” plant, it is said, will 
embrace twenty new large buildings, or twenty- 
three, including the firing plants. In ten of those 
buildings the fine coal and dust coal (lignite) will 
be liquefied. Special apparatus will be employed 
tp recover hydrogen. The liquid coal and hydro­
gen will be combined in the firing plants under 
high pressure. Fifteen large tanks will be provided 
to store the product resulting from the operation 
of this process, it was reported.

The construction project calls for completion 
within one year, according to reports. In addition 
to the “oil from coal” plant the Leunawerke is also 
constructing a new calcium nitrate plant, two gas 
tanks, eaclA of 2,800 cubic meters capacity, new 
silos and a new cooling tower. Six thousand 
workmen are said to be employed in the building 
projects of the concern, in addition to the person­
nel, numbering 10,000, already employed there.

DEACE among the nations of the Western Hemis- 
r phere was a theme emphasized by delegates 
from Mexico, Cuba and several South American 
countries at the Pan-American Day session of the 
American Road Builders’ Convention in Chicago 
this week.

The 
conference resolutions, adopted In Lon­
don in 1866 and submitted to the Im­
perial Government and Parliament as 
the basis of the British North America 
Act, contained the following resolu­
tion:

"65. The construction of the Inter­
colonial Railway being essential to the 
consolidation of the union of British 
North America, and to the assent of 
the Maritime provinces thereto, it is 
agreed that provision be made for its 
immediate construction by the General 
Government, and that the Imperial 
guarantee for £8,000,000 sterling pledged 
for this work be applied there to, so 
soon as the necessary authority has 
been obtained from the Imperial Par­
liament.”

W\ m"And Sir John A. Macdonald in pre­

vious declarations dealing with the con­
struction of this railway, which was to 
be government owned and nationally 
operated, said at Halifax:

“T do not hesitate to say, with re­
spect to the Intercolonial Railway, it 
is understood by the people of Canada 
—Ontario and Quebec—that it can 
only be built as a means of political 
union for the Colonies. It cannot be 
denied that the railway, as a commer­
cial enterprise, would be of compara­
tively little commercial advantage to 
the people of Canada. Whilst we have 
the St. Lawrence in summer and the 
American ports in times of peace, we 
have all that is requisite for our pur- 
poseS.

“We (Canadians) recognize, how­
ever, the fact that peace may not al­
ways exist, and that we must have 
some other means of outlet If we do 
not wish to be cut off from the ocean 
for many months In the year. We 
wish to feel greater seemrity; to know 
that we can have assistance readily in 
the hour of danger.

“In the case of a union, this railway 
(I. C. R.) must be a national work and 
Canada—Ontario and Quebec—will 
cheerfully contribute to the utmost ex­
tent In order to make that Important 
link without which no political con­
nection can be complete.

CONCLUSION REACHED
“It Is unnecessary here to give in 

further detail the historical references 
that were submitted as evidence of 
three facts, but it is sufficient to say 
thatr from the evidence submitted the 
Duncan Commission very definitey 
arrived at the conclusion that—(I) The 
Intercolonial Railway was never built

tin P. Clary, rector of St. Mary’s Cath­
olic church, died last evening. Rt. 
Rev. John G. Murray, Bishop of Port­
land, arrived last night and will make 
funeral arrangements.

Father Clary was bom In Portland 
in 1867. He was an altar boy in the 
church of which he was afterwards 
the rector. He studied In St. Francis 
College, Brooklyn, at the Grand Sem­
inary, Montreal, and St. Sulpice, Paris. 
He was ordained priest on June 12, 
1897.

After extensive travel in Europe he 
returned to the diocese of Portland 
and was sent to the church of the 
Passamaquoddy Indian reservation at 
Pleasant Point, near Eastport. Later 
he was selected by Bishop Healey to 
establish a church at Millinocket, then 
emerging from a wilderness with the 
building of the great paper mills. In 
1907 he was made rector of the Cath­
edral of the Immaculate Conàeption, 
serving until 1918, when he was sent 
to St. Joseph’s church in Oldtown for 
a year, again returning to his native 
city to become rector of St. Dominic’s 
church. On Nov. 7, 1928, he was ap­
pointed by Bishop Walsh as perma­
nent rector of St. Mary’s church of 
Bangor. He had been in failing health 
for nearly two years and was granted 
leave of absence for a European trip 
and consulted specialists. He had not 
been able to attend to any duties for 
several months.

It was 
said at the plant, however, that this 
was a remote danger.

For years he had 
been in the lumber and shipping 
business, but for the last 15 or 
20 years he had conducted a pri­
vate banking business in Hills­
boro. He was widely known 
throughout the province through 
his business and political as­
sociations. He was a Conserva­
tive in politics.

John Lewis Peck was bom at Hope- 
well Hill, Albert county, in the year 
1857, the aon of Elisha and Rebecca 
Lewis Peck, to the old home and on 
the old farcit which was part of the 
original Peck block granted to Johlel 
Peck about the year 1780. He at­
tended common school until the age 
of 14 years when he entered the em­
ploy of his grandfather, Hon. John 
Lewis, at Hillsboro, the store business 
having been established in 1828. Hon. 
John Lewis died in 1888 after turning 
the business over to his grandson, 
John L. Peck, at a time when, on ac­
count of the closing of the old Albert 
Mines and the decline of shipbuilding, 
business was at a low ebb.

consumed. Light wines and beers can 
be partaken in Italy regardless of 
quantity but within certain restrictions 
as to hours. We insist on having a 
sober nation and a nation ready and 
fit at all times to perform its daily 
work. If there should be harm in the 
quality of the wine consumed or in the 
manner of its consumption, the fascist 
government would soon meet the prob­
lem with adequate means. Since our 
assumption to power, we have taken 
up the problem of alcoholism, slight 
though it be, and have enacted meas­
ures aiming at its complete eradication.

We are desirous of disciplining the 
consumption through all classes of our 
people. We prevent drunkenness. The 
fascist government has met this prob­
lem in several ways. At our advent to 
power, a license to conduct a bar, hotel, 
cafe, inn or bottling-house, where alco­
holic beverages were dispensed, was 
granted on the basis of one license for 
every five hundred inhabitants. Shortly 
after we assumed power, we passed a 
law providing that the maximum limit 
of licenses granted should not exceed 

for each thousand inhabitants. 
Temporary licenses were 
This law has served to keep the drink­
ing places within strict limits and to 
prevent any encouragement of alcoholic 
abuse.

We have revised the licenses through­
out Italy. During the past year, the 
number granted has been reduced by 
four thousand. In January, there were 
187,000 establishments, at which wines 
could be sold. When the revision will 
be completed throughout the country, 
we expect that this number will be re­
duced to 160,000.

Especially effective to insure the 
sobriety of all classes has been the regu­
lation in the opening and closing hours. 
No establishment is allowed to sell any 
alcoholic beverages before ten o’clock 

and must close its

heritage of the Italian people, nnc 
centuries of cultivation have taught 
them its use. The severe problems of 
alcoholism which many nations face, 

not found in Italy to the same de­
gree as they are elsewhere. We have 
a problem but it is slight in compari- 

to some of the countries of North­
ern climates. In fact, even our prob­
lem is greater in the North than it is 
in the South, showing that climate has 
a certain influence on alcoholic con­
sumption. Our people are rather 

disciplined in the use of wine. 
They drink only the lighter kinds. 
Heavy wines are but slightly used in 
Italy, while spirits, such as whiskey,

; brandy and rum never appear ;n 
Italian homes, except after contact 

; with those countries where such strong 
beverages are consumed.
, As I consider the question of alco­
hol, I see very little harm by the man­
ual worker. It might even do good. 
We have but to watch the daily rou­
tine of millions and millions of our 
peasants, who are content with their 
daily demijohn of wine and a large 
portion of bread. They are hardy peo­
ple. Viewing their physical capabili­
ties, it is difficult to say, that their 
daily consumption has had a harmful 
effect on their vigor. The same thing 
applies to the workers in our factories 
and on our transportation systems. 
They are industrious and laborious 
people.

If there be a problem in Italy, it is 
in the very occasional abuse, which our 
laboring class make of alcohol. It is 
indeed, an occasional abuse for, our 
wines being light, it requires the drink­
ing of no small quantity to intoxi­
cate. It is seldom that a workman 
takes it upon himself, as a "habit, to sit 
down and drink so much wine as to 
become Intoxicated. When the wine is 
really pure, that is, when it comes di­
rectly from the grape, it would be hard 
to intoxicate a man unless he drank

The stabilization law in full, as trans­
lated and published by Momsen & Tor­
res, bankers, of Rio de Janeiro, follows:

Art. 1. Gold in coins on a gram basis 
composed of 900 milligrams pure memtal 
and 100 milligrams of adequate alloy 
constitute the money standard of Brazil. 
The unit will be known as the "crug- 
eiro” and will be divided in hundredth 
parts. The fractional coins shall be of 
silver, nickel and copper in the respect­
ive proportrlons.

Art. 2. The total supply of paper 
money now in circulation, amounting 
to 2,569,304,350 mllreis, shall be con­
verted into gold on the basis of .200 mil­
ligram per mllreis.

Art. 3. Upon six months previous 
notice, by a decree of the executive 
power, the exact date and method of 
conversion mentioned in Art. 2 shall 
be determined.

Art. 4. The financial resources for the 
conversion herein provided for, shall be 
collected as follows: By gold already — 
posited and collected in accordance with 
existing laws for the redemption, guar­
anty and conversion of paper money; 
by amounts collected as a result of 
these laws; by budget balances after 
same have been definitely converted to 
gold; by the proceeds of credit opera­
tions intended for this purpose ; by any 
other means which may be intended for 
this purpose.

MONTREAL, Jan. 15—The local mar­
ket yesterday followed the lead of New 
ïork, the outstanding characteristics 
being extreme dullness of the general 
list and a mixed price tendency, with 
further inclination toward easier prices. 
The announcement of the increase in 
the Brazilian dividend was the news 
feature of the day, but the effect of 
this was upon general sentiment rather 
than no prices. Brazilian Traction again 
led the market in activity. Its action 
was regarded as somewhat disappoint­
ing by speculators, who had bought 
during the last few days, but It seemed 
to be just what has been anticipated by 
those who have been in closest touch 
with the situation and who expressed 
themselves as altogether satisfied with 
the action of the stock. In this market 
in the past few years Brazilian has es­
tablished a splendid record. It ran true 
to its form when the dividend was In­
creased on Thursday, and this is re­
garded as a most important thing. It 
justified the confidence that so many 
holders had staunchly maintained, and 
it can hardly help but remove doubts 
from the minds of many who entertain­
ed them.

Fresh ground for optimism regarding 
the general business outlook for 1927 
was furnished at the annual meeting of 
the Canadian Car and Foundry Co. in 
the remarks of President Butler. His 
remarks were especially cheering to Car 
shareholders and not by any means of 
least importance was his announcement 
that a new line.of manufacturing is be­
ing contemplated. Indications are that i 
this plan has gone well past the con­
templation stage and the starting of 
tv wnrv vrvi something in the na­
ture of an advent.

i the velvet touch, which is so important 

in dribbling, as opposed to the hard, 
pounding dribble which results when 
players use the stiffarm method, with 
the motion mostly in the shoulder, 
raising the shoulder up and down each 
time the ball is tapped.

The ball, during the course of the 
dribble, must, above all, be kept under 
control ; and the big factor in this mat­
ter is keeping the ball low, not pound­
ing it to the floor, with the high 
bounce resulting, but rather tapping it 
lightly so that the ball never bounds 
higher than waist high.

If the ball is handled in this 
the dribble kept low, the result is 
hand contact during the course of the 
dribble.

Since the dribbler can control the 
ball only when the hand is in contact 
with the ball, it is very apparent that 
the more times his hand comes in con­
tact with the ball during the course of 

dribble, the better lie is able to con­
trol it and the less chance of intercep­
tion by the opposition.

Constant practice results in less and 
less attention being necessary to con­
trol the ball, leaving the dribbler free 
to devote more of his attention to 
avoiding opponents.

Note that in the illustration, the ball 
is at its topmost point, which, in this 
case, is perhaps less than waist height.

'J’HE dribble ir. basketball is per­

haps comparable to the forward 
pass in football in that it is a feature 
of the game which opens up the play, 
a valuable offensive weapon, and a 
spectacular and thrilling phase of the 
game. I

Properly - used, the dribble may be 
very effective. When not used with I 
discretion or when used too much, it 
may prove to be a “boomerang" and 
have a very detrimental effect on team 
play.

In general, long winding dribbles in 
defensive territory are not advisable, 
while the short, fast dribble which 
carries the dribble into tlie basket for i 
a short shot is very valuable.

When dribbling, the player should 
have his body well under control. The 
ball should be kept well out ahead 
of the dribbler, so as to avoid run­
ning over the ball, kicking it, etc.

On the other hand, the dribbler must 
guard against the ball getting away 
from him because it is too far ahead.
To find the happy medium requires 
good co-ordination and careful persist­
ent practice.

The shoulder should be held pretty 
much in place, the dribble being made 
with the forearm primarily. The flex­
ible use of the forearm and wrist gives

Much credit was given to Captain 
Mario Patalano and his crew in Hali­
fax, for being able to bring the ship 
into port. The Adelina is now al 
berth No. 3, Sand Point, fitting out 
for a cargo of grain for Italian ports.

The ship’s other officers are Cuueo 
Alberto, chief officer ; Crovato Tilvio, 
second officer; Bonspaue Getore, chief 
engineer; Mlchaelich Antonio ; Gatto 
Luigi, wireless telegraph operator.
