NEW YORK CASE 
OF REV. DR. GRANT

to Scandal— Some» Draw­
ing from Two Govern­
ments.

(Canadian Press.)
Southampton, Jan. 27. — Stanley 

Baldwin, Chancellor of the Bxcheqi 
returning on the Olympic today from 
Washington, told newspapermen that 
settlement of the debt question In the 
U. S. was in the hands of Congress as 
the representatives of the people, and 
that this situation constituted “the 
great difference between the United 
States and Great Britain." He said 
that in the U. S. “you may have an 
executive which is wiling to do > a 
great deal for you, but cannot because 
of difficulties” encountered In Congress.

“In tl;e early days the secretary for 
the treasury could undoubtedly have 
arranged terms with the British Gov­
ernment, but the situation is now com­
plicated because the matter is in the 
hands of the American Congress. You 
are not settling in America with the 
cabinet at one end or with business 
men at the other; yon are settling with 
Congress and the Senate, which repre­
sent the people of America from ere 
end of the country to the other. In 
England if any terms are agreed -on 
regarding the debt the government 
takes the responsibility.

“On the other hand, what the execu­
tives in America have to do is to en­
deavor to force anything of this -sort 
through Congress, and In doing so 
they may be beaten.”

“The Chancellor said he wondered 
“whether the position which obtains 
regarding the debt is as clear In Amer­
ica as in this country.”

Continuing, he asserted; 
great difference between America and 
this country is that the settlement of 
the debt of the U. S. is in the 'lands of 
politicians. We are bound to regard 
that debt in the most stringent bonds 
you can possibly Imagine.”

Mr. Baldwin described Americans as 
“a country, not an urban, people.”

“They have men of our way of 
thinking In the eastern states,” he said, 
“but that does not cut any Ice at all 
with regard to the other parts of 
America. If you look at the Senate, 
you will find that the majority of the 
members come from the agricultural 
and pastoral communities, and they do 
not realize the existing position with 
regard to the meaning of the Interna­
tional debt

“The bulk of the people in America 
have no acquaintance with It Great 
Britain lives on international trade, 
bdt in America this Is not sow The 
people in the west merely sell wheat 
and hogs and other produce and take 
no further interest in connection with 
the international debt or International 
trade.

“They are in very much the same 
frame of mind we used to be in re­
garding reparations, when a large num­
ber of people In this country thought 
that Germany would «end bags of 
gold every Saturday night until the 
money was paid up. A great many 
people in America think that all we 
have to do is to send money over there.

“The debt can only be funded on 
such terms as can be got through Con­
gress and the Senate, and that Is the 
root of the difficulty with which we 
are now faced.”

Mr. Baldwin asserted that he might 
say more, but was obliged to discuss 
the question with the cabinet. Asked 
whether he would return to the U. S., 
he said: “I should like to do so, be­
cause

The type of creature which possess­
ed such teeth has been named Hespe- 
ropithecus. It is probiably some hun­
dreds of thousands of years older than 
the earliest previous subhuman find, 
the Pithecanthropus Erectus, whose 
skull was found by Dr. du Bois in an 
old river-bed in Java- The new tooth 
apparently stood upright in the jaw. 
The teeth of most apes lean forward. 
It is partly on this account that Dr. 
Heilman thinks the tooth closer to the 
human than the anthropoid.

The west­
ern provinces have followed Ontario's 
example, and the Community Library 
is a notable centre of education, creat­
ing public spirit and “keeping the peo­
ple in up-to-date touch with the best 
thought and movements of the world.”

One other suggestion Mr. Milner 
makes, is that more attention should be 
paid to local history, as Is done in evrry 
part of New England, and to monu­
ments to perpetuate thé memory of 
notable events and famous men. Re­
garding the last he says;—

‘The Province of Quebec has been 
more alert than even New England in 
perpetuating the past by its national 
monuments. It has enlisted the ser­
vices of a number of its leading public 
men In the service, who have drawn 
from the Treasury of Canada immense 
sums—hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars—In preserving historic sites and 
marking them with suitable memor­
ials.”

There Is food for earnest thought in 
the suggestions offered by Mri Milner, 
but they do not go to the root of the 
matter. The Maritime Provinces are 
not satisfied with their present status 
in the Dominion. The feeling of dis­
appointment that prevailA Is due to 
causes well Unown by the people. These 
provinces ought to be more prosperous. 
That they are not so is due to condi­
tions created when they entered Con­
federation, and to broken pledges since. 
They have great resources but • they 
need markets. They need the markets 
for the people who for lack of them 
leave the farms and go away. They 
need them in order that Industries may 
grow. The more the Maritime Prov- 
ince student learns about the Domin­
ion as a whole the more Insistently he 
asks why these ' provinces have not 
grown and are not growing as thpy 
should. The first requirement is op­
portunity. If opportunity lies across 
the border and not at home, the exo­
dus is a foregone conclusion. A square 
deal from the rest of Canada would 
change the whole situation.

Pittsfield, Mass., Jan. 27.—A .cable 
received here this week announced the 
death at the American Hospital in 
Paris on Sunday of Dr. Henry Yernét 
Woliison, aged 8 years; who for many 
years was dentist to the late Ctar and 
royal family of Russia.

Dr. Woliison was bom in Pittsfield 
and has graduated In 1883 from the 
New York College of Dentistry. He 
practiced for a while in London and 
then went to St. Petersburg, where 
Emperor Alexander H. first appointed 
him royal dentist and Czar Nicholas 
designated him “Dentiste Honoraire les 
Imperial Majesties.”

After the revolution In 1917 Dr. Wol­
iison fled to Paris and engaged In Red 
Cross work for two yeaj;s. He was a 
guest.In 1920 of the Russian Empress 
Dowager and Grand Duchess Olga at 
Copenhagen. Since the war Dr. Wol­
iison had lived in Paris. He was an 
art collector and one of his cherished 
possessions was a tapestry given to him 
by a monk in a monastery at the foot 
of Mount Ararat, which, according to 
legend, had come down from the revo­
lution. He leaves a widow, two broth­
ers, Dr. Robert M. Woliison of New 
York and Herbert S. Woliison of Pitts­
field.

must prove a large 
determining factor in these competition, 
it has been gradually realized, since the 
early tests out of Fort Ethan Allen in 
Vermont, that the contest is primarily 
a test of breed, blood and type and not 
of the endurance of the riders.

Every one of the contests of the past 
has proved a tremendous trial of the 
strength and stamina of the horsemen. 
To bring his mount through in satis­
factory condition the rider must be on 
the alert every instant from the mo- 
ment he takes the saddle at daybreak 
until he crosses the finish line each 
afternoon. The slightest slip or stum­
ble may cause a strain that will bring 
on the lameness that is absolutely 
fatal to the chances of his entry. All 
day the horse must he favored, eased 
and humored in every possible manner, 
and times without number riders have 
completed their sixty miles in far 
condition than their mounts ; in fact, 
almost on the verge of exhaustion.

Only the riders themselves have real­
ized in the past the strain under which 
they have labored. In the earlier rides, 
when the speed was not as great as 
attained last year, many of the horses 
did not finish until dark or after. This 
meant that the grooming of the horse 
was accomplished under the greatest of 
difficulties, often by uncertain lantern 
light after the cooling-out process had 
been complei V. Water often was heat­
ed in the pails' over smoky bonfires, and 
bandages and applications put on in 
narrow stalls in inadequately lighted 
stables. Not infrequently the riders la­
bored over their mounts until nearly 
midnight, being forced to rise at 3 
o’clock in the morning to repeat the 
process- Neither man nor mount had 
sufficient rest.

Army officers contended from the 
first that the horse should be cooled 
out, groomed and given whatever treat­
ment was necessary in the shortest pos­
sible time and then left alone for com­
plete rest. A tired rider, they argued, 
could not accomplish the results with 
the necessary celerity, nor do justice 
to the horse and himself. They argued 
also that the riders should be permitted 
to carry and apply on the road and 
in the stable all of the ointments, ap­
plications and other aids that are 
ried by cavalry on the march—do 
everything possible for the comfort and 
well-being of the mount from the start 
on the first day to the finish on the 
fifth at the end of the 800 miles.

One other change of Importance for 
the 1923 tést is the reduction of the 
'maximum tittle to be allowed for a 
horse to cover the sixty miles of each 
day’s run. This maximum has now 
been placed at 80 hours for the 300 
miles, or 10 hours for each day's run. 
The minimum time for the total dis­
tance is still placed at 46 hours, or 9 
hours per day, which has been the min­
imum from the first test In 1919. In 
that year the maximum was 66 hours, 
but each year more and more of the 
contestants have reached or closely ap­
proached the minimum, so that it has 
been possible to reduce the maximum 
by an hour each year. With a limit 
placed on the speed the original idea 
of preventing the test from deteriorat­
ing into a mere race is still preserved.

Mexico City, Jan. 2—(By Mail From 
The Assopiated Press)—Conceived in 
jest and at first accepted by the nation 
in the same spirit, the Fascisti move­
ment in Mexico has made such rapid 
strides during the last few weeks that 
it is now reckoned as an important po­
litical factor which doubtless will fig­
ure largely in the presidential elec­
tions two years hence.

Starting in the small City of Jalapa, 
capital of the State of Vera Cruz, it 
was declared even by its founders to 
be a mere local society without definite 
aim and certainly not nation-wide in 
its scope.

But certain persons who have suf­
fered at the hands of a government 
which has pressed down rattier harshly 
on property owners during the last ten 
years, grasped at the movement as a 
safe and effective means to protest 
against alleged injustice.

Washington, Jan 27—A national mar­

riage and divorce law, drafted under 
the supervision of Mrs. Edward Frank­
lin White, assistant attorney-generâl of 
Indiana, was introduced in the Senate 
this week by Senator Capper, with a 
resolution which proposes an enabling 
amendment to the constitution, so that 
if the law is passed it will meet the 
tests of the .courts. Marriage and 
divorce would be federally controlled 
from all angles under the bilL

“The legislation is designed to pre­
vent hasty and foolish marriages and 
to make divorce more difficult,” said 
Senator Capper. “The age at which 
girls and boys may marry with the 
consent of parents is fixed at 16 years 
for the girls and 18 years for boys. In 
case of emergency, when it is exped­
ient for those under this age to marry, 
permission must be obtained dther 
from the judge of the juvenile court, 
or from the judge of the probate court 
lit the city and county in which the 
marriage is to take place. Age at which 
girls ind boys may marry without 
sent of the parents is fixed at 18 and 
21 years, respectively.

“Marriage is forbidden of the feeble 
minded, of thope afflicted with epilepsy, 
insanity or communicable diseases, of 
blacks and whites, of Mongolians and 
whites,- and of those within the mrst 
degree of blood relationship.”

De Cordova Creditors Say Ten-Year
Loan Has' Grown Thus at 18 p-c.

Boston, Jan. 17.—Lawyers for Julian 
Dana De Cordova of Brookline and for 
persons from whom he borrowed $40,- 
000 in 1918, giving a three-year note at 
18 per cent interest, were allowed until 
next Tuesday by Judge Pierre in the 
Supreme Court today to agree on a 
master in the resulting litigation.

Is Not Military.
According to Senor Sainz the Mexican 

Fascisti are not a military organization.
“We do not intend to copy the com­

plete programme of the Italian Fas­
cisti,” said Senor Sainz to The Associ­
ated Press, “although their fundamen­
tal ideals are also ours in that we are 
both organized to fight for a new order 
of things and to combat bolshevism. 
We do not want to shed blood, but if 
we are attacked we shall be prepared 
to defend ourselves. We intend to fight 
our battles through exerting economic 
pressure. There will be no street dem­
onstrations, no parades. We shall go 
about our work quietly, organizing our 
forces, and weeks, perhaps months, may 
pass with but slight indications of our 
activity.

“But at the proper moment we intend 
to strike. Backed by our hundreds of 
thousands of adherents we shall make 
certain demands on our government. If 
it fails to meet them, then it must deal 
with us directly. We are in no sense 
anti-government and we have every de­
sire to construct, not destroy. We are 
recruiting our forces from all classes of 
society and we make no distinction in 
creed or political faith. We have de­
clared war on radicalism and we are 
prepared to carry on.”

Mexico City newspapers have adopt­
ed varying attitudes toward the move­
ment “Excelsior” has openly espous­
ed the cause and “El Universal?’ vigor­
ously opposes it. “El Democrata” and 
“El Heraldo” are not enthusiastic in its 
praise. “El Mundo” sees in it an at­
tempt by the Catholic Church to gain 
ascendancy in the republic.

Meanwhile officials at the national 

palace here were undergoing a change 
of attitude toward the movement. 
President Obregon at first scoffed at 
the idea and dismissed it as a local 
society of no importance. He declined 
to consider it as a movement similar 
in any respect to the Italian Fascisti. 
Indicative, however, of the fact Hat 
high officials now see a threat in the 
impetus gained by the society is a re­
cent declaration by Adolfo de la Huer­
ta, secretary of the treasury, who de­
scribed the Mexican Fascisti as an 
“exotic plant that cannot flourish in 
this republic.” He ridiculed its im­
portance and expressed the hope that 
the Mexican proletariat would not 
“commit suicide” by adopting it. And 
in deprecating the movement he did 
what its supporters desired — recog­
nized it as a factor 
in the political future.

With the growth of the Fascisti 
there is a general understanding cur­
rent in the republic that the Catholic 
Church in Mexico, although not active­
ly sjfonsoring it, is not at all averse to 
its spread.

Explorer Tells of Strange Race of In- 
„ dians in South America. Heavy Soft Wood, Hard Wood

An Indian tribe of South America 
ruled entirely by women was described 
recently by Dr. A. Hamilton Rice in 
a lecture before the Lowell Institute 
The tribe lives on the Icana river, a 
branch of the upper Amazon, where 
Dr. Rice went on a trip of exploration.

The women of the tribe appeared to 
be permanent residents of the village, 
Dr. Rice said, while the men who were 
there came mostly from tribes along 
the River Guiana. The ancient Ama­
zonian legend of a tribe of self-sup­
portive women, visited from time to 
time by men of other tribes, came to 
the explorer’s mind with his discov­
ery, he said, and indicated to him that 
he might have found the basis for the 
legend.

During his lecture, Dr. Rice was 
asked if he believed that former Presi­
dent Roosevelt’s life had been short­
ened by the effects of his South 
can journey. He replied:—

“Yes, he died from the effects of his 
journey to South Africa. There was 
not a doctor in New York who knew 
what ailed him.”

The object of Dr. Rice’s exploration 
was mainly to determine the character 
of the country surrounding the Itilla, 
Messaya and Inirida rivers, and to 
Identify these rivers.

At San Martin he found 800 persons 
served by three priests who bemoaned 
their lack of knowledge of medicine. 
Many of their parishioners were suffer­
ing from disease. Dr. Rice’s examina­
tions developed that they carried the 
tertian form of material parasite and 
the epidemic skin disease known as 
pints, a particularly disfiguring form 
Dally Dr. Rice was begged for relief 
by the sufferers.

The old La Sal-Calatna trail across 
the Vega in the rainy season caused 
Dr. Riçe’s party much difficulty. For 
ncadly forty-five miles the trail crosses 
a chain of swamps and quagmires 
through which the natives of the party 
floundered naked cursing and whipping 
the pack animals before them.

Tomorrow the Fairville Methodist 
Church will celebrate the sixty-first an­
niversary of the establishment of Meth­
odism in Fairville, and the twenty- 
eighth anniversary of service In the 
present building.

The church has an interesting history. 
Service was originally held by Rev. 
Richard Smith. There was no chiirch 
at that time, and the minister’s house 
was used for the purpose, later a room 

barn owned by Robert Fair was 
remodelled as a meeting place, and on 
Sunday afternoons preachers from St. 
John were heard, among the gentlemen 
officiating at that time being John Fra­
ser, Walter Wilson and James Sullivan. 
It was finally decided that a church 
was necessary, and the late Rev. Dr. 
Wilson started out with a subscrip­
tion list, and in his memoirs he writes 
that on making a heading for his list 
he thought that Lancaster was too in­
definite a location for a church, and so 
he says, without consulting anyone he 
called It the Fairville Church, in honor 
of Robert Fair, one of the oldest in­
habitants of the place, and an active 
member of the denomination.

The first real building was begun in 
Main street in 1861 and completed in 
the following year. The flijst board of 
Trustees was composed of Robert Fair. 
John Clark, Hon. J. D. Lcwln, G. W. 
Dill, Alexander Barnhill, John Moore, 
William Beattie and George Kingston.

On May 8, 1892, the church and par­
sonage as well as many homes in Fair­
ville were destroyed by Are, but a new 
building was begun on Church Avenue 
in the following spring and completed 
on May 16, 1898. At that time the 
late Rev. Douglas Chapman, D. D., was 
pastor of the church. The corner stone 
of the new building was laid by Sena­
tor Lewin, who received a silver trowel 
aa a memento of the occasion.

This building was well on toward 
completion but had never been occu­
pied, when the edifice caught fire and 
was practically demolished. At that 
time there was no fire fighting apar- 
atus in Fairville and the heroic and 
successful work of church members and 
other citizens who succeeded in saving 
the parsonage less than 100 feet away 
is still recounted by older members of 
the congregation.

After this second fire the congrega­
tion kept together, holding services In 
the Orange Hall until a new building 
was erected. Dedication was on Jan­
uary 18, 1896. The officiating mini­
sters were Rev. Dr. Chapman in the 
morning, Rev. Mr. Corey, Baptist min­
ister in the afternoon and Rev. Thomas 
Marshall in the evening.

Three years after the church had 
the pipe organ 

sented to the congregation 
J. D. Lewin, who had all along taken 
an active part mid given most gener­
ously toward the support of the church.

In the earlier years of its history the 
Fairville circuit Included Westfield. 
Grand Bay, South Bay, Lorneville, 
Musquash and Lepreaux, and for a 
time St. George. This was a very large 
district, but as the cause prospered 
these outside sections secured churches 
of their own.

Preparations at Lake,
The committee yesterday vtslted 

Lily Lake and inspected the accommo­
dations being prepared for spectators. 
The grand stand is half finished abd 
will, with favorable weather, be com­
pleted in about a week, according to 
the contractor, George Lawson. The 
structure is very substantial and com­
fortable. It is 410 feet long, with a 
three-foot walk the entire length along 
the front Fourteen tiers of seats, four­
teen inches high and sixteen inches 
deep, extend upwards from the front, 
bridging the road, with the latter left 
clear for vehicles and pedestrians.

Four entrances are placed in the 
back of the stand and one on either 
end, and the seats are reached by five 
aisles, making the emptying of the 
structure quickly possible.

The press box, erected at the finish 
line, will be fitted with tables and con­
nected by telephone to the city. The 
officials’ stand will be about nine feet 
square, much smaller than last year. 
It will be constructed in two stories, 
that on the ice level for the judges and 
upstairs for the referees and timers. 
Results of the races will be announced 
by means of a signal board, the letters 
on which will be eighteen inches long; 
first, second and third in each heat, 
with the time, will be announced.

Although Superintendent Tebo has 
had great difficulty in keeping a good 
Sheet of ice on account of the storms, 
he expects, with good weather, to have 
an excellent surface in a few days. He 
is not easily discouraged and may be 
depended on to have a good sheet. ■’

After returning to the city, the com­
mittee visited the site of the proposed 
ice arch in King Square, and are now 
preparing plans for this item.

Altogether the committee feels sat­
isfied with the .progress of arrange­
ments already made and need only the 
co-operation of the public to make the 
carnival events highly successful.

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NOTED POET HERE TODAY.
Sir Henry Newbolt, M. A, D.Lltt., 

arrived here this morning on the C. P. 
steamship Marloch, from Liverpool, to 
Inaugurate a national lectureship 
English literature, which will be given 
in the form of public addresses in 
twenty-four of the principal cities of 
the Dominion, as well as to the stud­
ents of the principal1 universities 
throughout Canada. He said that his 
lectures on the English language and 
literature would be given as a basis of 
national education. He explained that 
in England, from a practical stand­
point, English in the elementary and 
secondary schools was to be based on a 
combination of science with the Eng­
lish language and literature.
Henry said that English is one of the 
fundamental studies, because no one 
can learn anything until he has ac­
quired at least a certain mastery of his 
own language.

Sir Henry pointed out that this lec­
tureship scheme has as its object bring­
ing before the public a constant source 
of information and inspiration concern­
ing the wider aspects of education.

Reading of good literature, said Sir 
Henry,is one of the greatest means of 
mastering the English language, because 
it is the record of experience, and 
therefore is the most powerful ele­
ment in education. The object of edu­
cation, he said, is to keep close to life 
instead of getting far away from it. 
He explained that education always 
goes wrong from time to time because 
it becomes a rigid system, and is in-

He 
continued: “Nobody has ventured seri­
ously to question the Americanism of 
those of other faiths who have come 
here and have remained faithful to the 
religious groups to which they belong, 
whether they be Unitarian, or Protest­
ant, or Catholic. Why, then, should 
there be any question as to the Ameri­
canism of those who remain faithful 
to the oldest of all religions, Judaism— 
a religion from whose book of books 
there was inscribed on the bell which 
resounds from Independence Hall: 
‘Proclaim liberty throughout the land 
and to all the inhabitants thereof.’

“To question the Americanism of the 
Jew whose entire history has fitted hitn 
to live under a government of laws, 
whose religious training has taught him 
the blessings of self-restraint and obe­
dience tio authority», it is a pitiable mis­
understanding and misconception. One 
of the most significant evils of the pres­
ent day has been the tendency toward 
revolt against" authority, of disrespect 
for the laws of the land and even for 
the constitution.

Increase in Paper Mills Out­
put and Work for Many 
More Men.

North Sydney, N. S., Jan. 27—An 
agreement which will increase the out­
put of the paper mills of the Anglo- 
Newfoundland Development Company 
at Grand Falls, Newfoundland, by 100 
tons a day, has been arrived at be­
tween Lord Rothermore, representing 
the corporation, and Sir Richard 
Squires, representing the Government 
of Newfoundland, 
said that no concessions are involved 
and that the deal Is a straight business 
proposition. In conjunction with the 

I Sir W, G. Armstrong Whitworth de­
velopment at Humbermouth, this will 
provide a total increase of about 500 
tons a day in the Dominion’s paper. 
When these developments are com­
pleted Newfoundland will be manu­
facturing approximately two million 
five hundred thousand tons per annum.

The immediate result of the construc­
tion necessary to complete the work 
will practically relieve Newfoundland 
of any unemployment problem, Sir 
Richard said. There are now 600 men 
employed at Humbermouth and this 
staff will be increased to 3,600 by 
May. The Grand Falls extension will 
give employment in companion to Its 
magnitude. In addition to the 600 
men working at Humbermouth, records 
show that there are twelve thousand 
men employed in the lumber woods of 
Newfoundland this winter, as compared 
with only 1,000 last winter, and the 
general situation is very encouraging.

Chicago Association Would Establish a 
School for Artists.

Chicago, Jan. 27.—An Association of 
Arts and Industries in an effort to 
build up industrial art is raising a fund 
of $100,000 to establish a school of in­
dustrial arts in Chicago.

In many lines of industrial art thç 
United States is dependent upon Eur­
ope, according to leaders in art and 
industry. The fine arts of weaving, pot­
tery, metal and glass work, as well as 
all the arts and crafts, should be 
taught as thoroughly in this country 
as in Europe and with greater financial 
reward, they believe.

At a meeting at the Art Institute of 
Chicago, William Wilkins, instructor in 
Industrial arts at Lewis Institute, de­
clared that pottery throwing in the 
United States was a dying art. He pre­
sented Frank Camiano, who gave an 
exhibition of pottery throwing.

But Camiano, who came from Italy 
14 years ago, is a boot black and al­
though an artist of no mean ability, 
declared he preferred to shine shoes in 
a barber shop, which he has made his 
vocation ever since he arrived in this 
country.
