BECAUSE HE PEEPED—W AS RELEASED BY WIFE'S
HUNGER STRIKE WHICH RESULTED IN HER
DEATH

Berlin, Feb. 5—(By the Associated
Press)—Bolshevik prison methods lack
all elements of decency and civilization,
says M. Schwartz, California socialist
and labor leader who with his wife was
thrown into Bolshevist prisons in Mos-
cow for four months after he had fail-
+d to voice approval of the Bolshevist
government. His wife died of the af-
fects of a hunger strike started while
in prison, as he has made known in pre-
vious statements.

“My first two months in prison were
the worst,” Mr. Schwartz said after ar-
riving in Berlin. “My wife, who could
not speak a word of any langmage but

' English, was taken from me. I id not
know whether she was in the same pri-
son, or what had become of her. 1
could not get a word of satisfaction from
any of the prison officials. *

“There was a smal peephole in the
door of my cell which opened into the
main corridor. This had a little slide
over it and there was a sign in Russian

they peeked out into the corridor.

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VOCATIONAL TRAINING.

The Dominion minister of agriculture
declares that vocational training for life
on the farm should be placed within the
reach of every countiy boy and girl.
He says it is one of the urgent needs
of the present day. In today’s Times
appears an Ottawa despatch which goes
quite fully into this matter, explaining
what is now being done and to what
extent the Dominion is helping the prov-
inces by grants for advancing the farm-
ing industry of Canada. It is very
tyuly contended that there is need of an

_ awakening among the farmers in rela-
tion ~to this matter.

But what of the people who live in
the cities, towns and villages? Fhey
are not farmers, but they must earn
their livelihood. Here, too, the Domin-
ion government comes to the aid of the
provinces with financial asgistance for
vocational training. The great majority
of the boys and girls do not complete
and do not need a classical course. They
must go out inte the industries. Voca-
tional training for them is as essential
as for the farmer’s boys and girls. In
pearly all Canadian cities some provis-
jon is made for such training. St John
is an exception, but will not long remain
80. A vocational high school must soon
be provided. But everywhere there are

Cerebeal Unrest May Aid Spread of
Sleeping Sickness.

spread of “sleeping sickness’ by Dr.

“The statement that the spread of the
so-called sleeping sickness may be due
to cerebral unrest cansed by the war is
based upen the fact that this unrest ap-
pears to have made us more suBeeptible
to infection,” said Dr. Caille.

to be had in the big hotels whose prices
go up from week to week—that is one
picture. On its reverse, foreign relief
straining itself and demanding unceas-
ing contributions in aid of a suffering
populace. 4

In Austria it is the custom on New
Year's Eve to bring squealing suckling
pigs to public dining rooms and the red
ribbon with which they ' are decorated
is distributed in bits to guests as talis-
mans for the coming year. ‘I'he mews-
papers report that in one fashionable
resort a woman seized the pig and bath-
ed it in a cooler full of wine. Other
women caught the original idea and imi-
tated it to the cost of many bottles.
That restaurant, incidentally, has had
its license suspended for constant viola-
tion of the food and closing regulations.

Viennese claim that in all these resorts
where display and expenditure of the
most vulgar kind are evidences not one
real . Austrian can be found, that they

have not the money. They say they are

supported by the horde of profiteers of
every race and every nationality that
infest and infect the city.

A recent demonstration of the popu-
lace is acknowledged to have been in-
spired by this prodigal display of extrav-
agance and ready money on the part of
this small element of the population.

The workingmen demanded the gov-
ernment shall suppress profiteering and
eliminate the sheba (profiteering whole-
saler or middleman) and the sleichand-
ler (illicit trader) in an effort to lower
the daily mounting cost of living, else
they will undertake to do so on their
own account. They carried a miniature
gallows in a recent demonstration.

The authorities and thoughtful Aus-
trians acknowledged that this super-
ficial froth of extravagance and display
is doing great harm to the city and the
country. Casual travelers who spend a
few: days in' the inner city, visit these
gorgeous resorts and see the high-class
restaurants crowded at every meal, tea
dances in the afternoon, exceptionally
well dressed men and women and the dis-
play of furs and jewels and articles of
luxury in the shop windows probably
unexcelled in any capital, are hard to
convince that beneath this veneer lies
widespread privation and in certain
strata actual bitter suffering.

Some 400,000 children are being fed
one nourishing meal a day on American
charity. Through American aid the
hospitals are being furnished with long
absent necessities. Nearly 200,000 Aus-
trian children are charity. guests in
other countries. Indeed the charity of
all non-suffering peoples is being extend-
ed bountifully to this country regordless
of creed or race, and all investigators
who dig deeply into conditions acknow-
ledge it is needed.

But not frequently the visitor, espec-
jally the American, when he is told this
gazes on the evidence of wealth and well
being about him and remarks that it
might be well to spend some of this
money at home instead of demanding
aid from other lands. One answer is
that this phase of Vienna life brings
money in and keeps is circulating. An-
other is that the temperament of 2 people
must be considered.

The billboards are filled with announ-
cements of redoubts (masked or fancy
dress balls.) Wine is always served at
these affairs at high prices. Among
those about to occur, the star event is
one at the States Opera for the benefit
of the pension fund of the singers and
musicians. The boxes, long. since sold,
went for from 20,000 to 28,000 crowns
each and single tickets of admission for
2,000 crowns.

Even in depreciated Austrian currency
20,000 crowns represents about 80 per-
fectly good American dollars or a good
many balanced meals such as Americans
are giving Vienna's children.

Much of the money spent comes from
the wild speculation on the stock ex-
change that has followed the constant-
ly fluctuating crown, and from wide
open speculation in foreign monies, theo-
retically prohibited but in full operation
in cafes and restaurants and well cov-
ered private offices.

One American told the correspondent
that in the Black Exchange, a little
street where these operators gather and
trade, he saw one man with $200,000,
American money, and who admitted he
had made 1,000,000 crowns a day on

speculation.

The possibilities of this money market
are made plain in one week’s crown
quotations against dollars. Private sales
were made on Wednesday at 800 crowns
to the dollar. The market closed on Sat-
urday with dollars at 632.

Fluctuations in the stock market of
thousands of crowns per share are com-
monplace. Men with foreign money,

Canada’s New }Naval Director Was
Born at Sea and is a Sterling Officer

Commander Walter Hose Has Seen Sérvice With the Bﬁtish'
- Navy All Over the World—Active, Alert, and Genial.

MAN about five feet eight or
i A nine, of medium build, pleas-
ant manner and decidedly hos-
pitable, who looks like a capable ad-
ministrator and thoroughly uvompe-
tent, briefly describes Commander
Walter Hose, RN C.B.E., the newly-
appointed Director of Naval Affiars
‘for ‘Canada, who succeeds Admiral
Sir Charles Kingsmill. He is about
45 years of age, is married und has
two children, and his appointment
seems to be generally popular in Ot-
tawa. Assuming charge of naval af-
fairs in Canada at a time when par-
ticular attention is being 4evoted to
the development and expansione of
Canada’s navy, Commander Hose is
admirably equipped with the roquired
knowledge of nayal matters to make
him the right man for the office. No
officer in Canada, it is safe to assert,
has had wider experience, particularly
in an executive and administrative
capacity. Comx_nander Hose was
actually born at sea, having first
viewed his surroundings on this
sphere aboard the P. and O. liner
Surat in the Indian Ocean in the
year 1875.
At the age of fifteen he entered the

In April, 1905, he was appointed com-
mander of H. M. S. Ringrose at the
Newfoundland station. Various other
appointments took him into remote
sections of the British Empire, whers
his record was so excellent that he
was promoted te commander.

In June, 1911, while in El‘;gland. he
recelved an offer from Admiral
Kingsmill in Canada to become com-
mander of the Canadian cruiser Rain-
bow, and accepted the appointment.
after rgeeiving permission fr.m the
Admiralty. He was loaned to the
Canadian Naval Service in June 1911,
and decided to join the Canadian
Naval Service permanently.

During the war Commander Hose
saw extended service. and in \ugust,
1917, was appointed to relieve Ad-
miral Sir Charles Cook in the Can-
adian Atlantic coast patrol and re-
mained in charge until fter the
armistice, when he was ‘ransferred to
headquarters. In May. 1919, te was
appointed acting superintendent at
Halifax. He remained there -ill March,
11920, till transferred to naval head-
quarters. He is an active. energetic
naval officer, and under his direction
the department is expected to make
rapid progress.

Canada's navy now consists of the
cruiser Aurora., which has a notable
war record, having assisted in tte
sinking of the first German vessel
destroyed by Great Britain in the
early stages of the war. and the de-
stroyers Patricia and Patriot v the
other vessels in the nucleus of the
Canadian navy.

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VOGATIONAL
TRAINING FOR
 LIFE ON FARM

One of the Urgent Needs of
the Present Day

Matter Dealt With in Report
of the Minister of Agricul-
ture to the Canadian Com-
mons—The Federal Grants.

Ottawa, Feb. 283—“That vocational
training for life on the farm be placed
within the reach of every country boy
and girl is one of the most urgent needs
of the present day in order to ensure the:
rapid growth and permanent prosperityi
of Canadian agriculture. This need the
centralized college of agriculture cannot
hope to meet. Attempts of various kinds
are being made to meet it both by de-‘
partments of agriculture and of educa-l
tion. These include special schools of
agriculture, part time schools, high and
consolidated schools with agricultural
departments the classes conducted by ag-
ricultural representatives boys’ and girls’
clubs and similar efforts.” :

This sentence appears in a supple-
mentary report of the minister of agri-
culture on the year 1919-20 tabled this
week in the House of Commons. It
deals with the dominion grant of $1,100,~
000, which is divided annually among
the provinces for the purpose of aiding
and advancing the farming industry of
Canada. The amounts are supplement-
ary to provincial appropriations, being
fntended to enable the provinces to car-
ry out instructional efforts in the inter-
est of agriculture more extensively and
comprehensively than would otherwise
be possible. The amounts received in
the year ended March 31, 1920, by the
provinces were roughly as follows: —
Ontario, $386,308; Quebec, $271,114;
Saskatchewan, $81,728; Nova Scotia,
$81,716; New Brunswick, $64,110; Al-
berta, $66,966; British Columbia, $69,-
199; Manitoba, $77,113; Prince Edward
Island, $31,750, and veterinary colleges,
$20,000.

BANKS AND RURAL
CREDITS KEEP PACE

Manitoba Plans to Finance
Most Provincial Undertak-
ings by Savings Banks.

Winnipeg, Man., Feb. 23.—The major-
ity of the undertakings of the province
will ultimately be financed by the pro-
vincial savings banks, Hon. Edward
Brown, provincial - treasurer, states.

Announcement was made recently by
E. A. Weir, chairman of the provincial
savings banks, that deposits already ex-
ceed $1,750,000. He predicted that the
84,000,000 mark will be reachied before
the end of the fiscal year. A compréhen-
sive plan for opening branches in every
centre of the province is being drafted
and will be carried into effect as soon as
conditions warrant ‘the extension of the
service. Many new accounts are being
opened daily at the six branches operat-
ing in Manitoba.

The sum of $31,000,000 was ‘required
for financing Manitoba during 1920. This
included consolidated and capital ex-
penditures, repayment of debentures fall-
ing due and payment of interest charges
on treasury bills and provincial bond
issues.

It is expected that the provincial
banks will be able to finance all rural
credits and farm loans durinfg 1921. 0t
is anticipated that over $8,000,000 will be
‘required for these two items during the
present year. The growth of the rural
credits movement has corresponded to
that of the savings banks. Fifty-eight
operated in Manitoba last year. It is
expected over 10 Owill be organized be-

fore the end of the year. Loans for 1920

Of the international trade situation
the National Bank of Commerce of New
York says:—

“Tne inability of Europe to buy will
continue to be a major factor for an in-
definite period. This is directly reflected
:n the raw material markets of every
country which is dependent on the Euro-
pean market to any important degree and
indirectly in fthe export markets for
manufactured products of every class. It
is important in connection with the
European situation that the effect of the
establishment of an export business on a

long-time credit basis should not be mis-
understood. In the face of the present
shortage of capital the sale of raw
materials on any other terms than casn
or an exchange of commodities does not
alter the immediate situation. The sole
result is the subst tutio.. of one kni »f
obligation for another. In other words,
it will require years to manc uyp
only the actual capital destruction which
resulted from the war, but also the loss
in capital accumulation and the disor-
ganization of productive activity which
resulted from it. American
should frankly recognize this coudition.
