Montreal, Que., March 11—Constable 
Honore Bourdon was shot to death and 
Constable August Guyon was fatally 
wounded while they were trying to ar­
rest four burglars in a sleigh on the 
outskirts of the dty this morning. Three 
arrests were made this forenoon, follow-, 
ing a hunt immediately instituted by the 
police. The names are refused but one 
is believed to be suspected of having 
been the driver of the sleigh.

The shooting followed the discovery 
of a robbery at St Laurent Chief Le- 
cavallier of St. Laurent was informed 
that the store of Biau Brothers had 
been broken into, and got on the scene in 
time to pursue a red cariole holding a 
party of four men and a driver. He and 
lus two officers were unable to overtake 
the sleigh, though they fired on the gang. 
So Chief Cavallier hurried to the near­
est telephone and informed the Mont­
real police. !

It is said that when the sleigh appeared 
the burglars made a desperate attempt 
to drive by, and that Burdon managed 
to climb into the vehicle. There he was 
shot in the throat and abdomen. He 
died soon after being taken to the Royal 
Victoria Hospital.

How Gnnyon was shot is not known. 
The two bodies were found In the road 
by constables returning from the Mount 
Royal tunnel a short time later.

anxiously waiting today for the shades *-
of night to fafl. Their instruments are 
all primed for observations during the 
almost total eclipse of the moon, which 
takes place tonight. It is the only one 
of the four eclipses due this year, two 
of the sun and two of the moon, which 
will be observable over the entire United 
States. A few minutes more than three 
hours will dapse between the time the 
moon enters and the time it leaves the 
shadow' tonight. It will be after mid­
night before the eclipse as viewed in the 
eastern part of the country, is concluded.

More than nine-tenths of the lunar 
body will be darkened by the earth’s 
shadow at the middle of the edipse 
period.

According to the calculations of ob­
servatory offldals here, the eclipse will 
begin at 9.42 eastern, standard time, 
reach the middle of eclipse at 11*18 
o’dock and leave the shadow at 12.44 
a, m. Thursday.

The eclipse will be visible over the 
wide area .including all of North and 
South America, Western Europe and 
Western Africa. Another eclipse of the 
moon this year, a partial one, due Sep­
tember 8, will not be visible east of the 
Rocky Mountains.

Montreal, March 11—The C. P. R.

Readers across the Atlantic may not 
fully appreciate what a i 
bute it is to President Wi 
majorities in senate and house are so 
promptly reversing themselves on this 
question. The payment of canal tolls 
for our own vessels in the coastwise 
trade was a lively issue in many, parts 
of the country two years ago, when the 
Panama law was enacted.

The object primarily was to encourage 
competition against the transcontinental 
railroads. These railroads, for many 
reasons, some well founded, are very un­
popular. They have undoubtedly prac­
ticed extortion over a long period. They 
fought the building of the canal- It 
seemed to outraged shippers for 'many 
years as though no relief was in pros­
pect Congress, well aware of this 
status, sought not alone to encourage 
competition by water lines from various 
ports on the Atlantic to ports on the 
Pacific by saying that these steamboat 
lines should pay no tolls through the 
canal, but It enacted a stringent provis­
ion by which no railroad owned ships 
should use the canal. The latter provis­
ion struck vigorously at the monopiliza- 
ation of water traffic by the big trunk 
lines.

A scandalous case of riotous living in

As an explanation 
of the quick disappearance of the money, 
the boys say that their father gives the 
proprietor of the house a large-sized bill 
with which to buy liquor for him, and 
when he gets the bottle he never thinks 
of looking for his change. It was shown 
by the bank-book that $20 had been 
drawn out a few days ago, while only 
three days previous to that $60 had been 
withdrawn. The boys are anxious that 
something should be done to bring to 
justice those who are supplying liquor 
to their father. , The magistrate said it 
was the worst case that had ever 
under his notice.
