Liverpool, Jan. 17—The captain and 

mate of the British steamer Auchenarden 
perched ... on her propeller, twenty feet j 
above the water, refused to leave their 
vessel yesterday, after she had sunk in 
the mouth of the Mersey as a result of a 
collision with the British steamer La 
Blanca.

The Auchenarden, which was just leav­
ing port, collided with the La Blanca, 
which was steaming into Liverpool from 
La Plata after a voyage which had lasted 
from December 3. The crash occurred dur* 
ing a thick fog, and the Auchenarden sank 
almost - immediately. Although the La 
Blanca also was badly crippled, she stood 
by and rescued the sailors of the Auchen­
arden and brought them into port.

The Auchenarden had gone bow first, 
leaving her propeller above the water, and 
the captain and mate took refuge there 
after refusing the La Blanca’s offer to res­
cue them.

After remaining for several hourw - on 
the propeller, the captain and mate von- 
sented to leave their perilous position and 
were taken off in a tug.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 17—When the 
house committee on ways and means to­
day takes up consideration of palp, pa­
per and books schedule, a chapter will be 
re-opened in the story of Canadian reci­
procity. The act "to promote reciprocal 
trade relations with the Dominion of Can­
ada and for other purposes,” still stands 
on the statute books of the United States 
but of its provisions only one section has 
been applied. This admits wood palp and 
news print paper (valued at not more than 
four cents a pound), free into the United 
States from Canada but only in cases where 
no export duty has been imposed.

Under the Payne tariff, which is in force 
except where modified by the act men­
tioned, the duties on wood pulp 
mechanically ground, 1 1-2 cents a pound; 
chemiog unbleached, 1-6 centa a pound ; 
chemical bleached, 1-4 cents a pound.

In view of Canada’s rejection of reci­
procity, and the reconsideration of the 
pulp and paper schedule the attitude of the 
democratic representatives toward Cana­
dian reciprocity is therefore of consider­
able interest. Of the democratic members 
of the ways and means committee one of 
the most influential is F. B. Harrison of 
New York. In the absence of Mr. Under­
wood, Mr. Harrison presides over the -om- 
mittee deliberations.

Toronto, Jan. 17—A state managed com- 
I^jsation fund administered by a provin­
cial insurance commission, compulsory in­
surance of the widest possible application, 
no contribution from the Workmen except 
that which they indirectly pay as a re­
sult of not being paid full wages while in­
capacitated, and a minimum scale of com­
pensation above that based upon the earn­
ing capacity 'of the workmen ; these four 
recommendations form the framework of 
the workmen’s compensation scheme 
which the labor interests of Ontario are 
anxious to have put in operation in the 
provinces.

They were laid before the commissioner. 
Sir William Meredith, last evening and 
gave rise to discussion in which the com­
missioner revealed points upon, which he 
Khs not in full accord with the labor rep­
resentatives.

The* labor brief devoted considerable 
space to the question of contributions. 
The manufacturers have placed themselves 
on record as favoring payments from 
workmen and the labor representatives 
quoted the compensation system through­
out the world in contending that the prin­
ciple of contribution from workmen was 
not generally recognized.

The workmen are not prepared to admit 
that a “serious and, wilful misconduct” cn 
he part of a workman, which results in 

death or a injury should shut out compen­
sation. The English act does hot allow 
compensation cases of “serious and wilful 
misconduct,” unless death or permanent 
disablement results from the accident.

The workmen of Ontario believe the de­
pendents should not be deprived of com­
pensation if the wage earner, is killed or 
disabled. If a penalty is provided in cases 
of temporary injuries arising out of acci­
dents due to the intentional acts, penalties 
should also be imposed on the employe v ho 
does the same thing. The remaining points 
were a declaration that workers would not 
be willing to surrender their rights at 
cWfffitiiT law or statutory right, unless 
compensation was on a general basis, and 
an expression of opposition to the propos­
al to allow the railways to stay outside 
the act.

To enable the clubs of the National and 
American leagues to pay the .salaries of 
their players they must • average $590 a 
game for the 154 games scheduled. But 
salaries, while forming a big item, are only 
one of the many expensive ones the club 
owners have to face. Nothing can perhaps 
show better the wonderful growth of the 
national game than the enormous amount 
paid for salaries, but it also proves that 
the menâtes are not “hogging it all,” as 
some of the players of the past did fool­
ishly believe, to their sorrow, and some of 
the players of the present imagine just 
as ridiculous tilings. And possibly it may 
be to their sorrow, too. There are in­
dividual eases where certain deserving 
players have been underpaid, but the 
great majority of the capable ones are paid 
according to their abilities and their sal­
aries raised in accordance with the im­
provement they show and their increased 
value to their clubs. Ball players are fully- 
entitled to all they can get. and they 
cannot be blamed for making demands for 
what they think they are worth, but abil­
ity should be the only criterion, not gross­
ly exaggerated reports, of gate receipts.

A'etreet improvement which it is figured 
would cost but little but which would 
prove of great value to many persons, is 
being urged by the residents of the up­
per section of Carle ton. This ie the open­
ing of a block of Lancaster street between 
Charlotte and Winslow. This block of the 
street has never been completed although 
the street is bujlt up -to it in both direc­
tions. The rough rock which composes the 
street at this section makes it impossible 
for use either for residential purposes or 
as thoroughfare but if it were properly 
levelled and graded the block would form 
a thoroughfare which would add greatly 
to the convenience of residents in that 
portion of the city.

Some of the rock fyas been quarried out 
and it is believed that contractors would 
be willing to remove the balance free or 
even pay for the privilege. If this could 
not be done it is said that the work could 
easily be performed by the jail prisoners.

A petition asking that the work be at­
tended to was presented last year and was 
received very favorably. .The large num­
ber of citizens who signed the petition are 
hoping that the cost of the work has been 
included in the estimates for 1913 or that, 
if not, provision can be made in some 
other way so that there should be no more 
delay.
