ties ¢ominittee this morning and occasion-

ed' a discussion that lasted for three hours
and which was not only animated but in-

large number “of - St. John aldermen and
legal representatives present as well as
several private citizens all of whom seem-
ed to be much interested in the outcoms
of the committee deliberations.

The speeches of some of the delegation

were evidently carefully thought out and
were delivered with force and fluency,
while those of the members were of an
unusually animated hature, some of them
seeking to guard the liberties of the poor
as against the capitalist and others con-
tending that the progressiveness of St.
John largely' depended upon the ability of
those who sought to acquiré land for in-
dustrial purposes to become possessed of
the same by expropriation #f the owner
could not be persuaded to sell.
_ Ag this involved the negativing of an
important principle which the New Bruns-
wick legislature has always upheld, there
was very distinct opposition' to it from
prominent members in the legislature on
both sides of the house, while to the sur-
prise, perhaps, of many who know and ap-
preciate their conservatism in business
matters, representatives like Mr, Currie
and Hon. Mr. Labillois urged that the
spirit of the age, the progress of cities,
and the development of the country need-
ed such advanced legislation as would best
serve the interests of the most people in
the community.

Those bills pertaining to exemption of
taxes for the. Maritime Nail Company
and the C. H. Peters tannery to a certain
extent, the amending of the building law
and also that for the collection of garbage
in the city of St. John went through the
committee with some -suggestions which
were promptly agreed to.

Exprepriation

The real discussion began after Mr.
Baxter 'explained the bill which sought
for power to expropriate private property
with the consent and approval of the city
council and also, as he added later, with
that, of the governor-in-council, for the
assistance of industries. Mr. Baxter seem-
ed to lay special stress upon the difficul-
ties that confronted the Simms Company
in obtaining a site in the city some time
ago, and in this conneection he spoke of
the unwillingness of one owner of the
Gilbert estate to part with this property.
Mr. Wilson said that the lady who con-
trolled three-fourths of the Gilbert estate
had always shown herself to be willing to
sell the property when it would be used
to the advantage of the city. The opposi-
tion leader, Mr. Copp, took very strong
ground against the principle of the bill
and, while he conceded the rights of the
S8t. John people to manage their own
affairs and did not wish in any way to
interfere with those rights, yet he was 1t-
terly opposed to the expropriation of pri-
vate property for the assistance of private
concerns and he was fearful that if such
legislation was granted to St. John it
would be regarded as a precedent by other
cities and towns of New Brunswick who
would seek similar legislation.

Further than that, in his opinion, it was
simply another phase of the struggle be-
tween capital and the poor man and rights
and liberties of the common people were
very much concerned in this bill. Capital

. Mr. Baxter took just as strong ground
in support, of the bill. He said it was easy
at any time to make a pathetic-appeal on
behalf of the poor man, who was always
put up to work upon the sympathies of
legislators. In answer to Mr. Copp’s ar-
gument that it would entail expense upon
the poor man to send a lawyer before
the ' . governor-in-council, he contended
that that would not be necessary at all,
a8 he could always appeal to his repres
sentative. He cited- the Simms factory
again, and said that, through the objec-
tion made by the Gilbert estate to sell
this company a site, the city and the prov-
ince came nesr losing a most valuable
industry. If a city was to be great and
increase in population, it must ‘have in-
dustries, and it was for the promotion of
these industries that the passage of the
bill was asked for.

Hon. F. J. Sweeney, in a very practical
speech, opposed the principle of the bill,
and was strongly ggainst loading up the
governor-in-council with so many refer-
ences and so many investigations. In
eloquent terms he protestedagainst any
legislation being passed which would en-
danger the safety of the small home of the
poor man.

Colonel Armstrong was in favor of the
legislation, saying that there was a lot
of acreage along the I. C. R. near St.
John which could not be bought and which
should be expropriated for industrial pur-
poses if it was found necessary.

Hon. C. W. Robinson said that no pro-
position quite as radical as this had ever
come before the legislature and it seemed
to be aimed at a few estates, although the
bill would give power over the whole
of the city of St. John. The policy was
too wide and the power sought for too
broad. He was opposed to the principle
of the bill and thought that if particular
cases arose in the city of 8t. John spe-
cial legislation should be sought for.

Mr. Tweeddale regarded the legislation
as not only dangerous but vicious. It
would render private ownership in-secure
and would depreciate the value of real
estate in St. John.

J. E. Wilson, M.P.P., did not propose
to legislate the power given to him as the
people’s representative to the common
council of St. John, and he was opposed
to the measure.

Mr. Currie’s Views

Hon. Messrs. McLeod and Maxwell also
showed strong opposition, while Mr. Cur-
rie, M.P.P,, of Restigouche, with interest-
ing. statements and arguments supported
its passage. Mr. Currie is largely in-
terested in Vancouver estate and has been
there the greater part of his time for the
last two or three years. He is strongly
imbued with the western spirit and he
said that while it was hard to break away
from old landmarks, St. John was awaken-
ing from a long sleep, and it was always
well to remember that it was the best
policy to consider the greatest good to the
greatest number.

He did not wish to see the spirit of a
young and progressive element checked.
He believed in giving all possible power to
the city to expropriate land that was
necessary for industrial activities, He
believed that it was in the interests not

Delhi as the Capital

With regard to the action of the Brit-
ish government in transferring the capit-
al of India from Calcutta to Delhi. Lord
Curzon who spent seven years in that
great dependency as a particularly active
and vigorous viceroy and who had fre-
quently visited the country previously as
a tourist, has made a rather strong point
in his criticisms of the change, by calling
attention to the extreme unhealthiness of
Delhi.

The government had declared that the
climate was excellent from October to
May, but Lord Curzon insists that he has
been there in October and in May, as
well as in the intervening months, and
that he knows to his personal knowledge
something about ' the terrible fever and
malaria there after the rains.

From time immemorial the water supply
of Delhi has been bad, and the only sup-

s

ply that can:be now obtained is from the
river Jumna. It is doubtful whether any
amount, of filtration could render the war
ter of the stream harmless. In it the
natives of all the cities and villages along
its' banks consider it to be religious duty
to bathe, both their living and their dead.
Tnto it they cast many of their dead, for
destruction by the crocodiles, etc., which
infest the river. The waters are regarded
as possessing properties for the cure of
the most loathsome diseases. The patient
bathes ‘in the stream itself.

Thus far, in spite of all attempts it has
been impossible to discover any other
water supply, even adequate for the pres-
ent condition of Delhi; far less, therefore,
for that of a vast metropolis,

_Lord Curzon also says that even the
sites of the principal buildings, above all
that of the palace for the viceroy, is un-
fortunate. He relates that when Gover-
nor General of India, it had occurred to
him ‘that it would be well to convert the
arena where Queen Victoria had been pro-
claimed Empress of India, and years later
Kdward VII. as XKaisr-i-Hind, into a
beautiful and orderly garden, ad,orned with
statuary, and thus creating ' a memorial
that should be worthy of these great
events. Work for this was duly started,
and went on for two years. At the end
of that time it was found that the soil was
so impregnated with alkali that nothing
would grow, and that during the rains the
whole place was inundated into a great
marsh. :

In response in the House of Lords the
Marquis of Crewe, Secretary of State for
India, remarked that he trusted that Lord
Curzon’s views might prove exaggerated,
and that everything possible would be
done to secure the best sanitatiom for the
city. !

Labouchere’s Will

Henry Labouchére’s will betrays, in
a very marked manner, his distrust, and
his entire absence of regard or liking, for
his Ttalian son-inlaw, the Marchese Carlo
di Rudini, a familiar figure at one time
in the Tenderloin of New York. Indeed,
people brought into contact with Rudini,
developed the same sort of sentiments
with regard to him, as those entertained

ENGINEER SAYS THAT
HOLLAND 15 SINKING

Ditch, Though, Will go on With
the Making of New Land—
Drain the Zuyder Zee

|

London, March 27—M. Blaupot ten Cate,
writing in the Ingenieur, suggests that Hol-
Jand is slowly sinking. His theory is based
partly upon the subsidence of old Roman
buildings.

Such apparent subsidence is known in

oeiher countries, but in these cases it is}|

probable that, instead of the buildings
.ginking, the surroundipgs or superposed
goil has risen. The old Roman street that
runs through London is now eighteen feet
below Cheapside. At Aosta, in North-West
Jtaly, the Roman pavement of the Via
Praetoria is from eight to ten feet below
the present level of the ground. The Ca-
“hedral of Notre Dame in Paris was form-
rly approached by a flight of steps, which
we now disappeared. With regard to
olland M. ten Cate says:

“A certain number of Roman edifices,
the entrance to which must necessarily
have been from the level of the ground
when they were built in the first, second
or third century, B. C., are mow awash
at high tide. An examination of the foun-
dations shows that they have k from
five to thirteen feet.

“In certain low-lying plains of Holland
that have been drained for long years the
jevel of the ground has fallen a little over
a foot in two centuries. i

“Finally, the dformation of the Zuyder
Zee and of the Gulf of Jade, in Nortnern
Germany, leaves no room for doubt as
to the subsidence of the soil in that part
of Europe in fairly recent times.”

But in spite of this gradual sinking of
the soil of Holland, the construction of
the great works for the drying of the Zuy-
der Zee will not be allowed to cease. The
Yuyder Zee covers 760 square,miles. It is
espimated that the construction of a dam
wiross the mouth would cost $18,375,000,

For the elec-
torate of @anada, French-Canadians in-
cluded, we claim the right of deciding
whether or not they will accept other im-
perial burdens; and we maintain that in
assuming any share in the defense of the
Jmpire, Canada is entitled to a direct, elec-
tive, democratic, and effective representa-
tion in the government of the Empire.”

It would be interesting to learn how Mr.
Borden and the flag-flappers regard thias
view of Canada’s relation to the rest of
the Empire. They are not making any
move toward assuming any share in the de-
fence of the Empire, but are extremely
busy getting rid of -the Fielding surplus.
An Ontario exchange aptly observes:—

ment will prorogue by Easter. We hardly
think so, since the announcement of that
surplus.” :

THE CRY OF THFE WEST

The people of the western provinces will
not be content until they secure a larger
market. Before the senate comn‘:itbee at
Ottawa this week the secretary of the
United Farmers of Alberta said it was de-
sirable that the people of Alberta go in-
t> mixed farming, but that they would
not be able to do 50 unless wider markets
were secured. He said further that no-
thing would maks up for the loss sustain-
ed by the farmers by the rejection of re-
cipocity. Even sheep raising in Alberta is
declining because of the lack of a market.
There is an excellent Market in Chicago,
but the duty places it beyond the reach
of the Canadian shipper.

In an interview in the Montreal Wit~
ness the managing editor of the Moose-
jaw Times stated that the claims of the
farmers’ delegates to Ottawa do not in
the least exaggerate the disabilities under
which they labor. He declares that last
year’s loss to the west, resulting from the
defeat of reciprocity and the congestion
of traffic, was enormous. The direct loss
by being denied access to the Minneapolis
market has been placed at $25,000,000 and
there was a loss of many millions more
through other causes. The force of cir-
cumstances compelled the government to
open the southern route temporarily, and,
a few weeks after grain shipment to the
south in bond was arranged, American
buyers purchased practically all the wheat
at shipping centres along the Soo line.
If, he says, this temporary arrangement
for shipping to American ports and mill-
ing centres, with the payment of the Am-
erican duty, was necessary to handle last
year’s crops, it will be much more neces-
sary this year.

The Moosejaw journalist contrasted the
attitude of the former and the present
government, in regard to the needs of the
west. The .government of Bir Wilfrid
Laurier was ready to do all in its power
to benefit the farmers, but when they
went to the Hon. George E. Foster and
prayed for relief from the grain blockade
he advised them to feed more of their
grain to pigs. Referring to the relations
between the east and the west, this west-
ern man says: “If the east acts wisely,
i5 will meet the west by tariff reductions
and larger markets, whether it be called
reciprocity or by some other name.” The
balance of political power, he further says,
will swing westward, and the remark is
worthy of attention. ) ‘

(Bangor Commerial)
Tt is not surprising that the reports

| come from the real estate agencies in the

large cities that there is not any general
movement back to the farme. The young
men. to whom farm life appeals do not
emigrate to the cities as a rule, while the
city-bred man is not educated to the vo-
cation of agriculture.

There is need, and crying need of the
greater development of our farming in-
dustry, a development that will meet the
larger demands inseparable upon the rap-
idly increasing population, a demand that
is making the intelligent farmer more in-
dependent day by day but one that can
hardly be met by an influx of city bred
people to whom farming is certain o be
a pursuit full of disappointments. The
increase of farmers by taking over of ab-
andoned farms, the improvement of those
already under cultivation, the making of
new farm land, must be met primarily by
the retaining on the farm of the young
men who have been brought up thereon.,
who haye acquired a general knowledge
of.-agricdipure iclivdia be brought to

by a patient etudy of the
art of farming at some of our agrienltur-
al institutions or by experience aided by
study.

The young man of today, brought up
in the rural sections will, as-a rule, pro-
vide for himself a far more profitable fu-
ture by remaining on the farm. With the
modern methods and the rapidly increas-
ing bringing of the well ordered city con-
vieniences to the farm, the conditions of
rural life have been greatly ameliorated.
There are, of course, many examples of
the young man from the farm who
achieves success in city life but the suc-
cesses are far outnumbered by the fail-
ures while he who succeeds would also
succeed on the farm. The development of
the farm rests primarily on the people of
the rural sections themselves rather than
upon an influx of city people to most of
whom success, if it eventually comes, will
be acquired only by surmounting ob-

Port Arthur, the rapidly growing manu-
facturing city at the center of Canada,

has been known for years as a pioneer in
municipal ownership. The city owns and
operates the street railway service of 35
miles, the telephone service of 5,000 con-
nections, develops electrical power, frun-
ishes electric light, as well as operating
the water works.

Sir Wm. Ramsay, Brtish Scientist,
Says it is Possible te do Wlth—
out Mining

London, March, 27—S8ir William Ram-
say, speaking at the opening luncheon of
<he’ Smoke Abatement exhibition, held out
the prospect of doing away altogether with
coal smoke and coa]l mining by turning
coal into gas in ‘rétorts in the bowels of
the earth.

He could conceive the .possibility, he
said, of sinking the quantity of oxygen
necessary to burn to the required extent
the coal where it was, and drawing off the
natural gas, thus generated to be uséd
Aor-produeing at the pit head eleétrie pow-
er, which could be distributed from therg.
“Phe coal miners should carefully consider
what they were doing at the present mo-

ment or they might find their business
gone from them. Sir William thought there
was no reason -why in future electricity
should not be manufactured at a cost of
a hundred units for a penny.

The man who wins a race against a
highly touted runner, a wrestler who wins
the first fall, the foothall player who gets
the jump on his opponent, the baseball
pitcher who gets two strikes and no balls
on the batsmen, the billiard player who
gets away to a good start, the bowler who
gets a game with four or five strikes, or
the -driver who guides his horse to vie-
tory in the first heat always has an ad-
vantage which it is hard for opponents to
overcome.

Many persons use “kidding” tactics to
gain the advantage,while others go along in
absolute silence with hard and aggressive
methods to secure the upper hand. Gener-
ally the fellow who does secure an ad-
vantage never relinquishes. Many a hard
fought battle has been won by out-talking
the other fellow or by getting him off his
guard for the play directed at him.

“Whoever eaid you could run,” is a
common expression of experienced runners
to green opponents. “You ought to be
competing for some grammar school. You
will be lucky if you are not run through
the fence on the first turn.
