Seoul, Korea, Oct. 17—The Korean peo-

/ ple apparently have accepted annexation

by Japan with complacency. The new or-

der has been greeted by the Koreans, not
with opposition, but with relief.

The reason is not far to seek. Korea
had reached the crest of misgovernment.
Ten millions of peasants and poor were
practically the slaves of less than half a
million nobles or people of the upper clgss.
The latter lived Iluxuriously, spending
money with a lavish hand, and caring
nothing for/ their country or the people,
except as payers of the taxes.

Until the entry of Prince Ito as resident
general and the guzerainty of Japan, there
was no relief for the serfs. But three years
of the practical application of real govern-
ment gave to the mass of Koreans a taste
for freedom which comes from govern-
m'lfe’ﬁ? “properly directed and, seemingly,
they are satisfled that the future holds
out more for them than the past.

Since the annexation order went into ef-
fect theré have been few disturbances. At
no time have the so-called insurgents been
able to gather more than 150 of their num-
ber for a demonstration. On, several oc-
casions small bands, numbering from_ ten
to fifty have shown some opposition to the
governing authorities, but no protest of a
general nature has been made in any part
of the country:

LEGISLATION FOR FARMERS

Legislation for the farmer is the title
of a very interesting article in the last
issue of the Maritime Merchant. 1t points
out that agriculture is the most important
industry, both present and prospective,
that we have in the Maritime Provinces,
and that whatever may be done to make
farming more attractive and profitable is
a step in the right direction. The Mer-
chant points out that our tariffs have been
framed chiefly to aid manufacturing indus-
tries, and it expresses the view that this
may to some extent have operated against
the farm by attracting young men from
the farm to the factory. Our contempor-
ary argues that the time has come when
a larger amount of attention should be
given tc the encouragement of the farm-
er, not by means of tariffs and bounties,
but by placing educational facilities within
the reach of even the smallest and poorest
men in the most out-of-the-way communi-
tiex. The Merchant points out that the
agricultural colleges are chiefly of benfit
to the sons of well to do farmers, who can
afford the time and the money necessary
for taking the course. In addition to the
colleges the Merchant contends thal there

! work which would take the college to the
!f:u‘mer, in such a way as.to bring practi-
| cally and useful information and training
i with in the reach of the people in the re-

Synopsis of Oanadian Northwest
Land Regulations.

NY Person who is the sole head of a

amily or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of aveil-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan, or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother cr sister
of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied
by him or by his father, mother, somn,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.00
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months iu
each of six years from date of homestead
entry (including) the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty
acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his |
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate fifty acres
and erect a house worth $300.00.
