NSIDERATION

War Sacriﬁces and Lack
Of Riches Are Put

Forward

PREMIER SPEAKS

Says 600,000 Killed and 400,-
000 Men Maimed In
Great War

ROME May 21—Italy’s sacrifices in

the world war and her lack of
riches entitle her to be placed in the
category of privileged nations in res
gard to her war debts to Great Britain
and the United States, in the opinion
of Premier Mussolini, who spoke yes-
terday before the Senate on the foreign
affairs budget,

Italy’s war debt, sald the Premier,
amounted to 100,000,000,000 lire, half
of which was to the United States.

(Ttaly’s war debt to the United States
amounts to $2,188,543,852).

While it was not true that the United
States had taken any official steps to
open the debt question, Mussolini con-
tinued, ¥t was true that there were
conversations to be taken into con-
sideration.

WAR’S RAVAGES

“When we remember that in the war
we lost six hundred thousand dead,
four hundred thousand mutilated and
a million injured,” said the Premier,
“we feel a chill creep over the depths
of our consciences. But political rela-
tions between states have never been
charactrized by moral ideals, despite
the respectability of the states, and
thus it is necessary to face reality.

“The Italian government recognizes
its debts and has declared that com-
patlble with its present and fiture eco-
nomic and financial situation, it will
face its debts.”

Developments in Province to
Attract and Please
Visitors

Camp Sites Established as Pub-
licity Campaign Has Borne
Good Fruit.

Great things are expected of the
tourist traffic in New Brunswick this
year, and while a much larger num-
ber of inquiries about tourist accom-
modation have already been received,
it is also a gratifying fact that facili-
ties for catering to tourists have been
very much increased since last year.

C. B. Allan, secretary of the New
Brunswick Tourist and Resources As-
sociation, yesterday pointed out how
New Brunswickers were waking up to
the tremendous possibilities of tourist
traffic and providing what the tourists
wanted. Of the new facilities avail-
able this year he mentioned the new
golf course begun on the Miramichij
several new camp sites established, a
new hotel in Campbellton and in Saint
John; improvements in hotels in Dal-
housie and Jacquet River and a large
numberf of private enterprise summer
camps opened.

NEW CAMP SITES.

With reference to the camp sites Mr,
Allan mentioned as new ventures those
at Moose Mountain, in Kent county, at
College Bridge near Memramcook, one
on the road to Moncton, just beyond
Rothesay, and one three miles fr‘om
Petitcodiac. Camp sites for motorists
have increased in popularity by leaps
and bounds, and the accommodation
afforded has also been much improved
In many of the sites.

At Sussex there is a camp site fitted
with kitchens and lantrines. St. Steph-
en  camp sites has a supervisor in
charge. At the Woodstock camp site,
free water and free firewood are pro-
vided. At Fredericton camp site free
\ight and free water are available. .

OTHER TOURIST GROUNDS.

Other localities where camp sites
have been opened include the follow-
Ing: Quispamsis, St. Francis, Kent
county; St- Andrews, Sackville, New
River, Benson’s Corner at Oak Bay,
Apohaqui, Chatham, Moncton, Mana-
‘wagonish road, Richibucto and St.
George. \

Mr. Allan finds that farmers and
residents of tourist-frequented sections
are equiping themselves to cater to
tourist needs in the way of refresh-
ment and provendey, and he considers
that there is a great opportunity for
New Brunswick residents to help the
Yourist business by such means.

10,000-MILE RIDE
WILL END IN N. Y.

Former Schoolmaster Now on
Way From Buenos Aires With
Two Horses.

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina, May
21.—The longest journey on horseback
ever undertaken commenced when A.
H. F. Tschiffely, a former schoolmas-
ter, with two horses, left Buenos Aires
for New York city on April 16. The
purpose of the trip is to prove that the
Criolla horses of the Argentine are the
staunchest in the world. i

The mount on which, Senor Tschiff-
ely rode is 16 years old, while the other
horse, which will carry the camp para-
phernalia, is 14. Both animals were
bred on the famous estancia of Dr.
Emilo Solaned, who presented them to
the traveler. The Argentine Criolla
Breed Soclety is sponsoring the jour-
ney, with the purpose of advertising
throughout many countries the super-
iority of Criolla horses. :

Senor Tschiffely expects to complete
the entire trip, more than 10,000 miles,
within a period of from.three to four
years. To-do this he must ride from
seventy to eighty miles a day in order
to keep up with his schedule and per-
mit periods of rest along the way. He
will first go to San Francisco via Pan-
ama and from the Golden Gate he will
go direct to New York. His intentions
are to remain in San Francisco for a
month or two before starting on the
final leg of his journey over the Lin-
coln Highway.

Along Inca Trail,

The journey that he will make on
horseback will take him through some
of the most beautiful and historic spots
in the world, In South America he
will pursue a course that will take him
along the old Inca trail, glorious with
the memory of a great Indian civiliz-
ation and from thence towards Ecua-
dor over the ancient Spanish Causeway
and from_there to the Panama canal.
In North America his path will lead
him through the Yellowstone National
Park and through the historic lands of
the Civil War. :

The hardships of the journey hold no
terrors for Senor Tschiffely, who is
well known in athletlc circles here, hav-
ing participated in football and ama-
teur boxing. His constitution is rug-
ged and he anticipates no delays from
sickness. His pack is provided with
a shelter tent and blankets for cold
nights.

CHURCHILL TO CUT
DUTIES ON SILKS

Announcement Made by Treas-
ury—Tariff on Artificial Silk
Tissue Remains.

LONDON, May 21.—Announcement
was made yesterday by the Treasury
that Winston Churchill, Chancellor of
the Exchequer, purposes to reduce the
customs duty on made-tip articles from
83 1-8 per cent. to 10 per cent., where
the value of the silk or artificial silk
component does not exceed 20 per cent.
of the value of the article, and to two
per cent. if it does not exceed 5 per
cent. of the value of the article, and
to two per cent. if it does not exceed
5 per cent. of the value.

It is also purposed to reduce the
duty on raw silk from four shillings to
three shillings per pound, with propor-
tionate reductions on silk yarn and
waste, but the duty on artificial silk
tissues will remain three shillings six
pence per pound.

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ANOTHER “WARNING.”

Day by day writers in Toronto and
in other points in Central Canada are
warning Ontario and Quebec, particu-
Jarly the people in the chief cities, that
Confederation is in danger, and that
immediate and serious &8tention must
be given to the demands of the
Maritime Provinces and of the Prairie
division for better terms.

One of these warnings, under the
caption “Confederation in  Peril,”
written by “The Observer,” is given
& conspicuous position on the editorial
page of the Toronto Star. This writer
has heard that fifty per cent. of the
people of the Maritime Provinces
“would welcome secession.” Recent
vigits to the Prairie Provinces have
convinced him that “the dissatisfaction
with Confederation is widespread and
serious.” He points out that Western
Progressives are bent on more substan-
tial changes in the tariff than even the
Liberal party is prepared to concede,
and he sees signs that the West and
the Maritime Provinces are “being
drawn togéther in thelr common dissat-
isfaction.” He speaks of the presenmt
visit of Progressive members to the
Maritimes and says:

“If a practically solid west and an
overwhelming majority in Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick and Prince Edward
Island combine it is a safe prophecy
that they will effect some very sub-
stantial changes in various directions or
they will disrupt Confederation.”

It is interesting uc least to learn the
impression produced upon the people
in the Central Provinces by the recent
manifestations in the West and in the
Maritimes. “Observer,” for one, now
feels that “in both these sections it is
as when a fire is smouldering in the
woods in a dry time. Any day under
a high wind it may become an irre-
sistible conflagration.” He says it Is
possible, but not certain, that Confed-
eration can be preserved, and: “It is
possible that Ontario and Quebec may
succeed in preserving protection. It is
certain that both cannot be preserved.”
Further: - “Must we not face the facts?
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island,
New Brunswick, Manitoba, Saskachte-
wan, Alberta are beginning to hate
Confederation. To them it means in-
Justice and exploitation. Can anyone
suppose that men of our breed will be
patient under it forever?”

He finds the danger in protection,
but in what degree -of protection he
does not say. He does recognize that
“a apolicy so rooted and intertwined
with the economic life of Canada,
especially of Ontario and Quebec,
could not be summarily abolished,”
but he says it “would be greater folly to
think that in its present form it can
be maintained.” :

He evidently realizes that the Mari-
time Provinces are not asking the coun-
try to adopt free trade. Some of the
western people advocate that policy,
-but most of them, certainly, do not pe-
lieve that the country would consent
to abolish the tariff. The immediate
question is as to whether the tariff
is to be increased, further reduced, or
left substantially at the present level.
. It is a mistake to represent the
people of the Maritimes as favoring
secession or as desiring to disrupt Con-
federation, and the same may doubt-
less be sald with truth of by far the
greater proportion of the people in the
Prairie Provinces. But in both sections
there is a definite, spreading and
gravely important demand for national
policies formulated with a view to the

betterment of conditions in every pro-|

wince, and an increasing determination
to secure that betterment. It is not
the tariff alone that is involved. Trans-
portation, immigration, and other poli-
cjes necessarily enter into the case.
'Whatever the existing danger to Con-
federation may be, it is obvious that a
frank discussion of existing dissatis-
faction and reasonable methods where-
by it may be removed is both wise
and necessary, and undoubtedly those
in Canada who were disposed to brush
aside talk of national discontent as
of slight or momentary significance
have in recent months had occasion to
revise their views.

The aim of earnest and thinking men
to-day must be to build a greater and
better Confederation. At the root of
the disconent, East and West, there
lies chiefly the natural desire of Cana-
dians in these sections for fair treat-
ment within the union. Neither East

nor West are the people blind to the |

need for helping themselves. What
they are asking is that their own indus-
try and self-reliance shall have at least
such assistance as can be given through
the development and adoption of
broader national policies which will
give to the people of every province
that equality of opportunity which is
their due.

More
people must produce, The agriculture,
mining, fishing and lumbering indus-
trles must be encouraged and made
attractive.”

" That is to say, when there is more
business, and more traffic, the railway
problem will become less serious and
will eventually disappear. To that
end national policies must be sought
which will stimulate the chief activi-
tles of the whole country. The rail-
ways are made for the people, not the
people for the railways. Improved
business conditions, increased activity
in all our principal industries are
needed for the greater contentment and
prosperity of the people as a whole.
Given those conditions, the taxation
arising from railway losses coul be
wiped out. In the meantime railway

‘pense, the weeding out of duplicate
services, and the curtailing of expendi-
tures due to a spirit of rivalry, or to
merely destructive competition are
required, for the relief of the people
who pay railway costs and likewise
for the benefit of the railways them-
selves.

STEADYING INFLUENCES.,

The delegates of the British Empire
to the International Police Conference
in New York were entertained there
this week by the Pilgrims of the
United States, and it fell to the lot of
Chauncey M. Depew to preside and to
propose the health of the visitors. Mr.
Depew, at ninety-one, said that he
could distinctly remember eighty years
of life. He described the increasing
spirit of regard and friendly co-opera-
tion between English-speaking peoples
e8 the greatest influénce to-day for
world peace and prosperity.

There are two things particularly
which Mr. Depew believes have given
the world a sense of encouragement and
coming security since the war. The
first of these was the British mission
sent to the United States headed by
Stanley Baldwin, which announced
that Great Britain would pay every
penny of its war debt. At that time,
Mr. Depew said, the war had shaken
the economic structure of the whole
world and people were in doubt as to
what was going to happen, “but when
Great Britain said ‘We will pay our
debt,” it had a tremendous psychologi-
cal effect.” The second thing was the
recent statement of the British Chancei-
lor of the Exchequer that the country
had returned to the gold basis.

With the dollar and the pound at
par, Mr. Depew said that confidence
in a great measure had been restored
and that eventually the currency of
every other country will be back on
the gold basis. “The mighty British
Empire,” he said, “is moving on a
sound basis, and it stands—with the
American nation behind it—for peace,
for business solldarity and prosperity.”

The “Black Hole of
Calcutta”

(Victoria Colonist.}

In the annals of cruelty arising
through the operations of war there is,
perhaps, no more glaring case than that
which is known to history as the Black
Hole of Calcutta. In answering a
correspondent regarding the circum-
stances attending this event we cannot
do better than take the information
from the History of Englandby Hume
and Smollett. It was in 1756 that Sur
Raja al Dowlat, Viceroy of Bengal,
Bahar and Orixa, showed his hostility
to English settlements by marching on
Calcutta with an army reputed to have
contained 70,000 horse and foot and
400 elephants. The defence was main-
tained with uncommon courage and
resolution against several attacks, but
finally the small force of defenders were
overcome by superior numbers.

The survivors of the defence force,
who numbered 125 of both sexes,
were driven into a place called the
Black Hole prison, a cube of about 18
feet, walled up to the eastward and
southward, the only quarters from
which they could expect the least re-
freshing air. They were thus “stewed
up in a close, sultry night under such
a climate as that of Bengal.” Many
were wounded and all fatigued with
hard duty. They stripped themselves
of their clothes and fanned the ait
with their hats to produce a refresh-
ing undulation. Many were trod to
death and suffocated. The cry of
“Water! Water!” issued from every
mouth. When the Sur Raja al Dowlat
was informed that most of his prison-
ers were suffocated, he sent an order
for release, but by that time only 23
of the 146 who were herded in the
Black Hole had survived. Calcutta was
destroyed by the viceroy and its in-
habitants dispersed.

The valedictory delivered by Guy D.
Scovil, formerly of Saint John, was as
follows:

The wonderful advances made in
all branches of science during the last
few years would tend to prove the old
proverb, “there is nothing nmew under
the sun,” a fgllacy. But to him, whose
task it is to deliver the valedictory,
this quotation appeals most forcibly,
because his is a task which is the same
year by year, He repeats the same
thoughts, expresses the same ideas,
modified to a greater or less extent, as
did his predecessors. But every year
these ° thoughts clothed in different
words and delivered jn a different man-
ner make a strong appeal to those most
interested in the graduation exercises.
So, today, I hope you will bear with
me and remember it is on the senti-
mental value of the valedictory that I
depend for your attention rather than
on the originality,

STUDENTS GOAL.

This day, our encaenia has been the
goal, which we have been striving to
reach during the last four years, and
now before we pass from the halls of
/our alma mater, we pause with. regret

as we realize that now we are leaving
scenes which hold so many pleasant
memories for us, to grapple with those
stern problems of the “wide, wide
world.”

Before we leave, it is quite fitting
that we quickly review the happenings
of our stay here. In the fall of 1921, a
rather nervous assembly of 51 maidens
and youths made their way up the hill-
At first we were timid, but from the
heartiness of our reception, we were
certain we were welcome. As sopho-
mores, for all that our numbers had
sadly dwindled, we did our best to
start the verdant freshmen on the
proper path. Our junior year produced
a further diminution of our numbers,
but the class took an extremely active
part in formulating new policies in the
student life and in introducing new
customs, in spite of our small number.
As seniors we are still carrying on thi,
policy, in that among other plans, the
class has decided to carry out an en-
dowment scheme for the university
through the medium of insurance. It
is to be hoped that the succeeding
graduating classes will continue in our
footsteps and in the course of time a
substantial endowment will be estab-
lished.

As freshmen, we numbered 49 regu-
lar and two special students, but only
15 of our original class graduate. I
consider that here is food for deep and
serious thinking when less than one-
third of the class are successful in win-
ning their degrees. This is in part
doubtlessly due to the lack of work on
the part of the students themsclves.
But is that all or are there other feat-
ures? Are the entrance requirements
too easy and the future standards too
high? Are the faculty-deficient in not
properly bringing home the facts to
the students, or is the trouble before
they reach here? Do the students get
proper foundation, during their courses
in the various high schools, in the es-
sentials on which to build their future
cducational edifices, or is too much at-
tention paid to cramming the students
merely to pass examinations? 1 do
not attempt to solve the problem, as
ability more mature than mine is nec-
essary for the task, but as the univer-
sity is entering a day of progress and
expansion such problems as this should
not be neglected. Gentlemen, I submit
it to you for your careful consideration.

REVIEW OF YEARS

And now let us briefly review the
activities of the past year, during which
the star of U. N, B. has seldom been
on the wane. In athletics, for all that
our football team was unable to win
the championship, we are happy to say
no other has a better claim to it than
* we. The hockey team composed entire-
Iy of members of the lower classes, was
successful beyond our fondest hopes
winning not only the Sumner Trophy
but also the Maritime championships.
In basketball, our victories were con-
tinued, as we won the title in that line
of sport as well.

Even if our record is one of which
we may well be proud from the view
point of victories, from another angle
it is not as satisfactory. I refer to the
continual handicap under which the
various teams have had to work in not
having a sufficient number tirning out
to practise. This has been one of the
greatest troubles we have had to con-
tend with in the past and I trust that
next year will see this difficulty re-
moved and keener competition be pre-
valent in all lines of sport.

LACK OF INTEREST

This lack of interest was more ap-
parcnt in the debating society than
any other branch of our activities. Too
little thought is given by the average
student to this field of endeavor, but
it should be borne in mind that the
ability to express oneself clearly and
forcibly is an essential that every one
should try to acquire. Considering this
Jack of support, one of the crowning
achievements of the year was the vic-
tory of our debating team over Dal-
housie University.

Dramatics which have been dormant
for a number of years were revived by
the production of “It Pays to Adver-
tise.” It is to be hoped that this sphere
of activity will continue and become a
regilar feature of college life.

A word of thanks must be extended
to the young ladies, for the splendid
support received from them, in helping
to make the success of various social
funchions possible. We are glad to
know that the Ladies’ Societies have
had a very prosperous year.

FRIEND GONE

During the year the university lost a
firm supporter and friend when Dr.
Bailey, Emeritus Professor of Natural
Science, was called to the Great Be-
yond. Although personally, practically
unknown to the present student body,
his works are very well known by all.

We have heard with regret that Prof.
Klimpke is severing his connection in
the university. During his stay here he
has been not only a most efficient in-
structor but also a valuable adviser in
student affairs. We wish him every
success in his future endeavors.

This year we have had a chance to
welcome Prof Webb as a new member
¢f the faculty. The work he has under-
tal\on, the cleaning of the college cam-
pus, is worthy of the highest commen-
‘datlon and it is our firm hopec that the
good work may continue and in place

dent activities, extended the hospitality
of their homes to us and in other nu-
merous ways made our sojourn in this
beautiful city extremely pleasant, we
now extend odr most sincere thanks.
Might I add if at: any time we may
have thoughtlessly offended, I now of-
fer a humble apology as in departing
we wish only to leave behind the best
of relationships,

To the undergraduates with whom
we have worked and played during the
last three years we leave a heritage
to cherish. Remember always the good
name of U. N. B. is in your keeping
and respect the trust. Boost the uni-
versity, support your student. officers
and play the game.

Alumni Oration

Dr. W. C. Murray, president of the
University of Saskatchewan, as repre-
sentative of the Alumni, said in part:

It has been an honored custom at our
encaenia, or feast in honor of the
founders, for one of the faculty to
give an address in praise of the found-
ers. Although once a member of the
faculty I never had the honor of prais-
ing the founders. Now, with your
permission, I 'will join in the chorus
of praise.

It is over 140 years since a woman
proposed that there be a college in New
Brunswick. Dux femida facti, or, in
the words of that humorous transla-
tion which provoked the laughter of
‘Mr. Parkin—“a woman bossed the
job.” From Passamaquoddy Bay came
the cry of a woman, anxious for the
education of her children. She wus
the wife of Dr. Paine, who with 1,800
other Loyalists had settled there in
1783 and 1784. In 1785 Dr. Paine was
elected to represent Charlotte county
in the first assembly of the new pro-
vince and became the first clerk of the
assembly. He prepared a petition to
Governor Thomas Carleton asking for
the establishment of an acedemy or
coliege ‘at the capital and signed it
with six others, including Ward Chip-
man, George Sproulc and A. Paddock,
names well known in Néw Brunswick
history. The next year 2,000 acres
were set aside for this purpose, and
in 1798 £200 were voted for a building.
Some time between this and 1800, when
the college was incorporated, a build-
ing was erected near the site of the
Cathedral for what was known as the
old Grammar School, later the Collegi-
ate. Such was the beginning of the
first and oldest state university In
Canada. It was established by the
province with provincial funds for the
youth of the province.

WAITED 30 YEARS,

Ten years was a long time for Mrs.
Paine to wait for the opcning of a
suitable school to teach young Loyal-
ists to fear God and honor the King
Perhaps she turned her hopes towards
‘Windsor, where an academy was
opened on November 1, 1788, by Bishop
Charles Inglis.

If a woman was the fons et origo of
the University of New Brunswick, a
bishop was the founder of the college
at Windsor. In March, 1783, six
months before the Treaty of Peace
‘was signed, 18 dergymcn of the
Anglican Church met in New York,
probably in Trinity church, New
York, the mother of King's College,
later Columbia University, and pre-
pared a memorial to the King asking
him' for the establishment of an episco-
pate in Nova Scotia. In October of
that year five of them petitioned Lord
North to establish a college or semin-
ary in Nova Scotia. The petition was
sent through Sir Guy Carleton, brother
of Governor Thomas Carleton of New
Brunswick, and was signed by Rev.
|Charles Inglis, Rector of Trinity, after-
wards Bishoo of Nova Scotia, the first
colonial bishop; Rev. Benjamin Moore,
afterwards Bishop of New York; Rev.
Jonathan Odell, afterwards a member
of the Legislative Council of New
Brunswick, and two others. Among
the 18 was Rev, Dr. Seabury, after-
wards the first bishop of the American
Episcopal Church.

In another part of the British do-
minions another leader of the Loyalists
‘was advocating the establishment of a
college. In 1792 Governor Simcoe of
Upper Canada, who had distinguished
himself in the revolution, recommended
the establishment with public funds
of a college or university to prevtnt
the gentlemen of Upper Canada from
being obliged to send their children 1o
the schools of the United States, “which
would tend to pervert thtir British
principles.”

IN FOUR PROVINCES.

Thus in the Provinces of Nova
Scotia, New Brunswick and Ontarlo,
and even in Quebec through the Royal
Institution of Learning, the precursor
of McGill, the Loyallsts were the
founders of colleges for the higher
learning. In Nova Scotia the glergy
were the leaders; in New Brunswick,

”

laymen, prompted by a woman, and in
Ontario a governor headed :ne entfer-
prise.

The ardent Englishmen who founded
these colleges to establish the voung
in their devotion to the Church and
King of England instrusted the actual
work of instruction to Irishmen and
Scotsmep.

William Cachmn, a graduate of Trin-
ity College, Dublin, was called from
the chair of Latin and Greek in Colum-
bia College, New York,  to become
principal of the academy and later
president of the college- at Windsor,
where he taught for over 40 years.

To the College of New Brunswick,
James Somerville, a native of Scotland,
was called in 1811, and for 80 years
he was its most distinguished teacher,
first as principal preceptor of the
academy, then as president of the Col-
lege of New Brunswick, and later as
professor of metaphysics and divinity
in King’s College. In 1840 another
brilliant young Scotsman came from
St. Andrew’s to fill the chair of
Mathematics and Natural Philosophy.
With David Gray, who preceded him in
this chair for three years, and James
Romm, who filled the chair of Natural
Science from 1837 to 1870, both brother
Scots, William Bryden Jack gave to
the New Brunswick College a reputa-
tion that placed it second at that time
only to Toronto in Canada.

AN EVENTFUL YEAR,

The year 1861 is an eventful year in
the history of the University of New
Brunswick:- It marks the close of the
era of the church college and the he-
ginning of the provincial university.
It witnessed the entry of Dr. Jack into
the presidency; the passing of Dr.
Robb; the coming of Loring Bailey to
the chair of science, and the appoint-
ment of Montgomery Campbell to the
chair of classics. The old order had
passed with Dr. Jacobs and with a new
president, two new professors and +Pro-
fessor D’Avray in French, the univer-
sity entered upon a new career of great
usefulness. In the sixties some of the
most brilliant men who ever graduated
from this university were in attend-
ance. Sir George Foster and Sir George
Parkin; Hon. William Pugsley and
Hon. James Mitchell; Principal Shera-
ton of Wyecliffe College; Professors
McCuardy of Toronto and Goodspeed
of Chicago; Professors Bridges and
Cox of the University of New Bruns-
wick; Professor Paisley of Mt. Allison;
Senator Keegan; Drs. Atherton, Coui-
thard and Currie; Judges Chandler and
Vanwart; lawyers like Millidge, Phin-
ney and Sturdee; and Lugrin, the jour-
nalist. Need I mention more of that
brilliant company?

The times were stirring. The Am-
erican civil war was raging. Free
schools and confederation were pro-
foundly agitating the people of these
gruvinces. In England the great due!

etween Gladstone and Bright on the
one side, and Disraeli and Derby on
the other, was in progress. In the
scientific world as in the political,
great events were happening: The
publication of Darwin’s Origin of
Species in 1859 had provoked the great-
est controversy of the age between re-
ligion*and science. Herbert Spencer in
his essays of that year on ‘behalf of
the introduction of science into the
schools, Fad challenged the educational
system of the English speaking people
Under the touch of the great geniuses
Faraday, Clerk Maxwell, Thomson,
’Dalt and Helmholtz, electricity was be-
ing harnessed in the service of man;
the Atlantic cable was laid, the tele-
graph had ceased to be a toy, and the
telephone was on the horizon.

WORLD ACTIVITIES.

The men were alert. Drs. Jack and
Robb had been active in their support
of the society- for the promotion of
agriculture, manufactures and com-
merce which the governor had spon-
sored. The great industrial exhibition
at the Crystal Palace in 1851 had its
Fredericton counterpart in the provin-
cial exhibition of 1852 which Drs. Jack
and Robb had advocated. President
Jack had come under the influence of
Sir David Brewster, the eminent physi-
cist, had been on the point of succeed-
ing Dalton in Manchester, ‘whose ato-
mic theory had revolutionized chemis-
try. To succeed Dr. Robb, a young
professor had come from Harvard with
the latest ideas about chemistry. There
Elliott was then professor of chemistry
and was on the even of proposing an
elective system for Harvard in order
to give science its due place in uni-
versity education. For several years
the young professor used Elliott and
Storer as a textbook and prescribed for
reading the new: chemistry by Cooke,
his old teacher. ILater the geological
discoveries of I.ogan and Dawson came
to the students through the work of
Professor Bailey.

DR. JACK'S WORK-

Dr. Jack’s services to the college and
university extended over 45 years, Dr.
Bailey’s over 46. From the coming of
Dr. Jack in 1840 to the retirement of
Dr. Bailey in 1907, a period of 67
years, more than half of the history of
the university, those two teachers kept
their students abreast with the recent
advances of science. Their contribu-
tions to the university are not to be
measured by the length of their service,
great as this was. They were the rep-
resentatives of the new scientific move-
ments which were revolutionizing the
world. Of Dr. Jack as a teacher and
scientist Dr. Raymond has written in
terms of generous appreciation. Dr.
Baileys’ work as New Brunswick’s
foremost man of science was recognized
in his sclection as one of the charter
members of the Royal Society of Can- |
ada in 1882. Until quite recently there
has
national importance, no important un-
dertaking in Dbiological or geological
work in Eastern Canada in which he
has not taken part, or his advice was
not sought. Though he was ill-sup-
plied with equipment and funds he
gathered logether a useful geological
collection and gave courses of lectures
that started not a few able students
on distinguished scientific careers. Per-
haps one, who never displayed any
special aptitude for science, may speak
of the stimulating effect of his lectures,
more particularly in geology, aron the
imagination of his students, the clear-
ness of his exposition, the range and
accuracy of his knowledge: |

versity, like Kings, Toronto, Dalhousie
and McGill, came under the influence
of Trinity College, Dublin, whose re-
putation for exact scholarship in the
Classics and Mathematics was recog-
nized far and wide. As president he
was responsible for the establishment
of new chairs and the beginnings made
in adapting the University to the in-

dustrial needs of the province through
school of Engineering.

PROGRESS SHOWN

In whatever way we look at these
early years of the revival of the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick we are im-
pressed with the vigor of the intellec-
tual life of the faculty and the students,
the freshness of their teaching and the
modernness of their point of view. At
that time they stood second in Canada
only to Toronto, which had just passed
through a similar revival, and which
had barely failed to add Tyndall and
Huxley to its staff of teachers. In
Novz'i $cot1a, Dalhousie was just be-
ginning; in Quebec, Dawson was awak-
ening McGill from its slumber; in On-

tario, Queen’s had not yet felt the
touch of the magic wand of Grant.

AID TO PROVINCE

It would be unbecoming for me to
attempt to indicate how the provincial
university can serve this province. Al-
ready through its school of forestry it
has begun to render a service that
would have dehghted Dr. Robb and
Dr. Jack. It is not in the training of
expert foresters that the univesfty can
render its greatest services, but in re-
searches into the diseases that destroy,
into methods of cultivation and pre-
servation, methods of better utilization.
Perhaps its greatest service will be in
forming public opinion, quickening the
interest of the people, awakening their
fears and placing at their disposal ex-
pert opinions unbiased by plutocrats or
politicians.

EDUCATE PEOPLE,

In educating the people to the value
of new scientific methods, the univer-
sity should take a part. The people
should come to look for disinterested

advice and direction to some state
service. Too frequently the state ser-
vice is suspected of being given for
polmcal purposes, The university, be-
ing disinterested, should win the con-
fidence of the people In time every
farmer in difficulty or distress should
be able to apply to the university for
assistance and feel that he can trust
what is given him.

LOOKING FOR SERVICE.

Elsewhere the people ! are coming
more and more to look to their state
universities for this disinterested ser-
vice. They have learned to value the
knowledge of their experts, the pro-
fessors, and to trust their honesty. The
wonders of the fairy tale are rivalled

by the story of the services rendered
by the States of Wisconsin, Michigan,
Minnesota, Iowa, Missouri, Indiana
and Illinois by their universities. What
these universities have done for their
peopie New Brunswick can do for hers.
But this cannot be done without the
faith and support of the people.

Today the friends and graduates of
the University of New Brunswick re-
jolce as they see evidence of greater
faith and more generous support. They
rejoice to see men and women from all
sects and sections rallying 4o the sup-
port of the provincial university and
they give all honor to the premier of
the French race who has o wisely
pledged the support of the province
to its university-

Today the descendants of the ex-
pelled Acadians, the children of the
Loyalists driven from the land whither
Evangeline went, the bairns of the fu-
gitives from the “Highland Clear-
ances,” the sons of England and of
Erin, join in serving and being served
by the university which the province

has established for the use of all its
children.

NATIONAL SYSTEM.

One of the great achivements of the
people of this continent within the
century has been the establishment of
a national system of education offer-
ing to every boy and girl without re-
spect to class, creed or race, the oppor-
tunity of an education from the lowest
to the highest grade. Through educa-
tion Germany was revived after tne
devastation wrought by Napoleon;
through education Scotland sought to
overcome the handicaps of soil and cli-
mate; through education Denmark was
converted from a sand bar into a rich
and prosperous community; through
education Greece lighted a torch that
has illumined the world for centuries,
and through education the eastern
fringe of the Mediterranean has sent
forth into the world the great religions
that have transformed humanity.

Can the people of this province, with
their histories stretching away into the
past -on this side of the Atlantic and
beyond, living in a land of wide val-
leys and deep rivers, of stately hills
crowned with noble forcsts a land
around whose coasts the deep Atlantic
derives its fish and its fleets—can this
people, so rich in historic memories, so
blessed with climate, soil and sea, be
unmindful of the great truth expressed
in those words which $ir William Ham-

(i]ton placed above his platform whe
cvery students could read:

On earth there is nothing great b:
man,

In man there is nothing great bu
mind!

To Graduates;

Urging the graduates to fix a goa
for which they will strive in their lifq
beyond the college walls, Peter J
Hughes, K. C., delivered an address
which contained much advice for those
on the threshold of wider experience.
The years of training which has been
undergone in school and college, he said,
should be a guide in traversing the un-
known future. He asked that high
ideals be sustained and that the gradu-
ates strive for the mark set, always
recognizing the duty due to the state
and always acknowledging the obliga-
tion owed to God.

honorable Uriversity of New Bruns-
wick is preeminently a university of
equal opportunities for all. Unfortu-
nately there is no royal road to learn-
ing, nor has there been invented as yet
a mechanical device to put an indiffer-
ent or indolent student through his
course. And after all comment, the end
of the whole matter is this: that in
this tdniversity as in life, only those
who have character and brains, only
those who take their work seriously,
and back up the talents God gave them
with dally drudgery can succeed in the
flerce and ever growing competition of
this new generation. If the effort to
enter this university is at all worth
while it must be the bounden duty of
every man and woman leaving this in-
stitution of learning to measure up to
the full standard of the successful uni-
versity graduate: “To be a public offi-
cial without vice, a private citizen
withoit wrong, a neighbor without re-
proach, a Christian without hypocrisy,
a person without guile, submissive to
{aw, obedient to authority, thoughtful,
kind, and, above all, loyal to country
and self.” Thus, and thus alone, will
the graduates succeed in their endeav-
ors_as loyal sons and daughters of the
proximate and exemplify the founders’
high ideals.

The Chancellor

Chancellor C. C. Jones, in his intro-
ductory remarks at the encaenia exer-
cises, said in part:

“The year 1925 marks the centennial
of one of the most important évents in
the past history of the University of
New Brunswick.. In the minutes of
the old College Board, under the date of
Monday, February 14, 1825, the follow-
ing paragraph occurs:

“‘His Excellency the Lieutenant-
Governor communicates His Majesty’s
confirmation of the law enabling the
trustees to surrender their present
charter and the result of the com-
munication with the minister relative
to the further endowment of the col-
lege, from which it appears that His
Majesty has given a grant of £1,000
for the year 1824 and £1,000 for the
year 1825 upon condition that the
Legislature of the province will make
an equal grant.

“Following this communication from
the Governor, Sir Howard Douglas, the
following resolutions were passed:

“$Resolved that a petition be pre-
gented to the Legislature praying

further aid toward the erecting of a
building for the College; and
“‘Resolved, that it is expedient to
proceed forthwith in the erection of 8
building suitable for the College’

AFTER 100 YEARS,

“It is doubtless a fortunate coincl-
dence that the university should this
year, just 100 years after the most
notable advance in her history, carry
out a rather ambitious programme for
a graduates’ reunion, including the
dedication of the new Memorial
Building, so that, while suitably re-
calling the creditable history of the
past, her graduates and friends might
rally to her support so that the next
100 years shall see a much more strik-
ing improvement in the status of the
university than the past century has
seen.

“I wish especlally to express, on be-
half of the university corporation, our
appreciation of the splendid attendance
at these ceremonies and to welcome
particularly those older graduates who,
with the accumulated wisdom of years
gathered amidst the storms and
stresses of life, have returned to give
us the inspiration of their counsel and
share with us an enthusiastic faith
and steadfast confidence in the future
of the university and the Provinee of
New Brunswick.

“The year just closed has been a
most successful and reassuring one.
The graduating class, while one of the
smallest of recent years, has succeeded
in making a distinct impression on the
life of the university. Our best wishes
go with them, and our confident hops
that their names will eventually be
‘writ large’ upon the annals of the suc-
cessful graduates of our university.

“And now may I appeal to you all—
graduates and undergraduates alike—
to stand loyally by the old institution,
to hold yourselves in readiness to for-
ward her true ambitions in every pro-
per way. We feel that the university
has a distinct field of service to per-
form, and with the united support of
all those interest in us we look forward
with confidence to the university’s place
in the educational life of our country
in the years to come.”

o DEAD, AGED 6/

Prominent Saint John Ship-
ping Man and Temper-
ance Worker

High in Methodist Church Ser-
vice—Made Brave Fight
for Life.

s

James Willard Smith, one of the
best known men of this city, died lasi
night about 10-45 at his home, Orange
street, after an illness extending over

several years. He had been operated
on several times and put up a gallant
fight against the malady with which
he wag afflicted.

Mr. Smith was one of the leading
merchants and shipping men of the
city and his name was a familiar one
in all the coastwise ports and many
of the overseas havens. Born at Advo-
cate Harbor, N. S, the eldest son of
Sydney Smith and Maria Morris, he
came to this city when a young man.
He hag left a deep impress on the busi-
ness and moral life of the community.
He was one of the outstanding leaders
in the fight for prohibition in this
province.

ACCUMULATED FLEET.

Mr. Smith’s first vessel was the
“Ethel Granville,” which he purchased
through his special activities and from
this simple beginning acquired no few-
er than 40 craft, including the steam-
tow boat “Nereid,” well known along
the harbor front. The Smith fleet was
chiefly of the coasting type but several
of the larger vessels were utilized in
trans-oceanic service, carrying lumber.
Practical knowledge of shipbiilding
greatly facilitated Mr. Smith’s shipping
activities and keels were laid to his
order at Advocate Harbor, Port Mait-
land, Salmon River, Port Greville, and
during the late war two splendid craft
were launched for him at Hillsburn,
N. S. At its most the Smith fleet em-
ployed more than 150 meén. This scope
of shipping business brought the late
citizen in intimate touch with the At-
lantic seaboard and particularly the
Maritime Provinces. Because of his
prominence in local shipping affairs, he
was for a time a valued member of the
Board of Pilot Commissioners in Saint
John.

PROMINENT METHODIST.

As prominent]ly as J. Willard
Smith’s name and life was mixed
with the shipping and mercantile life
of eastern Canada it was not more so
than his personality as identified
with Methodism in the Maritime Con-
ference. Early uniting with Queen
square church after coming to Saint
John, he blended business capabil-
ities with his devotions into the ac-
tivities of that body and until illness
prevented was the outstanding leader
of that branch of the denomination.
As superintendent of the  Sunday
school, member of the official board,
secretary-treasurer of the trustees
for more than 30 years, a leader and
member of the choir, he gave of his
time, talent and funds without stint
and made church work an integral
part of his weekly routine. Such ac-
tivity as a church worker naturally
forced upon Mr. Smith many burdens
arising out of denominational affairs
in the Maritime fleld, which he as-
sumed uncomplainingly and bore
with efficlently. In the Westfield par-
ish church Mr. Smith, as a summer
resident, was a staunch supporter.

HIS TEMPERANCE CAREER.

It was perhaps in the forwarding
of temperance matters and during
the passage of legislation governing
the sale of liquor that Mr. Smith
came Iinto the general public eye
most prominently. Beginning as a
member of The Sons of Temperance
and the different federations and alll-
ances organized for the attainment
of prohibition, he was keenly active.
As far back as 1878 he was secretary
of a committee appointed to secure if
possible the adoption of The Scott
Act in Saint John. He was a member
of the Anti-License League of New
Brunswick and of the New Bruns-
wick Temperance Federation, found-
ed in this city in 1905, being its presi-
dent from 1907 to 1911. In 1896 he
joined the Saint John Prohibition As-
gociation and also was president for
gome years of the Saint John Tem-
perance Alllnce.

IN FOREFRONT OF BATTLE.

In various plebiscites—1898, 1920,
1921—he was in the forefront of the
fight, an effective speaker and a tire-
less worker. Whatever may be said
of the merits of these controversial
campaigns the late citizen, it was
stated today, will be given credit for
courageous conviction and an un-
dying hope of ultimate success. Mr.
Smith headed many delegations
which appeared before the license
commissioners, the City Council, the
local government of Premiers Hazen,
Blair and Pugsley seeking restriction
of the liquor traffic and promotion of
prohibition. He assisted in the draft-
ing of the prohibitory law now in

LANGASTER UF

Levy on Ratepayers $23,000
Higher Than Last
Year

Total is $148,149 — Number
Taxed Shows Slight In-

crease for Year.

The assessment book of the Parish
of Lancaster was filed this morning
with the county secretary by the chair-
man of the Board of Assessors for the
parish. The total levy this year is
nearly $23,000 in excess of that for
1924. The increase is in the general
assessment. That for highways is
slightly lower than last year. The in-
crease is accounted for by the fact
that the levy this year is about $14,000
higher than it was in 1924, and the ar-
rears of taxes are more than $8,000
higher.

T'he number of ratepayers in Beacons-
field and Fairville shows a slight in-
crease over last year, but the number
in Lorneville and that part of the par-
ish from the Protestant Orphans’
Home to the Kings county line shows
a decrease.

Total Is $348,149,

The total levy this year is $92,-
527.91, and the arrears carried over
from last year $55,622.07, making a
total of $148,149.98 which the taxpay-
ers owe to the parish. Last year the
levy was $78,029.66 and the arrears
were $47,220.27, a total of $125,-
249.93.

The highway taxes for the parish
for this year are $14,096.50, and last
year they were $14,174.30.

The number of ratepayers this year
in Beaconsfield and Fairville is $2,079,
as compared with 2,031 for last year.
In that part of the parish from the
Protestant Orphans’ Home to the
Kings county line the number is 411,
and last year it was 424. In Lorne-
ville the number this year is 186 as

compared with 195 last year.
