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Would Shut Up all Plotters Against
Country

Says Agitators are Out For Loot
—Feommer Professor on Other
Hand, Would Free all in Prison
For ‘Misguided Speech During
War

(Special to Times.)

Boston, Oct. 27—Shut up
against the country was the demand of
Rev. Dr. Conrad in Park street church
last night. The viewpoint of organized
labor toward work today was absolutely
wrong, he said. Organized labor repre-
sented a small proportion of the labor of
the country, believing in the greatest
possible pay for the least possible work.
The believed work was-slavery. On the
contrary, it was freedom. Steffens and
Berger and such men were trying to give
the country over to loot. What was
their reason? It was love of leisure and
love of loot. They thought working
two or three hours a day three or four
days a week was going to bring a para-
dise, whereas it would bring perdition.

“A group of influenial plotters,” he
said,~“is bent on the destruction of our
country. The only safe way is to shut
them up. If they had their way the
lure of leisure and the love of loot would
cut the nerve of all industry. Every in-
“iustry would rot and all the factories
would ‘close. There would be a day or
two of gluttony and years and years of
hunger and anguish.

“Envy is at the bottom of the present
unrest. . Bolshevist agitators, loafers, 1.
W. W. leaders are engaged in a con-
spiracy for wholesale loot. It is a fixed
idea which is burrowing under the
American ideals and traditions.”

Would Open Prison Doors.

Prof. Earl Barnes, formerly of Leland
Stanford University, speaking .at the
Ford Hall forum last night, advocated
passage of a law by conaress pardoning
all the men and women B0 are serving
prison sentences for misguided speeches
they made during the war.

Statement May Mean
Strike Will Be Averted

Miners Reported Willing to Negotiate
New Agreement by November 1—Re-
ply to President Wilson’s Strong Pro-
nouncement May be Prepared on Wed-

nesday

Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 27—While pre-
paretions for the strike of the half mil-
lion soft coal miners of the United States
ordered for next Saturday are being con-
tinued, it was said at the international
heczdquarters of the United Mine Work-
ers of America here today that the
‘miners are ready and willing to negotiate
a new wage agreement between now and
November 1, that will avert the strike.

President’s Strong Statement.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 26—Holding
the impending coal strike to be not only
unjustificble but also unlawful, President
Wilson in a statement issued on Satur-
day night with the support of his entire
cabinet, called on the coal miners of the
nation, both union officers and members,
to rescind the strike order effective No-
vember 1. He emphatically declared that
the strike, which he characterized as the
most far-reaching propcesl in the na-
tion’s history to restrict production and

distribution of all necessaries of life, had
apparently been ordered without a vote
of the individual miners concerned. For
this reason, the president served definite
notice “that the law will be enforced and
the means will be found to protect the
interests of the nation in any emergency
that may arise out of this unhappy busi-
ness.”

Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 26—A “suitable
reply” to President Wilson’s statement,
holding the impending coal miners strike
to be not only unjustifiable, but unlawful
will probably be drawn up at a meeting
of the executive board of the United
Mine Workers of America here on Wed-
nesday, acocrding to a statement today
by Wililam Green, secretary-treasurer of
the United Mine Workers. Mr. Green
declined to comment on the president’s
statement pending such action as the
board may take further than to say that
it is an_impossibility now to rescind the
strike order effective November 1.

0. conference after the elections, and as-
sured the members that they would re-
ceive the hearty support of the Labor
members. The organizer of the Labor
party has given the same assurance, sug-
gesting that at the outset the new admin-
istration confine itself to measures urged
by both Labor and the U. P. 0. Labor
would of course be represented in the
cabinet. The farmers believe that there
are Liberals who are in such general
dgreement” with their - policy that they
will support.a Farmer-Labor government.
Mayor McBride of Brantford, a success-
ful Labor candidate in South Brant, is
very strong for an alliznce between the
U. F. 0. and Labor, and thus states their

points of agreement:—

“We agree on the clhnimﬁon of the
middleman, so far as possible, in order
that the farmer may have better returns
for his produce; yet, at the same time, so0
that the worker, too, may be more a:ble
to buy at an advantageous price to him-
self. We agree on the basis of banking
reform, whereby interest charges are
eliminated on public loans. We agree on
the necessity of developing our material
resources, under public ownership, so
that the people may get the benefit in
every case. We agree on the public op-
eration and control of the cold storage
plants. The farmer seems to have a lit-
tle diffidence in joining us on account of
our advocating the eight-hour day- But
he is really under a misapprehcngnonhcrc.
We never intended that the eight-hour
day should be operative on the farm. We
know that farming is a seasonable occu-
pation. We do not want to attract the
workmen from the farm to the factories.
We realize that a stote of things maust
be brought about whereby farm life
shall become more attractive, and Labor
is favorable to that in every way.”

As to points of difference, the Labor
men, quick to see the advantage of get-
ting representation in the government,
shrewdly observe that these could be
made the subject of discussion in a prop-
er spirit of co-operation as they came up.
The attitude of the farmers was de-
scribed in an interview by Col. Frager,
president of the U. O. F. political com-
mittee, in the following interview in the
Toronto Star.

“The decision to stand free from poli-
tical affiliation and form a government
on its own responsibility came only up-
on the conclusion that we have better
cabinet material within the party than
we can find outside of it. There has
been too wide a gap in the past. 1i has
been widening of late, and the Unvtc'd
Farmers will do all tazy can in their
administration of the affuirs of the prov-
ince to bring them together. There hus,
in the past, been a mistak:n estimale of
the farmer by the city-br2d portion of
the population. The farmer also has
underestimated his own apilities. It is
with that realization that we feel com-
peient of gathering together a cabinet
tF at will administer to the best interest
of all, the matters which gravely concern
the country at the present moment.
““'nere will be no calling of Liberals and
Conservatives to the governmeat. Dut
w» will not conduct mcttess in the inter-
cst of any particular class in the con:i-
munity. On the contrary we hope to
greatly widen the interests to be served
by legislative enactments. Iabor will
be represented in the cabinet if it so
agrees. Of course we have to wait un-
til we are asked before we form a gov-
ernment. But sooner or later we will
be asked. That is our opinion.”

Of course a Farmer-Labor alliance
would have to go outside of its own
membership to get an attornay general,
and several names, including that of the
l.iberal leader, Mr. Hartley Dewart,
have been mentioned; but on this point
the farmers and Laber men throw no
light at present. One rumor says that Sir
Adam Beck may be asked to lead the
new government, but beyond declaring
that they stand solidly behind his hydro-
electric policy the farmers say nothing.
There has also been a report that Hon.
Dr. Cody might be asked to remain as
minister of education, but several Labor
members have asserted that he must go.

The Toronto Globe points out that in
addition to at least forty-five farmér
candidates elected there are seven Con-
servative and six Liberal farmers elect-
ed, and if these joined forces with the
others they would have a majority in the
even without an alliance with
j.abor.

Later Mr. Gompers issued a statement
in which he reiterated that unless the
employers’ group In the conference
agreed to the declaration that the work-
ers without discrimination had the right
to organize, it was worse than useless
for labor’s representatives to continme
the deliberations.

“We hawve withdrawn,” said Mr. Gomn-
pers, “and until the conditions are
changed that ends it as far as we are
concerned. We are not jumping jacks.
We are not only men responsible as citi-
zens, but responsible to millions of work-
ers. The representatives of the public
group, largely employers and people who
have been antagonistic to the labor cause
and labor mc' .nent, voted in fa¥or of
our declara’ ... Information has come
to me that the employers® group, in their
conference, voted against the declaration
by a majority of one. I am quite con-
vinced that those e yers in that
group who voted against the declaration
are unrepresentative of the intelligent,
fair-minded employers of the country.”

Mr. L. F. Loree, representing the capi-

tal group, replying to Mr. Gompers, is-
sued a formal statement declaring that
the withdrawal of the labor group and
the whole history of the conference made
it clear:

“That if the American Federation can

bring it about it will not be possible for

any man to work in the United States
unless he belongs to a trade organization
within the American Federation of
Labor; that it will not be possible for
any men to associate themselves in work
councils or other voluntary associations
for the purpose of collective bargaining.

FIRST TRAIN TO TORONTO.

On Oct. 27, 1856, the first Grand
Trunk Railway train to operate on the
Toronto-Montreal line of that company
made its initial trip. Toronto and Mont-
real had been dependent for their com-
munication upon the river and lakes;
naturally during the winter season there
was much interruption. When the Grand
Trunk was incorporated at once a line
was started between Montreal and
Brockville. A year later it was con-
tinwed from Brockville to Toronto so
that on Oct. 27, 1856, all was in readi-
ness for the first express.

The first train over-the route was the
forerunner of the International Limited.
It made the run, now requiring about
seven hours and a half, in fourteen hours.
The train consisted of three first and
three second class coaches.

This
firm name blazes out every night from a
big electric sign over the front of the
store and all of the concern’s newspaper
adds and other publicity are signed this
way. Even the neckties which they sell
bear a label: “Made especially for “The
Irishman and the Jew.’” Incidentally it
may be remarked that hundreds of tra-
veling men and other “outsiders” who
visit Traverse City drop in and buy
neckties just to be able to exhibit the
unique label when they get home.

F. E. Joy and D. H. Netzorg, the orig-
inal “Irishman and Jew,” who named
the business fifteen years ago when they
started out, and who still operate it, ex-
plain the selection of their unique name
in the following way: One of them is
Scotch-Irish and the” other a Hebrew.
When they started in business they had
but little money to put into an adver-
tising campaign of a size sufficient to
bring the results they were anxious to
get. So it occurred to Mr. Netzorg
that if they could get some unique name
for their business—a name that would
be so striking as to “stop” any casual
reader of their advertising—their suc-
cess would be assured. ‘“The Irishman
and the Jew” was the result, and it
has proved a combination hard to beat.

After Promoters of
Closing-Out Sales.

George C. Flynn, of Madison, Wis., a
director of the National Association of
Retail Clothiers, has issued an appeal to
members of the Wisconsin association to
unite in their efforts to obtain legisla-
tion to combat the evils of the profes-
sional sales promoter and the bankrupt
sale, Speaking before the recent con-
vention of the Wisconsin body, he said:

“Every individual merchant must feel
a personal share in the national respon-
sibility and maintain the credit and
financial standing of his community. |
Everything that tends to create the
popular impression that business is
‘rushing to cover’ should be condemned.

“In that regard we must at this time
use every effort to arouse public senti-
ment and secure legislation against the
widespread practice of conducting bank-
rupt and closing-out sales.

“Every bankrupt sale sign in a town
impairs public confidence in the financial
stability of that town. Such sales are
usually conducted by irresponsible
agents, having no material investment in
the business; and often the merchant is
duped into signing a contract for such a
sale under the impression that it is good
business.

“We should urge our national associa-
tion to establish an efficiency bureau in
connection with our main offices, with
trained men in charge to advise and
give their services to all members when

" TRIAL OF LONG

New Brumswicker Accused of
Murdering Woman

One Witness Describes Visit to
Parker House Day After Crime
—Alleged Remarks of Long
When Crime Was Discussed

(Boston Globe.)

Montpelier, Vt, Oct. 28—Remarks
made by the respondent on the day Mrs.
Broadwell’'s body was found in the
Wheelock garden in Barre were told to
e jury in the Long trial today by the
witnesses for the prosecution. These
witnesses also said that Long told them
about the finding of the body an hour
before it has hitherto appeared that he
knew about it. . ‘

Mrs. Daisy Luce, at the time of the
crime a resident of Hill street, Barre, said
Long called ct her house about 8.30
o'clock Sunday morning, May 4 to ask
Ernest Bailey, a roomer, to help him fix
his car. According to the witness Long
said, “Have you heard of the doings
down town?” The witness answered that
that she had and remarked, “Isn’t it
awful.”

Long’s retort was, “There’ll be one less
woman in Barre.” No mention had been
made by persons in Mrs. Luce’s house
that the victim was a woman.

Henry Rioux, a roomer at Mrs. Lauce’s,
corroborated the testimony about the
time Long visited the house and his re-
marks. George Bailey testified that he
was the first to tell Mrs. Luce the news,
which, it appeared, was about five min-
utes before Long's arrival. Mrs. Nellie
Degreenie supported the testimony that
Long had called at the Luce house at
seven o’clock, but failed to rouse anyone
then znd went away. Arthur Holt also
said he saw Long going to the Luce house
about seven o'clock. Long made two
trips.

Time Fixed by Long.

In the statement Long gave to the de-
t.Wjives he fixed the time he first heard
alout the crime at about 980 o’clock,
when he was working on his car at the
garage. When he went to the Luce
house his car was still on the Parker
house .lawn and later was hauled to the
garage.

Mrs., Edith Edson, who was so deaf
that the deputy clerk had to stand be-
side the witness box to administer the
oath, proved there were times when she
had no difficulty in hearing.

She had occasion to go to the Parker
house about noon on Sunday, May 4, to
get a key belonging to Jack Fraser, &
boarder at her house, which was in the
possession of Alex. Mutch, a roomer at
Mrs. Parker’s place.

As a preliminary, she told about a row
at the Hotel Buszzell, where she was
called. Seeing blood scattered around
and on the face of Jack, she said she took
him home and locked him in his room.
She described Long and Mrs. Parker as
4sitting down to éat.”

Asked what she said after she had
stated the object of her visit, she replied

“I asked if they had heard about the
murder, Mrs. Parker said ‘No.’ Mr. Long
didn’t make any remark except to ask
if they found out who did it.

I said I hope they’ll find him and
shoot him full of bullets. Long said
“Yes, that’s so.”

William Jenkins corroborated the tes-
timony of Irving Smitp about the auto-
mobile tracks in Keith avenue.

He followed the tracks
around to Summer street, noticing they
were plain on the gravel walk at the
corner.

Gives Mutch an Alibi,

Officer Henry Gamble of Barre gave
Alex. Mutch, a fellow rocomer of Long
at the Parker house, an alibi when he
said Mubch was locked up for intoxica-
tion about ten o’clock Saturday night,
May 8, and was in jail all night and
most of Sunday. :

Joseph Shadroui placed the time as
between eleven and twelve when Long
bought veal, deviled ham, jelly roll and
bread at his store on the opposite side
of the street from the Parker house. He
closed his store about 12.80.

Arthur C. Tilden, a Barre merchant,
who made a time test of running an
automobile from the Parker house to
Keith avenue over the route Long was
sugposed to have taken if he was the
on& who carried the body to the Whee-
lock garden, testified that the distance
was six-tenths of a mile to the garden by
Main street and Keith avenue, and sev-
en-tenths of a. mile back by way of
Keith avenue, Summer, Elm and Main
streets.

Some of the witnesses who saw Long’s
car on the Parker House lawn disagreed
in which direction it was hcllled, some
saying it was headed south toward the
bridge and others north toward Ayer
street.

Pattern Shows if
Piano Fits Room.

The M. Doyle Marks Company, of El-
mira, N. Y., has found a new way to
sell more pianos. It’s like this:

Very few people would buy clothes if
a fitting were denied them. But it didn’t
make any difference about pianos in the
cld days, when rooms were big. Now,
however, rooms are small, and the com-
pany figured out that a great many
people don’t buy pianos because they are
in doubt about the fit.

So the store simply furnishes one
with a floor pattern of a piano on re-
quest, so that one may rearrange one's
furniture to see if the piano won’t fit
after all. The experiment doesn’t cost
one* anything, but it does get one's
piano, The store’s piano sales record
proves that the idea is sound.

Volume Sales Secret of
Meat Store Profit.

“A margin of 20 to 21 per cent be-
tween selling and cost price yields the
maximum profit in the operation of a
meat store. A smaller margin is not suf-
ficient to meet the expenses of the aver-
age store of $100,000 a year sales class.
A larger one immediately places the
brake on the necessary volume of busi-
ness and decreases goodwill.”

This statement is made by John T.
Russefl who operates a number of
stores in Chicago and was formerly pre-
sident of the National Association of
Master Butchers.

From his experience and tabulated
records Russell spbmits the following
figures and data, which may be accepted
as standard for the average butcher shop
in the $100,000-a-year class.

The minimum weekly expense
such a store, he says, is $397.

I am
sure that your democratic spirit will
tolerate a few remarks from an ordinary
laboring person like myself, therefore I
make bold to write.

We need your assistance just now
in St. John as we have never needed it
before. You have devoted some space
to the holes in St. John streets, Uncle
Hiram. But you need not worry about
them. The dirt from those same streets
—that part of it which does mnot find
lodging in your eyes and ears and throat,
and mine, and other people’s, will grad-
ually sift into the holes and fill them
beautifully.

You need not even mention Carleton’s
open sewer any more. They say,
Uncle Hiram, that the winds from that
sewer fertilize the farms as far as the
Settlement to a luxuriance almost tropi-
cal. If they carry a “flu” or a typhoid
germ now and then—well, the bitter
with the sweet, you know. No oneﬁm:
expect everything his-own way. o

Can’t you wake people up a little, just
now, to the reason why St. John exists
with as few holes-in it as it has, and
the fragments of our houses and our
wells are not turned into filthy sewers,
and the men of St. John are working
for themselves and their little families
instead of working as slaves for other
people while their own little children
starve.

You made some interesting compari-
sons the other day, you and the Times
reporter, between St. John and Halifax.
You told us what Halifax has and St.
John has not. Now couldn’t you point
out for us a few things which St. John
has and the rest of the world has not—
Serbia or Belgium or Russia, for in-
stance. Something to this effect:

St. John has homes where its children |
may enter to good meals three times a|
day (if their mothers can cook as well |
as Hanner can; and if not, that is an-

other subject for you, Uncle Hiram.)
Not so long ago there were children,
bleeding-footed, starving, freezing,
scourged along a cruel road to death. I

believe that that condition still exists in |
some parts of the world. Are you not|

glad, Uncle Hiram, that no child of
yours was among them?

St. John homes have, among other
necessities, beds where its children and
their parents may sleep and its sick
may lie. In those countries where beds
were torn from under the dying even
because they were “of less consequence
than German soldiers,” they are now
being slowly replaced by the good Sa-
maritans of the civilized world. We

PLAINTIFF WINS CASE

Interesting Judgment by Judge
Armstrong in Another Case Re-
Jative to an Automobile

An interesting judgment was deliver-
ed by His Honor Judge Armstrong this
morning in the case of Alex. Lesser vs.
Jobn B. Jones, Jr, which was tried at
the May term of the County Court. His
Honor found in favor of the plaintiff,
awarding $119.54 damages and costs.

The action was for the recovery of
damages to the plaintif’s motor car
caused by the defendant’s alléged negli-
gence while stored in defendant’s gar-
age. The plaintiff claimed $144.54. The
defendant made a counter-claim of
$53.75, which at the trial was reduced
to $20.00, the amount the plaintiff admit- "
ted owing for garage rent. {

The evidence showed that the plaintiff |
left his car in the Jones garage in Carle-
ton street, just before going into the:
Infirmary last fall, and a few days later, |
when a friend to whom Lesser gave hisg
key, went to the garage to take the car
out, the car was found damaged, the
drive shaft bent, the gears locked and'!
other damage done. The defendant,
Jones, denied causing the damage and
having any knowledge as to how it oc-
curred. In fact, just how the damage
was done was unexplained, except that
several expert witnesses gave opinions
as to how it might have been caused.
Jones gave evidence that when he got in-
to the car to shift it he found the dam-
age already done. i

At the trial it was contended by L.
A. Conlon, who appeared for the plain-;
tiff, that defendant was a bailee for re-
ward, and that the car was placed in
the garage in good condition and later
found damaged as mentioned and there-
fore the onus was upon the defendant to
show how the damage was done, and
having failed to do so the plaintiff was
entitled to recover.

B. L. Gerow for the defendant, argued
that the parties stood in the relation of
landlord and tenant, and as such in order
o render the defendant liable it was ne-
cessary to show that his negligence was
directly responsible for the damage.

His Honor supported the ¢ontention
of Mr. Conlon, finding that the defen-
dant was a bailee for hire and the dam-
age having been caused to the car whils
in his possession, he was liable therefore
unless he showed the damage was caus-
ed by vis maior or otherwise through
