CHicAGo, April 25th.—A  special from

Arkansas City, Kansas, says: “Chaos
reigns not only in Oklghoma, but in the
entire tributary country. Guthrie’s
back seems to be broken, and there is 'a
furious stampede  to get out.
The  people there are wild
from deprivations which a lack of shel-
ter, water and food impose upon them.
To these distresses are added the mis-
fortunes, tempests, heat during the day,
and the absence of gmeans of flight.
On yesterday the train with twenty cat-
tle cars crept up from the south. The
cars were locked but upon the roofs,
buffers, amid the coal on the tender,
on the pilot and gangway of the locomo-
tiveandpacked in and upon the caboose
was a dense andmiserable throng of men.
The train had started from Guthrie at
six o'clock in the evening; the people are
fleeing practically for their lives. They
had left & howling mobin Guthrie baffi-
ed in its efforts to join in the flight. Other
freight trains have since arrived from
Guthrie; the cars all piled with fugitives
thirsty and famine stricken. The values
there have fallen to practically nothing
and confidence is at a low ebb. Those
viho are not going home anmounce their
intention of moving upon the Cherokee
strip. It is impossible to predict what
the next few days will develop in Guth-
rie.
Sr. Louis, April 24. A special from
Purcell says: - The Oklahoma country is
beginning to wear a settied look, and al-
though the appearance of things is rude
it is evidence of the fact that the crisis is
practically over and that out of the rush
and strife and bitterness of years the
country has been settled with less sacri-
fice than was feared and predicted.
Guthrie promises to become a typical
new frontier town, and will it is feared,
pass through the same reign of terror
which seems to be necessary in the ex-
istence of every city of phenomendl
growth.

They are not the fur seal of
Alaska, but are valuable for their oil,
and their hides are used for boots, trunk-
covers, &c.

ST- JOHN'SINTERESTS IN DINGER

Few events have ever excited such
intense indignation in this city as the
resolve of the government to construct
the railway from Harvey to Salisbury as
a government work. This indignation
was not decreased when it was learned,
that to facilitate the carrying of business
away from St. John, the railway bridge
at Fredericton was to be made free to
the Canadian Pacific Railway, and the
use of the new line given to the same
company at & nominal rent, for twenty
years, so that actual running expenses
would be the ouly charge on freight
going over the 138 miles of railway
from Harvey Moncton,  while
freight coming to Jaint John would
have charged against it, in addi-
tion to actual running expenses over 65
miles of railway, mileage charges by the
New Brunswick company and bridge
tolls estimated as equal to 120 miles of
railway carriage. - Thus, if we estimate
the eharges payable to the New Bruns-
wick company as equal to the train ex-
penses, freight can be carried from
Montreal to Truro as cheaply as it can
be placed on the eastside of the river St.
John. It is difficult to believe that any
motive but a settled determination to
rain St. John could have dictated such
an arrangement. This is the reward the
people of this city are receiving for send-
ing an annexationist like Ellis to repre-
sent them at Ottawa.

Itis now time for the people of st.

John to wake up to the real peril of
their position. The first step to be taken
isto compel the government to make
the railway bridge atthe Falls free.
When the railway bridge is made free
to the Canadian Pacific company, there
is no resisting the claim of St. John to
have the 8t. John bridge dealt with in a
similar fashion. With this bridge made
free we could make a good fight to hold
the winter freight trade coming by the
Short iine, for the Harvey-Salisbury road
cannot be built in less than two years
and will probably take four to complete,
and in that time business will have set~
tled xmelfmtquﬁmnal from which it will
not be ouy 1o move it. . If all ourefforts
to make the St. John bridge free should
fail there, is still another chance left for
St. John, and that lies in a new connec-
tion with Montreal. The Grand Trunk
people are anxious to reach a port in the
Maritime Provinces, and what port is
so favorably situated for their purpose as
St. John? We yesterday, referred to
the comparative ease, with which a con-
nection could be effected between the
Shore Line and the Grand Trunk Rail-
way at.Sherbrooke in .the Province of
Quebec. A railway from Montreal to St.
John, by way of Sherbrooke, Bangor, and
&t. Stephen, would not be more than 450
miles in length, and of this distance 101
miles from Montreal to Sherbrooke, and
82 miles from *t. Stephen to St. John
are already built. That part of the
Maine Central from Bangor to Newport,
27 miles in length, would
also be available for the through line,
as well as a short section of railway west
.of Calais, so that about half the proposed
railway is already built. As to the re-
_mainder, the connexion hetween St
Stephen and Bangor is now in the
programme of the Shore Line, which is
understood to have sufficient funds for
completion of that work, -That beingso
all that would have to be provided for
is the connexion between Sherbrooke
and Bangor, a distance of about 100
miles. Thisis a railway which would
receive the best support of the Bangor
people, and which could be much more
easily constructed than the Lake Megan-
tic line. St. John would reap advantages
from this connexion which even
the Short Line will not yield.and it would
have the distinguished merit of not be-
ing subject in any way to Halifax con-
trol.

THE HARVEY-SALISBURY LINE.

Sir John A. Macdonald stated in the
House of Commons yesterday, that the
estimated cost of the railway from Har-
vey to Salisbury was $16,000 a mile. As
the sum stated to be required for the
construction of the line is, $2.000,000, it
wonld appear that the expected length
of the new line is 125 miles, The length
of the existing line from Harvey to Sal-
isbury, by way of St. John is just 141
miles, so that the most that the govern-
ment expects to save in distance, by the
expenditure of this $2,000,000 is 16 miles,
or less than half an hour’s run of an
express train. In other words, the dis.
tance from Montreal to Halifax by the
new line, wili be 744 miles, whereas,
by 8t. John it  would be
760  miles. We think  every
reasonable man must admit that such a
small scving in distance as this will not
compensate for the cost of this railway
evenin the highly improbable eventof
the cost being kept down to the present
estimate. As the case stands now there

| for two-thirds of its length, and beyond
| that a level country,in which railway
construction was easy. The Harvey-
Salisbury line will unquestionably be a
much more difficult road to build than
was the St. John and Shediac railway
and, if its cost can be kept down to $16,-
000 a mile it will be a marvel in railway
construction. As it crosses the valleys
of several large rivers there will nec-

essarily be a great deal of bridging, and
heavy cutting and filling, so that its cost
may easily come up to that of the
St. John-Shediac line which was
upwards of $4,000,000 and
when this road is finished its uet
results will be to shorten the distance at
most by 16 miles, to side track St. John
and to deprive that portion of the Inter-
colonial between St. John and Salisbury
of fully half its earning capacity. These
results may please a few people in Hali-
fax, Moncton and Fredericton who
cherish an intense hatred of St. John,
but we doubt whether they will be found
satisfactory to any true friend of the gov-
ernment.

THE YANKEES HAVE NO MORE LAND.

The remarkable rush of emigrants into
Oklahoma, which has been witnessed
within the past few days, shows very
clearly that good settlement lands in the
the United States have become so scarce
that intending settlers are willing {o en-
eounter almost any danger or inconven-
ience for the sake of obtaining them.
The old boast that Uncle Sam had a farm
for all is no longer true, and the last
published report of the United States
land office contains the startling an-
nouncement: “Public land is already
scarce in the public land states and
territories.” The same  authority
shows that of the 971174878
acres of land surveyed and
awaiting settlement, only 345,000,000
acres lie in states or territories which are
likely to offer advantageous opportunities
to the settlers. Of the 844,000,000 acres
of land in the United States as yet unsur-
veyed*the land office report says;—“The
volume of land in the unsurveyed portion
of the public domain, suitable for homes
and subject to settlement, under the laws
of the United States, is of comparatively
small proportions.” The disclosure of
these facts moves the Boston Advertiser
to say, ina recent article respecting
Oklahoma;—

The region, together with some indian
tracts for which negotiations are soon to
be commeuced, constitutes substantially
the last considerable area of a; ricultural
lands, suitable for homesteads, remain-
ing to be opened for free settlement with-
in the confines of the United States.

As the landless millions must
have land it is easy to
see that the tide of settlers
which for many years has been
flowing so strongly into the West, must
now turn towards Canada, which posses-
ses an enormous area of land available
for settlement. We may expect, there-
fore, in the near future, a great increase
in the demand for farms in Canada, and
when the tide once begins to run strong-
ly in our direction, it is not likely to be
easily checked. Were the advantages of

Canada better known, there cannat be a |

doubt, that we could draw' large num-
bers of people from the older settled
States, particularly from such. arid reg-
ions as Western  Kansas, where the
farmer is lucky if he harvests one good
crop every three years.

CAPITAL NOTES.

Additionnl Railway Subsidies—$30,000
for the Fredericton and St. Mary’s
Bridge.

Orrawa, April 24.—In reply, Sir John
said the surveys of the Harvey-Salisbury
line had been brought down in 1886. It
was estimated the road would cost $16,-
000 per mile.

The railway aubsidy revotes, of which
notice was given a few days ago, were
introduced by resolution by Sir John and
considered in committee. These revotes
include subsidies to the Central and
Albert Southern,

The supplementary estimates for the
year 1889 were then considered in com-
mittee till recess.

Dr. Sproule, the only conservative sup-
porter who took part in this debate,
tuought Mr. Schrieber’s salary was outof
all proposition to the position.

After recess, in supply, the cost and
management of canals and incidentally,
Sabbath observance, were discussed at
length.

UNKLE RUSSELL SAGE.

Balzac met the celebrated Duchesse
d’Abrantes at the house of Sophie Gay
in the time of Louis XVIIL Her high
spirits, her knowledge of the world, the
strange career she had passed through,
rendered her a very interesting object to
the author of *La Comedie Humaine.”
She had a good figure, a pleasant face,
chestnut hair, and the prestige of the
imperial world, of which she had been
one of the queens. It is not unlikely
that she suggested the glorification of
the forties, of which mention has been
made; and certainly the vicissitude of
her fortune must have supplied toan
imaginative mind many sad reflections
on the instability of human happiness.

When she published ber ‘Memoirs” |
Balzac was of great service for her, for |
he waa pot a bad hand at driving a liter-
ary baggabi;~But no re-enforcement of
her financgs\proved more-than tempo-
rary. In the golden days of\ Napoleon she
had comtrabted an extravagance she
never, conld master. Her circumstances
went from bad'to worse, and ‘at last, in
1838, the'splendid mistress of the most
fashionable salon of the empire, after
hearing from her sick bed her effects sub-
mitted to the hammer, had to be removed
to lodgings still more humble, where, in
absolute squalor, ded only by her
faithful maid, she passed unnoticed from
life.

Georges Sand was not introduced to
Balzac till 1881. She had then written
“Indiana” and he the ‘“Peau de Cha-
grin,” so that both were in a sense estab-
lished literary people. Balzac, however,
had still severe struggles before him, for
he was slow in establishing supremacy.
He had a sincere admiration for Georges
Sand’s talents, and it is well known that
the character of Camille Maupin, in
“Beatrix,” was founded on a careful
study of the suthoress of “Lelin” and
the rest. But no friendship existed be-
tween the two beyond frank literary
comradeship, Tt seems strange to hear
that GeorgesSend found Balzac under-
taking to'read Rabelais alond, altogether

Shanghai, and river steamers can go
1,800 miles up its winding course.
Above this there are gorges and rapids
which the foreigners now think can be

| passed, and there will then be an open-

ing into the interior of China by this
means for more than 2,000 miles. The
Yang-tse-Kiang is so long that it would
reach from San Francisco to New York
and push its way out into the Atlantic
if it could be stretched out upon a plane
of the face of the United States. It is
longer than the distance from New York
to Liverpool, and it is said to be the
best stream in the world as to the ar-
rangement of its branches. Its boat
population is nambered by hundreds of
thousands, and it is a city hundreds of
miles in length, made up of junks, ships
and barges. These Chinese junks are
gorgeously painted and carved. They

| have the same style of sails and masts

that were used thousands of years ago,
and their sails are immense sheets of
cotton patched together and stretched
on rods of bamboo which look like fish-
ing poles. The sailors are pig tailed
men in fat clothes of cotton who sing in
a cracked gibberish as they work, and
who understand how to manage their
rude sails so well that they can often
pass ships of more modern make. All
of the Chinese boats have a pair of eyes
painted on the sides of their prows, and
the Chinese sailor would no more think
of navigating without these than he
would think of eating without chop-
sticks. If asked the reason he replies:

“No have eyes, no can see. No can
see, no can go.”

Bishop Fowler, while sailing up the
Pie Ho to Peking, happened to sit with
his legs hanging over the boat so that
they covered up one eye. He noticed
that the sailors were uneasy, and they at
last came to him and asked him to move
his legs, as the ship could not see to go.

CELESTIAL SUPERSTITIONS.

The Chinese are full of superstitions
and many of them_firmly believe that
the forcigners makc medicines out of
hunian beings. The massacre at Tien-
Tsin:in 1870, in which twenty foreigners
were Lilled and_among them a number
of French nuns, was caused by the re-
port that tho sisters were killing ehildren
to get their hearts and eyes for medical
purposes, and the trouble -in Corea last
spring was caused by the circulation of
the stories that the missionaries were
grinding up' ¢hildren's bones to make
medicine. This report was started by
the Chinese, and the latest attempt of
the kind I find today here at Shanghai.
It appears in a tri-monthly illustrated
magazine whicl the Chinese publish and
which sells for. five centsa copy. This
contains a full description of how the
foreigners make their medicine, with
ghastly illustrations of the severed
trunks and the cut up limbs of human
beings. In one cut men in American
clothes are bending over great furnaces
in which the heads and legs of men are
boiling, and beside which great baskets
and tubs of cut up humans lie. Themen
are stirring the steaming mass, and the
picture makes one think of the witches'
caldron in “Macbeth.”

The Chinese themselves do not believe
in dissection and there is nobody snatch-
ing here. They believe that the heart is
the seat of thought, that the soul exists
in the liver and that the.gall bladder is
the seal of cou For this reason the
ﬁi\ of tigers are eaten by 801~

i them twith courage. The
Chinese doctor ranks no higher than the
ordinary skilled workman. He getsfrom
fifteen to twenty cents a visit, and he
often takes patients on condition that he
will cure them within a certain time or
no pay. He never sees his female
tients except behind a screen, and g:;
does not payiia second visit unless he
is invited. is m is called ‘“‘golden
thanks,” and the odox way of send-
ing it to him is wrapped in red
The -dentists look upon
trophies, and they go about with neck-
laces of decayed teeth about their necks,
or with them st‘run‘g‘: n strings and
tied to sticks. Too e is supposed to
come from a worm in the tooth, and there
are a set of female doctors who make a
business of extracting these worms.:
When the nerve is exposed they take this
out and call it the worm, and when not
they use a_sleight-of-hand by which
they make their patients believe certain
worms, which f show them, come
from their teeth.
