THE CROP PROSPECTS.

UNITED STATES FAIR AND OoF
AVERAGE QUALITY.

A Shortage in the Apple Crop of the
United States and Canada. Fair
:’dﬂm for Good W inter Fruit Assur:

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

SprINGFIELD, Mass.. Aug 22.—A special

report to the New England Homestead
from all of the zedleaf tobacco growing
sections of the United States indicate a
fair yield of good average quality. The
tarmers have generally sold out their old
crops and the prospect for good prices
is; excellent in Connecticut.
EThe enormous apple crop of last year is
succeeded this year by a short yield in
the great apple belt of the United States
and Canads. The English crop is also
light, and an active export demand and
fair prices are anticipated. =

The Homestead reports the condition
of the apple crops in New England, New
York, Michigan and the principle apple
growing sections of the adjacent states at
only 65 per cent of a fall stand against
79 per cent at the same date last year
and 65 per cent two years ago.

The crop ig short in New York, where
it will be hardly half as large as usual.
Ohio fruit is not holding up its good con-
dition. In the great apple belt of South
Western Michigan the apples are more
or less imperfect. The same report comes
from Illinois. The average for Maine,
New Hampshire and Vermont is only 66
this season against 91 last year. There
will not be more than three-fourths of &
crop in Maine at the best.

In the apple belt of Nova Scotia prin-
cipally, Annapolis and Kings counties,
a shortage of winter fruit is reported and
the surplus for export in this section
will only be 50,000 barrels against
100,000 barrels last year. In
other parts of Canada, especially
the Western-Ontario apple region, the
crop is also short, and in no fruit section
of &m\rio is there a full crop. The sur-
plus for export in this region is estima-
ted at 800,000 harrels against 400,000
bbls. last year.

The potatos crop has depreciated with
remarkable rapidity during the past
three weeks and not more
than half a ¢rop can
now be secured in the Atlantic coast
states and inland as far as western New
York and Pennsylvania. ;

In the west, however, an excellesit cro
is secured.

The potato crop is good in Nova Scotia
and Prince Edward Island, which gections
with the west, will help to snpply
the eastern market and  will
prevent very high prices agsured. The
large western crop will prevent the im-
mense importations of tubers from the
British Isles, which followed
the domestic shortage of ’87. The
hop crop is quite uneven, although
excellent on the Pacific coast. Supplies
from Europe where the crop is good will
keep down extraordinary prices but the
growers expect better values.

iPolleema-‘n Strange Malady from an
i Australian Snake-Bite.

¥Policeman Edward Dawson, of the
Fetirth District yesterday visited the Zoo-
logical Garden, not to see the animals,
but to seek medical advice. On Officer
Pawson’s hand between the second and
w fingers is a little open wound, no
lasger than a pin head, that has remain-
ed 50 since 1866, when he was bitten by
#®lack snake in Australia. He wanted
tnfind out whether the keepers of the
Zpo had any particular specilic for the
bite of a snake and told a remarkable
slory.

Pawson passed his boyhood in Ber-
wiek Township, Gibb's Land, Province
of Victoria. When a boy ot fifteen
years, playing in the bush, he was bitten.
Heé ran home and his mother sucked the
wosnd to extract the vemon. His
fathier, who was a high police official,
gent for Prof. Halford, of the Melbourne
Hospital. who injected ammonia into
the lad’s wrist, and no ill effects imme-
diately followed from the bite.

Bat for years Dawson bhas suflered
from a most perplexing malady, whiech
he cannot but atiribute to the snake’s
bite,. As soon as Spring weather comes
the palms of his hands develop a scaly
eruption which looks like the under part
of a snake’s body, and a like trouble ap-
Eears in streaks on the legs below the

nees and on the feet. The very ]i-uno
torein the wrist, where Prof: Halford
i d the ammonia, always shows a
dark circle around it. The eruption is
very painfnl, and Policeman Dawson has
difficulty in gripping hisclub when it is
necessary to have it ready in the dis-
charge of his duty. i

. Dawson has consulted eminent physi-
cians in this country and Australia, and
haseven travelled to India tosee if native
knowledge of venomous serpents could
find a remedy for his case. He says he
hasspent more than he ever made in
trying to get cured. His visitto the Zoo
yesterday was prompted by & review in
The Sundy Press of .2 _magazine article
by Dr. 8. Weir Mitchell on snakes and
their venom. He asked Head Keeper
Byrme to show him the snakes, and a-
mong the collection he found one that
he said was of the same species as the
one which bit him. The snake he pick-
ed ont is called the indigo snake and
comes, from South America. It is about
seven feet long and being & new arrival
at tne Zoo, little has been learned of its
habits and nature. Dawson showed
Keeper Byrne the swelling of his hands
and theirsnake-like palms. they looked
“raw” and inflamed, and the scaly sur-
face was singularly like a snake’s belly.

THE MAYBRICK CASE.

FIFTY-THREE VERY PERTINENT
QUESTIONS.

Imporiant Pablic Address by a Crimi=
nal Lawyer, and Strong Points for
the Prisoner.

Loxpox, Aug. 19.—To the Right Honor-
able Henry Matthews, Home Secretary, to
all the members of the House of Lords, to
all the members ofthe house of Commons,
to the editors of all daily newspapers of
this country, to the editors of all the
periodical publications in this country,
and to all men whose pubiic influence,
published letters, or publlc statements
have had an influence great or small, in
one way or the other, upon the fate of
Mrs Maybrick.

GevriemeN.—It is the purpose of this
article to ask you certain questions,

you must angwer to yourself as upright
men should. They fall under your eye.
They are based entirely upon the evi-
dence given at the trial of Mrs. May-
brick. If you have mot a sufficient
knowledge of;the evidence in the case to
answer these questions, it will be well for
you to hereby learn that fact before you
take any further action of any kind in
the matter. The questions are as fol-
lows :—

1. Are you aware that there are iwo
different forms of poison in this case,
both of them clearly established and be-
yond question ; the first is arsenic in the
form of fly papers, and the second is
arsenic in the form of ‘white powders?

2. Mrs. Maybrick has been convicted
of poisoning her husband with arsenic
obtained from fly papers. She made a
statement at the first opportunity given
her in the trial and Sir Charles Russell
offered two witnesses to prove that she
had made the same statement just after
Mr. Maybrick’s death. This statement
was to the effect that she had puta white
powder into the meat juice, The ques-
tion is which kind of poison, iu Your be-
lief, caused Mr. Maybrick’s death?

3. Do you believe that ghe was using
both kinds, white powders belonging to
him and arsenic in solution obtained by
herself?

4, Can you believe in the occurrence
of a coincidence so extracrdinary snd un-
bea:d of as this, that a wife should be
unconsciously giving her husband arsenic
in one form and at the samg time be wil-
fully giving it to him in another ?

5, Are you aware if the theory upon
which Mrs. Maybrick has been found
guilty is a correct one.

6. Have you ever looked at. the ques-
tion in this light ?

7. Are youaware that her statement

SR =

‘evidence ' against her, very strong
evidence of her innocence?

8 - Are you aware that her statement
as to why she bought the fly paper is
simpie, reasonable, and clear, and fully
supported by facts?

9 Are you aware that after such a
close review of the evidence asyour
intelligence makes you capable of, you
will discover that the fly paper, c¢nt no
real figure in this case at all?

10. Are you aware that it will be im-
possible for you to logically deny this?

11. Do you believe that a woman who
had made up her mind to poison her
husband, and who was not a lunatic,
would go to the chemist she usually pur-
chased from to buy the material, fly
papers, and have them sent home by the
shop boy so loosely wrapped that people
could, and did, examine them as they
lay on the table in the hall and see what
they were?

12. Do you believe thatshe would put
them to soak in an unlocked washstand
where two servants could see them soak-
ing?

13. Are you aware that Mr. Maybrick
had been taking arsenic ior twelve years?

14. Are you aware that it is an abso-
lute fact of medical experience that
when men are habitually taking arsenic
they must steadily increase the dose to
obtain the effect sought ?

15. Are you aware that whether Mr.
Maybrick died from gastro-enteritis, re-
sulting from chill {and his debilitated
physical condition, or from the direct ef-
fect of arsenic, there is every reason to
believe that he took this arsenic himself?

16. Have you ever looked at the case
in this light:—1, an arsenic-taken of
twelve years’ standing dies from the
effects of arsenic; 2, four people, who do
not know he is an arsenic-eater, come to
the conclusion that his wife poisoned
him because she is soaking fly-papers; 3,
the fly-papers, her infidelity to her hus-
band, and an expression used in a letter
to her lover make a circumstantial case

ainst her so very strong as to com-

letely overshadow the more important
issue, which is the habits, actions, and
physical state of Maybrick himself?

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BOSTON AND ST. JOHN TAXATION.

Wereferred two or three days ago, to
the attempt of the St. John Globe to in-
duce its readers to believe that taxation
was higher in 8t. John than it is in
Boston, and we made some comments on
the Globe’s article at the time. We re-
turn to this subject to-day because we
are in possession of fuller information
than it was possible for us to obtain be-
fore. Tbe Globe said :(—

The rate of taxation in Boston this
year is $12.90 on the thousand dollars;
and it is noticable that income is not
taxed in that city. In St. John, where
income is taxed, the rate this
year is $13.20 on the thousand. The
gain in valuation of the taxable property
in Boston this yeur is $30,797,100, almost
all of which is in real estate. It is well
to observe, too, that the Roston tax in-
cludes the state and county tax as well.
The actual city rate including water
ssment, but not consumption, is $11.-

27 ; the county tax, 80 cents ; the state
tax, 83 cents. In New Brunswick the
tax for provineial purposes—collected by
the Dominion government—is 80 cents
a head, against 83 for Massachusetts.
There is practically little difference be-
tween the taxation for state purposes
and county purposes so far as_inhabit-
ants of Boston ale concerned. But it is
well to take note of the fact that in the
somewhat extravagant city of Boston,the

axation for city, county and state pur-
poses, including water assessment, is
less than it 8 in the city of St
John for city purposes alone.

The Globe afterwards explained that the
$30,797,100 which it stated was the yal-
uation of Boston this year merely repre-
sented the increase over the vsluation of
the previous year,and that the real valu-
ation of Boston was $795,416,700, or about
twenty-five times as much as this blund-
ering organ of annexation placed. it at.
It now appears that the Globe was
equally mistaken in the statement that
incomes are not taxed in Boston, Small
incomes are not taxed directly, but in-
comes above $2000 are. - A professional
gentleman in Boa(% whio is thoroughly
conversant-with the system of taxation

_there,/Turnishes us with the following
information in regard to this matter. We
quote :—

us!

“In our system of taxation in practice |

there is exempt between two and three
thousand dollars of household farniture
mechanics’ tools,library,sewing machines,
also $2000 of income. All stocks in
Massachusetts - corporations, are exempt
to the individual but taxed at the samé
rate, only the taxes are collected whole-
sale by the state and distributed to the
towns as an offset totheirstate tax. With
these exceptions every man
18 -faxed on all his property
at what is supposed to be its full market
value, and without allowance for any
taxation borne by the same property in
any other state or country. The same
general system prevails throughout the
state. The rate varies very much in
different towns and the valuation also,
In the cities high valuation is the rule.
Boston has added to its valnation this
year some thirty million dollars, a part
of which probably comes from new prop-
erty added, but much of it must be from
increasing the valuation of what was
considered high before.”

“In sothie towns the rule is to keep the
valuation low and let the rate be high,
and many towns have rates as high as
$17.80 per $1,000, and values averaging
about 50 per cent. of sale value. Gener-
ally, cities and prosperous town elect
men as assessors, who try to be true to
their oaths and will not undervalue prop-
erty. The total valuation of Boston this
year, as compared with last, is as follows:

There will probably be a good deal of
kick at the raise in real estate, chiefly in
eight wards, out of twenty-five, and in
one ward the increase is as much as
$7,381,000.”

This .plain statement puts a very
different face on the matter from the
Globe’s article. The city of Boston with
410,000 inhabitants pays this year taxes
to the extent of $9,317,151 for city and
county purposes alone or $22.72 per
head. The city of St. John with 45,000
inhabitants pays this year $321,565 for
the same purpese or $7.14 a head, less
than one third the rate per head in Boston
and yet the stupid and mendacious Globe
calmly asks its readers to believe that
our taxes are higher here than they are
in Boston. Such a statement is on a
par with the malevolent blundering of
the same paper six months ago, when it
placed our city debt at $1,400,000 above
the real figure,and persisted in its refusal
to correct ifs figures until the whole
town cried shame.

THE MAYBRICK CASE-

We publish elsewhere a series of
questions in regard to the Maybrick case
which have been addressed to the author-
ities by an English criminal lawyer.

They are very pertinent and we greatly
deubt whether the jury by whom Mrs.
Maybrick was found guilty could answer
them. Even the great Judge Stephens,

| might find them somewhat puzazling. It
| i8 the general beliefthat Mrs. May-
| brick’s sentence will not be carried
out, but will be commuted
to imprisonment for life, but Mrs. May-
Lrick’s friends, who believe in her in-
nocence ought not to be contented with
such a result. Mrs. Maybrick is either
guilty of the crime of poisoning her hus-
band or she is innocent. If she is in-
nocent she should be set free. The
evidence in the Maybrick case as pub-
lished in full in the London newspapers
is not such as to show conclusively that
she is guilty, even if we are to accept
every word of it as true, but where the
testimony of two of the witnesses for
the prosecution is open to doubt, as
was the case in this trial, the jury
should have had no hesitation in finding
the accused not guilty. There is too
much reason to fear that in this case the
jury permitted themselves to be
influenced by the opinions of the
Jjudge. Now a judge is not nec-
essarily Dbetter qualified to decide
correctly an iasue of fact than an average
juryman. Some judges are bitter in
their prejudices, and so narrow in their
views that they find it impossible to be
fair in their decisions where questions of
law are not invoived. Such men
are dangerous guides to a jury especially
in cases of life and death. The May-
brick gcase is certain {o result in
agitation for a better system of proce-
dure than that which now prevails in
British criminal courts.

Custom orders range in price
from $20 to $50 ; shop-keepers fill similar
orders, minus the innovations, under
$30, and special styles are available from
the factories at a few dollars’ premium.

The charm of the exclusive trade, to
which the fashionable modistes cater, is
the trimming. All the seams are flesh
basted, the facings are of silk, the colors
in the cloth and braid are fast, the
garters are of silk elastic; so arethe
sandals, andthe stockings and bandanna
for thelcap cover are silk: But the most ex-
pensive detail of all is the belt buckle,
which in plated ware may cost
50 cents or $2, and in solid silver cannot
be had under $7. Horse-shoes, anchors
and bouys are worth $12.50, enamel-
ling in blue, black, or ruby, sells at
§14, and the slip buckles, showing a
spray of daisies, a cluster of berries or
sea-weed artistically carved and oxidized
vary in prices from $13 to $30 according
to the work. All are attached to silk-

| ribbed belting, which water cannot injure

and which may be used to girdle a tennis
blouse or Tuxedo waist. Buckles of this
discription will make an ocean toilet as |
expensive as a carriage costume.

The newest thing in ready-made suits
is the India silk, which has the waist

| and skirt in one piece, a tucked yoke fall-

ing free form the hem. By way of a fin-
ish, a pointed girdle is designed in linen |
lace or Irish embroidery, which holds the
fullness and marks the waist line. Suits
of this sort have pufled shoulder sleeves,
leaving the bathers’ arms bare, and they
sell at $22 each. For an effect, they may
prove admirable, as the laziest zephyr
will inflate the skirt, and the first dip
cause the entire outfit to cling like a
woman'’s skin ; for service, they are dear
at §2. There are bathing-robes made of
brilliant plaids in French flannel to go
with the silk suits, which average $9.
Some of the circulars have hoods and
deep pockets to carry the towel, hand-
kerchief, hand-glass and scent bottle,with
which all eaptivating maids provide
themselves. Very sensible and extreme-
ly ladylike flannel suits may be bought |
for $7, in plain or striped goods, and for |
half the money you can get a well-made,
properly fitted navy-blue suit, trimmed
with white or black braid.

RUN THE ENGINE WITH COKE. |

Success of an Experiment on tke Balti- ‘
more & Ohio Road.

PuiLapeLpuia, Pa., Aug. 20.—The Balti-
more & Ohio limited express was drawn
from Washington to Philadelphia today
by an engine which used coke for steam
generating pnrposes. The train leaves
Washington every morning at 8 o'clock,
making the run to Philadelphia in
three hours. From Canton to Philadel-
phia, 92 miles, the time is just two hours
and five minutes. As the train moved
out it was one minute late. The steam
gauge indicated 145 pounds. The first
stop was made at Newark at 10:09, one
minute ahead of time. The next was at
Wilmington, and the train was on time.
The distance from Wilmington to Ches-
ter, aimost 14 miles, was covered
in 15 minutes. Here the strain began to
tell, and before Philadelphia was reached
ihe steam pressure had fallen to 130, but
this was enough to roil the train into the
depov 4t Philadelphia three minutes
ahead of time. The amount of coke used
in to-day’s trip was about the same as
would be required of bituminous coal
though it is, of course in much greater
bdlk.
