HON.T. W. ANGLIN.

He Lectures on the Present Aspéet of

the Krish Question.

The hall of the Institute was filled last
evening to hear Hon. T. W. Anglin lec-
ture on the present aspect of the Irish
Question for the benefit of the Parnell
fund, under the auspices of the L. [.. and
B, society. D. Mullin, president of the
I. L. and B. society, occupied the chair,
and there were also on the platform with
the lecturer Sheriff Harding, Dr. Boyle
Travers, Rev. John O'Teary of Grand
Falls and Rev. E. Doyle of 8t. Andrews.
Mr. Mullin, in a few well chosen words,
introduced the lecturer.

Mr. Anglin commegced his lecture
by remarking that if had for cen-
turies been divided into two grand
the land question and the
question of home rule. He gave a his-
torical summary of the affairs of Ireland
down to the period of union, and de-
scribed the Repeal agitation of O’Connell
and the famine which followed, and
which wholly changed the aspect of the
land question, The: came the Home
Rule agitation which grew out of the
rise in rents, when Davitt’s declaration

! that “side by side with home ruie must

go the land question,” was accepted by
Parnell. Mr. Anglin discussed the
home rule movement at greet length
down to the election of July 1886
the whole agitation being suaimed npin
the result that in that election the great
majority in Treland, Scotland and Wales,
and & majority in a good portion of Eng-
land rallied around Gladstone and home
rule, despite the anti-Irish, anti-Catholic
cry that has been so potent a factor in
times past. The speaker said it was 8
wonderful transformation, and he pre-
dicted that the work would go on until
not only Ireland is granted home rule,
but there will be-a social revolution that
will change the character of England,
that will place in power the people so
long kept down there, and.that the
wishes, the thoughts and the judgment
ofthe people will rafé. And W that
change the English people will owe more
to the Irish people than to any efforts of
their own. Balfour and the Crimes Act
next came in for a share of the lecturer’s
attention, and . likewise Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain and the fishery treaty which
he helped to frame. Mr. Anglin said it
was a treaty that gave the Americans
all they wanted; He declared that the
treaty was not rejected because the
Americans opposed it, but because the
republican senate wanted the Irish vote.

Discussing the proceedings of the Par-
nell commission, Mr. Anglin charged
that the Salisbury government was be-
hind the Times, and that the object was
not only to crush Mr.© Parnell, but to
brand the whole Irish race throughout
the world as blood-thirsty, and a race
that can only be ruled by an iron hand.

Mr. Anglin paid an eloquent tribute to
Parnell and his followers, and made an
urgent appeal for substantial support for
them. hen he sat down the applause
was long continued.

A Strange Mark. i

crescence, bluish in color and crescemt |
shaped. The moment the moon begihs
to turn the first quarter of her pole the |
mark begins to undergo a startling
change. Its bluish color turns to a bril-
liant red, and the flesh below it and ex~
tending diagonally across his neck to the
As the
moon grows older the birth mark gets
redder and redder, and the flesh swells
more and more, until, when the moon
has reached its “full,” the crescent
shaped mark is of a fiery scarlet, and the |
flesh extending from the mark to the left |
shoulder has swollen into a horn like
roll, two or three inches in thickness at
the largest point, and gradually tapering
to a point near the left shoulder. i
As the moon gradually begins to wane,
in like manner the scarlet of the crescent
shaped mark becomes less fiery, the horn
like roll across the neck to decrease in
size, until when the moon is dark again
there is nothing to be seen but the small
bluish crescent shaped mark. For over
twenty-eight years these changes have
followed monthly with the moon's
phases; and so marked are they and 80
regular that Rothermel can tell by sim-
ply placing his hand on the back of his
neck exactly what stage the moon is in.
—Philadelphia American.

More Mexican Ruins.

An interesting antiquity has recently
been discovered at Palenque, in the
Chiapas district of Mexico. The monu-
ment is situate@ upon the river Xhupa.
Although it is now a complete ruin, was
originally a structure of considerable
height, as three distinct stories are still |
distinguishable. The ground floor is very |
large, measuring some 120 feet by 75 feet.
The floor above is attained through holes
in the ceiling or vault, and here a room
is found: measuring some 27 by 9 feet.

A Eanguroo Drive.

Kangaroos are a great scourge to the
farmersin some parts of Australia. They |
destroy the grass and literally starve the
sheep off the plains. This forces the
farmers to devise means for killing them
off, and a ‘‘drive” is the one generally
employed. A yard with a high fence is
built on the plain, and two fences run
from it for along distance, coming to-
gether like the letter V, and all the men,
boys and blacks in the neighborhood are
mounted on horseback and scour the
country for miles around. They drive
the kangaroos into the jawsof the V, |
and thence into the yard, where the
blacks enter with clubs and begin the
work of slaughter.

Mr. Knox describes a little “drive” his
party had on their own account: There
were ten or twelve kangaroos feeding
quietly, and we were within a few hun- |
dred yards of them before they were
aware of it, At the first alarm they
rose on their hind legs and took a look ,
all around, and a second later they were
away. How "they did jump! They
seemed to go thirty or forty feetat a
time, but our host said it was little more
than fifteen feet. We let loose the dogs,
which up to this time had been kept be-
hind us,and they went away without
any urging. - The dogs are kept for this |
purpose, just as fox hounds are keptin |
England and France, or deer hounds in |
Scotland. The dogs soon overtook and |
pulled down a young kangaroo, and then
they were put on the trail of an “old
man” kangaroo, as a full grown male is
called.

The ‘“old man” led the dogs a lively
chase. He made directly for water, sev-
eral miles away, which is their custom.
If he cannot redch water he takes his
stand with his back against a tree, and
in that position is a dangerous creature
to approach. We followed  the dogs as
closely as we could, but did not come up
to them until the kangaroo was at bay in
a pool whers the water just left his fore- |
legs clear as he stood upright. The dogs |
swam around him or stood on the shore
of the pool when we cameup. The pool
was a small one and the creature real- |
jzed that it was his safest retreat, and he
was evidently determined to die game.
