Stockton, March 26.—The body of a 
man which was found in a trunk 
among the baggage at the Southern 
Pacific depot here Saturday night has 
been identified as that of Albert N.
McVicar, an employee of the Rawhide 
mine at Jamestown, Cal. The police 
to-day arrested at Antioch, Mrs. Emma 
Ledoux, or Mrs. McVicar, as she called 
herself here. Mrs. Ledqug, on being 
arrested, promptly admitted her Iden­
tity and said she knew what she was 
wanted for. She declared that carbolic 
acid was administered to McVicar on 
Saturday morning by Joe Miller. She 
does not go into details, but declares 
she had nothing to do with it, outside 
of assisting in putting the body in the 
trunk. Neither does she give the rea­
son for the killing. Dr. Hull, one of 
the autopsy surgeons, stated this 
morning that a blow on the head, 
causing congestion on the inner lining 
of the skull, had caused death and 
there was no evidence of poison. There 
is absolutely no evidence of carbolic lighted candle fell unnoticed and set

That state has not only voted 
its entire production, but it has an­
nounced in addition thereto the in­
tention to vote its mines in Ohio and 
in Illinois in favor of an increase in 
wages. It seems to me, gentlemen, 
that, instead of sitting quietly, the 
gentlemen from the operators’ side 
ought to say something in defence of 
their position. In accepting all the 
responsibility that may come to me 
personally without consultation with 
the gentlemen who employ me, I want 
to offer for the consideration of this 
convention a motion that as a basis 
of settlement there be a restoration of 
the wage scale, the mining scale and 
the day wage scale and the dead work 
scale of 1903.”

THE GERMAN NAVY.

Berlin, March 27.—During the de­
bate on the naval bill in the reichstag 
to-day, Herr Spahn, the center party 
leader, formerly vice-president of the 
reichstag, supported the government. 
He said that Germany had to reckon 
on the fleets of France and Great Bri­
tain being arrayed against Germany's 
increasing fleets, adding: “We hope for 
and must attain the point that the 
enemy will have to consider whether it 
would be wise to a tack Germany or 
not. Parliament ought to accept the 
bill without hesitation.”

Baron Von Richthofen, Conservative, 
said the nation was convinced of the 
necessity for a German fleet. It was 
impossible to have a colonial policy un­
less supported by a fleet The admiral­
ty secretary, Admiral Von Tirpitz, said 
he believed the naval programme would 
only make the German fleet equal to 
that of France.

All the political parties except the 
Socialists expressed themselves in 
favor of the naval bill.

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RUMORS OF CHANGES
IN RUSSIAN CABINET

Report that Ministers of Interior and Fi­
nance Will Retire—Progress of 

Elections.

St. Petersburg, March 28.—Rumors of 
impending cabinet changes continue 
to circulate.

The Russ declares that beyond doubt 
the state of Premier Witte’s health 
will force him to resign, and also pre­
dicts the resignation of Interior Min­
ister Durnove and Finance Minister 
Shipoff.

Provincial Elections.
St. Petersburg, March 28.—The prov­

ince of Mostroma, European Russia, Is 
the first to have completed its elec­
tions in the provincial congress. Forty- 
six peasants, nineteen noblemen, eigh­
teen merchants, six professional men 
and three priests were returned. The 
results show that the “small land- 
owners,” who In reality are only peas­
ants of the more prosperous class, hold­
ing their property in severalty, stood 
together against the big landlords and 
chose exclusively peasants. The peas­
ants electors are not classified, and 
have but one plank in their platforms, 
namely, the distribution of land. The 
others are divided.

Troubetskey a Delegate.
Kaluff, Central Russia, March 28.— 

Prince Eugene Troubetsky, leader of 
the moderates, who refused to accept 
the portfolio of education In the Witte 
cabinet, has been elected by the land 
owners a delegate to the provincial 
congress.

MEETING OF DOMINION
RIFLE ASSOCIATION

Earl Grey on the Necessity of School 
Children Being Able to 

Shoot.

Ottawa, March 28.—At the annual 
meeting of the Dominion Rifle Associ­
ation, held this afternoon. Colonel Gib­
son, of Hamilton, presided. All the old 
officers were re-elected.

Earl Grey, replying to a vote of 
thanks, said that no Briton could 
qualify himself as a good citizen unlesj 
he became efficient with the rifle so 
that his services would be at the dis­
posal of the crown when required. He 
spoke of the necessity of training 
school children to "shoot, and offering 
prizes for the cadets at Rockliffe.

Sir Frederick Borden said that the 
people who talked about militarism in 
Canada were making themselves ridic­
ulous. Canada only spent a small sum 
on military per head. “We were only 
beginning to do our duty, and more 
was expected of us, not less,” he said. 
“As a self-respecting people we should 
be ready for an eventuality.” Canada 
had spent one million in rifle ranges 
in the last ten years.

SUICIDES’ BLACK LIST.

Five Hundred Died by Their Own 
Hand in a Year in Vienna.

Vienna is establishing for itself an 
unenviable reputation for suicide. 
Scarcely a day passes without a case 
of self-destruction, and all classes of 
society contribute to the number of the 
victims. During the past year 352 men 
and 96 women actually put an end to 
iheir lives, and 561 failed in their at­
tempts.

The ages of those who succeed In 
taking their lives vary from an old 
woman of 94, who threw herself from 
a window, to a girl of 14, who did the 
same shortly afterwards. Curiously 
enough, May claims the most victims, 
and November the fewest. Among the 
men, 160 hanged themselves, 112 used 
tue revolver, and 27 poison, 2 drowned 
themselves, 15 threw themselves from 
heights, - under trains and trams, 
while 5 cut their throats and 1 sought 
to burnt himself to ejeath.

The women chose—26 throwing out of 
window, 23 hanging, 19 poison, 15 shoot­
ing, 8 drowning and 5 cutting their 
throats.

Hunger and love, illness and tempor­
ary insanity were the principal causes 
in the cases of the men: illnegs (incur­
able or too painful to be borne), 85; 
folly, 41; want, 33: family quarrels, 29; 
sheer weariness of life, 28; hopeless 
love, 27; bad business, 26; grief at the 
loss of relations, 5; and fear of punish­
ment, 4. In 74 cases the mothers were 
ur.discoverable.

Love and madness were the causes 
in 18 of the women suicides; illness. 13; 
want, 9; unhappiness at home, 9; grief 
ever lost relatives, 5; sick of life. 5: 
bad circumstances, 1; fear of the law, 
1; and 17 cases of unknown causes.

UNITED STATES CONSULS.

Washington, D. C„ March 28.—Sec­
retary of State Root has determined to 
provide as far as possible for the Am­
erican consuls legislated out of the ser­
vice by the recently enacted consular 
reorganization bill. The blow falls 
heaviest upon the consuls in Canada, 
where no less than twelve officers are 
abolished,
Brockville, Chatham, Goderich, Guelph, 
London, Peterborough, St. Thomas, 
Stratford and Wallaceburg, in the pro­
vince of Ontario, and Grenville and 
Stanbridge, in Quebec.

Lack of business is the assigned rea­
son for the abolition, and it was point­
ed out to the House that the British 
consular representation on the Ameri­
can side of the Canadian line was 
much smaller than the American force 
of consuls in Canada, the fact being 
that there was not a single British 
consulate in the states of Michigan, 
Wisconsin, Minnesota or Ohio. Secre­
tary Root has decided that he will try 
and find places for as many of these 
officers as possible.

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LIFE BOAT BILL.

United States Senate Authorize Con­
struction of Life Saving Station 

and Tug.

A dispatch from Washington to the 
Seattle Post-Intelligencer says:

The Piles bill, authorizing the con­
struction of a life-saving tug for the 
north coast waters at a cost of $200,- 
000 and for the establishment of a life­
saving station at Neah bay, was pass­
ed by the senate Monday. The bill will 
now go to the House and the Wash­
ington members will use their best ef­
forts to secure its passage.

The bill referred to is given below. 
Senator Piles introduced his measure 
in the senate on March 12th. It is In­
tended to build a boat on the lines sug­
gested by Robert Moran In a letter to 
Senator Piles. The title of the bill Is:

“A bill providing for the construction 
and equipment of a first-class life-sav­
ing ocean-going tug, also a launch 
tender to be used in connection there­
with, for service on the North Pacific 
coast of the United States.”

It provides as follows :
“Be it enacted by the senate and 

House of Representatives of the Unit­
ed States of America in congress as­
sembled. That there be, and is hereby 
appropriated, out of any money in the 
treasury of the United States not other­
wise appropriated, the sum of $200,000, 
for the purpose of constructing and 
equipping a first-class life-saving 
ocean-going tug, also a launch tender 
to be used In connection therewith, 
which said tug shall be equipped with 
wireless telegraph apparatus, surf and 
lifeboats, and such other modern life 
qnd property saying appliances as may 
be useful in assisting vessels and res­
cuing persons and property from the 
perils of the sea on the North Pacific 
coast of the United States.

“That said tug shall be constructed 
under the authority of the secretary of 
the treasury, operated by the revenue 
cutter service of the United States and 
officered and manned by the most skill­
ful life-saving men available, and 
when completed shall be sta’ ned at 
Neah bay, In the state of Washington, 
for service on the North Pacific coast 
of the United States.”

THE EVIDENCE HAS
AIL BEEN PUT IN

The Legal Points are Being Brought 
Attention of the Chief 

Justice.

(From Wednesday’s Dally.)
In the hearing of the reference to the 

Chief Justice under the Midway * 
Vernon Aid Act this morning the tak­
ing of evidence was completed. Argu­
ment was then begun upon the legal 
question as to whether the act had 
been complied with.

Yesterday afternoon upon resuming 
the hearing of the case R. Smalles con­
tinued his evidence under examination 
by E. V. Bodwell, K. C. Witness said 
that a contract had been closed with 
the Okanagan Construction Company 
in July, 1905. In the same month work 
began with a large force of men, and 
was continued up to the time of the 
question being raised as to the subsidy 
being In doubt. Cross-examined by 
Deputy Attorney-General McLean, K. 
C., witness said that the syndicate had 
been put to $40,000 or $50,000 expense 
in floating the company. This included 
the expenses to England, etc. There 
had been about $8,000 more spent for 
surveys, etc.

The Atlantic Construction Company 
was to pay $100,000 to the syndicate, 
and the latter was also to receive 
stock. The syndicate got $10,000 out of 
it. Of this $6,000 went to pay legal 
expenses and $5,000 was paid for work.

Witness said that by the end of July 
the Atlantic Company had satisfied It­
self that the undertaking was a feas­
ible one. After correspondence in Nov­
ember witness demanded that the com­
pany either go on with the work or 
forfeit the contract.

Cross-examined as to the Atlantic

Minneapolis, Minn., March 28.—The 
bodies of six Italians, covered with 
blood and terribly hacked with knives, 
were found by the police in an old 
frame building on Tenth avenue con­
ducted as a laborers’ lodging house. 
Four of the bodies were found in a 
first floor room and a bloody trail led 
into the cellar, where two more were 
discovered.

It is believed the men were victims 
of a fight last night in which twelve 
men took part. ,

The place was rented to nine Italians, 
who, it is now believed, constituted a 
“Mafia” or “Black Hand” organiza­
tion. They brought three others to the 
lodging house last night. After mid­
night six men were seen to leave the 
house. The police had heard a noise, 
but thought it was only a little fight 
and paid no attention to it.

This morning an investigation was 
started. The door was broken open 
and a horrible sight was revealed. 
Blood lay in pools all about the room, 
and besides the four dead bodies were 
found three long knives with their 
blades bloody.

The murderers had evidently let the 
injured men bleed to death for the 
wounds were not deep but rather long 
slashes running lengthwise along the 
todies. The faces were also frightfully 
cut and marked.

In a tin box on the floor of the room 
was found a cheque for $373 made out 
to Nicolo Demtri. The box also con­
tained $500 in Italian gold pieces and 
$400 In American currency.

The police believe the victims were 
lured to the spot and then told that 
they must die. A fight was started 
and during the fight not only the three 
victims, but three of the assailants 
were killed.

Apparently robbery was not the mo­
tive, for the money was left untouched 
and the victims all had small amounts 
on their persons.

The nine men who rented the place 
were mysterious in all their movements 
during the two months of residence in 
Minneapolis.

In December, 1905. when witness 
reached New York he saw the letter 
written by the Bank of Montreal to 
the bankers in New York. This was 
when he first learned that the govern­
ment questlond the right to pay the 
subsidy.

In March, 1905, Mr. Wood was in Vic­
toria. The latter had Informed witness 
that he had had an interview with the 
Premier, who had said that he would 
aid the syndicate In every way pos­
sible. He did not know at that time 
that Mr. Robertson, the solicitor for 
the company, was endeavoring to get 
a confirmation from the government 
that the act had been complied with 
with respect to the beginning of con­
struction.

On February 4th Mr. Smalles said 
that the Premier had assured him him­
self in his office that the company had 
nothing to fear from the government, 
and that he (the Premier) would do 
all he could to aid the company.

Mr. McLean then produced a tele­
gram on the C. P. R. blanks purport­
ing to be from Mr. Smalles at Green­
wood to Mr. Woods at Victoria. Mr. 
Smalles could not remetnber having 
seen the telegram before.

FIGHT AT CHURCH SOCIAL.

Bluefleld, W. Va., March 27,—Blood­
shed and death ended a social at the 
Methodist Episcopal church at Coal- 
dale, near here, to-night. Benjamin 
Copely was killed instantly, his wife 
was fatally hurt by having part of her 
head blown off by a shotgun, and sev­
eral others received bullet wounds. 
Mrs. W. H. Harper was wounded in 
the side, and Henry Garden was shot 
in the leg. Two unknown men who 
fled after the fight were slightly 
wounded.

There had been hard feeling of long 
standing over the management of the 
funds which had been raised for the 
erection of a new church building.

ROBBED TUESDAY

Clever Thief Escaped With Ninety-Three 
Dollars Leaving No Clue to 

Identity.

repre-

A daring and cleverly executed rob­
bery was committed early on Tues­
day at the Grotto saloon, Trounce 
alley. In all about $93.35 was lifted, 
the theft being accomplished so quick­
ly. and thoroughly that.the police have 
practically no clue as to the identity 
of the pei son or persofti» concerned; The 
door was hot even broken open, and 
the only indication that anything out 
of the way had happened was a dis­
carded cheque for $3, which was found 
upon the floor just below the drawer 
from which the money had been re­
moved.

The burglary took place some time 
between 3 and 3.30 o'clock. As a gen­
eral rule Fred Eiia, who is in charge 
of the saloon at night, closes at 2 
o'clock promptly. On thisf occasion, 
however, he was detained for an hour 
or more. When he came to lock the 
back door the key was missing. He 
did not think anything of the circum­
stance, believing that S. G. Chamber- 
lain, day bartender and one of the pro­
prietors, had removed it for some 
reason. Therefore, he contented him­
self with bolting the door from the in­
side. This done, lie proceeded to the 
Maryland restaurant for a meal before 
going home.

While there the police entered and 
notified him that he had -neglected to 
lock up, as the door leading into the 
back entrance of the Grotto was ajar. 
Scarcely crediting the information, he 
returned hastily and found it to be cor­
rect. Entering he sighted the cheque 
upon the floor, and soon discovered the 
loss of the sum mentioned. The police 
were immediately . informed, and the 
detectives are engaged upon the case 
to-day.

Those interested have been busy try­
ing to arrive at a solution of the prob­
lem of how the deed was done so ef­
fectively and with so little trace of its 
author. The conclusion generally agreed 
upon is that the act must have been 
deliberately planned during the past 
fortnight by some person familiar with 
the interior of the saloon. Mr. Cham­
berlain states that ft is not the custom 
to place the money in the safe. At the 
end of every day it is put away in 
some hiding place, which is changed 
every two weeks or so. On this occas­
ion it was put away in a cavity just 
back of one of the drawers. In view 
of the fact that so short a time elapsed 
between Mr. Ella’s departure and his 
receiving notification of the open door 
it is concluded that the robber knew 
where the money was put and, what 
is more to the point, must have been 
in the apartment, unknown to Mr. 
Ella, when he left the building.

Such a thing is not at all impossible, 
as might be supposed, and would ex­
plain several things. Upon this hypo­
thesis it is conjectured that the burg­
lar obtained possession of the key of 
the back door some time during the 
evening in order to prevent its being 
locked. He then hid himself away in 
one of the small adjoining rooms. 
When Mr. Ella left he came out, took 
the money, and escaped, leaving the 
door ajar and throwing the key into a 
corner, where it has since been found. 
The one weakness in the whole scheme 
was the failure to secure the door. 
This neglect was probably due to na­
tural nervousness under the circum­
stances. Had more care in this mat­
ter been exercised the robbery would 
not have been discovered until this 
morning.

As already stated, the police have 
the case in hand, and will leave no 
stone unturned in the effort to bring 
to Justice the guilty party or parties.

MIDWAY AND VERNON
MAY CLAIM SUBSIDY

Chief Justice Hunter Decides That Con­
struction on Line Began Before 

January 1st 1904.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
Chief Justice Hunter yesterday after­

noon gave his decision on the point re­
ferred to him by mutual consent of the 
provincial government and the Midway 
& Vernon Company, He was asked to 
decide whether the company had com­
plied with the Subsidy Act by begin­
ning construction of the road on or be­
fore January 1st, 1904. The Chief Jus­
tice has given the opinion that he be­
lieves this work was actually begun in 
a bona fide way. This is practically a 
judgment that the Midway & Vernon 
Company is entitled to its subsidy of 
$5,000 a mile for the length of the line, 
152 miles, as soon as it is completed.

It is now solely a question of the abil­
ity of the company to construct the 
road. This, the promoters say, is as­
sured. John Cain, of Port Angeles, the 
president of the company, and D. H. 
Macdowall, of this city, secretary of the 
corporation, say that the work will 
proceed now with very little delay. The 
funds will be provided to carry the 
work to completion and to meet the 
liabilities incurred before the stoppage 
last winter on the announcement of the 
minister of finance that the subsidy 
would not be handed over until the 
courts so decided.

The financial arrangements, Mr. Cain 
says; are now made, and the first duty 
will be to wind up the business con­
nected with the building of the first 
ten miles which wa? brought to such an 
abrupt end by the announcement of the 
minister of finance. There are a num­
ber of outstanding accounts. These, 
Mr. Cain says, will be paid first. The 
company will then devote itself to the 
early completion of the line. Work 
will be carried on with ail the expedi­
tion possible, McLean Bros, will be en­
trusted with the construction work, 
and, being well known in the province, 
there is every likelihood that the line 
will be completed within a very reason­
able time.

According to the act the company 
w'ill be paid the subsidy of $5,000 a mile 
for each ten miles as they are con­
structed.

The history ot the Midway & Vernon 
is one of determined action on the part 
of those interested. There have been 
many obstacles to encounter. The evi­
dence of those connected with the 
scheme revealed the fact that at every 
stage of the proceedings there was 
reason to believe the C. P. R. was do­
ing its best to kill the project. Mr. 
Macdowall said that he found the 
greatest trouble on the money markets 
of New York, and ascribed this to the 
interference of other corporations, pre­
sumably the C. P. R. Mr. Smailes, an­
other member of the syndicate which 
was building the line, said he believed 
the C. P. R. had interfered with the 
work after a contract had been let to 
the Atlantic Contract Company, and 
the latter drew out.

The reason for the opposition of the 
C. P. R. to the scheme has been as­
cribed on the floor of the legislature to 
the desire on the part of the big cor­
poration to get possession of the Shus- 
wap & Okanagan railway at its own 
price when the time of the guarantee­
ing of the bonds by the province ex­
pires. Tlie Columbia & Western as ori­
ginally planned was to have been built 
from Midway to connect with the 
Shuswap & Okanagan. The C. P. R„ 
which acquired the charter, never com­
pleted this part of the line. The Mid­
way & Vernon was intended to over­
come this, and for years those interest­
ed in this part of the country have been 
endeavoring to have the line financed. 
In season and out of season the con­
struction of the road has been advo­
cated by Price Ellison.

It was not until last year that the 
financial arrangements were made 
which looked to the completion of the 
road. The contracts were made, and 
McLean Bros, by virtue of this contract 
began the active building of the line. 
Those interested were doomed to dis­
appointment again. The government, 
which acknowledged that the C. P. R. 
had forfeited its right to the subsidy for 
the Columbia & Western sections, pre­
pared to bring in a bill to giant t) 
company the land, but at the same 
time announced through the minister 
of finance, Hon. R. G. Tatlow, that the 
subsidy to the Midway & Vernon, 
which was then actively engaged in the 
work of construction, would not he 
paid until the company established its 
right to it in the courts of the prov­
ince.

Work on the line was then suspended, 
and the company was put to the duty 
of again approaching the government 
to see If something could not be done. 
By a bill introduced into the legislature 
at the last sitting the company was 
confirmed as a corporate body. Premier

THE LIQUOR TRADE 
FREELY ATTACKED

AT PUBLIC MEETING
IN INSTITUTE HALL

Resolation Adopted Calling Upon the 
City Council io Use Its influence 

Against Liquor Tratiic.

There was a large attendance at last 
night’s temperance meeting in Insti­
tute hall. Before the chairman, C. H. 
Lug.-in, took his seat, a number of 
stereoptican views were thrown on the 
cavas by W. M. Ritchie. The speaking 
was strong against the saloon and Uie 
grocery liquor license, and a resolution 
was carried with acclamation naming 
a committee to wait upon the Mayor 
and city council praying that they use 
their influence in suppressing the liquor 
traffic.

Mr. Lugrin said he assented to take 
the chair as lie wished to place him­
self publicly on record as one who 
would at all times be anxious to iden­
tity himself with the cause of temper­
ance. He noted in a recent newspaper 
article the statement that legislative 
temperance enactments are a failure. 
This he did not agree with, and quoted 
Maine as an instance, where temper­
ance formed a subject of legislation, 
and this would not be continued it it 
were a failure. He spoke of a visit to 
the fair in Bangor, Maine, where with 
25,000 people in attendance, there was 
no sign of drunkenness. The driver 
told him that there were numbers of 
places in the town whete drink could 
be had, but the people did not want it. 
The history of prohibition in the state 
of Maine, was proof of the efficiency of 
the measure. In the Canadian country 
adjoining Maine, the Scott Act was in 
force, showing the power of example. 
There was, however, such a thing as 
going ahead too fast, and he contended 
that to make prohibition a success 
there should be behind it a strong and 
healthy public opinion. He denied that 
Victoria was not as temperate a city 
as others in the Dominion, but here, 
perhaps, the drinking habit was more 
open than in other places. He coun­
selled the enforcement of the laws, but 
said that they were not to depend too 
much upon the law—they should culti­
vate public opinion in favor of temper­
ance. He condemned the practice of 
gambling whether in the private house 
or the saloon, and asked that every­
thing be done to put it down.

George Carter spoke of the grocery 
liquor license as a business proposition. 
He said that up to twenty-two or three 
years of age he always took his glass 
whenever he felt inclined to do so, but 
about this age he heard a temperance 
lecture which settled the question as 
tar as he was concerned. He proceed­
ed to say that there never was any 
good in the liquor traffic and never 
would. The drunkard came from the 
moderate drinker, and the moderate 
drinker came from the first dram. The 
grocery liquor 
proposition—dollars and cents. Grocer­
ies did not pay enough, and hence the 
liquor license was secured, it being the 
more profitable. “That Is not as It 
should be or would be If every family 
did its duty,” said the speaker, and he 
proceeded to say that if people would 
deal only with grocers who had no 
liquor license, the latter class of busi­
ness would soon die out. He had heard 
of a little lad being sent with a bill of 
groceries which had a line at the end 
reading, “Convert this into gin." He 
also spoke of a man who went to pay 
his grocers’ bill the other day, and 
raised the objection that there were 
too many entries for butter. A friend 
explained how the thing was done—it 
was liquor that was supplied, and not 
butter. The speaker concluded with a 
strong appeal to all not to use intoxi­
cants, and not to get them from the

L. Tait gave a. chalk talk on revenue 
and taxes from the liquor traffic. He 
contended that the wealth of the coun­
try was diverted into liquor channels, 
and that the remedy was in the legis­
latures and the hands of the people. By 
the aid of a blackboard and chalk the 
speaker proceeded to figure out the 
revenue from the liquor traffic in Vic­
toria as $24,750 per annum.

The cost of the traffic and its main­
tenance in this city he figured out at 
$220,166 per annum made up in part as 
follows: Proprietors’ salaries (77), $77,- 
0C0; assistants ’ salaries ($700 each), 
$53,900; rents, $46,200; breweries, $6,300; 
restaurants, $300; jail officiais (half 
cost), $2,700; police (half cost), $12,160.

The speaker went on to'dilate upon 
the cost of the liquor traffic in Canada, 
which he estimated at $60,000,000 per 
annum; it was $600,000,000 in the United 
Kingdom, and much more in the United 
States.

In conclusion Mr. Tait argued that 
if this trade was to be continued it 
would be at the peril of the rising gen­
eration, and appealed to all for the 
sake of the children, to put down the 
accursed trade, which was bringing 
poverty and crime in its trail.

Rev. S. J. Thompson spoke on “Com­
pensation,” arguing that the saloon 
business was neither moral nor legiti­
mate, and that the time was coming 
when to exercise a liquor license in 
Canada would be a criminal offence. 
He contended that the saloonkeeper 
had no vested interest in his business 
beyond the term of his license, and that 
due notice had been given these people 
that prohibition was coming and that 
they prepare to clear out. There should 
be no compensation whatever for de­
priving liquor dealers of the monopoly 
they have so long enjoyed. No such 
claims had been put forward in any

■'
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hill would convey rights under the Sub­
sidy Act, proposed an 
v*ich would make it clear that thirf 
was not the case. This amendment 
was put on the order paper, but was 
delayed tor a considerable time, and 
finally withdrawn by the Premier on 
an understanding with Price Ellison, 
who would not recede from the posi­
tion taken by himself.

It was finally agreed that the govern­
ment should give every facility towards 
having an appeal taken to the courts 
by way of a reference. This has now 
been done, and the decision of the Chief 
Justice Is that the company began 
work within the time specified.

Upon the resuming of the hearing 
yesterday afternoon before the Chief 
Justice Deputy Attorney-General Mc­
Lean argued that the Aid Act was self 
active. If the section was not compiled 
with requiring the construction of the 
line before a certain date the act be­
came null and void.

He held that under the act the In­
tention was that the road should be 
diligently carried on towards comple­
tion.

His Lordship said that he saw noth­
ing in the act to say that the work was 
to be done with diligence. He could not 
read anything into the act.

Mr. McLean wanted to know if the 
turning over of a sod would constitute 
the beginning of work.

His Lordship said that the construc­
tion of such a great undertaking as the 
C. P. R. began with the turning of a 
sod. It must, of course, be done with 
the intention of proceeding with the 
work. When fifteen months’ work at a 
mile of road was put in it could not be 
said that the company- had not begun 
cost of $2,600 resulting a quarter ot a 
construction.

Mr. McLean held that this could not 
be regarded as actual beginning of con­
struction. At the rate pursued it would 
have taken 750 years to complete the 
work.

His Lordship pointed out that the 
company had to get money outside the 
province to carry on the work.

Mr. McLean said these arrangements 
should all have been made before the 
date specified.

Hts Lordship said that there was 
nothing in the act of the legislature re­
quiring any specified amount of work 
being required.

Mr. McLean said the government had 
no right to pay over a cent until they 
were satisfied that every section of the 
act had been lived up to.

His Lordship said he still had some 
doubt as to whether the plan had to 
be filed before work began.

Mr. McLean said that under the pro­
vincial act the work was to be con­
structed after plans had been filed. 
The subsidy was granted on terms im­
posed by the province. There was real­
ly no construction begun until the rail­
way act had been complied with. The 
work done prior to 1904 was illegal.

“Who could complain?” asked the 
Chief Justice.

Mr. McLean said that the govern­
ment of the province could have stop­
ped the work by mandamus.

“If they could stop it construction 
must have begun," said Mr. Bodweil.

The Chief Justice in giving his deci­
sion said this was an important mat­
ter to the parties concerned, and he 
therefore proposed to prevent any de­
lay. He accordingly would give his 
decision at once.

He said that in 1901 the company was 
incorporated. In 1902, by reason of $10,- 
000 not having been deposited the act 
became null and void. In 1902 the Sub­
sidy Act was passed and the former 
act was revived. Work was to be be­
gun within six months after aid agree­
able to the company had been obtained 
from the Dominion. The question was 
whether work was begun on or before 
January 1st. 1904.

In 1903 the Dominion parliament 
granted aid to the Midway & Vernon. 
In 1903 work was begun in locating the 
line near Vernon and also active work 
on the proposed route. The plans and 
profiles were not filed before January, 
1904, and not until March, 1904.

The evidence went to show that work 
was done on the route for the last 
three days of 1903 and for some time 
afterwards. The work was formally 
commenced by Price Ellison on Jan­
uary 1st, 1904.

In 1904 a contract was entered into 
with the Atlantic Contract Company, 
which came to nothing.

As early as February, 1905, the evi­
dence would indicate that the govern­
ment had some doubt as to whether 
the subsidy had been earned. In No­
vember this was further confirmed, 
and in December, 1905, a peremptory 
statement was made by the minister 
of finance that the subsidy would not 
be paid until the courts made a de­
claration as to the obligation of the 
government in the matter.

By a contract with the Okanagan 
Construction Company about $80,000 or 
$90,000 had been spent and ten miles 
constructed.

The evidence was indisputable that 
two men were put to work on the con­
struction of the line before January 
1st, 1904.

It must be held that actual work 
was begun on or before January 1st, 
1904.

If the legislature had required the 
doing of a certain act it was not for it 
to say that it might be done in a dif­
ferent way to what it was done. The 
legislature had required only that work 
should commence before the date. This 
had been done.

Something had been said about char­
ter mongers and that these people had 
not the money to go on with. There 
was too much of a tendency sometimes 
to sneer at so-called charter mongers. 
Capital had to be brought in to build 
these works. It was a necessary thing 
for local people to get a charter and 
thus induce financiers to come in and 
construct it.

There was a point about which he 
had rather more doubt. This was 
whether the construction could be said 
to have commenced before plans had 
been filed. After consideration he did 
not think that this contention of Mr. 
McLean had force. Whfft the section 
meant was that there should be bona 
fide construction of the railway, in 
tact, before the date. The construction 
required was not, he thought, of such 
a character as to indicate that all the 
requirements of the law should be 
complied with.

He held that the object of this filing 
of plans was to give persons through 
whose lands the line was to pass notice 
of the route and to allow of action be­
ing taken.

Whether the Dominion or Provincial 
statutes were followed he thought the

Clause of Agreement Which May 

Be Accepted.

Treated.Algeciras, March 27.—The committee 

of the Moroccan conference has pre­
pared the text of a paragraph which it 
is expected will be the basis of an ac­
cord on the police question.

Although the evacuation of Work 
Point barracks here, the last station 
to be held by a garrison of British reg­
ulars, in Canada, is set for the begin­
ning of May, propositions made by the 
heads Of the militia department at Ot­
tawa, have resulted in an arrangi-ment 
whereby Lieut.-Col. English. R. E.! the 
commandant of the garrison, will ex­
tend his sojourn in this country for two 
years longer. The militia council wish 
to avail themselves of his services in 
connection with the work of properly 
organizing the more technical arms of 
the service, and it is understood that 
Coionel English is willing to undertake 
these new duties. He will not remain 
in 'Tctoria, in all probability, but will 
likely be either attached to headquar­
ters staff at Ottawa, or will go on the 
instructional staff at the Royal Mili­
tary College in Kingston.

Col. English is regarded as one of the 
smartest of the junior officers in the 
arm to which he belongs, and his pop­
ularity in this city is great, his mod­
esty being as noteworthy as his effici­
ency.

It is also regarded as a fortunate 
thing that so many of the men now 
in the barracks intend to transfer to 
the Canadian service. When the deci­
sion was reached by the Home and 
Canadian governments thkt the latter 
should take over the defences at Hali­
fax and Esquimau, it so happened that 
the local garrison was in the midst of 
building and mounting ordnance on 
new batteries on Signal Hill, overlook­
ing Esquimau harbor. Orders to dis­
continue this work followed, and hence 
when the Canadian force marches in 
to quarters here early in May, one of 
the first matters to which their officers 
must direct attention will be the pros­
ecution of the work on this cliff.

Victoria Real Pro­
perty Tax Sale By-law, a measure 
fathered by Aid. Yates. Readers 
the Times will remember that this was 
left in abeyance upon suggestion of 
Aid. Fell in order to permit the city 
solicitor to submit a legal opinion as 
to the wisdom of adopting it at the 
present time. He thought that per­
haps its provisions would interfere 
with those of the new provincial act 
dealing with the same matter.

The by-law, in brief, provides for the 
introduction of an entirely new sys­
tem of the sale of lands, the owners of 
which have been delinquent in the pay­
ment of the taxes levied upon them. 
Heretofore the custom has been to 
place them at auction, the person of­
fering to put up the money necessary 
to free them from' all such encum­
brance for the least portion of the pro­
perty in question being awarded a 
mortgage upon it to the extent of his 
advance. Thus, in the case of the real 
estate being much in demand, it often 
occurred, and still happens, that a bid­
der purchases as a fraction of an inch 
of the land by paying the taxes. By 
doing this he obtained a hold upon the 
real estate of much the same charac­
ter as a mortgage, and providing the 
sum advanced was not redeemed with­
in a specified time, was granted a deed 
and became the lawful owner of the 
property. Perhaps it is not proper to 
describe the system in the past tense, 
because it is still in vogue, although 
Aid. Yates’ by-law aims at its elimin­
ation and the introduction of a method 
which, he contends, should prove much 
more satisfactory, not only to the pur­
chaser, but to the person or persons 
owning the property, and who, through 
some misfortune, might not be able to 
raise the money necessary for the pay­
ment of their taxes.

They will 
make their headquarters at the Lake 
View hotel, a messenger having bee» 
dispatched there by bicycle hours ago 
to see that proper arrangements were 
made for their reception. Probably 
some fishing will take place to-night, 
and at any rate the Prince will be 
active first thing in the morning with 
rod and line.

The unexpected alteration in the 
plans 'is a result of reports that fishing 
along the river is not good, while that 
at the lake now cannot be excelled. 
Several fine catches have recently been 
announced. Local sportsmen are con­
fident" that the Prince and the distifi- 
guished noblemen who accompany him 
will bring back creditable catches. The 
conditions are ideal.

It has been decided to divide the 
party into two section, one having gone 
to Cowichan and while the other re­
mains at Duncans fishing up the river.

It might be well to say something of 
the resort chosen for the special honor 
of a visit from a member of the royal 
family of Great Britain. It is a typi­
cal mountain stream running due west 
and emptying into the Gulf of Georgia 
on the east side of Vancouver Island. 
Rising in Cowichan lake, a magnificent 
body of water, it flows through high 
and low lands until reaching the ocean. 
Near the head waters the stream di­
minishes into a swift-flowing rivulet 
seemingly impassable, and rolling over 
immense boulders and banks with a
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1!dull roar which obliterates all other 
sound. On either side is the impene­
trable forests in its primeval state, un­
settled and tracked by paths known 
only to the Indians, and a few' of the 
more enthusiastic fishermen who think 
nothing of fatiguing travel when the 
goal is a shady pool well stocked with 
mountain trout. As the stream des­
cends it broadens almost imperceptibly. 
The rapids become less frequent and 
the waters are swelled by numerous 
comparatively insignificant tributaries. 
This process continues until when it 
reached the pretty little town of Dun­
cans it has developed into a somewhat 
pretentious river.

All along the stream from Duncans 
to the head waters there are ideal pot 
holes, spots that w'ould delight the 
heart of the angler.
