He 8aid that ‘Lord Caw-
dor's picture of Belfast as a German
naval base showed the amount of wis-
dom in letting loose & band of peers
and bro-eonsuls who have been making
the political welkin ring.

Respecting fiscal matters he claiined
that Great Britain has 'shorter hours
of labor, higher wages and lower prices
of Teal necessities, and -on the whole
a less burden of unemployment than
any protectionist country. Exportation
of capital was one of the surest indi-
cations of the prosperity and produc-_
tiveness of British industry.

NEW MONARCH
RULES BELGIUM

PRINCE ALBERT SUCCEEDS
LATE KING LEOPOLD

Takes Oath in Presence of
Members of Royal Family
and Others.

»Brygsels, Dec. 28~Prince Albert be-
came King of Belgium to-day.

The oath was administered in pdrlia-
ment hall in the presence of the Bel-
gian ministry. Prince Albert’'s = wife,
Princess Estephanie and = Clementine,
and scores of foreign diplomsts.

Prince - Albert became -King of the
Belgians from the moment the oath
was administered, in view of the fact
that the official’ ceremony does not in-
clude coronation.

In his inaugural speech King Albert
attempted, to defend the goverfiment
and the late King Leopold against the
world’s attacks. because of the eourse
Belgium has pursued  in -the Congo.
“We will continue Belgium’s policy of
humanity and justice in 'the future
colonizatieti of the Congo. We have a
great work to Derform there, ang we
will give it our 'best administrative
ability,” the new mondrch declared.

Prince Albert of Flanders, who suc-
ceeds ‘his unele, stands near to King
Edward VII in kinship, for the
Prince’s: father, ~Philip Count . of
Flandets, being the brother of Leopold
IL, ‘was first ceusin to the late Queéen
Victeria, so that King Edward and his
namesake Prince Albert “are second
cotisins, -

8th, 1875, and - on October  2nd, 1900,
married Princess BElizabeth of Bavaria.
Their children are: Prince Leopold, 8
years old; Prince Charles, 6 years of
age, and Princess Marie Jose, 3 years
old.

Contrary to expectations there will
be no special meeting of the. board :of
health this evening to deal with the
affairs of the Isolation hospital. Mayor
Hall said this morning that the megt-
ing held on Monday evening last was
adjourned to the call of the chair, and
that he has . not yet summoned a fur-
ther session.

Dr, Robertson, the medical healith
officer, at whose instance’an inquiry
into the affairs of the hospital was in-
stituted, has, at the request .of <he
board, placed his charges against Mrs.
King, the matron, in’ writing. This
statement sets forth “the.reason why,
in his opinion, ‘it would be desirable to
ask the matron for her resignation.

Dr. Robertson - has informed = the
mayor that he will have to-hand in his
resignation should the beaxd refuse to-
act upon his recommendation. In this
connection a very interesting point has
been “disclosed. It 'is believed that
should Dr. Robertson be ‘compelled to
hand in his resignatipn .and the same
be accepted; the. board would find it-
self in the -peition of being unable to
get any other physician in the city to.

It has been ascertained by the Times
that a number of the members of the
board are favorable to reviving .the
proposition that the Iseolation hospital
be surrendered as a ¢ivie institution
and that the Jubilee hospital be given
the task of caring for such patients as
are now treated by the city.

Matter to.Come Up at This
Evening’s Meeting of Streets

The- contract system in connection
with civic work will receive a jolt at
this’evening’s meeting of the council,
when a protest will be read from. the
property ‘owners on Wharf street
against the cost of the vitrified pave-
ment -which has recently heen laid on
that thoroughfare. It is stated that the
sum which the property owners will
have to pay -exceeds by $7,700 the
amount which was estimated by City
Engineer Topp when the imprevement
scheme was first reported on. Another
grievance of the owners is that while
the Denny-Reéenton Company of Seattle,
which supplied the brick, was willing
to -enter into an agreement with the
corporation guaranteeing the pavement
for ten years, the city council took no
steps whatever to have this agreement
executed.

One of the owners on Wharf street
this morning explained the case to.the
Times. It was true, he said, that the
owners had lodged a protest against
the cost of the work which has been
charged against them. When the en-
terprise was ‘first mooted there had
been-a meeting of the owners and. it
was decided to send a deputation over
to the cities on the other side of the
line to inspect the pavements there
which had proved suitable for heavy
straffic. - This deputation had visited
Portland, Tacoma and Seattle, and had
been convinced that vitrified brick
would be the best pavement,

Water Question Likely to Be
Chief Issue of the Cam-

paign.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)
While no public meetings have been
arranged to be held for the discussion
of municipal Issues until after the holi-
day season, much interest is still being
manifested in the approaching elec-
tlons. Speculation continues to be
keen in respect to the identity of the
“dark horse” who, it'is now generally
known, will put in an appearance be-
fore nomination day in the fight for
the mayoralty, - The - choice of - the
Voters’ League in regard .to the can-
didate to whom they will accord sup-
port is believed to be the determining
factor in the situvation,
It is felt by many that the issue of
the campaign which will overshadow
20 others will be the question of a
water supply—this situation arising
from the somewhat startling dis-
ciosures by Ald. Stewart to the effect
that within a' comparatively brief
period Victoria will, -of necessity, be
compelled to buy water by the gallon
from ‘the Esquimalt Waterworks Co.
What will serve to further concentrate
public attention on the water question
is‘the fact that the ratepayers are to
be asked—if the present decision of the
City Council holds good—tfo give their
sanction to a by-law to raise the sum
of $1,600,000 to bring water in from
Sooke Lake. Judging from the opin-
ion which is held by the man in the
street it is improbable that the by~
law will pass—it is even freely pre-
dicted that it will be rejected by an
immense majority. In explanation of
this possible attitude on the part of
the ‘people, it is contended that a coun-
cil about to reliquish office should not
place such an impeortant measure be-
fore the taxpayers—particularly at a
time when the mismanagement of the
water “department of the city ‘is' the
cause of ‘a’ great amount of discontent.
It is bhelleved that at Monday even-
ing's meeting of the City Council, in
view of this ‘situation, an “endeavor
may be made by some of the aldermen
to have the by-law for the Sooke Lake
enterprise stand over to be dealt with

REVOLUTIONISTS

ARE VICTORIOUS

GOVERNMENT FORCES
HAVE SURRENDERED

Six Hundred Men- of Nicar-
aguan Army Killed and
Wounded in Battle.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 22.—The
army -of former President Zelaya has
surrender to the forces of provisional
President Estrada at Rama.

This information came in -the form
of a cable message to the state de
partment to-day from Capt. Shipley,
of the cruiser Des Moines.

Capt. Shipley reports that Zelaya's
forces lost in killed and wounded 600
men during the fighting about Recero
and Rama yesterday.

Detachments of marines and hospital
corps’ from the American ships 4t
Bluefields are establishing fleld hos-
pitals where the wounded are being
cared for.

The Zelayan troops were defeated
yesterday by the revolutionary force
in a flerce battle at Rama, lasting sev-
eral hours,

The first announcement of the Es-
trada army campaign came in a cable-
gram to Dr, Castrillo, the representa-
tive here of the provisional govern-
ment, yesterday. It was signed- by
Diaz, secretary of state of the provis-
ional government. The cablegram
said: “Complete victotry is ours. Ze-
laya's troops are in retreat.”

Late last evening the state depart-
ment gave out the following from
Consul Moffatt, which had been sent
by wireless telegraph from Colon:

‘‘“Eistrada’s forces at Tatumbla and
Recreo, near Rama, commanded by
General Mena at the former place and
Generals Camerro, Mattuti and Diaz
at the latter place, partially routed and
defeated the forces of Zelaya after g
desperate fight of several hours. The
Zelayan forces were commanded by
General Gonzales. A great many were
killed, the number being unknown. One
hundred were wounded and 150 prison-
ers were taken by the revolutionists.
The Zelayan troops at Recréo have oc-
cupied what has been considreed a
strong position. Estrada is -confident
of defeating the enemy.- when he re-
news the attack to-morrow and forc-

-ing surrender.”’ >

Sydney, N. S:; Dec. 22.—Reports re-
ceived in Sydney state that mnorthern
Cape Breton was slightly shaken by
an earthquake on Monday afternoon,
the effects of ‘which were felt from
Mabou, in the western portion of the
island, to St. Ann’s, on the east side.
Communication with Inverness ~was
wholly cut off Monday night. The
shock was felt there more severely
than in any other section of the island,
and after ;8 o'clock Monday afternoon
it was impossible to get in communi-
cation with that section.

It is thought, however, that the tele-
phone interruption is due to a snow-
storm which ragea all day Monday.
Reports also come in from Orangedale
of a disturbance there. The telephone
central at that point stated that
shortly after 3 o'clock the village was
startled. by a heavy rumbling sound.
At first it was thought to be an ex-
press train running at high speed, but
in a moment . the ground began to
sway and tremble. Dishes and light
articles danced around on shelves, and
a store was badly shaken. No damage
was reported on the line of the Inter-
colonial.

Purely Local.

Toronto, Dec. 21.—There is no record
on' the seismograph at Toronto ob-
servatory of the earthquake which
shook Cape Breton on Monday after-
noon, news of which was delayed
throngh the breaking of the cables.
“It must have been a purely local
affair, and not a very big one at that,”
said an observatory official.

London, Dece. 21l.—However much the
King’s advisors in both parties may
desire to keep his Majesty ‘out of the
present erisis, they find it almost im-
possible.

TAXICABS MAY BE
INTRODUCED HERE

Local Capital Interested in
Project to Provide New
Vehicles.

“Taxi, sir; taxi?”

This new note of the curbstone will,
it is said, be heard in Victoria for the
first time this summer, a company be-
ing projected to give to the Capital
City the added convenience among its
inter-city transportation facilities of
the swift and ¢heap taxicab, =

Already most of the large citles of
the Bast as well as those of the Old
Land and Europe are, equipped with
these vehicles, but up to date they
have not penetrated to'any extent to
the cities of the West.

By means of the taxicab, as is well
known, a Passenger pays according to
a sliding scale, which is regulated by
the distance he traverses. An auto-
matic metre registers the minimum
fare, say of twenty-five cents, as he or
she enters, and thereafter the metre
automatically records the growth of
the fare as the distance increases. In
the Old Country a shilling fare jwill
take the traveller anywhere in a mile
radius.

In the European cities they have
largely- supplanted the once indispen-
sable 'ansom cab, both because of their
swiftness and also' because they re-
lieve the traveller from the extortion
of which the hansom  drivers were
often guilty.

The capital interested in the new
venture is said to be entirely local,
and the promoters hope to have the
eyuipage in Victoria streets this
summer.

What the council should insist
upon is to have Sooke Lake all ready
to deliver water when Elk Lake was
about exhausted owing to the growth
in pbpulation.

Stewart sald he would
support the resolution, but he did not
agree that there wag enough water in
Elk Lake to last for five years. Elk
Lake had never been so low as this
vear prior to the excessive rainfall, For
the past five years the lake has not
filled to ite average capacity. The city
was growing very rapidly, and it was
not wise in his epinion to create the
impression that there was an ample
supply of water in Elk Lake to draw
from. He personally ‘was of the opin-
ion there was only sufficient water in
Elk and Beaver Lakes to last over the
coming year. If members of the board
would take the figures of the daily con=
sumption and follow the records, which
are available in the water commis-
sioner’s office, they would agree with
him. As for there being hidden
springs in Sooke Liake which were ad-
ding to the volume of water, he did
not believe there was a drop of water
flowing into ‘the lake in the summer
}ime. There were 400 new dwellings
erected in Victoria last year. This
meant a great increase in the number
of additional water gervices. Then
there were the additiofal sewer con-
nections. In his opinion, if the city
was not forced to buy water by the
gallon in two years it would certainly
be forced to do so in three. They
might as well get ready to face the
music. Any person could see that he
had not exaggerated the situation if
they would take time to study the
records. Elk Lake had never went 30
low as this year. Of course the ex-
ceptional rainfall of a few weeks ago
hLad relieved the situation somewhat.

The financial panic two or three years
ago, which struck even neighboring
cities on the coast with staggering
force, left not a ripple on the commer-
cial, surface here, because the vast
majority of the inhabitants are unaf-
fected by such things. These features
have combined to make Victoria one
of the finest retail centres in Canada.
The great.access of populati(;n dur-
ing the past five years, too, is only be-
ginning to be realized. -Upwards of
20,000 people have been added to the
population in the last rive or six years.
The census of 1910 will probably show
that the city hasg more than doubled in
population in the decade. With all this
increase there has“notideen a propor-
tionate extension of the business area,
and hence the tradesmen of the city
have reaped corresponding advantages.
This factor in the situation is particu-
larly emphasized at the Christmas sea-
ss0n,¢ whEn buving is much mere in-
discriminate both as to expenditure
and-locality thgh at any other time.
We think the delightful weather had
little to do with the case. Had the
Christmas holidays fallen in torrents
of rain or in a snowfall, buying would
still have been on an elaborate scale.

Mr. Oliver,
who is a candidate for the mayoralty,
has outlined a scheme which would
at once relieve the heavy hurden upon
the ratepayers of going to Sooke Lake
as a separate municipality and solve
the water problem for all surrounding
municipalities, which also have claims*
which cannot be ignored to a satis-
factory water service. Whoever may
be elected to fill the chair of chief
magistrate of the city, that scheme
cannot be ignored. It will be taken
up, investigated and either accepted
or rejected. The co-operation of the
provincial government, ‘it is true, 1s
necessary to insure the success of the
proposal, but we think such co-opera-
tion can be safely counted on, as it
would involve no liability upon the
treasury. The element of time is im-
portant, it is true, as the city is grow-
ing rapidly, and may outgrow the ca-
pacity of EIKk Lake before any scheme

plete and experience provéed that it
did not fulfil the purpose for which it
was designed.

As long as thé council
seemed inclined to take the side of the
engineer and his staff and to-maintain
in spite of facts which were palpable
to all who had eyes to see that there
weres no inherent defects in the reser-
voir, was it any wonder that all sorts
of rumors were set in circulation in re-
gard to the manner in which the work
had been executed?

Now that the faets are admitted, the
ground has been cleared for action of
some kird, we suppose. What that ac-
tion will be is at present past finding
out. The maiter appears te be entire™
1y in the hands of Engineer Adams, but
he -has passed from civic control. The
couneil has no grip upon him. He has
been paid in full for whatever services
he may have performed. He has left
behind him a work which is not to his
credit as a professional man.  Consid-
eration of that fact' may induce - Mr.

. Adams to come back -and give the

couheil the ‘benefit. of his .'i_dvice. That
is the only bond the city holds as a
guarantee that the engineer will under-
take to make the reservoir fit for the
work it was designed to do. And at
that the process of mending may prove
a very expensive affair for the people
of Victoria.

If the gentlemen of the City Council
made an effort to divorce themselves
temporarily from their official positions
and to survey the situation from the
point of view of mere ratepayers, they:
would perhaps be inclined to admit that
there are real grounds for dissatisfacs
tion.

FISCAL TENDENCIES.

A member of the Taft cabinet made
significant announcement a
few days ago.

ARE PURCHASED

ONE VESSEL COMES
TO PACIFIC COAST

: »
The Rainbow Wil Sail From
- 0Old Country in the
Spring.

Ottawa, Dec, 23.—The first Canadian
warship will be in commission in Can-
adian waiers.next spring._.

The government has grrang‘ed for the
prchase from the British admiralty of
the - second class twin serew:icouiser
Rainbow, one of Apollo typesot un-
armored cruisers, and the - vessel is
now in drydock in Great Britain under-
going necessary alteration and repairs
prepardatory to being sent across fhe
Atlantic early next spring, g

Arrangements are also belng magde
for gecuring from the admirally an-
other second-class cruiser of some-
what larger type for service 113 Canada
next summer. :

Both vessels are to be used in the
dual capacity of fisheries protection
¢ruisers and training ships.

Thé Rainbow will probably be put in
commission on the Pacific coast and
the second cruiser will be stationed on
the Atlantic coast.

It had been the intention of the gov-
ernment at first merely to secure 2
loan of the Rainbow from the ad-
miralty pending the construction of
seven mnew ships contemplted in . the
initial naval construction programme,
but the arrangements now made are
for purchase outright vessels being of-
fered to the Canadian government at a
reasonable price. .

The purchase price is not yet divulged,
but will be announced to the Commons
next-month. _

The vessels will b& manned at firs!, of
course, by British officers and men, whose
places will be taken by.Canadians gradu-
ally as men and officers are trained.

The ‘main object of getting the gruisers
at once is to seture speedy training of
crews for the new warships,” which will
of course not be completed for probably
a couple of years or so. The complement
of the Rainbow's crew is 273. Bhe was
launched in 1891 apd cost $920,000. Her
tonnage is 3,400, length 380 feet, draft 16.6
feet, speed 20 kni’ats.._ She carries two 6-
inch guns, six 4.%inch guns, eight 6-
pounders and four_torpedo tubes.

BAD CONCRETE
IN RESERVOIR

STATEMENT BY A MAN
WHO KNOWS THE FACTS

Two Days’ Delay in Wiring
Message to Arthur L.
: Adams.

Despite the fact that the City Coun-
cil on Monday evening decided to in-
struct the water commissioner to wire
to Arthur L. Adams, the water expert
at San Francisco, informing him that
the board desired to know at once if
he intended to come to Victoria at his
own expense and make a report on the
condition of Smith’s Hill reservoir, the
message was not forwarded until yes-
terday. This, notwithstanding the fact
that the mayor said at Monday even-
ing's meeting that he, would see the
water commissioner and arrange for
the message to be dispatchéd promptly.
In this connection there is a rumor in
city hall circles that Mr. Adamg will
not again come to Victoria—it being
assumed that as the council only ask
him for a report and will give no
guarantee that that report shall be
acted upon and carried out by an en-
gineer of his selectlon, he will decline
to act any further for the city.

The Times was informed -to-day by
a gentleman who knows as much about
the manner in which the reservoir was
constructed as any other person, that
it will cost a considerable sum of
money to repair-t and make it water-
tight. Asked what was the matter
with the reservoir, he replied that the
whole trouble was in the concrete. In
the first ‘place, it was {improperly

secondly, it had been placéd against &
slanting “dry” wall with the conse-
quence that the fluid material had run
into the wall and the stones collected
in a heap at the bottom.

The Times informant said that while
the work was in progress this condi-
tion of affairs came to the knowledge
of the men engaged by the city in
looking after the job, and when they
showed. a disposition to complain that
good work was not being done they
wvere told to keep quiet and to take
their instructions from Mr. Kempe.

Asked what would be the better way
of repairinfig the reservoir to make
it watertight, the reply was to the ef-
fect that a coating of asphalt would
no doubt do the trick. It was expla,}ned,
however, that on top of the asphalt
there would have to be another coat-
ing of concrete, as should the asphalt
be bare to the sun it wouyld, during
the summer, run off the face of the
slanting walls on to the bottom. The
sum involved in the job of effecting
repairs will be very considerable In
consequence, as the surface to be
treated is very large.

Four days 0 rolling on the
West Coast, valuable time to the mon wi’
the siller, and would be taken often it
only 20 hours o’ comfortable ride “all the_
way would dae it, and the chiel wi* the
capital would come an’ see for himsel,
an’ he could see, tae, that it would be
easy and less expense to develop the
thing we hae here, Wi’ this chance to
communicate quickly.

Now, Maister Editor, to come to the
point o’ this letter.- I am gaun to ask ye
a favor, and it’s nae easy one either. I
want ye to gang yersel to the Horj, Rich-
ard McBride (it's as weel to gie im his
full name the noo) and lay this matter o’
the weée railway before him. Every man
Jack and Gill at this end o" the Island
would sign -a petition for this, but what
is the use, there is nae voting the noo.

EXECUTOR CALLED
ON TO PROVE WILL

Unusual Lawsuit is
Heard by Mr. Justice
Gregory.

A'lawsuit of an unusual type is go-
ing on before Mr. Justice Gregory to-
day, the executor of the late Matthew
J. Marshall, of Cowichan, J. Forrest,
ad plaintiff, being called upon by John
Spears to prove the will in solemn
form.

Marsha}l died on January 18th last,
on January 2nd he made a will leav-
ing section 8, range 1, to William Moul-
ton, and the balance to Spears, who
was a nephew. Spears alleges that the
testator was not competent to make
a will at the time, that there is a
former will under which, he is sole
beneficiary and that he can prove by
dotumentary evidence that the section
mentioned was sold to him by the old
man in 1899.

‘Wootton and Goward, is acting for
the plaintiff, and Arthur D, Crease gor
defendant.

The chief witness to-day was Moul-
ton, who appears to have been living
with Marshall, a man of 84, for some
time, -as was Spears, and he claims
that the will in question recognized
his services in taking care of the ol
man. A letter from Spears to Moul-
ton was put in, in which Spears de-
clared that he had proof of his pur-
chase of the section, and.added: “If
that don’t make your will of January
2nd look like three cents I will eat my
hat.”

LOST IN NORTH WOODS |

Young Man Wanders for Three
Days Near Prince
Rupert.

Princé Rupert, Dee. 23,—To wander,
pewildered and half-famished for near-
ly three days in the -woods in the
neighborhood of Kaien island has been
the experience of Thomas Knowling.
He arrived in town with Matthew
Kritz, and he has the later to thank
for guiding him out of the wilderness
and thereby saving his life.’

Last week Mr. Knowling, with  a
few companions, was travelling along
the grade in the direction “of Prince
Rupert. He became separated from
them and in a surprisingly short time
found that he could not locate his
chums. He was in. tne woeds, and the
more he tried to get out the more
difficult seemed to be the task. He
had no shelter, no food. He was lost.

Every device that he knew of, to
steer” him. out of the brush he tried,
but all to no avail. Every hour made
a more severe tax on-* his strength.
Hoping against hope, he wandered on,
day after day and night after night,
but still found himself struggling to
find some trail that might lead to
safety. The weather, while it could

not be described as being cold, was
still severe enough to affect a man in

Mr. Knowling’s condition. He had
some tobacco, and' he made the mest
of it.

Mr. Kritz was ranging the woods in
connection with certain prospecting
operations. He met the lost man, and
it didn’t take long for him to realize
that he was indeed suffering from the
effect of hunger and exposure. A fire
was made, also hot coffee and a meal,

and Mr. Knowling paid his respects to’

the repast with all the wvigor that he
was capable of summoning. A good
rest and some -of the essentials of clvil-
ization and Mr. Knowling will be him-
self again.

DEATH ACCIDENTAL.
Seattle Woman Was Killed by: Street
Car
Seattle, Wash,,~ Dec. 22.—Coroner J.
C. Snyder has ascertained that Mrs.
Dorothy, Woodhead, whose body was
found in Lake Union Sundgy, was kill-
ed by a Meridian avenue car which
reached the trestle at 12.20" Sunday
morning. His investigations led him
to ‘discard the theories of murder or

suicide.

The movements of Mrs, Woodhead
were traced from the timie ‘she left her
home at 520 Terry avenue north at
7.30 o'clock Saturday evéning until she
was placed aboard a car at Sixth and
Westlake avenue shortly after .mid-
night By a man who had spent part
of ‘the evening with her at & cafe.

The car ~ taken by Mrs. Woodhead
was crowded and she was carried be-

vond her stopping point, which was Re-

publican street, according to the in-
formation obtained by Coroner Sny-
der.

“After alighting from her car, Mrs.
Woodhead’s - first impulse, doubtless,

was to return by.the trestle over which:

she . had come,” said Dr. Snyder.

“Probably she walked until she saw:

the swift -approach of the Meridian
avenue car which struck her. In at-
tempting “to  get off the trestle she
turned andstarted back toward the
platform. In hér haste she slipped and
fell prostrate on the ties, between the
outer stringer and the most easterly
rail., Whether she was stunned by the
fall cannot- be told, but it is certain
that within a few seconds she ‘was
struck by the car. She still held her
hand bag, which is shown by the fact
that pieces of flesh adhered to-it. Her
left hand and leg were crushed and
her -body thrown from ' beneath - the
wheels.

“The autopsy:-disclosed that none of
her injuries - would bave caused instan-
taneous death and that she 'did not
drown. It is most likely that the body
was thrown to the stringer, where it
remained poised for a few minutes.
Her death ' struggles or the shaking
caused, by the passing of another car
doubtless precipitated the body into
the ilake.

“The statements of her companions
or the évening, g:ving a clear and cir-
cumstantial account of her movements,
and the absence fof any motive for
raurder or for suicide, are proof that
her death was due to accident.”

KILLED BY ROCK FALL.

surface, instantly, killing Ennis.. The
funeral of the deceased was very large-
lv attended by his friends-and members
of the Miners’ union,

ELEVATORS IN ALBERTA,

Over . One Hundred Erected  During
Past Year and Others Planned.

Calgary, Dec. 23.—Evidence
marked progress and. possibilities of
Alberta comes in the.announcement
that during the past year grain in-
terests expended over $17,000,000 in the
erection of 119 new elevators through-
out the province. A These elevators
provide 56 new towns with grain stor-
eage facilities, the total storage added
during 1907 being 3,958,000 bushels. This
province now has 245 elevators, with a
capacity. of 8,050,400 bushels, which is
practically equal to the ‘capacity of
the entire Northwest territories in the
season of 1904-1905. It is expected,

SAYS DECISION
WAS IRREGULAR

VANCOUVER HOCKEY
MAN HAS OBJECTION

Meeting Which Disqualified
Bayfield Was Uncon-
sututional.

Officials of the Vancouver Hockey
Club are indignant at the manner in
which the representatives of the
Island clubs are alleged to have set-
tled the Vancouver-North Vancouver
dispute, and in view of the fact that
no evidence was taken by the gentle-
men who adjudicated upon the case
they are quite justified in asking that
the case be dealt with in the proper
way. \

In a letter to the News-Advertiser
a member of the Vancouver club says:

The trouble originally started with
the first game between these two
teams on November 6th, when it was
apparent that there was consldprable
feeling shown by both sides. There-
fore, on November 20th, when they
next played, the teams being very
evenly matched, the game was Vvery
hard fought, and resulted in a win for
Vancouver. North Vancouver imme-
diately protested on the grounds of
rough play and also asked for the
suspension of Bayfield, of Vancouver
team.

Although Vancouver has a repre-
sentative on the B. C. League, he re-
ceived no notice of the protest, but
was notified by Mr. Paget-Ford, sec-
retary of the B. C. League, that he
(Ford) had arranged to have the pro-
test heard in the Vancouver Athletic
Club rooms on Saturday, the 1lth, at
11 a.m. All the teams in the league
were to be represented. At the _time
appointed, however, only Captain Rod
Maitland, of the Vancouver team, and
Captain Macdonald, of the Garrison
team, turned up, neither Mr. Ford nor
the North Vancouver ‘or Victoria rep-
résentatives putting in an appearance.
Now, although this meeting. was not
called °constitutionally, nor was any
right (by the constitution) vested in
Mr. Ford to call it, the Vancouver
Hockey Club, who were the only par-
ties directly interested in the affair,
who put in an appearance, and as the
others failed to show up, the protest
was apparently dropped, and up to this
stage the only information in the
hands of the B. C. League was the
protest containing the .charges of
North Vancouver. No reply to these
¢harges from <Vancouver was asked
for; they were not heard, and al-
though they- had equally serious
¢harges to bring against the North
Yancouver team, they were not vet
before the B. C. Leagu~. . However,
Mr. Ford and Messrs. M ., of Vic-
foria, and Macdonald, of Garrison, on
the way down to Victoria, appointed
themselves a committee (by no rule
contained in the constitution) and dis-
cussed North Vancouver's side of the
eontroversy and suspended Bayfield,
¢ensuring Farquhar .and ordered the
game replayed. So, although Vancou-
ver went to that meeting—which those
who actually adjudicated wupon the
question did not attend—prepvared to
show that Bayfield’s action was jus-
tifiable and excusable, and that there
was no constitutional reason for the
replaying of the game, they were not
even heard, but on Monday last were
asked to bow to a decision arrived at
in a manner that, to the average intel-
ligent expondent of fair play, was not
only unconstitutional but utterly
absurd. What makes the pill harder
than ever is that Paget-Ford, one of
the judges, lost comsiderable money on
the game by way of a bet.

As to the actual charges there need
be very little said, and although there
has been guite a howl about Cardinall,
of North Vancouver, being injured, the
fact that Evans Deane, the secretary
for the Vancouver team, has been con-
fined to the house ever sifce the game
and may not be able to play again this
season as a result of Bayliss's check-
ing, does not look as if the Vancouver
team were the only offenders.

For Vancouver to accept this de-
cision would set a precedent unheard
of in the deciding of charges against
any team inasmuch ag it is a decision
reached without even hearing the case
—because a hearinig means both sides.”

GREAT CARIBOO DAM
IS BEING RUSHED ON

B

Large Force of Men on the
Work on Swift
River.

Ashcroft, Deec. 20.—Rapid progress is
being made at construction of the
Quesnel Hydraulic Cold Mining Com-
pany’'s dam at Swift river, which was
planned by G. W. Dubois, the well-
known mining engineer of Philadelphia.

H, Fergussen, of Burr & Fergussen,
Vancouverg who is chief engineer on
the work, states that whilst but 300
men are at present employed on the
work this force will be increased to 800
men early next spring.

It will take two years to finish the
work. The Swift river dam will be 600
feet long and 45 feet in height, and
will deliver 45,000 mliner’s inches of
water on the company’s leases which
are situated on the Quesnel river
twenty-six miles distant from the dam.
For the greater part of this distance
the water will be conveyed by ditch,
with some tunnel work, and at one
point a two-mile section of wood stave
piping will be put in.

The distance from Quesnel to the
Swift river work is about forty miles.
If a road were to be built up the Ques-
nel river from this point it would serve
both the interests of the town and of
the contractors and others working at
the mine.

COPENHAGEN PAPERS
_ATTACK DR. COOK

Scientists -Not Dispdsed to De-
vote Any More Time to
Explorer’s Claims.

Copenhagen, Dec. 22.—The report of
the committee of scientists, of which
Professor Stromgren was chairman, as
presented ~ to the consistory of the
university, states that Dr. Cook’s
.papers are without any value; that his
report - to the TUniversity of Copen-
hagen 'is practically the same as pub-
lished by the New York World on his
return from his Arctic expedition. The
coples of his notebooks submitted, says
the committee, contain no original cal-
culations of observations, but only re-
sults thereof. Accordingly, the com-
mittee ‘concludes that he affords no
proof of having reached:the pole,

There was produced before the com-
mittee a letter from Cook postmarked
Marseilles, December 14th. ‘This letter
lends color to the earlier report that
Cook sailed from New  York for a
Mediterranean port.

Inquiry as to ‘whether the committee
would undertake a further examination
in the event of Cook’s sending for the
instruments ‘and observations which
are alleged to be at Etah, developed
that a majority of the members were
not disposed to waste any more time
in the matter.

The report: shatters ' completely, al-
most contemptuously, the explorer’s
title to the discovery, and fills the of-
ficials and people of Denmark with
chagrin at the figure Denmark is
made' to assume in the eyes of - the
scientific world.

The evening papers attack Cook and
severely reproach.him for hiding, which
they regard a sign of a guilty con-
science.

The rector of the university, Dr.
Salo\mson, when questioned as to the
possibility of .the university cancelling
its degree, which it conferred on Dr.
Cook, said that no decision had been
reached, but he thought that the de-
gree could be withdrawn in the same
way a government could deprive a pér-
son of an order obtained under false
pretences.

Prof. Stromgren, president of the
committee, last night characterized
Cook’s treatment of the university as
‘““shameless.” :

Appeal Not Probable.

New York, Dec.. 20.—Honored by the
king of Denmark, heralded by the Uni-
versity of Copenhagen, garlanded with
wreaths of roses: by young girls, ac-
corded the freedom of the city of New
York, and acelaimed by thousands from
the length and breadth of the land as
the bravest man who ever dared the
silent terrors of: the Arctic, Dr. Fred-
erick A. Cook stands discredited in the
house of his friends. Not a word from
him/in defence for explanation, nothing
bhut disavowal £rom his partisans in the
controversy that has raged about him
ever since ‘he first flashed word from
Lerwick in the Shetland Islgnds to
his wife: *“Sudcessful. Well. Address
Copenhagen.” 'Even that address is
lacking.

Only his brother stands stubbornly
by him, refusing to believe that the
verdict of the - University of Copen-
hagen has been correctly reported.

Chas. Wake, & close friend, and Dr,
Cook’s brothe¥ in Brooklyn both say
he is at Christiansand, Norway, with
his wife, but that the children are at
school in this country. A friend who
had an opportunity to see a private let-
ter from Dr. Cook to the rector of the
University of Copenhagen says that the
doctor then wrote that in the event
of an adverse decision he would take
no appeal to the other scientific tri-
bunals of the world. ;

In this country, Commander R. E.
Peary has already been pronounced the
discoverer of the north pole by the Na-
tional Geographic Society.

One of the party who made the trip
with Dr. Cook to Hamilton, Montana,
where he met the guide Barrill, who
claims that the doctor had never com-
pleted the ascent of Mount McKinley,
said: “On the way back to the east
1 asked the-doctor in so many words
what he would do if the University of
Copenhagen found against him.

“‘I have not thought of that,’ an-
swered the doctor.

“ ‘But you must think of it,’ I said. ‘A
situation- of this importance must be
considered from every angle.’

“‘Well,” answered the doctor, ‘if the
university should find against me, I be-
lieve I should "go back among _the
Eskimos of Southern Greenland' and
try to carry on there such a medical
mission as Dr. Grenfell has made fa-
mous.’

“The doctor did not say what would
become of his wife and children.” *

Henry Wellington Wack, Dr. Cook’s
lawyer and the friend who, is the au-
thority for the statement above, were
asked about how much money they
thought Dr. Cook, had made from the
sale of his narrative to newspapers in
this country and abroad and from ‘his
lectures; ‘“More than $60,000,” said Mr.

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MEXICAN TRADE
STILL GROWING

STEAMER GEORGIA
BRINGS LARGE CARGO

Vessel Not Injured Much When
She Struck Bar at Salina
Cruz.

The trade between British Columbia
and '‘Mexico is fast assuming large pro-
portions. The Canacdian-Mexicah liners
Georgia and and Lonsdale are carry-
ing large cargoes =ach way, and the
venture promises to becomie ‘a g~od
paying proposition. Steamer Georgia
arrived from Mexico Wednesday with
a full cargo of 3,000 tons, nalf of which
was taken from Salina Cruz and the
other half from the Gulf of California.
Capt. Whittle reported a fine trip
north with favorable weather- all the
way.

The European freight consistad of
general mixed . goods, consigned to
Vancouver and other British Columbia
ports. There is also 160 tons for Vic-
toria, which is being discharged before
the vessel leaves for Vancouver. The
rest of the cargo is salt taken on at
Carmen Island and Trinidad. This salt
will be taken to Nanaimo to be used
in curing herring. It is dug from na-
tural salt lakes, one of these being
three-quarters of a mile in length, and
containing immense quantities of the
mineral.

The salt is evaporated from the sea
water by natural process. At high tide
the water seeps through into the lake.
Before the tide again comes up this
is evaporated, leaving the saline de-
posit. This process, continued for years,
has made a lake of salt of immense

| depth. It is taken out with pick and

shovel and piled up, in readiness for
the removal to the steamers which call
for it.

COAST PRESBYTERY
IS NOW TOO LARGE

New Westminster Wants 'Gen-
eral Assembly to Make a
Division.

New ‘Westminster, Dec. 20.—The ad-
visability of dividing the Presbytery of
Westminster in two, will be considered
at the next meeting of the general as-
sembly of the Presbyterian church in
Canada. \

At the present time the Westminster
Presbytery has under its .charge the
churches in the territory reaching from
the boundary line on the south to Daw-
son on the north and from Vancouver
on the west to Agassiz on the east, The
Presbytery was able to handle this
great extent of territory so long as it
remained thinly populated, but so great
has.been the increase in population of
late that it is now a matter of consid-
erable difficulty to satisfactorily cover
all.the churches contained in it, and a
readjustment has become mnecessary.

For some time past there has been
talk, of 'a change, but the first definite
move in that direction was made at the
meeting of the Presbytery here, when
the aSsembly was asked by resolution
to look into the matter.

If the division is made it is probable
that.the Fraser valley will be set apart
as a single Presbytery with New West-
minster as its head, the remainder of
what is now Westminster Presbytery
being incorporated as a new Presbytery
with Vanconue» its headquarters.
The matter, however, rests entirely in
the hands of the general assembly.

FISHING TUG AFIRE.

Ice Impedes Escdpe of Burning Craft
From Hazardous Position.

The fishing tug Penelope of Cleveland
burned Sunday afternoon four miles off
shore at Loraine, Ohio. The erew of
three escaped after a battle with ice
floes’ which almost cost them their
lves.

The boat, which belonged to A. H.
Langwell, of Cleveland, was bound for
its winter quarters at St. Clair, Mich.
This afternoon Capt, ' Charles Inches
discovered fire in the woodwork above
the engine room and in only a few mo-
ments his position and-that of the en-<
gineer and fireman bheeame untenable.

fore they _ha,cl gone a mile. Two miles
off shore they encountered shore ice too
thin ‘to bear their weight but thick
enough to impede the progress of the
boat.

OF BOY’S GALLANTRY

Jack -Wilson, of Nelson, Gets
Royal Humane Society
Certificate.

Nelson, Dec. 20.—The Bengough en-
tertainment here was the scene of a
particularly interesting episode, in
which the gallantry of a young hero
was publicly recognized. In the pres-
ence of an audience that packed every
nook and cranny of the large hall in
the public school, of which many were
his admiring schoolfellows, little Jack

the certificate of life saving, granted
by the Royal Humane Society, a nota-
ble and much coveted distinction only
given in cases of especial heroism.

Humane Society in British Columbia.

Mr. South, in a brief speech, de-
clared that he felt it an honor to be on
the same platform with Mr. Bengough.
Years ago when feeling depressed and
when much worried over the conduct
of one of the boys in his charge he
read some lines written by Mr. Ben-
gough which inspired him ' with fresh
courage. The boy in question after-
wards became one of the best boys, Mr.
South said that Mr. Bengough’s story
would be recited at his Christmas en-
tertainment.

WEEKLY REVIEW OF
CHARTER MARKET

Withdrawal of Union Rate
Likely to Have Stimu-
lating Effect.

’

It is particularly noticeable that all
the laiest ships te arrive on the coast
are either chartered before arrival or
within a very short time after they
have been in the harbor. Once a ves-
gsel gets relegated to the disengaged
list, however, it seems doomed to
lie there a long time. -

The following is the weekly review
of the charter market as given by the
San Francisco Commercial News:

One barley charter was made during
the past week at 15s., the only other
announcement being the Ville du
Havre, to load barley at this port at
the union rate, which fixture was done
two months ago. The International
Sailing Ship Owners’ Union has with-
drawn its minimum freight rate for
grain ships, taking effect immediately
and lasting until next July.. In view
of this fact and that barley stocks are
considerably in excess of last year at
this time, there are likely to be some
further ¢harters. According to the re-
port of stocks of grain in the state on
December 1st, there is a barley stock
of 260,398 tons, or 68,848 tons more than
on December 1st, 1908. According to a
northern exporter, the price of wheat
is too high to export it even with a
reasonable figure for vessels. The fact
that there has been a break in the
union rates will not stimulate the
charter markets so far as this coast
and grain are concerned, for the
original cost of the wheat makes it im-
possible to ship even at low freight
rates to other countries.

Lumber chartering continues rather
quiet, with few fixtures of importance
to record. Puget Sound to two ports
on the West Coast has been done at
40s., a low figure; Puget Sound to Callao
has been done at 39s., also a reduction;
Eureka to Altata, a small vessel, has
been done at $7.50; HEureka to United

He
says that he has known Cook for ten
vears, and believes now that he acted
in good faith when he made his claims
to the discovery. Amundsen ‘says he
does not think Dr. Cook reached the
pole, but believes Cook thought he did.

HURLED INTQ SEA BY
FORCE OF EXPLOSION

Halibut Schooner  Complete
Loss—No Insurance
Carried.

Among the passengers who arrived
at Vancouver -from the north on the
arrival of the steamer Camosun were
the members of the halibut auxiliary
schooner Lulu, which was totally de-<
stroyed by an explosion and fire on De-
cember 1l1th, while fishing in Dixon’s
Entrance.

An overturned lamp was the cause
of 'the disaster, and only rapid think-:
ing and acting on the part of the cap-
tain and crew enabled them to beat
the rapidly spreading flames. The
course of the fire was straight for the
40-gallon gasoline tank, but every man
aboard was able to put off in the dories,
with the exception of the skipper, who
was hurled into the sea by the force
of ‘the explosion. The dories, however,
stood by, and the captain was safely
hauled into one 6f these. The boat'is
an entire loss, as there was no insur-
ance on her, and practically nothing
was saved. The crew rowed to the
Lucy Island lighthouse, about seven
miles distant, where they were cared
for and later brought to Prince Rup-
ert.

APARTMENT HOUSE ON

AUXILIARY PLANT
USED FIRST TIME

Break in Power Line to Gold-
stream Affords a
Test.

The first practical test of the new
auxiliary steam plant recently installed
by the B. C. Hlectric Company was
given Tuesday afternoon, when it was
suddenly requisitioned because of the
shutting off of power consequent on
the repairs bheing made on the E. & N.
in the wvicinity of the Silica Brick
Works. The power was off for four
hours and during that period the steam
plant worked with every satisfaction.

The new steam plant, which was in-
stalled at a cost of $62,000, gives 1,000
additional horse power to what is
available from Goldstream. This year
the plant will be used solely as an aux-
iliary in case of necessity. The com-
pany has now a total horse power of
4,000, of which 8,400 can be secured
from Goldstream and the old steam
plant, and 1,000 from the new plant, the
largest amount of power ever available
to the company here.

" The old steam plant is now in oper-
ation from 12 o’clock moon to midnight
when the heaviest demand wupon the
company is experienced. ‘

VIEW BODY OF KING.

Large Crowds Flock to Royal Palace
in Brussels.

Brussels, Dec. 2l.—Arrangements for
the funeral of the late King Leopold
and the swearing in of the new sover+
eign are proceeding rapidly. An army
of workmen has taken possession of
the cathedral, which is being draped,
and the arrangements are being made
for Thursday, when Albert will tri-
umphantly enter Brussels on horse-
back. Delegations are arriving from all
the European courts,

A vast crowd yesterday viewed the
body of the late King. Many of the
people who came in from the provinces
were incensed that the gates were
closed at 3 o’clock, and they tried to
force an entrance. In the panic people
were trodden on, garments were torn
and women fainted. A number were in-
jured. Finally the palace was reopened
and the visitors were allowed to file
past the catafalque.

Prince Albért’s plan to reunite the
exiled and separated family was ful-'
filled yesterday. As Baroness Vaughn
passed out for ever from Belgian life,
Princess Louise triumphantly entered
the city, and was officially greeted at
the station and acclaimed by the peo-
ple. She was conducted with royal
honors to the chateau Belvédere,
which henceforth will be her official
home. /

'TILL MIDNIGHT

MUCH BUSINESS FOR
EXECUTIVE ACTION

Prince Rupert to Get Aid to
Introduce Light-
ing.

The provincial cabinet spent a stren-
uous day yesterday., It was practical-
ly the first meeting of the ministers
since the elections and a great amount
of business had accumulated. In the
effort to get as much out of the way as
possible before the holidays there
were sittings morning, afternoon .and
evening, and it was close on midnight
hefore the council meeting broke up.

Prince Rupert bulked largely. in the
business before the council, as was na-
tural, and several imbportant matiers
were ‘laid before the —ministers .by
deputations from ‘the northern city.
Foremost among these was a request
of an advance of $50,000 to provide for
the installation and equipment of an
electric lighting plant.. It was de-
cided to grant this request, the details
to be arranged by the Minister of Pub-
lic Works with the members of the
deputation. This loan will be amply
gecured, in the same way as the ad-
vances already made for sewer and
water systems and plank sidewalks.

George R. Naden, formerly member
for Greenwood, and now a resident of
Prince Rupert, presented the city’s ap-
plication for a gift of a site upon
which to ereet 'municipal buildings.
This will be given special consideration
by the government at an early date.

It is understood that Prince Rupert
will become an incorporaEed city at
once, but that profiting by the ex-
perience in other places it will pr?fer
tc go along under the Municipal
Clauses Act instead of seeking a spe-
cial act. There is some possibility that
the new city may adopt government by
commission.

An appeal from the people of Hatzic
Prairie for government aid towards
constructing a dyke was considered
and left in the hands of Hon. Mr. Cot-
ton for investigation.

NICARAGUA’S NEW PRESIDENT.

Madriz, Zelaya’s Candidate for
Office, Is Unanimous Choice of
Congress.

Dr.

Managua, Nicaragua, Dec. 21.—Dr.
Jose Madriz, former judge of the Cen-
tral American court of justice, and Ze-
laya’'s candidate, was yesterday eleeted
president of Nicaragua by the unani-
mous vote of congress. The session
was a stormy one, but there seemed to
be perfect unanimity with regard to
1he election of Madriz, and.when the
cofficial announcement was made there
were cheers and cries’ of ‘“Viva
Madriz,” ‘“Viva Leon,” “Down writh
Monopolies,” “Down  with Tyranny,”
“Long Live the Constitution.”

He was escorted to the balcony of
his hotel, where he greeted great
crowds which had gathered around the
building and made a brief speech
urging harmony and co-operation. He
pledged himself to uphold the principle
of equal opportunity for all,

The election of Dr. Madriz as chief
executive had been expected, for in-
fluential delegations strongly- in his
favor have been nouring into Managua
from the strongholds of the Zelayans,
Chinandegra and Granada, and they
came with the avowed purpose of car-
rving the candidacy of their man to
victory.X

Zelaya still exercises a strong power
here, and while it was brought to his
notice that Madriz is not.looked upon
With favor by the government of the
United States, he urged Madriz to the
front as his successor in his office.

At present the school build-
ing is unoccupied and unused except
for an hour on Sundays. It is not im-
probable that it may be purchased by
one of the churches for use as a
church and Sunday school building.

The Uplands Farm agreement with
William Hicks Gardiner, mention of
which has been made on several oc-
casions, was presented in its final shape
last night, the last:arrangements hav-
ing been made on behalf of the munici-
pality by Councillor W, E. Oliver. At
the conclusion Mr. Oliver was thanked
for his services by resolution of the
council. The agreement will be exe-
cuted by the reeve and clerk and held
until word has been received from
Winnipeg - that it has ‘%been executed
there.

In its final form the agreement has
taken rather the form of an option by
the realty agents to enter into the
compact il they so wish within the
next two years.

According to the agreement the
taxes on the property are to continue
at the present rate for the next ten
years on condition that W. H. Gardiner
and his associates spent the sum of
at least $500,000 in building roads, sew-
ers, sidewalks, boulevards and parks.

DISMEMBERED BODY
FOUND IN LAKE

Seattle Police Believe Woman
Was Run Over by
Car.

Seattle, Wash., Dec. 21.—Mrs, Dor-
othy Woodhead‘ 23 years old, the wife
of J. E. B. Woodhead, an Englishman,
now returning to his native land, Is
dead in the city, the victim of murder,
accident or possibly self-destruction.
Her body, minus the left léeg and left
arm, was taken from Lake Union at
a point several hundred .yards out

of the Seattle Electric Company.

Lying on the cross. ties of the trestle
track, some 300 yards out from the
Western mill, several hours before the
discovery of the body, the motorman
of a Fremont-Ballard car, out-bound,
found the woman’s big blue coal-scut-
tle shaped hat, her gold watch and her
leather purse, which the dismiembered
left hand still gripped. The hat had
seemingly been deliberately removed
from the head and carefully placed on
the end of a tie and near it, on the
same stick of timber,” a gold watch
which had been presentad to her by
her husband. . In the purse which the
dismembered hand still clutched were
several pieces of silver and numerous
personal letters and ecards.

The theory of the police is that the
woman, who is reporte. to have been
drinking, lost her way while trying to
get home, wandered out on the trestle
and in her intoxicated condition either
laid down and went to sleep or threw
\her body across the track that she
might be run over and killed.. On the
other hand, the street car peoble pro-
fess to believe that the woman was
murdered and her body placed across
the rails so as to convey the impres-
sion that she had been run down and
Lilled by a street car. And in the face
of these theories not .a crew can be
found among any of the many on north
end cars willing to admit that theéir
particular car ran over the woman,
dead or alive.

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WILL ASK RATEPAYERS
TO VOTE ON BY-LAW

Council Agrees to Give Land at
Rear of the Empress
Hotel.

At Monday’s meeting of the city
council a by-law grantrng a portion of
land at the rear of the Empress hotel
for theatre purposes was considered
and given its first reading. The pro-
perty is located at the northeast cor-
ner of Belleville and Douglas streets,
with a frontage on both 'streets of 200
feet.

If the ratepayers approye of the by-
law a company which is to be formed
must covenant to commence work on
the theatre within thrée #honths of the
gigning of the agreement and com-
plete it within twelve months, the
building to cost not less than $100,000.

The building must be used as a the-
atre or opera house and the company
must stipulate that subject to prior en-
gagements. the theatre may be used for
public assemblages whehever required
by the mayor; and the company must
submit to the council from time to
time the scale of charges for such
use, which charges shall in no case
exceed the cost of lighting, heating,
cleaning, caretaking and superinteqd-
ence for the time of use.

The by-law also provides that should
the building be destroyed by fire and
not replaced by another of equal value
within a year the grant to the com-
pany of the site shall become null and
void. The company to he formed will
be composed of a number of prominent
citizens and the theatre shall be known
as the People’s Opera House.

At the forthcoming elections also an-
other important by-law is to be sub-
mitted to the ratepayers—this provides
for the expenditure of $174,000 for
school purposes. The secretary of the
school board wrote last night asking
that an extraordinary appropriation be
‘made. Of the amount stipulated $150,-
000 is asked for the purchase of a site
and the erection of a new high school
building; $14,000 for four additional
rooms to the Victoria West school, and
$10,000 for  the erection of a frame
school at the corner of Bank street and
Leighton road, where a site was re=
cently purchased.

IN BARQUE’S RIGGING

Shipwrecked Sailors Have Ter-
-rible Experience—At Sea
jn Open Boat.

Eleven survivors of the crew of fif-
teen of the Norwegian barque Alf, who
were landed at Yarmouth recently, had
i & thrilling story of exposure and hard-
ship to tell.

The Alf, a vessel of over 1,000 tons,
laden with wood, struck on Hais bor-
ough Sands and, as she threatened to
go to pieces, two boats were launched.

A second time the boat capsized, and
three men—Able Seaman Olsen, Ordin-
ary Seaman Broote, and Apprentice
Matthisin--were swept away and
drowned. * The other three succeeded
in reaching the captain’s boat, which
was overweighted and was Yepeatedly
swept by the waves.

The night was bitterly cold, the men
were soaked to the skin, and the seas
repeatedly swept the little boat. All
night the weary satlors pulled at the
oars, and when day broke they hoisted
a coat on a stick to attract attention.
Several steamers were sighted, but too
far off to notice them, bpt at length,
when off Cromer the Miiford Haven
herring boat Chanticleer, which was
herring fishing, noticed the signal and
steaméd down on them.

The men were then half dead, and
had to be assisted on board the Chan-
ticleer. When the steward was lifted
up he completely collapsed, and though
everything was done by the fishermen
it Avas found lmpossible to restore ani-
mation.

The Chanticleer then steamed to
Yarmouth, the rescued men being sup-
plied with hot tea, and the cabin and
the forecastle being given up fop their
accommodation, while big firds were
made up to dry their soaked clothes,

Meanwhile, in answer to the signals
from the lightships, no fewer than six
lifeboats had been launched—those
from Gorleston, Yarmouth, Caister,
Winterton, Palling; and Cromer. The
Cromer lifeboat Louisa Heartwell was
the first to reach the wreck. She found
both the boaty gone, and it was con-
cluded that the wreck was deserted, as
no response came to their shouts, but,
as a matter of fact, the roar of the
sea drowned the cries of the two mates.

The Louisa Heartwell then drew
away searching for the’ missing boats
as far as Palling, after which she re-
turned to the wreck, when the two
men were deéscribed hanging on to the
mizzen rigging, where they had been
for eight hours, They were almost ex-
hausted when the lifeboat came up on
the leeside, and they were able to drop
into her. The lifeboat men revived
them with brandy, covered them with
coats, and, having a fair wind and
tide, sailed to Yarmouth, a di({ta.nce of
twenty-eight miles, in four hdurs.

Judge Lampman Hears Argu-

The duty of goed faith ons towards
another in a body such as that of a
religious congregation was a matter
of discussion in County  Court on
Tuesday, when Judge Lampman heard
argument in the case of James Middle-
ton against H. P. Winsby and E. J.
Cameron. Middleton sued for $187.50,
half the commission received by de=
fendants on the sale of a4 lot belonging
to W. J. Pendray to the First Baptist
church,

R. T. Elliott, K.C., for fhe defend-
ants, contented himself with setting
out the broad principles of law® on
which he so .relied and citing half a
dozen cases. The utmost good faith
was due betwen memberg of a com-
pany or a congregation, he argued,
and every dct must be tried by the.
highest canons of honor. On tle point
of agency he quoted decisions laying
down that one could be agent for
others without express authonzation
or appointment.

J. A. Aikman contended that plain-
tiff as a member of First Baptist
church was the same as a company
shareholder and therefore not in any
position, of trust. He had a perfect
right to take a commission on the sale
of the property. In no sefise c¢ould he
be considered as an agent of the con-
gregation. In fact he had takem an
option on’ t‘ae property personally in
order to hoid it until he had time to
bring it before the congregation.

Judge Lampman pointed out that the
receipts for the first payment of $500
were made out, $25 to Middleton apd
$475 to J. L. Beckwith. It was plain-
ly a substitution of Mr. Beckwith for
plaintiff as agent for fhe congrega-
tion.

“No man must be in a position where
interest and duty conflict,” said His
Honor. ‘A 7 congregation may be
looked upon as a group of fellow-ad-
venturers and there must ‘be good faith
among them. It is no reason that be-
cause any one of them is not a paid
employee or trustee for the company
that he can do up the men who sit
next to him at a church meeting,”

AN ULTIMATUM
FROM ADAMS

LAYS DOWN LAW
TO CITY €OUNCIL

Board Not Disturbed, How-
ever, and Insists Upon
Report.

Arthur L. Adams, the water expert,
late adviser to the
city, is going to be asked once again
to come here and make a report on the

Smith’s Hill reservoir at his own ex-
pense. The council thought ‘this desire
had been made clear to him in previ-
ous communications, but Mr. Adams
evidently misunderstood, - for in his
latest letter, read on Monday, he ask-
ed that the council give him full charge
of the work of effecting repairs before
he decided to come to Victoria. The
council is determined to reserve to
themselves the right of mnaming the
man who shall be in charge of the
repair work, but Mr. Adams is to be
given one more chance to come here
and look after his professional reputa-
tion which seems in danger of suffering
an injury.

Mr., Adams’ letter was as follows:

Dear Mr. Raymur: Your message
has been received, reading as fol-
lows: “Council last night passed the
following resolution: Resolved that Mr.
Arthur L. Adams be asked to come to
Victoria in accordance with the terms
of his letter of the 6th inst. for the
purpose of prescribing a remedy for
the condition of the reservoir and re-
porting to the council on the same.
Council decline having Kempkey.”

Against the wishes of the council, I
will not insist upon Mr. Kempkey tak-
ing up the execution of my recommen-
dations, although I regret the loss of
his special knowledge of the details
of the accomplished work, such knowl-
edge as only one in immediate charge
can have.

I must, however, insist upon being
clothed with such authority as is
necessary to make success as certain
as possible. Nothing that I or any one
else can do will take the place of im-
telligent, close, painstaking attention to
the details of carrying out remedial
measures. I am not willing to take
any aveidable chances of partial fail«
ing in an effort to make the reservoir
practically tight. 1 do not suppose
that there is an alderman or any city
official who himself cares to assume
this responsibility at this juncture. It
must therefore be understood that my
recommendations will be carried out,
and that they will be carried out under
the immediate charge of some experi-
enced and skillful man whom I shall
designate. As to such designation, I
may say that the possession of qualifi-
cations to me personally known is the
one esSential, and where he comes from
and what his pationality does not in-
terest me,

As to my plans and policy, I am al-
ready prepared to make certain rec-
ommendations which will make pos-
sible the starting of operations im-
mediately on the seruring of a suitable
man for the local charge. When op-
erations under *-~-- Tecommendations
shall have advanced to the proper
point, I will come to. Victoria, make
the further examinatiomya which will
then be possible, and designate such
additional -measures as conditions
shall then dictate. This course will
best expedite the completion and ren-
der possible effective inspection and
effective remedy.

I presume that your own powers as
water commissioner are such as teo
enable you to give me the assurance
herein asked for, If mnot, will you
take this matter up in such manner
as shall secure what I regquest, and
oblige, very truly yours,

ARTHUR L. ADAMS.

Ald. Stewart said he was opposed to
handling the reservoir over to Mr.
Adams again before he knew what it
would cost to effect the repairs, The
council should insist on getting a re-
port from Mr. Adams.

Ald. Turner thought that Mr. Adams
was “rubbing it in”’ a little bit. It was
up to Mr. Adams to come to Victoria
and make his report, and the council
would attend to the appointing of the
engineer to rsuperintend work after-
wards. He moved that Mr. Adams be
asked to come and report at his own
expense,

. This was second by Ald. Bishop.

Ald. Humber said there were a num-
ber of men in Victoria who were com-
petent to fix the reservoir if it would
cost any more than $2,000. That is to
say, that if it is proposed to expend a
large sum of money on it, a local man
should be given a chance, But Adams
should ' be given a last chance and
should answer yes or no.

Ald. Ross was in favor of dropping
Mr. Adams altoge™er, They had had
enough to do with him.

Ald. Mable said it seemed to him
that Mr, Adams wanted to repudiate all
responsibility in the matter. He didn’t
like the way the gentleman was acting.
He was opposed -to handing the reser- .
voir over to the care of Mr. Adams
and Mr. Kempkey again.

Ald. McKeown ;repeated 'what he had
said on a previous occasion, that he,
if he were Mr. Adams, would be
only too glad’ to” dome here and look
after his professional reputation.

Ald. Fullerton said it had been hint-
ed in the press that the aldermén knew
something about the resérvoir which
they were inclined to hide. He  was
sure the public had been placed in pos-
session of every scrap of lntormation
which the board had.

Ald. Henderson said the position .of
the council ‘was the same as when the -
matter was discussed before—that Mr,
Adams should make a report to the
city council in respect to conditions at
the reservoir. It ‘was due teo the city
and to his reputation that he make an
attempt to remedy the defects.

Mayor Hall remarked that before Mr.
Adams was appointed the board was
told to get an expert and take his ad-
vice, and now they are blamed for not
interfering with that expert. He agreed
with Ald. Fullerton that the board had
no information respecting the reser-
voir which they desired to hide,

METHOD OF TAXING
MINING PROPERTIES

~

Subject Discussed at Recent
Convention at
Nelson.

Nelson, Dec. 22.—At the mining con-
vention here considerable time . was
taken up with a discussion of the
question “of taxation of mining pro-
perties, the subject being introduced
by the foHowing resolution, moved by
J. €. Harris of New Denver, seconded
by. G. O. Buchanan, lead bounty com-
missioner:. “That as, in the opinion
of this meeting, the present method of
taxing mining properties is unjust and
tends to'keep owners of such property
from operating their holdings, there-
fore, the government of British Colum-
bia be asked to reconsider the question
of mining, taxation: and,- if necessary,
to appoint’ 4 royal commission to try
to devise some more scientific and
workable syStem.”

In support of his resolution Mr, Har-
ris said under the present system of
taxation a good claim and a poor one
paid the same taxes. Even if a mine
were losing money the government still
collected the 2 per cent. tax.on its out-
put. This was an injustice, If a mine
was producing $100,000 per year, but
just breaking even, the 2 per cent, ‘tax
amounting to $2,000, would mean just
that amount of loss on operation for
the year,, while an adjoining property
producing the same amount, but mak-
ing a profit of $50,000, would pay ex-
actly the same amount in taxes ana
would be- left with $48,000 profit. It
would. be better to put on an assessor
and tax:.on output, less the cost of
labor in extracting the ore., This would
not affect mines that were closed
down. s

Mr. Buehanan, in seconding the mo-
tion, said he did so in order that the
matter might regularly come . before
the meeting,
discussed several times in the past
and the associated boards of trade had
passed upon it, dealing particularly

with the taxation of properties which !

were closed down. Since then many
other properties had suspended. It
was not in.the interest of the owners
or stockholders or of the public that
these properties should be left idle. It
seemed fo him that a limit should be
placed upon the time that a mine
might be closed down. He was not
preaching confiscation, but he felt that
idle properties should be so taxed that
their owners would either have to
work them or allow them to be.sold
for taxes, thus putting them on -the
market again _for purchase by those
who woulll wérk them.

W. H. Aldridge said he understood
that the government had in mind some
changes in taxation, not only on min-
ing properties but alse -on
lands, ete. The present syétem was
hardly fair to a company “such as he
represented,: for it was-taxed twice, on
its mines and on its smelter.

E. Jacobs said he had some informa-
tion which might be interesting.

The committee which had the matter
in charge had been unable to suggest
a substitute and so no -change had
been made. The only mining men in
the province who c¢laimed an injustice
was being done them were the placer
men, who complained that they could
not secure crown grants of their pro-
perties, but could only hold them
under lease.

'Sale of Liguor Cannot Be Re-
stricted as to Days or
Hours.

Vernon, Dec. 22.—At the meeting of
the city council a communication was
received from Billings & <Cochrane,
replying to the recent letter from R.
H, Rogers as folows: :Referring to the
letter of Mr. Rogers of the 26th Novem-
ber, we have to say that we have look-
ed into this matter, and in reply there-
to beg to refer you to section 205 of
the Municipal Clauses Act, sub-sec-
tion C. By that section every munic-
ipality has power to pass by-laws
which will not be contrary or incon-
sistent with the general conditions of
the Municipal Clauses Act, and among
other things to prescribe the form and
conditions of the license to be granted
by the board of license commissioners,
and the days and hours upon which an
authority to sell liquor may be exer-
cised. -
f This section does not give any au-
thority to close up bars of hotels, but
gives the council authority to instruct
the license commissioners that when a
license is to be granted or renewed
the hours of sale may be prescribed.
As no authority is given to close the
bar during such hours, you can un-
derstand how difficult it is to enforce
any such regulations. No authority
is given by the Municipal Clauses
Act to close the bars of hotels ex-
cepting in the indirect way we have
mentioned. If the council wish to
pass any such by-law, it will have to
be done at once if the commissioners
are.to act upon it at the next regular
meeting to be held in January. As
to the advisability of passing any
such by-law, that is something of
which the council is the sole judge.

The council decided to let the matter
drop.

KAMLGOPS SHOWING
GREAT ENTERPRISE

Lighting Plant Will Be One of
Best in Interior—Efficient
Staff.

Kamloops, Dec. 20.—The addition the
city of Kamloops is making to its light-
ing plant will give this city the largest
and most complete. lighting system in
the interjor ‘of British Columbia with
one exception, that of Nelson, B. C.

The city authorities realizing that the
growth of Kamloops will be very rapid
during the coming year are .preparing
for this increase in population and
building an extension of the gity limits,
and have spared neither money nor
time in making the equipment of the
plant the best obtainable, and one that
the citizens ‘of Kamloops may well be
proud of. s

The change in the lighting system is
from 1,000 volts single phase, 125 cycle
to 2,200 volts 60 cycle, 3 phase,

The waterworks plant, which ‘is in
the same building, is also up to date
in every particular. This plant consists
of a high tury cross compound pump-
ing engine with a capacity of 1,000 im-
perial galions per minute, against a
pressure of 160 pounds; also one com-
pound duplex steam pump of a 900 gal-
lons per. minute capacity.

The two plants are well housed in a
substantial building with a concrete
floor, the arrangement of the machinery
being such as to economize on -floor,
the floor space and all the heavier ma-
chinery is set on solid concrete blocks®
of a depth of 15 feet. :
