PROTEST AGAINST
COST OF BRICK PAVING

Matter to Come Up at This 
Evening’s Meeting of Streets 

Committee^

(From Thursday’s Dally.)
The-contract system in connection 

with civic work will receive a jolt at 
this evening’s meeting of the council, 
when a protest will be read from the 
property owners on Wharf street 
against the cost of the vitrified pave­
ment which has recently been laid on 
that thoroughfare. It Is stated that the 
sum which the property owners will 
have to pay exceeds by $7,700 the 
amount which was estimated by City 
Engineer Topp when the improvement 
scheme was first reported on. Another 
grievance of the owners is that while 
the Denny-Renton Company of Seattle, 
which supplied the brick, was willing 
to enter into an agreement with the 
corporation guaranteeing the pavement 
for ten years, the city council took no 
steps whatever to have this agreement 
executed.

One of the owners on Wharf street 
this morning explained the case to the 
Times. It was true, he said, that the 
owners had lodged a protest against 
the cost of the work which has been 
charged against them. When the en­
terprise was first mooted there had 
been a meeting of the owners and it 
was decided to send a deputation over 
to the cities on the other side of the 
line to inspect the pavements there 
which had proved suitable for hea.vy 
traffic. This deputation had visited 
Portland, Tacoma and Seattle, and had 
been convinced that vitrified brick 
would be the best pavement.

They had seen the Denny-Renton 
Company of Seattle and had beén In­
formed by that company that a guar­
antee would be given the city that the 
pavement would last for ten years and 
that they would execute a bond mak­
ing this guarantee binding on the com­
pany, - .

On returning to Victoria the Wharf 
street ewniips asked the city engineer 
for an estimate. He submitted the fol­
lowing figures: For vitrified brick, 
$16.60 per lineal foot; $6.50 per foot 
front; life, 15 years. Wood blocks, $14 
per lineal foot; $4.60 per foot front; 
life, 10 years. Macadam, $3.50 per lineal 
foot; $1.60 per foot frqnt. For 9-lnch 
hard bed macadam, $6.75 per lineal 
foot; $2.25 per foot front; life nine or 
ten years.

As the owners were determined to 
get the best possible pavement suitable 
for heavy traffic, It was decided to ask 
the city council for vitrified brick and 
when the contract was called for, the 
owners objected to it being let for a 
lump sum, and it was finally decide» 
to let it on the quantity basis—that is 
paying the contractors so much, per 
cubic yard of rock excavated, etc.

The owners are now amazed to find 
that while the estimate of the city en­
gineer for the total cost of the work 
was between $30,000 and $35,000, figured 
on the foot frontage assessment basis, 
it exceeds that amount by 25 per cent., 
on an amount of $7,700. Hence the pro­

test which has been lodged with the 
city council.

It was learned from an official at 
the city hall this morning that the 
Wharf street owners complain against 
the system of computing the frontage 
assessment, but that such objection is 
untenable. The system followed 
to assess each owner equally regardless 
of whether the lot have buildings 
thereon or otherwise.

The matter is likely to cause a lively 
debate at this evening’s meeting of the 
streets, ' sewers and bridges committee 
of the council, as there has long been 
a division of opinion among the 
bers of the board relative to the merits 
of the contract and day1 labor systems 
In executing civic work.

Rich Claims Located Along the

Toronto, ‘ Dec. 22.—The commission­
ers of the Temiskaming & Northern 
Ontario railway yesterday received a 
report of some startling gold discover­
ies in the north, along the line of rail­
way.

Some time ago indications were found 
Of the existence of gold, and Mining 
Engineer Cole, who is one of the best 
recognized authorities on such matters, 
was sent to investigate. His report is 
a glowing one. Some claims are held 
at $100,000.

The townships in which rich gold- 
bearing ore, and even gold in the free- 
state, are found, are Whitney, Tlsi 
dale, Mountjoy, Shaw and one or two 
others, and extending down into the 
Temagami district.

What is known as Porcupine camp 
promises to be one of the richest in 
America. Land in these townships is 
held very largely by veterans. Some 
of the veins located have been traced 
for a long distance. They range from 
26 to 75 feet in width, and are very 
rich.

Water Question Lively to Be 
Chief Issue of the Cam­

paign.

(From Wednesday’s bally.)
While no public meetings have been 

arranged to be held for the discussion 
of municipal Issues until after the holi­
day season, much interest is still being 
manifested in the approaching elec­
tions. Speculation continues to be 
keen in respect to the identity of the 
“dark horse” who, it is now generally 
known, will put in an appearance be­
fore nomination day in the fight for 
the mayoralty. The choice of the 
Voters’ League in regard .to the can­
didate to whom they will accord sup­
port is believed to be the determining 
factor in the situation.

It is felt by many that the issue of 
the campaign which will overshadow 
a’O others will be the question of a 
water supply—this situation arising 
from the somewhat startling dis­
closures by Aid. Stewart to the effect 
that within a comparatively brief 
period Victoria will, of necessity, be 
compelled to buy water by the gallon 
from the Esquimalt Waterworks Co. 
What will serve to further concentrate 
public attention on the water question 
is the fact that the ratepayers are to 
be asked—if the present decision of the 
City Council holds good—to give their 
sanction to â by-law to raise the sum 
of $1,500,000 to bring water in from 
Sooke Lake. Judging from the opin­
ion which Is held by the man in the 
street it is Improbable that the by­
law will pass—it is even freely pre­
dicted that it will be rejected by an 
immense majority. In explanation of 
this possible attitude on the part of 
the people, it is contended that a coun­
cil about to reiiqulsh office should not 
place such an important measure be­
fore the taxpayers—particularly at a 
time when the mismanagement of the 
water department of the city is the 
cause of a. great amount of discontent. 
It Is believed that àt Monday even­
ing's meeting of the City Council, In 
view of this situation, an endeavor 
may be made by some of the aldermen 
to have the by-law for the Sooke Lake 
enterprise stand over to be dealt with 
By the incoming council:

The voters’ lists are now on sale 
at the city clerk’s office at the city 
hall, and may be obtained there by 
anybody on payment of the fee 
charged—10 cents for the mayor’s list 
and 5 cents for each of the ward lists.

This is the opinion of the 
contractors who have returned to Van­
couver after haying looked , over the 
route of the proposed line prior to sub­
mitting tenders for the work.

contracting firm of P. Welch & Co., 
and Charles Folliot, representing 
Guthrie & Co., contractors of 6t, Paul. 
A representative of - the Vancouver 
contracting firm of Ironside, Rannie 
apd Campbell also went qver the 
ground. The party was piloted by J. 
H. Kennedy, chief engineer of the Hill 
railway.

The entire Coquehalla river was 
thoroughly covered, the party travers­
ing it over the old Yale road, which 
iq its general trend follows the route to 
be taken by the line. No serious con­
struction difficulties were encountered. 
It is understood that tenders will be 

• acted upon early in the new year and 
that construction will be in full swing 
by spring.

Determination of the manner in 
which the Hope range will be crossed 
has not yet been made.

* NEEDS OF EMPIRE

F. W. Thompson on Proposal to 
Tax Foreign Wheat and 

Flour,

Montreal, Dec. 22.—F. W. Thompson, 
vice-president and managing director 
ot the Ogilvie Flour Mills Company, 
was asked whether he thought the 
United Kingdom would be justified in 
placing a duty on all foreign wheat 
and flour, and whether, should this be 
done, the overseas dominions could be 
depended upon In the near future to 
meet her full requirements.

Mr. Thompson replied that this was 
a problem to which he had naturally 
given a great deal of careful thought 
and study, and after mature consider­
ation he was convinced that Great 
Britain would be justified in taking 
such action fully. It is absurd to Ques­
tion the Empire’s ability to supply its 
own needs, when Canada alone has an 
area sufficient to supply them many 
times over. Why, with such unlimited 
resources the country is not developing 
fqeter, was to his mind the really se­
rious side of the problem, it is not so 
much a question as to the possibility, 
but the probability, of Canada produc­
ing these enormous crops. This is 
where he believed a tax on foreign 
grain, with the free importation into 
the United Kingdom of wheat and 
flour produced within the Empire, 
would give the assistance needed and 
what applied to Canada applied to all 
the colonies.

"And let me take this opportunity of 
adding that the assistance thus ren­
dered the colonies by Great Britain 
would, I believe, further stimulate us 
hi assuming our full share of respon­
sibility in maintaining an Imperial 
navy such as would be adequate to 
safeguard our tremendous commerce. I 
mention this only because i feel that 
ip this great work of Empire build­
ing we should all be prepared to give 
(u: well as take, and every citizen of 
four Dominion should remember that 
naval protection is necessary if our

GOVERNMENT FORCES
HAVE SURRENDERED

RUSSIAN POLICE) 
CHIEF SLAIN

Six Hundred Men of Nicar­
aguan Army Killed and 

Wounded in Battle.

BODY BLOWN TO Washington, D. C., Dec: 22.—The 
army of former President Zelaya has 
surrender to the forces of provisional 
President Estrada at Rama.

This information came in the form 
of a cable message to the state de­
partment to-day from Capt. Shipley, 
of the cruiser Des Moines.

Capt. Shipley reports that Zelayas 
forces lost in killed and wounded 600 
men during the fighting about Recero 
and Rama yesterday.

Detachments of marines and hospital 
corps from the American ships at 
Blueflelds are establishing field hos­
pitals where the wounded are being 
cared for.

The Zelayan troops were defeated 
yesterday by the revolutionary force 
in a fierce battle at Rama, lasting sev­
eral hours.

The first announcement of the Es­
trada army campaign came in a cable­
gram to Dr. Castrillo, the representa­
tive here of the provisional govern­
ment, yesterday. It was signed by 
Diaz, secretary of state of the provis­
ional government, 
said: “Complete victory is ours. Ze- 
laya’s troops are in retreat.”

Late last evening the state depart­
ment gave out the following from 
Consul Moffatt, which had been sent 
by wireless telegraph from Colon:

“Estrada’s forces at Tatumbla and 
Recreo, near Rama, commanded by 
General Mena at the former place and 
Generals Camerro, Mattutl and Diaz 
at the latter place, partially routed and 
defeated the forces of Zelaya after a 
desperate fight of several hours. The 
Zelayan forces were commanded byl 
General Gonzales. A great many^H 
killed, the number being unknown. One 
hundred were wounded and 150 prison­
ers were taken by the revolutionists. 
The Zelayan troops at Recreo have oc­
cupied what has been considreed 
strong position. Estrada is -confident 
of defeating the enemy- when he re­
news the attack to-morrow and forc­
ing surrender.”

Explosion Wrecks House and 
Assassin Sustains

Dec. 22.—ColonelSt. Petersburg,
Karpoff, chief of police of St. Peters­
burg, was killed by a bomb thrown by 
an assassin early to-day.

The assassin was arrested immedi­
ately by the police.

From his passports the authorities 
believe his name to be Michael Voss- 
kressensky.

The assassination of Karpoff, the 
police believe, marks the beginning of 
another terrorist reign. They immedi­
ately took steps to learn the identity of 
Vosskressensky’s supposed fellow- 
plotters.

Vosskressensky, who was arrested 
for the crime, recently came to St. 
Petersburg and rented a flat. Early 
to-day an elderly man, accompanied by 
a servant, called at the house, telling 
the door-keeper that he was his ten­
ant’s uncle. The visitor was admitted.

As he reached the top of flight 
stairs he was met by Vosskressensky. 
Immediately there was a deafening 
explosion.

The caller’s body was blown to pieces 
and the front of the house wrecked. 
Vosskressensky, himself bruised and 
bleeding, rushed from the shattered 
building, but was overtaken by the po­
lice. The servant disclosed the identity 
of the victim as Karpoff.

An informel discussion between the 
members of the Inner Harbor Associa­
tion and G. A. McNichoii and Capt. 
Nicholson of ^he G.T.P. on the matter ' 
of the proposed wharves for the G.T.P. 
on the inner harbor, took place on 
Tuesday in the committee room of the 
city hall, and after a general discus­
sion during which a Proposed amend­
ment of the company’s plans submitted 
by Thomas Sorby was inspected, Mr. 
McNichoii said he would forward 4 to 
the company’s offices at Montreal for 
inspection there.

The plan as amended by Mr. Sorby, 
however, it is held, will not meet the" 
approval of the C.P.R. or the Alaska 
Steamship Company, both of which 
have wharfage and docks on the har­
bor, nor will Mr. McNichoii make any 
recommendation regarding it. The 
amended Plan takes oft two corners of 
the plan submitted by the G.T.P., but 
according to some of those present 
would not greatly facilitate the dock­
ing of the G.T.P. boats without inter­
fering with tlte rights of those com­
panies already established there.

The Inner Harbor Association sent a 
letter of protest against the plans to 
the Department of Marine and Fish­
eries at Ottawa, and Mr. Sorby on 
Tuesday read a reply from the deppty 
minister saying that the protest had 
been noted for consideration should an 
application for foreshore be received 
from the G.T.P. Mr. Sorby also had a 
letter from G. H. Barnard, M.P., say­
ing that no title had been granted by 
the Marine and Fisheries Department, 
but that a plan had been filed and then 
later had been withdrawn. At the 
meeting, among others were G. A. 
Kirk (chairman), Senator Macdonald, 
Capt. Clarke, T. F. Lee, J. K. Reb- 
beck, Capt. Nicholson, G. A. McNichoii, 
Jas. McArthur, Aid. Raymond and 
Bishop, Capt. Gaudin, F. W. Vincent 
and Thos. Sorby.

Mr. Kirk said the meeting had been 
called to discuss the plans of the G. 
T.P. wharf with Mr. McNichoii, and 
see what could be done. Mr. Sorby had 
drawn a plan which seemed to him a 
good one, and he would like to. hear 
what Mr. McNichoii had to say in re­
gard to it.

Mr. McNichoii said that thé1, original 
plan was what the company required, 
and they proposed to dredge in to get 
additional facilities, 
this cannot be done, but on his plan 
the company could not get its buildings 
in nor get the driveway to the wharf. 
With the plan the G. T. P. can dredge 
in and still get what it required, and 
have planned this for actual require­
ments.

Senator McDonald ; “We don’t want 
to put any objection in the way of the 
G. T. P., but you are not going to spoil 
other people’s property. We can get 
an injunction to stop you.”

Mr. McNichoii : "Well we feel that 
these are the plans we want, and if 
we cannot get these we must abandon 
our plans. It is a question whether yie 
people of Victoria want us, for we are 
not going to pay wharfage.

Mr. McArthur: "How is the Alaska 
Steamship Company going to get in to 
its property?”

Mr. McNichoii: "We feel we can’t 
work on Mr. Sorby’s plan. We want 
room for two steamers—one on the tri­
angular run and one on the northern 
run. We have to berth 318 feet steam­
ers, and we have 408 feet frontage.”

Mr. Sorby: “The G. T. P. has con­
sidered the plans without considering 
the harbor.”

Senator McDonald: •‘The best you 
dan do is to go over the other side of 
the bay, between the C. P. R. and 
Laurel Point.”

Mr. McNichoii: “We are not going to 
buy property there now we have spent 
a lot of money for the property we 
Hold.”

Mr. Vincent: "The Alaska company 
might get in, but it cduld not get out 
again.”

Capt. Clarke : “To anyone who knows 
anything about navigation it is readily 
seen that the plan will interfere with 
the other people already doing busi­
ness there.”

Senator McDonald: "You had better 
go ahead and revise your plans.”

Mr. Kirk: “I think the property own­
ers will meet you in any reasonable 
way, but if you persist in your present 
plans they will object.”

After talking the matter over from 
ail views it was decided that the meet­
ing should adjourn until after a meet­
ing to be held between the G. T. P. 
and Alaska Steamship officials, to see 
what arrangements could be made for 
the convenience of both, and if this 
meeting is satisfactory it is probable 
that new plans will be arranged.

London, Dec. 21.—However much the

“Taxi, sir; taxi?”
This new note of the curbstone will,

Already most of the large cities of 
the East as well as those of the Old 
Land and Europe are equipped with 
these vehicles, but up to date they 
have not penetrated to1 any extent to 
the cities of the West.

An auto­
matic metre registers the minimum 
fare, say of twenty-five cents, as he or 
she enters, and thereafter the metre 
automatically records the growth of 
the fare as the distance increases. In 
the Old Country a shilling fare i will 
take the traveller anywhere in a mile 
radius.

In the European cities they have 
largely supplanted the once indispen­
sable ’ansom cab, both because of their 
swiftness and also because they re­
lieve the traveller from the extortion 
of which the hansom drivers were 
often guilty.

Henderson said that if Elk Lake 
could not supply the city for the next 
five years that would mean that Vic­
toria was growing so rapidly that the 
people could afford to buy water by the 
gallon when they were forced to do so. 
He did not think the people had no 
confidence in the City Council, as was 
mentioned by some speakers. They 
had voted the sum of $600,000 only a 
short time ago, and the money was 
asked by a board which was about to 
relinquish office.

Bishop was of the opinion that 
the citizens would not support the 
loan.

Mayor Hall, in closing the debate, 
said he believed that the sooner the 
water question was settled once and 
for all the better it would be for the 
city. The papers were constantly 
printing letters about an Inadequate 
supply, and this was a bad thing for 
the city.
It was finally decided to Instruct the 

solicitors to prepare the necessary by­
law.

“We might as well face the 
music. Elk Lake has not sufficient 
water to last us five years—the 
length of time which must elapse 
before water can be brought from 
Sooke Lake. We must purchase 
water by the gallon very shortly 
from the Esquimau Waterworks 
Co. ’ If we are not driven to this 
within two years, we certainly 
shall in three.”—Aid. Stewart at 
last evening’s meeting of the City 
Council.

All unexpectedly the water question 
came to the fore with a bound at Mon­
day's meeting of the city council, 
on Mayor Hall asking if it was the 
wish of the board that a by-law re­
specting Sooke Lake should be put be­
fore the electors at the worthcoming 
elections. As a result of the discus­
sion It was disclosed that there is not 
sufficient water in Elk Lake to last 
during the period of getting the water 
from Sooke, and that in the interim 
it will be necessary to buy water by 
tbe gallon from the Esquimalt Water­
works Co. It was decided to submit a 
by-law to the electors, calling for the 
expenditure of the sum of $1,500,000 for 
the purpose of bring water from_ Sooke 
Lake.

The matter came up by the mayor 
mentioning, before the regular busi­
ness was taken in hand, that it ought 
to be settled whether it was the in­
tention of the board to submit a by- 

| law oh Sooke at the coming elections.

FISCAL TENDENCIES.

A member of the Taft cabinet made 
a very significant announcement a 
ti-w days ago. Speaking at a public 
meeting in one of the cities of the 
East, he said that the work of tariff 
reform was not yet completed, that the 
Republican party had just commenced 
its work, that the Payne-AIdrich bill 
did not by any means represent the 
party's ultimate idea of tariff reduc­
tion, that the work must go on, but 
that it will be conducted in such a 
manner as to cause the minimum of 
disturbance to business. It is hardly 
likely that such declaration would be 
made without authority, and it is 
therefore only reasonable to assume 
that the Postmaster General ex­
pressed the opinion in his speech of 
the president and the entire, cabinet. 
Protection has consequently reached 
its highest altitude in the United 
States. From this time forward the 
tendency will be in a downward direc­
tion, the u*ate of reduction depending 
iiiore, probably, upon the temper of the 
Senate than upon the win- of the ad­
ministration. In this matter our 
neighbors are a few years behind us. 
Canada decided thirteen years ago that 
there were limits beyond which the 
principle of protection could not go in 
the best interests of the masses of 
the people. If the United States, re­
covering from the spell of timidity 
which seized it following the last 
presidential election, in which the Re­
publicans pledged themselves to dras­
tic reforms, attacks the tariff walls 
with determination, the effect upon 
the attitude of other nations will be 
considerable.

C. Snyder has ascertained that Mrs.

1 Dorothy. Wood head, whose body was 
found in Lake Union Sundgy, was kill­
ed by a Meridian avenue car which 
reached the trestle at 12.201 Sunday 
morning. His investigations led him 
to discard the theories of murder or 
suicide.

The movements of Mrs. Woodhead 
were traced from the time she left her 
home at 520 Terry avenue north at 
7.30 o’clock Saturday evening until she 
was placed aboard a car at Sixth and 
Westlake avenue shortly after mid­
night By a man Who had spent .part 
of the evening with her at â cafe.

The car taken by Mrs. Woodhead 
tvas crowded and she was carried be­
yond her stopping point, which was Re­
publican street, according to the in­
formation obtained by Coroner Sny­
der.

“After alighting from her car, Mrs. 
Woodhead's first impulse, doubtless, 
was to return by .the trestle over which 
she had come,” said Dr. Snyder. 
"Probably she walked until she saw 
the swift approach of the Meridian 
avenue car which struck her. In at­
tempting to get off the trestle she 
turned and started badk toward the 
platform. In her haste she slipped ajnd 
fell prostrate on the ties, between the 
outer stringer and the most easterly 
rail. Whether she was stunned by the 
fall cannot be told, but It Is certain 
that within a few seconds she was 
struck by the car. She still held her 
hand bag, which is shown by the fact 
that pieces of flesh adhered to it. Her 
left hand and leg were crushed and 
her body thrown from beneath ■ the 
wheels.

“The autopsy disclosed that none of 
her injuries would have caused instan­
taneous death and that she did not 
drown. It is most likely that the body 
was tjirown to the stringer, where it 
remained poised for a few minutes. 
Her death struggles or the shaking 
caused by the passing of another car 
doubtless precipitated the body into 
the lake.

Copenhagen, Dec. 22.—The report of 
the committee of scientists, of which 
Professor Stromgren was chairman, as 
presented to the consistory of the 
university, states that Dr.
.papers are without any value; that his 
report to the University of Copen­
hagen is practically the same as pub­
lished by the New York World on his 
return from his Arctic expedition. The 
copies of his notebooks submitted, says 
the committee, contain no original cal­
culations of observations, but only re­
sults thereof.

There was produced Before- the com­
mittee a letter from Cook postmarked 
Marseilles, December 14th.

Inquiry as to whether the committee 
would undertake a further examination 
In the event of Cook’s sending for the 
instruments and observations which 
are alleged to be at Etah, developed 
that a majority of the members were 
not disposed to waste any more time 
in the matter.

The report shatters completely, al­
most contemptuously, the explorer’s 
title to the discovery, and fills the of­
ficials and people of Denmark with 
chagrin at the figure Denmark is 
made to assume in the eyes of the 
scientific world.

COAST PRESBYTERY
IS NOW TOO LARGE

It is particularly noticeable that all 
the latest ships to arrive on the coast 
are either chartered before arrival or 
within a very short time after they 
have been in the harbor. Once a ves­
sel gets relegated to the disengaged 
list, however, it seems doomed to 
lie there a long time.

The following Is the weekly review 
of the charter market as given by the 
San Francisco Commercial News:

One barley charter was made during 
the past week at 15s., the only other 
announcement being the Ville du 
Havre, to load barley at this port at 
the union rate, which fixture was done 
two months ago. The International 
Sailing Ship Owners’ Union has with­
drawn its minimum freight rate for 
grain ships, taking effect immediately 
and lasting until next July. In view 
of this fact and that barley stocks are 
considerably in excess of last year at 
this time, there are likely to be some 
further charters. According to the re­
port of stocks of grain in the state on 
December 1st, there is a barley stock 
of 260,398 tons, or 68,948 tons more than 
on December 1st, 1908. According to a 
northern exporter, the price of wheat 
is too high to export it even with a 
reasonable figure for vessels. The fact 
that there has been a break in the 
union rates will not stimulate the 
charter markets so far as this coast 
and grain are concerned, for the 
original cost of the wheat makes it im­
possible to ship even at low freight 
rates to other countries.

Lumber chartering continues rather 
quiet, with few fixtures of importance 
to record. Puget Sound to two ports 
on the West Coast has been done at 
40s., a low figure; Puget Sound to Callao 
has been done at 39s„ also a reduction; 
Eureka to Aitata, a small vessel, has 
been done at $7.50; Eureka to United 
ïtingdom has bëen .done at private 
terms, understood to be a very low 
figure; Portland to Shanghai, spring 
loading, has been done at 4s. 6d. gross 
register. Coastwise charters remain 
steady at 84 and 84.50.

AUXILIARY PLANT
USED FIRST TIME

Break in Power Line to Gold- 
stream Affords a 

Test.

The first practical test of the new 
auxiliary stegm plant recently installed 
by the B. C. Electric Company was 
given Tuesday afternoon, when it was 
suddenly requisitioned because of the 
shutting off of power consequent on 
the repairs being made on the E. & N. 
in the vicinity of the Silica Brick 
Works. The power was off for four 
hours and during that period the steam 
plant worked with every satisfaction.

The new steam plant, which was in­
stalled at a cost of $62,000, gives 1,000 
additional horse power to what is 
available from Coldstream. This year 
the plant will be used solely as an aux­
iliary in case of necessity. The com­
pany has now a total horse power of 
4,000, of which 3,400 can be secured 
from Coldstream and the old steam 
plant, and 1,000 from the new plant, the 
largest amount of power ever available 
to the company here.

The old steam plant is now in oper­
ation from 12 o’clock noon to midnight 
when the heaviest demand upon thq 
company is experienced.

VIEW BODY OF KING.

Large Crowds Flock to Royal Palace 
in Brussels.

Brussels, Dec. 21.—Arrangements for 
the funeral of the late King Leopold 
and the swearing in of the new sover­
eign afe proceeding rapidly. An army 
of workmen has taken possession of 
the cathedral, which is being draped, 
and the arrangements are being made * 
for Thursday, when Albert will tri­
umphantly enter Brussels on horse­
back. Delegations are arriving from "all 
the European courts.

A vast crowd yesterday viewed the 
body of the late King. Many of the 
people who came in from the provinces 
were incensed that the gates were 
closed at 3 o'clock, and they tried to 
force an entrance. In the panic people 
were trodden on, garments were torn 
and women fainted. A number were in­
jured. Finally the palace was reopened 
and the visitors were allowed to file 
past the catafalque.

Prince Albert’s plan to reunite the 
exiled and separated family was ful­
filled yesterday. As Baroness Vaughn 
passed out for ever from Belgian life, 
Princess Louise triumphantly entered 
the city, and was officially greeted at 
the station and acclaimed by the peo­
ple. She was conducted with royal 
honors to the chateau Belvedere, 
which henceforth will be her official 
home. '

Japanese Stations Unable to Communi­
cate With Hawaii Owing to 

Confusion.

As a result of the long distance wire­
less telegraphic experiments which 
have been made by the Ochiishi and 
Choshi stations, on the Japanese coast, 
it appears to have been established that 
messages sent from Hawaii, if not 
from San Francisco, 'are able to affect 
the receiving instruments there, but 
in no case has an intelligible 
munication been received, 
evening of the 23rd one of the Japan­
ese wireless stations received faint 
signals which were recognized as com­
ing from Hawaii, but they soon be­
came confused by other messages, and 
no sense could be made out of them.

The lesson of the experiments 
seems to be that more powerful Instal­
lations will have to be employed be­
fore it will be practicable to com­
municate Intelligibly with Hawaii, to 
say nothing of America.

It was recognized as necessary, if 
confidence was to be established in the 
information and work of the associa­
tion, that it should be an institute of 
governments adhering, and that the 
only source of information should be 
through the statistical organizations of 
the various countries.

At Monday’s meeting of the city 
council a by-law grantmg a portion of 
land at the rear of the Empress hotel 
for theatre purposes was 
and given its first reading. The pro­
perty is located at the northeast cor­
ner of Belleville and Douglas streets, 
with a frontage on both streets of 200 
feet.

If the ratepayers ^prove of the by­
law a company which is to be formed 
must covenant to commence work on 
the theatre within three months of the 
signing of the agreement and com­
plete it Within twelve months, the 
building to cost not less than $100,000.

The building must be used as a the­
atre or opera housc and the company 
must stipulate that subject to prior en­
gagements the theatre may be used for 
public assemblages whenever required 
by the mayor; and the company must 
submit to the council from time to 
time the scale of charges for such 
use, which charges shall in no case 
exceed the cost of lighting, heating, 
cleaning, caretaking and superintend­
ence for the time of use.

The by-law also provides that should 
the building be destroyed by fire and 
not replaced by another of equal value 
within a year the grant to the com­
pany of the site shall become null and 
void. The company to be formed will 
be composed of a number of prominent 
citizens and the theatre shall be known 
as the Pegple’s Opera House.

At the forthcoming elections also an­
other important by-law is to be sub­
mitted to the ratepayers—this provides 
for the expenditure of $174,000 for 
school purposes. The secretary of the 
school board wrote last night asking 
that an extraordinary appropriation be 
made. Of the amount stipulated $150,- 
000 is asked for the purchase of a site 
and the erection of a new high school 
building; $14,600 for four additional 
rooms to the Victoria West school, and 
$10,000 for the erection of a frame 
school at the corner of Bank street and 
Leighton road, where a site was re­
cently purchased.

othy Woodhead, 23 years old, the wife 
of J. E. B. Woodhead, an Englishman, 
now returning to his native land, Is 
dead in the city, the victim of murder, 
accident or possibly self-destruction.
Her body, mihus the left lég and left 
arm,, was taken from Lake Union at 
a point several hundred yards out 
along the trestle street railway tracks 
of the Seattle Electric Company.

Lying on the cross, ties of the trestle 
track, some 300 yards out from the 
Western mill, several hours before the 
discovery of the body, the motorman 
of a Fremont-Ballard car, out-bound, 
found the woman’s big blue coal-scut­
tle shaped hat, her gold watch and her 
lëather purse, which the dismembered 
left hand still gripped. The hat had 
seemingly been deliberately removed 
from the head and carefully placed on 
the end of a _tie and near it, on the 
same stick of timber, a gold watch 
which had been presented to her by 
her husband. In the purse which the 
disfnembèred hand still clutched were 
several pieces of silver and numerous 
personal letters and cards.

The theory of the police is that the 
woman, who is reporte,, to have been 
drinking, lost her way while trying to 
get home, wandered out on the trestle 
and in her Intoxicated condition either 
laid down and went to sleep or threw 
her body across the track that she 
might be run over and killed. On the 
other hand, the street car people pro­
fess to believe that the woman was 
murdered and her body placed across 
the rails so as to convey the impres­
sion that she had been run down and 
killed by a street car. And in the face 
of these theories not a crew can be 
found among any of the many on north 
end cars willing to admit that their 
particular car ran over the woman, 
dead or alive.

wreck, and then commenced a life and 
death struggle In the heavy seas that 
were running in the vicinity of the 
sands. The carpenter’s boat, which 
contained six men, was capsized, but 
the sailors once more struggled to the 
upturned craft.

-A second time the boat capsized, and 
three men—Able Seaman Olsen, Ordin­
ary Seaman Broote, and Apprentice 
Matthlsln--were swept away and 
drowned. The other three succeeded 
In reaching the captain’s boat, which 
was overweighted and was repeatedly 
swept by the wavps.

The night was bitterly cold, the men 
were soaked to the skin, and the seas 
repeatedly swept the little boat. All 
night the weary sailors pulled at the 
oars, and when day broke they hoisted 
a coat on a stick to attract attention. 
Several steamers were sighted, but too 
far off to notice them, bat at length, 
when off Cromer the Milford Haven 
herring boat Chanticleer, which was 
herring fishing, noticed the signal and 
steamed down on them.

The men were then half dead, and 
had to be assisted on board the Chan­
ticleer. When the steward was lifted 
up he completely collapsed, and though 
everything was done by the fishermen 
lty*as found Impossible to restore ani­
mation.

The Chanticleer then steamed to 
Yarmouth, the rescued men being sup­
plied with hot tea, and the cabin and 
the forecastle being given up tor their 
accommodation, while big firVs were 
made up to dry their soaked clothes.

Meanwhile, in answer to the signals 
from the lightships, no fewer than six 
lifeboats had been launched—those 
from Gorleston, Yarmouth, Caister, 
Winterton, Palling, and Cromer. The 
Cromer lifeboat Louisa Heartwell was 
the first to reach the wreck. She found 
both the boat if gone, and It was con­
cluded that the wreck was deserted, as 
no response came to their shouts, but, 
as a matter of fact, the ifàar of the 
sea drowned the cries of the two mates.

The Louisa Heartwell then drew 
away searching for the' missing boats 
as far as Palling, after which she re­
turned to the wreck, when the two 
men were described hanging on to the 
mizzen rigging, where they had been 
for eight hours. They were almost ex­
hausted when the lifeboat came up on 
the leeslde, and they were able to drop 
Into her.

the city council a communication waa 
received from Billings & Cochrane, 
replying to the recent letter from R. 
H. Rogers as folows: Referring to the 
letter of Mr. Rogers of the 26th Novem­
ber, we have to say that we have look­
ed into this matter, and in reply there­
to beg to refer you to section 205 of 
the Municipal Clauses Act, sub-sec­
tion C. By that section every munic­
ipality has power to pass by-laws 
which will not be contrary or incon­
sistent with the general conditions of 
the Municipal Clauses Act, and among 
other things to prescribe the form and 
conditions of the license to be granted 
by the board of license commissioners, 
and the days and hours upon which an 
authority to sell liquor may be exer­
cised. j -

This section does not give any au­
thority to close up bars of hotels, but 
gives the council authority to instruct 
the license commissioners that when a 
license is to be granted or renewed 
the hours of sale may be prescribed. 
As no authority is given to close the 
bar during such hours, you can un­
derstand how difficult it is to enforce 
any such regulations. No authority 
is given by the Municipal Clauses 
Act to close the bars of hotels ex­
cepting in the indirect way we have 
mentioned. If the council wish to 
pass any such by-law, It will have to 
be done at once if the commissioners 
are. to act ;upon it at the next regular 
meeting to be held in January. As 
to the advisability of passing any 
such by-law, that is something of 
which the council Is the sole judge.

The council decided to let the matter 
drop.

Will Prepare Bill.
The executive of the labor party 

meets immediately to prepare a bill 
legalizing what the law declares to be 
illegal.

The whole Unionist cause rests in 

such a special way upon Mr. Balfour 
that something like consternation 
spread through the Unionist clubs 
when the news came through that Mr.

Kamloops, Dec, 20.—The addition the 

city of Kamloops is making to its light­
ing plant will give this city the largest 
and most complete lighting system In 
the interjor of British Columbia with 
one exception, that of Nelson, B. C.

The city authorities realizing that the 
growth of Kamloops will be very rapid 
during the coming year are preparing 
for this increase in population and 
building an extension of the city limits, 
and have spared neither money nor 
time in making the equipment of the 
plant the best obtainable, and one that 
the citizens of Kamloops may well be 
proud of.

The change in the lighting system is 
from 1,000 volts single phase, 125 cycle 
to 2,200 volts 60 cycle, 3 phase.

The waterworks plant, which is in 
the same building, is also up to date 
in every particular. This plant consists 
of a high tury cross compound pump­
ing engine with a capacity of 1,000 im­
perial gallons per minute, against 
pressure of 160 pounds; also one com­
pound duplex steam pump of a 900 gal­
lons per minute capacity.

The two plants are well housed In a 
substantial building with a concrete 
floor, the arrangement of the machinery 
being such as to economize on floor, 
the floor space and all the heavier ma­
chinery is set on solid concrete blocks 
of a depth of 15 feet.
