Fredericton, N. B., Sept. 13—(Special) 
George S. Beach, charged with embezzling 
from the C. P. R. was arraigned in the 
police court this morning and further re­
manded until Thursday morning. A strong 
effort is being made by friends to make 
good the loss to the company and have 
the charge withdrawn.

The case of George Pass, charged with 
stealing on a C. P. R. train, is going on 
at the police court. Miss Stranghom, of 
Boston, who was instrumental in having 
the charge made, arrived at noon and 
will give evidence.

Borden of New York, failed to report for 
work today in accordance with their an­
nounced intention of striking for an in­
crease in wages.

Although but one-fifth of the employes of 
the six mills were affected, there was a 
probability that unless the strikers and 
the mill operators reached an agreement 
during the day, all the departments would 
be closed down, throwing 5,000 operatives 
out of work.

To prevent possible disorder a large 
squad of police was posted around the 
mills, but the weavers- made no attempt to 
intercept the ojher employes, who were 
going to work.

The striking weavers ask for ten per cent 
increase in wages and the adjustment of 
several other minor grievances.

If frost is late, the late com 
may develop a fair crop. The oats crop 
promises to exceed last year’s by 200,000,- 
000 bushels.

The indicated total wheat yield, both 
Spring and Winter, is estimated at 714,- 
303,000 bushels, 50,000,000 more than last 
year, and 80,000,000' more than in 1907. 
The prospects are the best since 1906, 
when the yield was 735,269,000 bushels. 
The soil is now in good condition for Fall 
plowing.

Seems to Demand Explanation
New York, Sept. 13—The Times says:-.
Interesting evidence bearing upon the 

question whether Dr. Frederick A. Cook 
did, as he asserts, or did not, reach the 
North l'oie before Commander Robert E.
Peary succeeded in his long quest for the 
pole, was supplied yesterday in a des­
patch published in the New York Herald 
from its 'correspondent, who met Harry ao 
Whitney, the New Haven Sportsman, 
aboard the Roosevelt, when she came from 
the north on Aug. 24.

The correspondent sailed on the relief 
ship Jeanie, which put out from New­
foundland early in August t® find Peary,
Cook and Whitney. The Jeanie and the 
Roosevelt met in Westenholme Sound, 
north of Saunders Island. Whitney was 
aboard the Roosevelt, having been picked 
up at Etah by Commander Peary while 
the explorer was on his way back from 
the nole.

Ever since Dr. Cook, coming south on 
a Danish vessel from Ubernavik, the Dan-, 
ish settlement in Greenland, announced 
that he had reached the North Pole on 
April 25, 1908, and therefore was its “dis­
coverer,’’ there has been the greatest eag­
erness to hear something from Whitney.
Dr. Cook declared in his earliest inter­
views in Copenhagen, that he entrusted 
the proofs that he reached the pole to 
Whitney, when returning from the pole, 
he found Whitney staying at Peary’s base 
of supplies at Etah.

Dr. Cook explained that he made two 
sets of records, including exhaustive ob­
servations. He gave one, he said, to 
Whitney, so that in event of a mishap to 
himself, there would still be proofs in ex­
istence to establish his claim to the dis­
covery of the pole. When Whitney 
heard from, Dr. Cook aserted positively, 
all doubt as to his contention of being the 
discoverer of the pole would be dispelled.

“The Herald’s correspondent who, when 
he wrote his despatch evidently knew 
nothing of this, mentions that Dr. Cook 
met Whitney at Etah on April 17, and 
says' that Dr. Cook told Whitney of his 
trip north. But far from telling Whitney 
that he had discovered the pole, the cor­
respondent says that Dr. Cook merely 
stated that he had gone beyond the mark 
reached by Peary in 1906. Cook, he says, 
spoke also of having been well pleased 
to have accomplished this.

Instead of mentioning any proofs that 
Cook had entrusted to XX’hitney to show 
that he had reached the pole, the corres-mat ne not fell Battle line steamer Tanagra. Captain Loek-pondent sa.fs that t ook would not ' j hart, arrived at Barry, September 9th, from 
Whitney how far north he had been, and j g, j0hn, with a cargo of deals, 
the members of the Peary party are posi­
tive that the farther north record has 
been retained by Peary.

According to the Herald despatch, Whit­
ney is now on a two weeks hunting trip 

the Jeanie. Those who accept Peary’s 
statement that Cook “has simply handed 
the public a gold brick,” pointed out that 
if Whitney had the previous proofs he 
would probably not be spending his time 
in a hunting trip with the chance that 
the proofs might be lost.”

One Of the worst accidents that has 
happened in St. John for some time oc­
curred on Saturday evening between 5.30 
and 6 p. m., when little Ronald Campbell, 
aged seven, son of Percy Campbell, of the 
New Brunswick Telephone Company, had 
his right leg completely severed at the 
knee and also suffered a compound frac­
ture of the thigh bone, as a result of hav­
ing his leg caught in the spokes of 
riage.

The little lad had left his home on Rock­
land Road to visit his aunt, Mrs. Jarvis 
Wilson, of Germain street. Mrs. \\ ilson 
happened to be out at the time, so young 
Campbell, along with some other boys, 
started playing on the street. A carriage 
driven by Mrs. Holman, of Leinster street, 

along and three of the hoys jumped 
the back of it. Roland Campbell, in 

some way, got his leg over the spring and 
through the spokes in one of the rea 
wheels. Mrs. Holman, who was drivir, 
along vçry slowly, did not notice the 
bovs on behind and failed to stop in time 
to "prevent the leg being terribly lacerated.

The lad was picked up and carried into 
John E. Moore’s residence, and Doctor 
Bentlev. White, Inches and Skinner were 
summoned. They soon saw that the bones 
of the leg were broken to bits,, the flesh 
hung in shreds. The suffering of the boy 
was intense.

It was found impossible to do anything 
for him there, so the ambulance was sum­
moned and the lad taken to the hospital. 
He was at once placed on the table and 
Dr. White made a clean amputation of 
the leg a little below the knee.

It was necessary to bind tightly the 
boy’s leg in order to stop the great flow 
of "blood which was causing the patient 
to become very weak. After the lad re­
gained consciousness, following the opera- . 
tion he talked chêerfully to his- father, 
who had hastened to the hospital as soon 
as he learned of the accident. At a late 
hour last night the little patient was rest­
ing comfortably, but the physicians think 
Ins chances for recovery are not great.

Mail. The comprehensive and strenuous 
education considered necessary for his ex­
alted position has not dulled the ready 
wit which he inherited from Queen Am­
elia, and he also shares her open-air tastes 
spending a good part of his leisure in ten­
nis, fencing and riding. He has, moreover, 
artistic accomplishments, being both a 
musician and a painter.

Before the tragic events that brought 
him to the throne he was being educated 
aa a sailor and threw himself eagerly into 
the study of modern science pnd mathe­
matics and the technicalities of naval con­
struction.

Two years ago, therefore, his outlook 
on life was rather the sailor’s than the 
king’s and a very strenuous course of 
study was mapped out for him. It includ­
ed, according to a writer in the Xuao, 
philosophy, political science, and the phy­
sical sciences;

He arose at seven every morning and 
studied Plato and Greek philosophy for an 
hour before he went to breakfast in his 
mother’s apartments. The morning from 
ten to noon was devoted to astronomy, 
inorganic chemistry and general science, 
and the afternoon from one to four to his­
tory and jurisprudence. In the evenings he 
relaxed into music and less serious liter­
ature, retiring to bed at nine.

the performance of his duties as a public 
servant, William A. Pitt, the well known 
ferryman of Gondola Point, Kings county, 
passed away at the general publia hos­
pital early this morning.

No resident of Kings County was more 
widely known or commanded greater re­
spect than Captain Pitt. For the past 
thirty-one years he had conducted a public 
ferry between Gondola Point and Reid’s 
Point, accommodating those who wished to 
cross at any hour of the day or night. He 

constantly on duty and was very popu­
lar and energetic, and Will be greatly 
ed.

He was a son of the late William Pitt, 
of the old Loyalist family at Kingston, and 
was almost seventy years old, his birthday 
being in November. During his thirty-one 
yeare} as a ferryman he built and operated 
a number of boats, among them the Adino 
Paddock and Marguerite, plying between 
Rothesay and Reid’s Point, and lately 
adopted a cable ferry with gasoline power 
between Reid’s Point and Gondola Point.

It was in connection with this latter 
system that he received the injuries which 
resulted in his death. While attaching a 
belt to the enginf bis clothing became 
caught and he was drawn under the wheel 
and crushed between the wheel and the 
deck. His shoulders and neck were sever­
ely injured, and he had to be carried to 
hie home. He was brought to the hospital, 
where everything possible was done for 
him, but he passed away this morning.

He was married to Miss Paddock, and 
she, with two sons and one daughter, sur­
vives. The sons are Frank and Adino, re­
siding at home, and the daughter is Mrs. 
George Chase, of this city.

Captain Pitt was a prominent Orange­
man, being a past master of the lodge at 
Gondola Point. He was also a great tem­
perance worker, and also took part in all 
matters of public interest.
