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FRANCE AND RUSSIA. PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT MARCHING TO BATTLE.
Fire Thousand Colombian Troops to 

Attack the Rebels at Onoe.

President Loubet Chose a Bad Time

LONDON, May 21,—In a despatch 

from St. Petersburg, the correspondent 
of the Dally Mall says that President 
Loubet could hardly have chosen a 
more unfavorable moment for hie visit.

"Apart from labor and student re­
volt,;’ says the correspondent, “there Is 

.the trouble which arose during tj»e re­
cent riots in Moscow between a French­
man and the oolice, which led to ener­
getic interference by the French am­
bassador, with the result that the posi­
tions of Grand Duke George, the gov­
ernor of Modc&w, and M. Trefte, the 
chief of police, are said to be menaced.

“Shortly after this trouble the Grand 
Duke Vladimir declined to attend the 
parade In honor of President Loubet, 
saying he was not to be ordered about 
by a ‘hole and corner lawyer.’ He ac­
cordingly transferred the chief com­
mand to General Rehbinder. The Czar 
then interfered and appointed Grand 
Duke Nicholas to the chief command.”

PANAMA, Colombia, May 11.—The 
government forces began to leave Pan­
ama at five o’clock yesterday morning. 
In all about 2,000 men, under the com­
mand of Generals Amaya and Salazar, 
will proceed against the insurgents. 
Before he left the city General Salazar 
said:

"I intend to attack the rebels im­
mediately. I expect to reeelve within 
the next eight days reinforcements of 
3,000 more men under the command of 
General Panpillo Gutierrez, who will 
co-operate with the troops leaving

Transvaal, where the Boer delegates 
are in conference, the befct information 
obtainable leads to the belief- that 
there are a number of obstacles In the 
way of a peaceful settlement. In sum­
ming up the situation at Vereenlglhg 
It is safe to say that a majority of thé 
Transvaalers, including the Transvaal 
government, is in favor of peace, 
while the representatives of the Or­
ange Free State, with a few Influential 
exceptions, declare they will not re­
nounce Independence. Strangely enough 
General De Wet, who was most irre­
concilable at the last conference, Is 
now quite a strong advocate of peace.

Lord Kitchener certainly will not ex­
ceed the concessions already offered 
the delegates, so there remains only 
the question of the reduction of the 
demands of the Orange Free State re­
presentatives, or the possibility of a 
split between the Boer factions, 
latter, while It would delay an imme­
diate settlement of the matter before 
the conference, would certainly hasten 
the final solution of the situation in the 
field.

very small scale, and in a protected 
part.

At present the chief Industry of that 
whole northern country consists In the 
procuring of furs. Since free traders 
have gone Into the country in large 
numbers, the Indians have been en­
couraged to kill fur bearing animals it 
all seasons of the year, thus Interfering 
with their Increase. The Hudson’s Bay 
company would not accept fur which 
was not prime; and under the com­
pany’s rule, the Indians were warned 
not to destroy fur-bearing animals 
during the breeding season.

The development of fisheries and 
lumber interests has not yet been un­
dertaken. The timber Is of tamarac, 
spruce and Jack pine, which are found 
In quantities and of qualities to meet 
local demands for fuel, etc., but dlffl- 
culty of navigation would be an ob­
stacle in the way of export.

No valuable mineral deposits have as 
yet been discovered.

Over Three Thousend Miles From 

Winnipeg to Fort McPherson.
for

(Winnipeg Free Press, May 14.)
Miss Annie McDonald, who has been 

residing last summer with her uncle 
and aunt, K. N. L. McDonald and his 
sister, in this city, left on Friday last 
on her way back to take up her work 
as a missionary teacher, having quite 
recovered her health which had become 
somewhat Impaired.

Miss McDonald is a daughter of Ven. 
Archdeacon McDonald, of the Macken­
zie River diocese, who is stationed a't 
Fort Macpherson, on the Peel River, 
a tributary of the Mackenzie, about one 
degree within the Arctic Circle.

The lady has a trip of 3,000 miles 
ahead of her. The first 1,000 miles, to 
Edmonton, Is a comparatively easy part 
of the Journey, as the distance will be 
accomplished by railway train. Thence 
to Athabasca Landing, the distance be­
ing about 90 miles, the transportation 
is by wagons. From there down the 
Athabasca river, which is the most 
difficult part of the whole route, the 
journey Is continued by using open 
boats. The river Is a very difficult one, 
full of rapids and falls. On arriving 
at Fort McMurray, at the junction of 
the Clearwater with the Athabasca, 
about 200 miles from Athabasca Land­
ing, the passengers are conveyed by 
steamer Grahame down to the head of 
the Smith Rapids, where there is a 
portage of 16 miles to reach Fort Smith. 
Before arriving at this portage, they 
have to pass Fort Chlppewyan on Ath­
abasca Lake and the mouth of the 
Peace river. In the old days five big 
rapids and portages which are evaded 
by the 16-mlle wagon road, used to be 
one of the most difficult parts of the 
trip. From Fort Smith the steamer 
Wrlgley comes into play, descending 
the Slave river to Great Slave lake, 
crossing the latter to the Mackenzie 
river proper, and proceeding thence 
down to the farthest north post of the 
H. B. Co., Fort Macpherson. This por­
tion of the trip Is comparatively easy. 
From Winnipeg to this last-named post, 
the distance Is about 3,000 miles.

WILL ARRIVE IN JULY.
Miss McDonald will arrive at her 

destination about the middle of July. 
If connection could be made at once 
with the different boats along the 
route, the trip would be much shorter, 
but there are so many delays, waiting 
for the goods to be loaded, that about 
a month longer time is taken than 
would be otherwise required. For éx- 
ample, about a couple of weeks will be 
spent at Fort Smith in getting the 
goods over.

K. N. L. McDonald is well acquaint­
ed with the route here described, hav­
ing himself been a resident of these far 
northern regions for a number of 
years. He returned in 1882, coming by 
Hudson’s Bay York boats up stream, 
leaving. the Athabasca river and as­
cending the Clearwater river to tri­
age la Loche, crossing the portage of 
12 miles and coming to Ile a la Crosse. 
Generally, the rivers and little lakes 
were used until the Saskatchewan waft 
struck at Cumberland, and thence the 
journey to Lake Winnipeg and onto Sel­
kirk was by steamer. He had coroe the 
year before to Fort Simpson and pass­
ed the winter there; then he left In 
June and arrived In Winnipeg on the 
28th of August. He found, of course, 
that many changes had taken place 
during his absence.

When asked about the resources of 
the north land, K. N. L. McDonald men­
tioned that the government had been 
for some time boring on the Athabasca 
for petroleum. He says there is no 
doubt that petroleum and bitumen, 
tar or asphalt exist along the 
banks of the Athabasca. In the 
old days, the H B. Co.’s men In 
ascending to Fort La Loche for sup­
plies of goods were accustomed to leave 
empty kegs along the banks of the At­
habasca, stuck In the ground, and on 
their return would ' take them up filled 
with tar which had run into them from 
the bank. This tar was used for pitch­
ing the boats and was very good for 
the purpose.

On the right bank of the Mackenzie, 
below Fort Simpson, close to Fort Nor­
man, this bituminous matter is found, 
where fires are burning continually, 
summer and winter, and where the liq­
uid tar. In places, runs Into the river. 
Along the banks of the Athabasca are 
places also where sulphur is found in 
large quantities.

Archdeacon McDonald has been 
ki that far northern district since 1862, 
with occasional trips out. Most of his 
children, of whom there are seven liv­
ing, were born there. Three years ago 
he returned to his mission after an ab- 

. sence in England while putting through 
the press his translation of the whole 
Bible, from Genesis to Revelation, be- 
eides the prayer-book and hymn-book, 
into the language of the Loucheux In­
dians. These are the most northerly of 
the Indian tribes. Their name signi­
fies “Squinters,” and was probably giv­
en by the first white man from some 
member of the tribe who was cross­
eyed. Their language is spoken by 
tribee on both sides of the Mackenzie, 
and the basin of the Yukon. K. N. L. 
McDonald, brother of the archdeacon, 
who also spoke the language fluently 
while residing there, says It is one of 
very great difficulty.

Miss McDonald teaches school in the 
English language, for a month or two 
In summer, when all the Indians come 
in from their hunts, there Is a fair at­
tendance of children; trot In the win­
ter, when -they are all wandering 
about looking for provisions and furs, 
there are very few left at the fort. 
Since the advent of the miners into 
Yukon, a great deal of prospecting has 
Been done on the Peel River, the Por­
cupine on the west aide, and other riv­
ers. and naturally, as they are essen­
tially nomadic in their habitfc, travel 
to the places where they can secure 
the highest prices for their fish and 
meat

HARD COAL PRICES AS TO PROJECTING WINDOWS.

There appears to be some slight 
skirmishing on Main street between the 
civic authorities and the carpenters 
employed on O’Neill’s house, and there 
is a large possibility of more being 
heard of the affair. Some two weeks 
ago staging was erected in front of the 
house by Charles W. Segee, the build­
er, for the purpose of making altera­
tions in the front of the building. A 
wide platform was built from the sec­
ond floor, extending over the sidewalk, 
and on this platform a wall was put 
up, completely shutting in the front 
of the house and the workmen. Inside 
this enclosure, hidden from public view 
the work has been going on, and among 
the alterations being made are two bow 
windows, which project a couple of 
feet over the sidewalk. These window? 
are the cause of the trouble, inasmuch 
as they are not permissible, by the ord*- 
er of the board of works. Some time 
ago, when similar affairs were built 
on other houses the matter was 
brought before the board of works and 
they decided that since the windows 
had been erected they might remain, 
but no more were to be put up.
