So fierce was the|
blaze, however, and so strong had be-
come the wind that millions of sparks
and flying buming shingles spread
over five or six blocks, setting the
roofs of the houses on fire in advance
of  the department. Soon_ Senator
Taljaferro’s residence .and then the
aﬂJorlnmg houses on that block were
ablaze. Desperate efforts were made
to save the Windsor and the St. James.‘
botels, but both were quickly
veloped in flames.
