The Delaware river wets full of ice, 
and for a time was altogether closed 
to navigation. There waa good skat­
ing at Newport News a week ago, al­
though Mr. Porter remarked that only 
a small proportion of the children 
seemed to be availing themselves of 
the opportunity to indulge in this pas­
time, probably because only a few of 
them knew how# owing to the very 
limited opportunities which they have 
of learning.

The steamer Pandosia, one of the 
Battle linera, waa three days in mak­
ing the trip from Baltimore to Cape 
Henry, the usual time for the distance 
being sixteen hours. The presence of 
so much ice caused the suspension of 
the whole ferry service.

In New York Mr. Porter also found 
the weather very cold. Not for years 
past 1ms there been so much ice in the 
harbor, and Mr. Porter says he was 
told that the fall of snow this winter . 
was within two inches of the record.

life AGOOTTAWA, Feb. 9.—One does not 
envy Ralph Smith of Nanaimo—alleg­
ed independent liberal and nominal 
representative n the house of com­
mons of the labor unions of Canada— 
his experience when next he faces a 
meeting of labor men. The unions as 
a rule do not feold kindly feelings to­
ward those who throw them down, 
and it ever a man earned their con­
demnation in this way that man is 
Ralph Smith, the one in parliament 
who, more than all others, might have 
been expected to be true to their in­
terests.

He introduced a bill the other day 
giving labor unions, as they are now 
constituted, the power to register un­
ion labels and providing a heavy pen­
alty for the use of those labels by 
manufacturers who, by not comply­
ing with union principles were not en­
titled to br^nd their goods as' union 
made. He brought in a similar bill 
last year and put it through the 
house after a discussion 
neither, party — as a party directly 
opposed or favored it. That bill was 
killed in the senate. This year when 
he introduced the ■ bill- he màde a 
strong speech in favor of" it in every 
particular. Considerable opposition 
developed to it on the old grounds 
that such privileges as were asked 
should only be given to Incorporated 
bodies, to organizations which had 
proved their worthiness of such privi­
leges under the law. 
ments along this line Mr. 
combatted capably and very effective­
ly, and had he persisted would not 
Improbably have had as good success 
In the lower house as he had last 
year.

Hut yesterday when the house was 
in committee on the bill and after Mr. 
Smith ha'd for an hour or more been 
replying to speeches from private 
members against it, chiefly based on 
this matter of incorporation, Mr. 
Fitzpatrick, minister of justice, arose 
and broadly intimated that he did not 
like the bill. He did not think such 
legislation had ever been passed by 
any legislature and he was certainly 
going to oppose some of the provis­
ions of the bill.

It was funny to see the effect this 
had upon the stalwart and Independent 
labor representative, 
lost all interest in the bill and a few 
minutes later got up and confessed 
that personally he was not In favor 
of It at all. He had Introduced It be­
cause the unions wanted him to; he 

• bad spoken for It because the unions 
wanted him io, but personally he 
thought the unions should be incor­
porated before they asked any such 
privileges and he considered that the 

« bill would be Improved by the Inser­
tion of an amendment making It ap­
plicable only to Incorporated unions.

Now the sole purpose and Intention 
of the bill was to allow the unions to 
remain unincorporated and still have 
this privilege of registration, 
was the only idea of its promoters 
and any amendment such as referred 
to by Mr. Smith killed the bill deader 
than Blair. If the unions were inôor- 
porated the proposed law would be 
unnecessary as this privilege would be 
theirs under existing laws. And Mr. 
Smith knew this, knew it better than 
any other man in the house. But the 
party whip cracked, ever so slightly 
In his direction and, forgetting his 
constituents and his creeds and all his 
former speeches, he qrlnged like a lit­
tle dog caught barking at his master’s 
friends.

Shortly afterward an amendment lim­
iting the privileges asked for In the 
bill to “duly incorporate” labor unions 
was moved by Mr. Demers, the liberal 
member for St. John’s and Iberville, and 
carried without division, and the bill, 
■o far as the Intention of Its promot­
ers was concerned, was dead. It is 
unlikely that any attempt will be made 
to revive It this session.

tions of Messrs. Ouimet and Caron; 
that Sir Charles Tupper same from 
England, not actuated by ambitions of 
his own and not induced by the machi­
nations of conspirators in the cabinet,

Except that he made no contradiction 
of Mr. Haggart and so indorsed his 
statements, he revealed nothing. His 
speech was a quiet, unanswerable ar­
gument that any minister of the crown 
having differed from his colleagues or 
his leader on a matter of policy or 
principle, has a right to resign office 
and emolument without being called 
a traitor or an oath-breaker—without 
doing anything dishonorable or un- 
gentlemanly. The only additional 
statement of fact he made was that 
before he and his colleagues left the 
government the premier knew their 
decision and had the settlement of the 
difficulty in his own hands.

And when to Mr. Haggart’s asser­
tions and Mr. Foster's arguments was 
added the emphatic statément by 
George Taylor, conservative chief 
whip, who was also chief whip for Sir 
Mackenzie and as such was the inter­
mediary between the premier and the 
resigned ministers, and who declared 
he was In the confldenc of both fac­
tions, and it was at Sir Mackenzie’s 
request that he got Sir Charles and 
the dissentients together and made a 
bargain that Sir Charles was to con­
duct the session, afterwards Bowell 
was to do what he had agreed to do 
before and Sir Charles was to become 
premier, the discussion closed, probab­
ly never to be revived. In fact there 
is only one way to revive it — by de­
claring that Haggart lied, that Tay­
lor swore to It and that Foster by si­
lent acquiesence endorsed them both. 
And the man will be hard up for 
political capital, even if he be as care­
less of justice and decency as Sir Wil­
liam Mulock, who will resort to this. 
So far as decent politics are consider­
ed the affair of ’96 is probably closed.

He contended for the establish­
ment of a national port policy, in­
cluding the harbors of Montreal, Que­
bec, St. John and Halifax, and all 
others requiring aid from the govern­
ment.

There Is considerable Interest in the 
city and around the house in the sug­
gestion unanimously made by the Ot­
tawa City Council that the Dominion 
government should consider the ques­
tion of making Ottawa a federal dis­
trict under the control of a commis­
sion, on a system similar to that pre­
vailing in Washington.

The government of recent years has 
spent large sums of money In beauti­
fying Ottawa’s buildings, driveways, 
parks,, etc., and the Idea is that, with 
the city placed directly under govern­
ment control, much more money would 
be spent and the city made the most 
attractive in Canada at no cost to the 
citizens, as it is expected that taxes 
would be considerably reduced by the 
change.
t On the other hand, the placing of the 
city under the direction of a govern­
ment commission would mean the dis- 
faànchisement of the people of Ottawa, 
who, as they would have no aldermen 
and no representatives in the house, 
would necessarily lose the right of vot­
ing in Dominion and municipal and pro- 

. bably In provincial elections. As im­
portant manufacturing and business 
interests are represented in the city, 
this would meet with strong resistance 
from the capital involved, which would 
lose a large part of its influence on 
legislation by this move. Also the idea 
of being deprived of all voice in the 
country's affairs is repugnant to the 
majority of men, and If the matter is 
to be decided by popular vote It Is im­
probable that any such surrender will 
be endorsed.

The suggestion, which emanates 
from Alderman Grant, is that the dis­
trict to be formed should be about ten 
miles square, taking in Hull, the whole 
to bo called the District of Ottawa.

But the one topic which puts all 
others In the shade, the topic which Is 
discussed at all hours in every corri­
dor and room of the house, is the mix- 
up in Quebec. Unless it Is patched up 
speedily it is generally conceded that 
It will greatly weaken Laurier’s pres­
tige, especially after the Ontario elec­
tion, as it is generally known that he 
has been interfering personally In the 
melee, in the hope of conciliating the 
combatants.

Palace Hotel.
It was a trivial incident that pro­

Sir William Mulock was trying to

LONDON, Feb. 13.—A conference on 
the Balkan situation took place today 
at the Westminster Palace hotel. Lord 
Stanmore presiding. Among those pre­
sent were the Bishop of Hereford, Jas. 
Bryce, Herbert Gladstone, the Earl of 
Lytton and many members of parlia­
ment. A resolution was passed urging 
the government to take immediate 
steps to secure adequate reforms, as­
serting that a continuance of misrule 
in Armenia and Macedonia would be 
a disgrace to civilized Europe, affirm­
ing the direct responsibility of Great 
Britain for the establishment of re­
forms and setting forth that the only 
satisfactory solution of the situation 
would be the appointment of a Euro­
pean governor of Macedonia, at Ad- 
rianople, independent of the Sultan of 
Turkey and responsible only to the 
powers of Europe.

Mr. Bryce said it was useless to ask 
the British government to institute 
further reforms.

President Roosevelt to Proceed no 

Further With Arbitration Treaties. Mr. Boyle further criticizes Mr. 
Russell’s presentation of the transac­
tion in Eden between God and Adam. 
He takes exceptions to the thought 
that the cursing of the ground (Gen. 
3-17), was a blessing in disguise, but 
a little analyzing of the verse in which 
he quotes clears the .matter very per­
ceptibly.

LONDON, Feb. 13.—The announce­
ment of President Roosevelt’s deter­
mination to proceed no further with 
the arbitration treaties in consequence 
of the senate’s action in substituting 
the term “treaty” for “agreement,” is 
received with some degree of surprise, 
but with no evidence of concern in 
official circles in London. Disappoint­
ment was expressed at the foreign of­
fice today, but officials there say they 
were confident that, a treaty upon 
which all parties should agree would 
be signed ultimately. While there is 
every evidence that officials regret 
this second failure to secure an arbi­
tration treaty with the United States, 
the matter is not treated as cause for 
the slightest uneasiness.

“Great Britain is on sufficiently good 
terms with America to dispense with 
a treaty and ,settle any differences 
which may arise through the ordinary 
diplomatic channels, until such time as 
they can mutually agree, or President 
Roosevelt and the United States sen­
ate can settle the differences with re­
gard to the proper course of proced­
ure,” was the view expressed by a high 
official to the A^ociated Press today. 
It is thoroughly understood that the 
entire question in dispute lies between 
President Roosevelt and the senate, 
and the senate’s disclaimer of un­
friendliness towards any power has 
had a generally good effect.

There is reason to believe that Mr. 
Fitzpatrick’s openly expressed opposi­
tion to the union label hill was not on 
the government programme.

OTTAWA, Feb. 14,—Parliament this 
afternoon devoted itself to another 
discussion , largely fruitless and with­
out interest, of Mr. Fisher’s bill to es­
tablish a permanent census bureau. 
The minister spoke at length and 
often, but added nothing to his argu­
ments of laet week, nor was much new 
matter furnished by opposition speak­
ers. At the opening of the debate the 
government admitted the justice of the 
opposition’s contention made the other 
day by reintroducing the ■ money 
clauses of the bill by resolution.

One of the most forcible speeches on 
the bill was made by Mr. Monk, who 
while approving the purpose, con­
demned the proposed method as blip- 
shod and expensive.

As an instance of Mr. Fisher’s me­
thods, he again pointed to the last cen­
sus, which cost $1,250,000, while the 
census of the Philippines, with greater 
population, cost the United States only 
$214,000. He thought the bureau should 
be under the trade and commerce de­
partment’s present statistical machin­
ery, if properly managed, would do the 
work as well as the expensive new 
bureau. Finally the bill passed its 
second reading and was referred again 
to the committee.

The house went into committee of 
supply on public estimates. The ap­
propriation of $25,000 for the post of­
fice at Antigonish came up again and 
was met by Mr. Ganong with figures 
showing that Antigonish had lost 
nearly a thousand population in the 
past ten years, and had no prospect of 
increase. He thought the expenditure 
of such a sum there was unjust to 
other towns more important and with 
greater needs.

Other opposition members contended 
for more equitable distribution, and 
Mr. Fowler suggested that Antigonish 
be cut down to $15,000 and the other 
$10,000 be given for the construction 
of a public building in Hillsboro, Al­
bert county, which was a larger town, 
an important centre and possessed all 
the elements for an extensive growth.

Mr. Borden made no objection to the 
item, but asked the minister, who was 
probably acting on some Well defined 
policy in giving $25,000 buildings to 
towns of less than 2,000 population, 
what that policy was, and where he 
thought it was going to land him.

Mr. Hyman had nothing to say, but 
refused to withdraw the item, which 
passed.

This discussion began before Mr. 
Borden again referred to the great 
delay in returns from the Yukon elec­
tions, which would make it impossible 
for the member-elect in December to 
reach here before March. He thought 
a full and clear explanation was due 
from the responsible returning officers. 
He suggested’ that amendments were 
necessary to the election law so that 
a returning officer should not have this 
power to prevent an elected member 
for an indefinite period from entering 
the house.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier promised to bring 
some information down tomorrow. 
Mr. Fitzpatrick said that this was the 
first hitch of the kind that had occur­
red since the election law was estab­
lished twenty years ago. He agreed 
with Borden that some amendment 
seemed necessary and promised im­
mediate consideration.

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir,—Rev. C. I. Russell having offer­

ed to " send proofs of the foregoing to 
any one Interested, I received a whole 
budget, consisting of Millennial Dawn, '
A Sermon on Not Ashamed of the 
Gospel, An Interview with a Presby­
terian Minister, etc. 
these documents carefully, I wrote Mr. 
Russell giving him my opinion of his 
teaching. In his reply (I have his let­
ter ) he never once hints that I Ms- 
understood him, but In a general way 
he appeals to the scriptures for proof 
of his teaching.

In the Semi-Weekly Sun of January 
14th I referred to this matter, and 
charged Mr. Russell with teaching 
that our Lord and Saviour is merely 
a created being — a little higher than 
the angels. That there is no such 
place as hell. That the death threat­
ened, Gen. 2:16-17, refers only to tem­
poral death. That there is no such 
thing as original sin. I notice in your 
paper of Feb. 4th inst., a letter from 
A. N. Marchant of Oxford, N. S., in 
defence of Mr. Russell’s doctrines. I 
don’t quite see why it was necessary 
to import a defender from Nova Scotia 
as I am credibly informed that there 
are quite a number of people, in St. 
John who hold Mr. Bussell’s opinions. 
But let that pass. Mr. Marchant 
charges that in a recent issue of the 
Sun I made an attempt at criticism 
of some points of doctrine, etc. That , 
I read Mr. Russell’s teachings in a 
hypocritical manner. That I am guilty 
of breaking the ninth commandment 
of the law, Exodus 20th, 16th, in that 
I have borne false witness against my 
neighbor, (C. I. Russell of Allegheny, 
Pa.) These are serious charges, but I 
plead not guilty. And first, Mr. Mar­
chant tactily admits the truth of 
every one of my charges with the ex­
ception of that regarding original sin.

I now enquire what Is meant by the 
word “sin’’ In scripture? To commit 
sin is to break the commandments of 
God — the moral law. In addition to 
this there were special commands giv­
en to Individuals at different times, 
such as that to our first parents, Gen. 
2-17, and to the “man of God” who 
came out of Judah, 1st Kings, 13:7, 8- 
9 and onwards.

The eating of the fruit of the tree 
of knowledge of good and evil was an 
actual transgression, as far as our first 
parents were concerned, but as Imput­
ed to their descendants, it is termed 
“original sin,” and it is held by nine­
teen-twentieths of the Christian world 
that the whole human race stands pre­
cisely in the same relation to that of­
fence as did Adam himself, that is, as 
far as the punishment due to it was 
concerned. Mr." Russell says the only 
punishment due to it was temporal 
death, a liability to sickness and pain 
and a corrupt sinful nature. Mr. Rus­
sell also tells us that our Lord and 
Saviour paid this debt to divine Jus­
tice, that he suffered and died In the 
stead of the whole human family. As 
regards the eating of the fruit of the 
tree of knowledge. Now we know that 
the penalty as stated by Mr. Russell, 
is exacted from every child of Adam. 
They all die a temporal death. They 
are all liable to pain and sickness. 
T’iey are born with a corrupt, sinful 
nature. Only two men since the foun­
dation of the world escaped temporal 
death. And yet Mr. Russell teaches 
that our Lord paid this penalty, that 
he died In their room and stead on the 
cross. Here, then, we have this pun­
ishment meted out to the sinner and 
to the surety as well. What a carica­
ture of divine Justice. But the Millen­
nium Is to commence In 1914 and dur­
ing the next ten years the several gov­
ernments of the world are to be over­
thrown, overturned, etc. The several 
religious sects, composed mainly of 
nominal Christiana, together with 
their creeds and confessions, are to 
be swept away, and the only chance 
for any person to escape the general 
catastrophe is to embrace without 
question the teachings of Rev. C, I. 
Russell of Allegheny, Pa. Then 
cometh the Millennium and then, 
what? Why, the resurrection of all 
the dead from Adam to the present 
time. Mr. Russell estimates the num­
bers at (252,000,000,000) two hundred 
and fifty-two billions. And, as to their 
advent causing this old world of ours 
to be a little over-crowded, Mr. Rus­
sell says there would be no difficulty, 
they could all find standing room in 
Ireland, and the state of Texas could 
furnish a graveyard for three times 
as many. So you see he has it all ar­
ranged. Still I think the People of 
New Brunswick would object to an in­
flux of antïdiluvians, Genesis 6:1-7-13 
and 7:21, to the entrance of heathen 
Chinese, Turks, Egyptians, (Exodus 
14) Canaanites, Sodomites, etc., see 
Gen. 19-12 to 29 verses. And, when it is 
realized, that according to Mr. Russell, 
only about four-tenths of one per cent, 
of them will be even nominal profes­
sors of religion, you can see what a 
pandemonium there would be. A. N. 
Marchant asks me to explain the na­
ture of the union of *he divine and 
human natures in the person of our 
Saviour. It is not at all necessary. 
There are many things in the king­
doms of nature and of grace that we 
cannot explain. I much doubt if Mr. 
Marchant can explain the nature of the 
union of soul and body in his own per­
son. Mr. Marchant asks if I think the 
child of tender years is subject to se­
cond death, and, why not? Mr. Rus­
sell admits that ninety-nine out of 
every hundred of them are born un­
clean. They certainly cannot go to 
heaven, as we are told in the scrip­
tures that’ nothing that deflleth can 
enter there, Rev. 21:27. What is 
-meant by the “second death," Rev. 
20th, 14, and chap, 21:8? Rev. C. I. 
Russell says it means ‘‘‘extinction, an­
nihilation," “and that such will be the 
end of wicked men and devils.” Let

An accident which was attended 

with fatal Consequences occurred late 
Wednesday afternoon on the Shore 
Line railway near Duck Cove. Ernest 
Jansson, a section man on the railroad, 
was dragged one hundred yards by a 
swiftly moving train, and received 
such severe injuries tliat death result­
ed last night about eleven o’clock.

Jansson with about fifty other-work­
men was employed in clearing the 
line of the N. B. Southern between 
Carleton and a' point about ten miles 
below, where the regular train is stall­
ed in a snowdrift. Fairly good pro­
gress had been made in the work of 
cutting out the blockaded train, and 
as the workmen cleared each cutting 
a relief train was run through the op­
ening or the purpose" of putting the 
final touches on the men’s work.

At the particular time the accident 
happened the train had given the 
warning whistle to the workmen to 
get out of the way, and all of them 
had climbed up the slanting snow 
bank. As the engine and cars shot 
past Jansson felt the snow give way 
beneath him and to his horror he 
found himself being irresistibly borne 
upon the advancing cars. He struck 
the hindmoset part of the last car, and 
became entangled. Before the engin­
eer was aware of the accident and 
could bring the train to a stop Jansson 
had been dragged between three hun­
dred and four hundred feet.

He was alive when the workmen 
reached him, but his Injuries were 
seen to be terrible. His face was

crushed In, the bones being broken, 
and the flesh hanging In shreds. His 
right arm also was nearly severed 
from his body.

As soon as possible he was brought 
back to Carleton and Dr. Wheeler was 
summoned to attend him. The ambu- 
lane was summoned and Jansson was 
removed to the public hospital. Though 
breathing, he" was In an extremely 
weak condition, and it was not - pos­
sible to attempt an operation. Every­
thing possible was done, but about 
eleven o’clock he passed away.

Ernest Jansson Is said to have been 
a sober, hard working man and the 
accident is a particularly sad one. He 
leaves a wife and three small child­
ren, all girls. He was a Swede by 
nationality, but came out to this 
country about nine years ago, having 
married but two years previous to his 
emigration. For some time he was 
employed as a seaman, having been 
cook on various toasting '-essels. 
About four years ago he entered the 
employ of the railway company and 
has been doing section duty since that 
time. The family live at 70 St. John 
street, West End.

An official of the Shore Line railway 
said last evening that Jansson had 
been warned earlier In the day about 
delaying when the whistle was given 
to get clear of the track, and at the 
time of the accident he was said to 
have been the last man to leave the 
rails He was working in the mid­
dle of the gang and protably did not 
mount the bank sufficiently to avoid 
danger.

R. A. Woods of 97 Prince street, St. 
John, N. B„ writes to The Brooklyn 
Eagle that: Ninety-seven per cent, of 
the masses in Canada are in favor of 
annexation between Canada and the 
United States. In fact, one quarter of 
the population of Canada today are 
being supported by money that Is being 
sent home from sons and daughters 
working in the United States to their 
people In Canada. He did not Inquire 
or find out why one-quarter of the 
population of Canada is out of work 
and one-half working for starvation 
wages. As stated before, the men who 
state that Canada is "О. K.” as she is, 
are “minions.” They do so because 
they have to—for "pap"—and ’ be­
cause their government job depends on 
their doing so.

STOKM SWEPT. WHY DO WOMEN WORRY
Now that the I. C. R. is blocked, 

there is an almoet complete tie up in 
this province. The ordinary means of 
transporting passengers and mails are 
practically useless, and the postal 
authorities have been overwhelmed 
with work In an effort to devise new 
systems of mail carrying and to ar­
range for their regular delivery. Not 
one branch line in New Brunswick is 
doing business.

The New Brunswick Southern finally 
gave up all attempts at running any 
service, regular or Irregular, about the 
last of January, and are now engaged 
in shovelling out their snow-bound 
trains. It Is hardly likely that traffic 
will be resumed on this railway before 
spring.

The New Brunswick Coal Co.’s rail­
way from Norton to Minto is In a simi­
lar predicament, though yesterday they 
succeeded in sending a train through 
from Chipman to within fifteen miles 
of Norton, and hoped to reach that 
station during the night. To reach 
these places malls have been trans­
ported by means of teams, and even 
toboggans In districts utterly impass­
able to horses. For Norton and Belle- 
Islè Creek malls the highway can be 
used, but to Cody and points farther 
Inland toboggans are necessary. The 
mails have been leaving Chipman and 
Norton at ten o’clock each day, so a 
regular dally service has been main­
tained.

The N. B. and -P. В. I. has about 
given up all hope of clearing Its line 
between Sackville and Cape Tormen- 
tine. Teams are also employed there 
in the mail service, and the Island mall 
matter is sent out from Tormentlne 
and across the strait on Ice boats. The 
work is hazardous and severe, but It 
Is the only way communication can be 
kept open. Only one mall has been re­
ceived in two weeks.

Both steamboats are icebound at 
Georgetown and Plctou, and no pass" 
age has t been made by either the 
Minto or Stanley since January 24th. 
A southerly wind Is thé thing needed 
to release,the boats.

The Salisbury and Harvey railway 
is also out of business and has been 
for the last three weeks. A special 
sorting clerk has been placed in the 
mail train between this city and 
Moncton and he arranges the mail for 
delivery from Moncton. Teams make 
the round to Albert and Hillsboro. 
Turtle Creek and Synton are served in 
the same way, with Salisubury as the 
distributing point.

The Elgin, the Caraquet and the 
Moncton and Buctouche railways are 
In similar difficulties and all traffic is 
suspended on these branch lines.

MONCTON, Feb. 16,—After being 
clear scarcely one day, the I. C. R. 
Is again in the grip of a storm as dis­
astrous as that of a couple of weeks 
ago.

A storm which set In early Wednes­
day morning has tied up the road 
again and traffic Is almost at a etftnd- 
salll. As has usually been the case 
this season, the eastern division got 
the worst of the storm, while the 
northern and western divisions escaped 
comparatively easily.

PORTLAND, Me., Feb. 9,—A sensa­
tional Bowdoinham marriage of five 
years ago was annulled today by Judge 
Strout of the Cumberland supreme 
court.

The case came up on petition of Mrs. 
Eliza A. Sedgerly, of Bowdolilham, and 
her. daughter and guardian, Mrs. Mar­
cia A. Adams. The petition alleges 
that when the marriage took place Mrs. 
Sedgerly was of unsound mind and that 
the contract, therefore, was not legal.

The daughter testified that when the 
marriage occurred the bridegroom was 
29 years of age and the bride 71. She 
had a pleasant home In Bowdoinham, 
was drawing a pension and was living 
comfortably.

Richard Sedgerly came there to work 
as a farm hand and after being there 
a short time he and his employer, 
whose name was then Mrs. Eliza A. 
Williams, left town and made a trip 
to Boston and Chelsea. The wedding 
took place In Chelsea. Thee lived to­
gether three or four years, a part of 
the time in her home at Bowdoinham 
and afterwards In Brunswick.

The daughter testified that Mrs. Sed­
gerly was a smart old lady until a few 
years before her marriage. She was 
then taken sick and her mind has been 
seriously weakened ever since; that at 
the tÿie of the marriage she was very 
susceptible to Influence. z

CiWfSON, Feb. 14.—The sixth session 
of the first parliament of his reign was 
opened this afternoon by King Edward 

. with all the historic pageantry which 
hac marked the ceremony since his ac­
cession. The sovereign himself read 
the speech from the throne to the as­
sembled lords and commoners In the 
upper chamber. The document was 
commonplace. The only reference to 

‘the war which His Majesty said “un­
happily continuée," was to announce 
'that "my government has been careful 
to observe In the strictest manner the 
'obligations Incumbent upon a neutral 
power."

Good weather favored today’s pag­
eant, which followed the proceedure of 
former occasions. Big crowds were 
about from an early hour watching the 
assembling of the troops, which Ikied 
the brief route from Buckingham Pal­
ace to the House of Lords.

The usual Interest was shown In the 
time-honored search of the vaults be­
neath the house of parliament by the 
yeomen of the guard with their lan­
terns and halberts. Between this cere­
mony and the appearance of the royal 
procession a constant stream of car­
riages containing peers and peeresses 
in their robes of state and officiale In 
brilliant uniforms enlivened the some­
what tedious wait.

The royal processions were the same 
as last year. That of the Prince and 
Princess of Wales from Marlborough 
House, consisting of three carriages 
.with an escort of household cavalry, 
preceded by a few minutes the car­
riage of King Edward and Queen Alex­
andre from Buckingham Palace. Five 
state carriages, each with six horses, 
tearing state officials, preceded the 
royal coach with the sovereigns, drawn 
by the eight cream colored Hungarian 
horses, which have figured in all the 
state processions of recent years. The 
Household Cavalry acted as a body­
guard, while In pursuance of their priv­
ilege a detachment of yeomen of the 
guard marched alongside the state 
coach.

The scene In the neighborhood of 
Buckingham Palace was particularly 
animated. Large crowds selected this 
point whence to view the pageant and 
when the sovereigns issued from the 
gates of the palace they were greeted 
with a great burst of enthusiasm which 
quickly spread the whole length of the 
fine new processional road leading from 
the site of the Victoria Memorial to 
the Horse Guards’ Parade, and accom­
panied the monarch and his consort 
throughout the route.

At the royal entrance, beneath the 
Victoria tower of the House of Lords, 
:he King was received by the high of­
ficers of state and passed in procession 
to the robing room. Thence, accom­
panied by the Queen, His Majesty re­
paired to the House of Lords, preceded 
by the crown and other regalia, car­
ried by their hereditary bearers, and 
by the heralds announcing the ap­
proach of the sovereigns. 

GOVERNMENT MAY HOLD ON. 
The first day's proceedings In parlia­

ment left rather a decided Ingression 
in the lobbies that the government 
will manage to hold out till the end 
of the session. The government’s leg­
islative programme, which Is devoted 
In the main to social reforms, will be 
fairly popular, whilst the avoidance 
of difficult questions like that of the 
redistribution of seats and Premier 
Balfour’s firmness In thrusting aside 
the fiscal problem, all will tend In the 
same direction.

On the other hand, the liberals ap­
pear to be as distant as ever from any 
approach to unanimity on the vexed 
question of leadership. Sir Henry 
Campbell-Bannerman, Earl Spencer, 
Herbert Henry Asquith and Sir Henry 
Hartley Fowler all are spoken of as 
possible leaders of the next liberal 
ministry, to say nothing of Lord Rose­
bery’s even superior claim to that 
position, should he be Inclined to. ex­
ert his undoubted influence. Every­
thing will depend upon Mr. Balfour’s 
success in holding his followers to­
gether and overcoming the apathy 
born of the knowledge that the whole 
country Is looking for and expecting a 
general election.

LAST MAN KILLED.

Russians Wiped Out Jap­

anese Cavalry.

Which Had Destroyed Railway Be­

tween Mukden and Harbin-

Refused Quarter.

. ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 16, 4.20 a. 
m.—The departure of Admiral Nebo- 
gatoff's division of four battleships, one 
cruiser and t^o auxiliary cruisers from 
Libau yesterday to reinforce Vice-Ad­
miral Rojestvensky’s squadron in the 
far east is a source of gratification to 
the admiralty in view of the difficul­
ties caused by the strike. The point 
of redezvous with Rojestvensky is not 
stated, but it is understood that it to 
beyond the Indian Ocean, Vice-Admiral 
Rojestvensky being under instructions 
not to delay Into the monsoon period 
the resumption of his cruise.

Along the Hun river the booming of 
heavy guns is sounding the overture 
of hostilities that are likely to be 
opened within a short time. The As­
sociated Press despatches indicate that 
the cannonading is increasing in Inten­
sity. ' і

Special despatches from MJukden re­
port the wiping out of an entire de­
tachment of Japanese cavalry, which 
had destroyed the railway bridge be­
tween Mukden and Harbin. Russian 
cavalry overtook the raiders, who are 
said to have refused quarter and 
fought until the last mani was killed.

ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. 15,—Lieut. 
General Sakharoff telegraphs that the 
Russian artillery, February 13, de­
stroyed the buildings and walls of 
Nangazi, from which the Japanese had 
been bombarding the Russian trenches. 
The Japanese were driven out.

In regard to the attack on the 
bridge between Guaplin and Fantzia- 
tun, February 12, General Sakharoff 
says the Japanese force comprised 100 
cavalry and 200 Chinese bandits. Rus­
sian frontier guards drove off the at­
tackers, who subsequently destroyed 
a few rails, blew up a telegraph pole 
southward of the bridge and then fled. 
The Russians were reinforced and pur­
sued the Japanese 25 miles.

MUKDEN, Feb. 15.—The Japanese 
began a heavy cannonade Tuesday af- 
ternooq on the Russian right flank, 
and the firing continued ail through 
today. It is thought the Japanese are 
preparing for a general attack. The 
Russian guns are replying.

They tell us of a fall—we do 
fall, indeed, but to rise by our determ­
ined will and strength—of total deprav­
ity, of the utter inability of man to 
rise in life by reason of himself. Our 
righteousness to as filthy rags.

The birds sing unto God, the trees mur­
mur soft praises, the stars make music 
in their course, but man, alas, alone in 
creation is unpieaetng unto God. His 
struggles for a better life, his agoniz­
ing for God brings disgust to the 
Eternal’s heart. He can plead no good, 
no righteousness.

There are a few aspects of this sub­
ject which we may well consider. Let 
us speak first of Jesus. He appeals to 
Us as a model type of manhood. Jesus 
to a man among men. It 1s not as a 
God that we are Interested In him, but 
as a brother. As man sharing the 
common struggles of man for suprem­
acy over sin, as man laboring with 
man to raise the plane of human liv­
ing, as man living tor man, he appeals 
to our best natures. Jesus as a reveal- 
er of what man can be and therefore 
ought to be to a true prophet of God 
unto man. His manhood we can never 
afford to lose sight of. It is the pole- 
star by which we guide our ways and 
when men learn to live in His spirit 
the era of better days to at hand.

The conception of Him as God, robs 
Him of His eternal worth and inspir­
ation for mankind. He may well say, 
‘‘Take no care for the morrow what ye 
shall eat or what ye shall drink,” for 
when the morrow dawns, by his God- 
power He can turn the stones to bread, 
the water to wine and multiply a few 
fishes so ag to feed thousands. Bfct 
we cannot do it. If we take no thought 
of the morrow when the morrow dawns 
we starve to death. And what is true 
of life of the body is true of the life of 
the soul. What guarantee is there for 
us that we can be as good as He, if He 
to God and we are miserable, weak, in­
capable wretches? He may be an ex­
cellent example for other gods—hut He 
is not in our class. And so we might 
continue thexargument applying it to 
His resurrection and entire life. He 
had power to take life up and lay it 
down, so they tell iis. We have not, 
and hence unless we too are gods, His 
resurrection means nothing to us. And 
hence this master-life, before which the 
world may well stand rod learn the 
way of life, this master-life which pres­
ents God’s idea of perfected humanity, 
is robbed of all its significance for men 
when Jesus to taken from the world of 
humanity and made a God. Qur high­
er unbelief makes Jesus our brother, in 
whom we delight.

A few words regarding salvation may 
be in order here. We look to ourselves 
and our feilowmen tor salvation. Man 
struggling shoulder to shoulder, makes 
progress onward rod upward. By the 
constant development of one’s soul 
powers sin rod misery are eliminated. 
A few heroes stand out before us as an 
inspiration, Buddha, Confucius, Zor­
oaster, Socrates, Isaiah, Mohammed, 
Jesus, rising above the lower levéls of 
mankind rod beckoning us to follow. 
God has put the power of redemption 
in our own lives, has sown it in hu­
manity. These men prove it to us. And 
so we believe in ourselves, in you, all 
humanity.

But here arises the usual scene of 
gloom presented by others, 
told of a lost race, a ransom paid to 
someone. Jesus had to die to become 
the world’s hope of salvation. I dislike 
the abstractness of theologies. But I 
must ask a question. Was there not a 
great sin committed when Jesus was 
most cruelly betrayed and crucified? 
Did not that sin have to be done by 
someone? Ought we not then give 
Judas a seat among the martyrs, be­
cause he became the scape-gôat of hu­
manity, doing a sin which had to be 
done, but which we would not have 
been willing to do? This view of life, 
this theory of so grand, so pathetically 
human event as was enacted upon Cal­
vary shows a dark shadow upon God. 
It robs God of Hjs unspotted purity, 
His ideal morality, His eternal love. 
The higher unbelief yearns for God who 
does not demand sin that good may be 
accomplished.

With one mote phase of the subject 
I shall close. He Who has faith in man 
sees the glorious day of universal re­
storation. He disarms in the human 
soul that germ of eternal life which 
through varying" vicissitudes will at 
length be in harmony with God. It 

-will sicken with its own sin, its mean­
ness will become hideous to itself, and 
realizing the utter folly of sin, the soul 
will set out to realize the perfect whole 
which God has planned for all lives. 
Such to the vision of one who has hSp 
in humanity, one who believes that the 
divine spark will not die out. 
suffering may be bitter, the soul may 
pass through hells innumerable, but 
eternal peace and harmony is the dis- 
tined goal of man. This Is the "one 
far off divine event toward which the 
whole creation moves.”

We cannot rejoice in the loss pf any 
soul. Heaven is not heaven when one 
is missing from its fold. We demand 
that all shall be in “tune with the In­
finite” before there can be rejoicing of 
the proper sort. We need the full 
chorus. The richness of heaven’s music, 
the harmony of the universe depends 
upon all being in one accord. This is 
our hope. Is it a stigma or Is it a 
mark of a higher spirituality? Does it 
disgrace God and man or does it honor 
God in all His creation?

Thus have I set forth the belief of 
the unbeliever. I have not been in­
terested in the destruction of another’s 
faith. For purposes of clearness I have 
had to contrast certain views of life, 
that the positive faith of the so-called 
infidel might be freed from its unde­
served opprobrium. My conclusion is 
that our unbelief has given birth to a 
higher belief in the light of which an­
other becomes the infidel. I reverently 
submit all my thinking to the supreme 
court of reason, there to be approved 
or condemned. There are certain in­
ferior courts, such as prejudice, public 
opinion, tradition, ignorance, before 
which I would not appear. But I have 
faith in reason rod before her, alone, I 
appear to find out whether my attempt 
to liberate liberal religion from its long 
opprobrium is successful.

Whèn the question is asked, who is ment, 
the infidel, the great mass of people will 
tell you that he is the one who is seek­
ing the destruction of all that is good 
in religion. He is the religious pirate 
who courses the high neas of the soul, 
seeking to rob the spirit of its God, its 
Saviour, its hopes and ambitions. If 
this were the whole story, he would well 
deserve to he stigmatised as an enemy 
of mankind. But it Is not. True 
enough, he is a destroyer, a negative 
thinker, a questioner of custom. “But 
the interrogation of custom at all points 
is an Inevitable stage in the growth of 
every superior mind and is the evid­
ence of its perception of the flowing 
power which remains itself in all 
changes." As a positive thinker the in­
fidel gives evidence of his superior 
mind. I refer you to the men above 
mentioned. They questioned much, 
they attacked customs rod belief, but 
still remained prophets of the Eternal.
Although * “great beliêvers are always 
reckoned infidels, impracticable, fan­
tastic, atheistic and really men of no 
account,” yet their seeming unbelief 
has appeared in subsequent ages as the 
best positive foundation for the religi­
ous life.

History seems to evolve in accord­
ance with the principle that the first 
shall be last and the last first. It con­
stantly reverses the valuations of so­
ciety. And so I believe it is time that 
people should see that the stigmp. or 
opprobrium of infidelity no longer be­
longs where society has too often placed 
It. I wish to show that the unbeliever 

«.of today has a positive taith which re­
flects honor and majesty upon God. To 
do this I may find it necessary to con­
trast' certain beliefs of conservative 
and liberal minds. In so doing I do not 
commend unwarranted theological dis­
cussion. I simply seek to remove the 
stigma placed upon the so-called in­
fidel. I further seek to dismiss all 
readers with the feeling that nothing 
valuable has been taken from them, but 
that their storehouse of reason anà 
faith and hope has been enriched.

The first proposition I wish to estab­
lish is this, The liberal’s "delight is in 
the law of the Lord, rod in His law 
doth he meditate day and night.” The 
psalmist was meditating upon the re­
ligious statutes of his state, the Deca­
logue, the ceremonial rites and sacri­
fices pleasing to Jehovah. The liberal 
uses these words of the psalmist to ex­
press another class of tows. They are 
the laws of life and nature, the laws 
of the physical, Intellectual and moral 
worlds. These are truly laws of God 
and in them does he meditate day and 
night. Through a knowledge of laws 
thé liberal reaches a conception of 
God as orderly, consistent, thoroughly 
tellable, the "same yesterday, today rod 
forever."

Hence the farmer who sows the grain 
In spring and cultivates during the 
Succeeding days the tender blades has 
had faith In the tot*» of nature, the or­
der of the seasons. He might try to 
raise in the field the summer crops in 
winter, but in this he would be an­
tagonizing the tow of the seasons. The 
seasons are eternal evidence that God 
can be relied upon.

Thus man’s mind becomes the meas­
ure of God’s revelation to him. God 
can reveal nothing useful uptll the 
mind of man discovers it. Here is a 
universe rich in many things, waiting 
for man to grow strong enough/ln mind 
to understand it all. Now the liberal 
respects this fact, the law of mental 
growth, and has confidence in it as one 
of God’s ordained ways of life. Hence 
he studies and labors to grasp the 
riches of an infinite world. He does 
not wait supinely upon his couch for 
God to fill him fùll of wisdom, like one 
would fill an oil can with oil. To adopt 
such a method would he to remain an 
eternal Idiot.

The Bible then, to the liberal, is a re­
cord of man’s striving to know the ways 
of life. The moral messages are the 
product of the soul-agonizing of the 
earnest prophets. Its beauties are the 
discoveries of man, the reward of man’s 
faithful efforti to know the best. It to 
the product of tows of the human mind.

Opposed to‘this idea is one which 
speaks of inspiration and infallible re­
velations. This denies the validity of 
the known laws of mental growth. By 
some process God has Injected into a 
few favored minds such knowledge as 
man needed. The individual has not 
worked to gain such knowledge, he has 
remained passive and God told him all. 
This way to wisdom to too easy to be 
credited. Every school boy would like 
it at examination periods. When we 
consider that similar information cro 
be found outside of Hebrew literature 
and that the book is not infallible, the 
need for inspiration rod revelation is 
not so keenly felt. This view in ques­
tioning human tows of mental growth, 
likewise questions the sanity of God. 
Here, again, by believing in man's 
mind as the organ of authority and the 
means of knowing more about life, the 
liberal fegls that he advocates a higher 
faith.

We will next hear the testimony from 
the moral world. Here again is the 
rule of law discovered. From a study 
of nations, prehistoric and historic, 
from a study of individuals the believer 
says that there to a law of moral de­
velopment according to which man 
passes from immorality to morality. 
Once impelled by instincts of hunger, 
thirst and self-presefvation, all im­
moral elements, he at length becomes 
animated with ideas of right and 
wrong, justice and equity, love and 
mercy, moral ideas which often set 
aside the instincts of hunger and thirst 
and self-preservation, the man dying 
for the sake of a moral idea. As the 
years roll on, the moral man who has 
been initiated Into the divine life, never 
rests at any degree. He continués to 
enrich Himself in the wealth of the 
moral life rod looks steadfastly to­
ward the goal of the perfect life. This 
he can reach and apreclate only as he 
fits himself for ft by careful, persis­
tent moral endeavor, by what we call 
development of character. This man 
does not make morality, he discovers it 
as an inward posession of his own. It 
comes to consciousness by law peculiar 
to the morality of man.

The unbeliever is opposed in this 
thinking by a far different scheme of 
morality. Faith in a mechanical 
scheme of salvation to made to answer 
ail the purposes of heroic endeavor. 
There is no objection to conversions— 
growth is a continuions conversion. But 
whether the better life begins at bap­
tism, conversion, tbe'eucharist, it must 
go through the long, difficult journey 
above described. Salvation is à slow 
process, no one can say that he is saved 
until he can discern the end of all time, 
He can only say that if he continues to 
love and do the right then his salva­
tion is certain. Atonements can help 
us no further thro inspiring us to 
nobler, better efforts. Whoever offers 
salvation ready-made to be had fpr the 
asking in a moment, manifests unbe­
lief in the God-ordained laws of mor­
ality.

The mechanic who bridges the river, 
who brings into being the ocean grey­
hounds, who compels the powers of 
earth and air to drive the ponderous 
machinery of the mills, is obeying laws 
which he has not made, but discovered 
—laws of God’s universe. The man who 
learns the better way of cleanly living 
and conforms to the tows of health, en­
joys physical well-being, rod need not 
multiply observations. It is plain to 
every one that we live in à. vast world 
of tow and order. And we rejoice to 
know a God who thus expresses Him­
self.

On the other hand there are Some 
who are evident lovers of lawlessness. 
In a spirit of genuine sincerity they ad­
vise us to try to Influence this God of 
order by our Interrupting prayers, We 
do not question their characters, their 
motives, but the wisdom of the advice 
is not certain. If our God is to be in­
fluenced by our prayers he no longer 
remains the constant factor behind all 
things—but becomes the vaoilllating 
victim of human whims. Prayer rod 
special providences, these are signs of 
an unbelief in nature. And, indeed, 
does it not show disrespect to God to 
question the order of His world. To 

* pray for rain when the weather condi­
tions undeniably mean dry weather is 
either to confess ignorance or unbe­
lief in God’s orderly nature. Let us re­
call one of Jesus’ temptations, the one 
4n which Satan says, “If thou art the 
Son of God cast thyself down, for it to 
written, He shall give His angels 
charge concerning thee; and, on their 
hands they shall bear Thee up, lest 
haply Thou dash Thy foot against a 
stone." Jesus said, "Thou shalt not 
make trial of the Lord, thy God.”

It was religious then, as now, to be­
lieve that faith could annul the laws 
of nature. But Jesus, to His eternal 
credit and sanity knew better. He 
knew that if he jumped he would he 
dashed to pieces. He would violate no 
law of gravity and depend upon prayer 
or providence to save Him. Such a 
feeling would be proper to those who 
had no faith in an orderly God but not 
for the believers of a God known by 
His inevitable laws.

Hence In rejecting prayer and pro­
vidence and seeking only to know the 
God who is above our influences the

To sum up the thought so far ex­
pressed, we would say that he who 
would think to influence God to deny 
his own laws, whether of nature, of the 
Intellect or of morality presents a be­
lief which is unworthy of God. "Can­
not God do as He pleases?" I am ask­
ed. He cannot and be Himself, 
cannot sin.

bound by tows of perfection—He is a 
perfect spirit. He cannot interrupt in 
my behalf the course of nature—be­
cause to do so would be to disarrange 
Hto own mind, to throw Himself into 
temporary Insanity, to forfeit His title 
to wisdom, to unsettle the only perm­
anent thing in all existence

Here is the higher faith of the un­
believer. In science he sees the proph­
ecy of physical well-being; in mutual 
endeavor he sees the promise of wis­
dom; in moral struggle he sees a guar­
antee of perfection. In Infinite law he 
beholds infinite love and wisdom.

I have set forth the higher belief in 
terms of rational faith as it relates to 
God. What does the higher unbelief 
eay of man?

We have faith in man. We believe 
in the possibilities of human nature. 
That being which through struggle and 
stress has attained its present degree 
of development is capable of still high­
er rod better growth. In believing in 
man we think that we honor the Eter­
nal in whom man lives. Thus we be­
come champions of frith.
