CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

According to the survivors, who were

Any even-numbered section of Dom­
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re­
served, ma)' be homesteaded by any per­
son who is the sole head of a family, or 
any male over 18 years of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section of 160 acres, 

t more or less.
Application for entry must be made in 

person by the applicant at a Dominion 
Lands Agency or Sub-agency for the dis­
trict in which the land is situate. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made at any 
Agency on certain conditions by the 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother 
or sister of an intending homesteader.

Duties.—(1) At least six months’ 
residence upon and cultivation of the 
land in each year for three years.

(2) A homesteader may, it he so de­
sires, perform the required residence 
duties by living on farming land owned 
solely by him, not less than eighty (80) 
acres in extent, in the vicinity of his 
homestead. He may also do so by living 
with father or mother, on certain condi­
tions. Joint ownership in land will not 
meet this requirement.

(3) A homesteader intending to per­
form his residence duties ip accordance 
with the above while living with parents 
or on farming land owned by himself 
must notify the Agent for the district of 
such intention.

The St. John Globe tells M. R. C. of 
St. George how to grow Dahlias :

Dahlias can be grown from seed quite 
-as easily as the snapdragon, only you do 
not know what sort you will get, as seed- і 
lings range from single to double, with 
all colors and shadings.

Sow the seed in a shallow box in light 
soil as soon as possible ; cover lightly 
with firm soil and keep quite moist and 
out of the direct sunlight. A pane of 
.glass over the box assists in keeping an 
■even moisture ; this should be removed, 
however, as soon as the plants appear. 
Transplant into three inch pots or into 
boxes as soon as large enough to handle, 
from whence they can go into the ground 
as soon as well rooted.

It may be that with us the present con­
ditions politically have some effect upon 
manufacture and commerce, but the 
shadow is passed, not blue ruin but in­
creased prosperity will loom up to cheer.

As a child 
of eleven summers Miss Anna H. Swan, 
known so to fame as the Nova Scotia 
Giantess, measured exactly two yards, 
and when Captain Bates, the “Kentucky 
Giant," led her to the altar she was only 
an inch or two short of eight feet. About 
a dozen years later people were flocking 
to see "Marian," a young lady fresh 
from the Thuringian Mountains, who 
was appearing as the Amazon Princess in

Babil and Bijou. " Marian who was a 
girl of considerable beauty, unlike most 
of her elevated sisters, stood 8 feet 2 
inches in height, and measured exactly 
ten feet from her somewhat expansive 
feet, to the summit of her plumed 
helmet.

A couple of years before Marian dazzled 
and impressed by her beauty and stature 
many had the pleasure of paying homage 
to a very charming little lady, Lucia 
Zarate, who hailed from Mexico. When 
Lucia came into the world she weighed 
but two and a half pounds ; and at twelve 
months she had attained her full growth 
of twenty inches, and her maximum 
weight of four and three-quarter pounds. 
So tiny was she that if she had stood 
Marian’s shoulder, the giantess would 
still have been able to look down on her. 
Even on tiptoe she was no higher than 
"Tom Thumb’s" elbow; while the aver­
age man could easily have put her in his 
overcoat pocket. Lucia was probably 
the tiniest person who has ever lived for 
even Andromeda, the little handmaid of 
Julia, niece of Augustus, was head and 
shoulders taller ; while Annie Shepherd, 
a famous dwarf of the Stuart days 
relatively a giantess with her forty-two 
inches of stature. Lucia’s nearest rival 
was, no doubt, the great "General Mite” 
with whom she was exhibited, and who 

just three inches shorter than a two- 
foot measure.

The sweet pea cannot attach itself very- 
well to strings. It may seem to attempt 
climbing them, but the first rough wind 
that comes along will loosen the vines, 
and down they- will slip. Brush—just 
plain brush, such as you cut from the 
trees in the orchard, or along the road­
side when you give them annual pruning 
—suits the sweet pea better than any­
thing else I have ever tried as a support.

St. George how to grow Dahlias :
Dahlias can be grown from seed quite 
easily as the snapdragon, only you do 

not know what sort you will get, as seed­
lings range from single to double, with 
•all colors and shadings.

Sow the seed in a shallow box in light 
soil as soon as possible ; cover lightly 
with firm soil and keep quite moist and 
out of the direct sunlight. A pane of 
glass over the box assists in keeping 
even moisture ; this should be removed, 
however, as soon as the plants appear. 
Transplant into three inch pots or into 
bbxes as soon as large enough to handle, 
from whence they can go into the ground 
as soon as well rooted.

New Brunswicker’s lllilisiTerrible CrimeThe act known as the “workingmen 
compensation act” passed the house last 
week. One of the amendments is as 
follows : “Workmen,” excluding per­
sons engaged in granite working, or a 
person employed as a clerk in an office 
or store, or as a seaman or fishermen, 
and also to amend the section so as to 
make it provide that where the injury is
