Their dis
tances from us are, however, so great thiat
the light and heat reccived by us from
them All the diffi

ulties which present themselves in’ the

very inconsiderable

study of our Sun, are of course greatly
sugmented in the case of the stars by the
greater distapoes which separate them
from our observation. Every year will
add o our know ledge. The school boy of
1988 will ymvh\l‘.\ khow more of the
condtitation of these hodies than the
waost  advanoced astronomer of today
Meanwhile it seems generally agreed

that they are vast suns shedding into
space on all sides apparently inexhaust
ible floods of heat and light

What are their dimensions 7 Here our
information as may be expected is by no
means exact. The relative magnitudes
of the stars are expressed by their rels
tive apparent brillisncy. To the paked
eye there are visible six orders'of mag
nituge. Abeut fifteed are reckoned of
the first magnitude, forty-eight of the
second, 152 of the third, 313 of the fourth,
854 of the fifth and 2,010 of the sixth
that is between the No#th Pole and 'the
south of the Equator, The
same system of reckoning is used in the
cnse of stars visible only by the aid of
the telescope and with the largest tele
scopes of the world the smallest visible
would be of about the sixteenth
magnitude. What is the difference be-
tween these orders of magnitude? « The
stars of each .order are in general only
between two-ifths and one-third as bright
as those of the order next above them.
This scale of diminution is however by
no means exact. They vary in bright
ness by gradations which are entirely in
appraciable, it being impossible to dis
tinguish the brightest of ‘'one magnitude
from the faintest of that next aboveit.
The relative brightness of a star of the
sixteenth magnitude is shown by the
statement that it would take 1,000,000
stars of that magnitude to make one of
the first magnitude. So much as to the
relative magnitude of these bodies. The
question still remains what are theirin-
trinsic or absolute magnitudes ? In the
case of ourown sun his mass has been
definitely ascertained, but in the case of
those far distant bodies no dertain know
ledge has yer been gained.
