_ DIES IN NINETIETH YEAR

Mrs. Mary Baker G. Eddy
Passed Away at 10.45
0’Clock on Saturday
Evening.

No Physician Present
and None is Called Un-
til Next Morning--An-
nounced in Church,

Great Church Now With-
out Recognized Head--
Life Story of Remark-
able Woman.

Boston, Dec. 4—Mrs. Mary Baker
Glover Eddy, the discoverer and foun-
der of Christian Science, is dead. An-
nmouncement of the passing of)the wven-
erable leader which occurred late last
night at her home at Chestnut Hill, a
suburb, was made at the morning ser-

vice of the mother church in this city
today.

Death was acknowledged and recog-
nized by the leaders of the Mother
church, and was pronounced by Dr. G.
1.. West, the medical examiner of the
district to be due to “natural causes.”
Dr. West was called in a few hours
after Mrs. Eddy’'s death and added to
his statement today by saying that
the more immediate cause was prob-
ably pneumonia. The announcement
of Mrs. Eddy's death was made sim-
ultaneously by Judge Clifford P.
Smith, first reader of = the Mother
church at the close of the morning
service, and by Alfred Farlow of the
publication committee, in a statement
to the press.

According to Mr. Farlow Mrs. Eddy
passed away at a quarter before
eleven o'clock last night., “She had
been lud:'spnned for about nine days,
‘but '
lmh:ng T transac e
business with one of the officials’ of
the Christian Sclence Church. She
took her daily afternoon drive until
two days before her going. Saturday
night she fell quietly asleep and those
around her could at first hardly real-
ize she had gone, her thought was
clear until the last and she left no
final message. No physician was in
attendance, but she had the assist-
ance of the students who comprised
her household. With her at the time
of her departure were Calvin A, Frye,
Mrs. Laura E. Sargent, Mrs. Ella S.
Rathvon, Rev. Irving C. Tomlinson,
her corresponding secretary, Wm. R.
Rathvon, and her secreta Adam H.
Dickey.

Funeral Private and Simple.

“No arrangements regarding the
ilme or the place of her burial have
yet been decided upon. It is well
known to her household that she be-
lieved in simplicity on such occasions
and in compliance with this knowl-
edge it is expected that the service
will be private and of a simple na-
ture, consisting probably of prayer
and readings from the Bible with
some brief selections from the Chris-
tian Science Textbook.  Only her re-
latives, her household and the offic-
ials of the church are expected to be
in attendance,

“There having been no physician in
attendance, Dr. George 1. West of
Newton Centre, medical examiner for
the district, was called early Sunday
morning. Dr. West, after investiga-
tion, proneunced the death due to
“natural causes,” and issued the cus-
tomary certificate, in which he said
pneumonia probably was a contribu-
tory cause.

“A telegram was sent to her son,
George W. Glover of Lead, S.D., ap-
prising him of his mother's demise,
and requested information as to his
attendance and that of his family.

“Mrs, Eddy was born in Bow, N.H.,
July 16, 1821, and was therefore in her
ninetieth year.”

There were few of the congregation
that assembled at the morning ser
vice at the Mother church today who
knew that their beloved leader and
teacher had passed away: The ser-
vice was as usual and the two read.
ers, Judge Smith and Mrs. Leland T.
Powers, read the sermon of the day,
“God the only cause and Creator,”
with voices that were without emo-
tion or had any suggestion of sadness.
The routine was strictly followed at
the Mother church until just before
pronouncing the benediction.

Public Announcement,

Judge Smith broke through the
usual formula with the following an-
nouncement: “I shall now read part
of a letter, written by our revered
lady and reprinted on page 135 of
Miscellaneous Writings: —

“My beloved students-—You may be
looking to see me in my accustomed
place with you, but this you must no
longer expect. When I retired from
the field of labor it was a departure
socially, publicly and finally, from the
routine of sych material modes as so-
clety and our societles demand. Ru-
mors are rumors, nothing more. I am
still ‘with you on the field of battle,
taking forward marches, broader and
high views, and with the hope that|
you will follow,

“‘All our thoughts should be giv-
en to the absolute demonstration of
Christlan Science, You can well af-
ford to give me up, since you have
in my last revised edition of Science
and Health, your teacher and guide.” |

“Although these lines,” said Judge |
Bmith, “were written years ago, they |

Little Change in Government.

Several of the most loyal followers
of Mrs. Eddy held the convietion that
there would mnot be the slightest
change in the methods of carrying on
the work, that her teachings and in-
structions would be implicitly follow-
ed, and that the church that she found-
ed would continue to grow in the fu-
ture as it had in the past. It whs
pointed out today that with the excep-
tion of routine matters, the actual di-
rection of theé church work had been
relinquished to a great degree by Mrs.
ddy for some years previous to her
death, although she coutinued to keep
in close touch with those to whom
she had entrusted the work and had
a clear understanding of how it was
being performed.

The notice which was read at the
morning service of the mdéther church
was repeated at the evening service
to an unusuzlly large congregation and
was alsa read at many of thé other
Christian Science churches in this
section of the country.

The Doctor’s Statement,

statement tonight:

“l was called to the house of Mrs.
Eddy this morning and arrived there
in my automobile about 9.30.

friendly writers of Mrs, Eddy’'s wo
and life have criticized her with more
or less severity and some have de-
nounced her as an imposter and in
other terms even more vindicative,

Her life was begun among the low-
er granite foothills of New Hamp-
shire, Her father, Mark Baker, was
a respected farmer of Bow and a de-
scendant of revolutionary and colon-
ial heroes, while her mother was of
Scottish ancestry. She had three bro-
thers and two sisters, and one of
them, Albert, was nominated for con-
gress, but died before election. Mary
was the youngest daughter and of
delicate health from her birth. She
is said to have perplexed her father
with sage sayings and grave doings,

Her education in the little schools
and later at Pembroke Academy, was
enhanced by what she gathered from
discussion of religious matters at th:
family fireside, when several well
known clergymen called to talk over
church matters with her father. In
the early forties, George Washington
Glover, formerly of Concord, became
associated with Samuel Baker, tho
third son, and as a result Mary Baker
and he were married at Christmas
time in 1843, at Tilton, N. H. The
Glovers shortly after their marriage
went south where, the June after her
marriage, Mrs. Glover was left a wi-
dow. Returning to New Hampshire
two months later, she gave birth to
her son, George Washington Glover,

A. Mallery’s block on Water street.
The lower floor is occupied by Mr,
Mallery’s bakery, his retail salesroom
and offices occupled by J. W, Rich-
ardson, barrister. The upper floors

tain ten ts pi by Mr
Mallery and Michael Walsh,

One of Mr. Mallery's household was
awakened by smoke, and when he
and his foreman, Mr. Main, reached
the bakery, they found it envelope:l
in dense volumes of smoke. They un-
dertook for a few minutes, to fight
the fire alone with the fire hose in
the building, before the town fire de-
partment was notified.

The fire departments of St. Stephen
and Calais responded promptly, and
mastered the flames in a short space
of time, but not until they had found
their way between the partitions
through Mr. Walsh's tenement to the
roof,

The loss on the building and stock
will amount to about $1,500, which is
covered by insurance. Had a ready
and abundant supply of water not been
at the command of the firemen noth-
ing could have saved the block. Un-
fortunately, in his early fight against
the fire, Mr. Mallery, who was but
partly clothed was subjected to gseverc
exposure’ by reason of the water and
the dense smoke and his lungs were
severely inflamed, At' the present
time he is prostrate and threatened |
with pneumonia, but is in as comfort-
able a position as could be expected.

H. 8. Culver, the United States con-
ul at St. John, N, B, states that St.
ohn is Ideally located for the distri-
ution of the lumber output of New
Brungwick, with so, many avenues of
dommunication by rail and water and
with gsuch exceptional facilities for
entering the markets of the United
Kingdom and the United States.
Three-fourths of the lumber business
af the province is transacted in St.
John. During the past season over
§1,000.000 worth was exported to
trans-Atlantic ports alone, in addition
to the large amount shipped to the
United States, the West Indies and
other countries. There are eleven
large saw mills, one pulp and two
woodworking companies. To supply
logs annually, which are rafted down
these alone requires 150,000,000 feet of
logs annually, which are rafted down
the St. John river. Besides a great
deal of lumber is brought down by
scows and by schooners along the bax
shore and by railroad. Over 1,000,00®
feet of lumber per day is shipped from
S§t. John.

Mrs. Eddy continued her writings,
and in 1881 established the Masachus-
etts Mataphysical college in Boston.
Her teachings were taken up and ac-
cepted, at first by a few followers, and
as years went on, by a rapidly increas-
ing number, until the denomination
today extends to many lands and num-
bers millions of adherents. Mrs.
Eddy began preaching in 1878, and
organized the First Church of Christ,
Scientist, in Boston in 1879. Subse-
quently a large edifice was erected
in this city, of which she was made
pastor emeritus. Her writings at this
time became very voluminous, and she
contributed largely to the Christian
Science journal, The Christian Sci-
ence Sentinel, and to Der Herold
Der Christian Science.

Mrs, Eddy took up her residence in
Concord in 1889, and it was from her
home in Pleasant View that she look-
ed down on the great growth of her
denomination, and at which she receiv-

Her Early Life.

Concord, N. H.,, Dec, 4—The farm
upon which Mrs. Eddy was born July
16, 1821, in the neighboring town of
Bow, is but a short distance from the
Concord line and many of her days
during childhood and in later life,
were spent in this city. The house in
which she was born was burned, April
8, 1910,

Mrs. BEddy first took up her resi-
dence in this city in 1889, 1In 1892
she purchased the estate subsequent-
ly known as Pleasant View, which is
situated on an eminence about half
way between the city proper and St.
Paul’s school. She made many chang-
es on the property and lived there un-
til her unexpected departure from
Concord, January 26, 1908. There she
held several great receptions.to mem-
bers of the mother church, numbering
thousands of persons, briefly address-
ed by Mrs. Eddy from a balcony of
the house. During the last decade,
however, these receptions had been
discontinued. During the first years
of her residence in Concord, Mrs.
Eddy recelved a few students in
Christian Science, most of whom af-
terwards became prominent in the
church. In 1897 she purchased pro-
perty near the state house which she
used first as a “Christian Science
kindergarten for teaching the new
tongue on the Gospel.”” On this pro-
perty July 17, 1904, one of the finest
church edifices in the state was dedi
cated under the title “The First Church
rof Christ, Scientist, in Concord, New
Hampshire.” -

The structure is said to have cost
upwards of $800,000, of which Mrs,
Eddy personally gave one half,

Throughout the time of her resi-
dence at Pleasant View it was Mrs,
Eddy's custom fo take a daily drive,
accompanied by Calvin Frye, her sec-
retary. Thus she became much in-
terested in good roads and co-operat-
ed with the city of Concord in build-
ing several miles of concrete and
macadam streets,

Prior to this ar-
rangement Mrs, Eddy had created a
trust fund of $150,000 for the benefit
of the children of her son, Geo.

The news of Mrs, Bddy's death first
reached Concord through the Associ-
ated Press. The heads of the local
church did not receive the official
notification until after noon today, so
that the morning service at the local
church was held without knowledge
of the death of its founder.

WHAT SOCIALISM CAN
00 FOR TEMPERANCE

Comrade Hyatt Says Abolition
of Profit System of Industry
Would Remove All Causes
of Drink.

At the meting of the Socialists last
evening, K. Hyatt spoke on prohibi-
tion and Socialism, He contended
that while Socialists generally oppos-
ed the liquor traffic, they differed
from prohibitionists in that they did
not think it was possible to abolish—-
that is while there was an 8 cent profit
for individuals in a 10 cent drink.
The prohibitionists advocated the
confiscation of all the property in the
liquor industry, on the ground that
property being used to degrade man-
kind ought to be econfiscated. The
speaker said that there were other
kinds of property being used for the
degradation of men, women and child-
ren, and that this property included
sweatshops, mines and factories. If
the products of the system of prop-
erty depending on the enslavement
of women and children were as con-
spicuously displayed as were the
effects of drunkenmess, the prohibi-
tionists would be shamed into a rea-
lizing sense of the fact that the use
of the productive machinery of the
nation for the private profit of the
few was as baneful as the liquor
traffic.

Socialists were by no means obliv-
ious to the devastation brought by the
rum habit, but they classified it
where it belonged, as one of the many
evils consequent in large measure
upon. the capitalistic system of in-
dustry—the system of profit. Socia-
lism would accomplish various things
that would soon do away with the
evil intirely. It would eliminate
profits, and thus do away with the
saloon. It would abolish poverty
and slavish toil on the one hand, and
idleness and the need of excitement
on the other—the chief curses of in-

dulgence in strong drink. ¥t would
revolutionize the environment that
breeds drunkards and sweat shop

workers. It would not seek to changé
human nature—for it was not human
nature to be a drunkard any more
than to keep women and. children
working unreasonable hours in sweat
shops—it would simply give human
nature a chance to assert itself along
right lines,

Starving Perconality,

The effects of the priest, whe nhe i
not in line with the true prophet, is
to starve the personality, to leave it
a prey to self-complacency, sensuality
and the lower nature in general, We
are witnessing today much complacent
perfutctory professionalism.

An attempt has been made to create
capital against the government of the
province is the result of a meeting
held at Crouchville on Friday even-
ing last when complaint was made
as to the condition of the Red Head
road.

The Standard’'s informant voices
the opinion that roads such as that
to Red Head should be taken out of
the class of country roads, and some
extra provision made for them by the
municipal council. The traffic on the
Red Head road, as well as other roads
leading to the city is due largely to
the business belug done with the city.
