Paris, August 1v—The net result cf the British offensive on the 
River Somme, from the let to the 15th of July, was stated officially 
today to be that the whole first German position between Ovlllers and 
Montauban, and the greater part of the second German position fell 
Into British hands. Seven vltlagee were retaken, and 12,000 officers 
and men were made prisoner. The military material captured In­
cluded 35 field guns.

The German army on the weetem front, according to authoritative 
sources here, consists of 122 divisions, comprising much 
half the German forces In the field. The precise strength of the divi­
sions Is unknown, some consisting of two brigades and others of 
three. Two brigade divisions on a war footing have 14,000 men, and 
three brigade divisions 21,000, hence the total strength of the forcé on 
this front Is assumed to be somewhere between 1,700,000 and 2,500,000.

It appears that Germany transferred 23 divisions from the eastern 
to the western front at the conclusion of the Russian campaign In ths 
autumn of 1916. Only four divisions were withdrawn from this front 
In June and sent to Galicia to help hold back the Russian Invasion. 
The simultaneous pressure on both fronts by the Entente Allies thus 
prevents ths transfer of troops from one front to another. ______

pursuing a successful offensive on all fronts, and the Central 
“Powers are virtually everywhere on the defensive.

"'Emperor William has celebrated the occasion by the Issue of 
proclamations to his army and navy and people, which breathes a 

• spirit of continued confidence In ultimate victory for Germany.
The operations on the eastern front continue to surpass those In 

the west In dramatic Interest. The military critics express great ad­
miration for the Russian tactics, one of the Important objects of which,
In their opinion, has been to Isolate the Austrians from the German 
armies on the Ruaaian front. This It le now claimed has been vir­
tually accomplished by the Russians driving a wedge Into the Auetro- 
German positions along the front of Kovel-Vladlmlr-Volynskl.

The view here Is that If the Russians have thus accomplished 
severance of the Germane from the Austrians, the most decisive re­
sult of the whole of the Russian General Bruselloff’e strategy will 
have been obtained, it being argued by the military observera that 
without German support the Austrian armies will become demoralized 
and collapse. They say that Austrian force* between the Llpa and 
Dniester rivers are doomed.

ROADS TO KOVEL BLACK WITH RETREATING ENEMY.
There has been no confirmation of report* received In Rome that 

Kovel and VladlmlrvVolynekl have been evacuated, but Rome la unusu­
ally well Informed on Russian nows.

A correepodent with the Russian forces has reported that the 
.^o«da towards Kovel “are black with the retreating enemy.”
Æ Exactly where Gen. BruealIoffe next blow will fall la not known. 
^\7he Russians are virtually within the same distance of both Kovel and 

Vladlmlr-Volynskl and also are pressing closer toward Lemberg.
Since Sunday’» combined advance on the Somme line by the Brit­

ish and French, the situation there has been comparatively quiet. The 
French have sustained the brunt of the German counter-attacks launch­
ed against positions captured in this region. The Germane claim to 
have driven back the British, who had penetrated on a narrow front 
territory west of the Doureaux Wood, and to have successfully repulsed 
French attacks In the neighborhood of Maurepae. There has, however, 
been no important change In the line since the Anglo-French advance.

Capture Hem Wood for Third Time After Furious Effort 
Only to be Driven Out Two Hours Later—French now 
Organising on Outskirts of Maurepas, Gvinchy and 
GufflemoÀ.London, Aug. 1—The Irish parlia­

mentary party, presided over by John 
Redmond, met in the House of Com­
mons today to dtoouse the Irish situa­
tion. A resolution was passed declar­
ing "that the alterations of the heads 
of the agreement on the Irish settle­
ment were alone responsible for the 
failure to secure the war emergency 
settlement of the Irish question, and 
we record our. conviction, that the 
failure to keep faith will have a most 
unfavorable and serious effect on the 
situation."

The resolution adds that "the re­
vival of the discredited system of 
castle rule and the appointment of a 
Unionist executive to an outrage on 
the feeling of the Irish people."

Bill to Prolong Life of Parliament
Premier Asquith announced in the 

House of Commons today that, before 
parliament adjourned for the summer 
recess, the government would Intro­
duce a bill to prolong further the life 
of the present parliament, and would 
at the same time announce the govern­
ment’s proposals regarding registra­
tion and the creating of a new register.

n The railway station) at Hem, on the 
outskirts of the forest on the road to 
Marlcourt, passed from hand to hand 
four times yesterday morning. At 
thrèe o'clock In the afternoon the 
French lost It again, being beaten 
back by two Saxon regiments, hut at 
four o’clock a splendid FYench charge 
recovered It.

The French are now organizing at 
the outskirts of Maurepas, Gulnchy 
and Guillemont. The French losses 
in all this fighting were much less 
than those of they enemy. One regi­
ment which led> the attack on July 
30 and whose advance was the most 
rapid, lost about 300 mem of whom 
seventy-five per cent, were only slight­
ly hurt. The small number of serious 
injuries is attributed to the precision 
and efficiency of the supporting artil­
lery.

Paris, Aug. 1—The efforts of the 
Germans last night were directed 
mainly against the extreme right 
wing of the French troops operating 
in the Somme region. From Sunday 
evening to last night, the Germans 
launched not leas than) sixteen regular 
attacks against the line between the 
Hem Wood and the Somme. In the 
Hem Wood and in the region of the 
Monacu Farm, the fighting was par­
ticularly desperate. On Sunday night 
the enemy succeeded by am enormous 
effort in taking the Hem Wood for 
the third time, but two hours later 
the French counter-attacked brilliant­
ly and recovered the wood. The re­
newal of the German attack on Mon­
day morning failed completely, one 
battalion losing a third of Its effec­
tives.

"It was one o'clock on Saturday 
afternoon," she said, "when we got 
the first warning of impending danger. 
There was little excitement, and no 
tone had seemed to make any prepara­
tion. When the fire came, driven by 
a veritable tornado, it leaped from 
the forest to the buildings and In a 
few minutes the town was ablaze. 
Mrs. Brown and I were put In canoes 
on the Black river and sought shelter 
in a little' cove, where we were im­
prisoned for three hours, fighting fire 
and bailing out the canoes which the 
heavy sea threatened to swamp."

They give little or 
no thought to their health or comfort. 
However, I do not propose to relax 
my efforts along this line until I am 
satisfied that the proprietors of all 
establishments have made provisions 
to meet the case, and that the female 
help receive the full benefit of thisr 
law. It is my intention, when the 
time arrives, to publish the names of 
each individual, firm or corporation, 
refusing or neglecting to place suit­
able seats easy of access for the use 
of all women In their employ.

all discussion was that it should be 
ready in time for the business of the 
coming season. Mr. Gutelius inform­
ed citizens of St. John that there wai 
no other site on which the structure 
could be erected and finished in time 
except that chosen. It is presumei 
that the manager of the V’anadiai 
Government Railways gave the mat­
ter more than passing thought before 
he so definitely placed himself in 
record. It is also quite likely that 
Hon. Mr. Hazen knew what he was 
talking about when he urged the adop­
tion of the Water street site, and re 
quested that the city should come to 
an early decision in regard to It. 
Grain elevators are not built in a day 
or a week, and even now much time 
has been lost.

Except for the fact that the Cana­
dian Government Railway officia1 s 
have publicly reiterated what was 
generally known at the time of the 
discussion over the Valley Rail wav 
matter, that the land in the vicinity 
of the old I. C. R. elevator would all 
be required for a new passenger sta­
tion. the situation in regard to th*» 
elevator has not changed in the past 
two months. The fact that the rail­
way men did not bring with them 
and exhibit<plans of the proposed 
station cannot be taken as a serions 
argument that they do not intend to 
build it. The station will be pro­
vided when the money is available 
for the purpose, but there is one thing 
certain, the selection of the Mill street 
property for a grain elevator will for­
ever prevent the cofistruction of a 
railway depot there.

There is also very little in the con­
tention that the Water street site will 
not afford sufficient space for the 
elevator and the shipment of grain 
and that if built there it will be a “one 
horse" affair. The Government plans 
call for an elevator plant of 1,000,000 
bushels capacity, of which 500,000 
bushels will be supplied at once. Such 
a structure would not be built in a site 
where it could not be profitably and 
fully worked. In this, as in other mat­
ters affecting port development, it is 
a very good plan to place some con­
fidence in Mr. Hazen and the Govern­
ment officials. They have not yet 
failed us and there is no indication 
that they will.

The Commissioner of Public Works 
reported that he had made an exam­
ination of the properties on Cheeley 
street Immediately beyond the rolling 
mill where the wooden retaining wall 
for a length of about 160 feet was 
falling and had found that the pro­
posed purchase and filling in method 
at dueling with the matter would 
coot too much and would mot give sat­
isfactory results because of the near­
ness of the river and the steep slope.

"Hands,’’ by Stuart Holmtee.
“Watching your step in the movies 

Is not half so Important as watching 
your hands," Is the pronuntiamento 
of Stuart Holmes, the screen’s most 
sinister star, who has broken upéfami- 
lies and torn apart hearts—or vice 
versa—by the merest by-play.» of his 
fingers, in the movies.

"The hand is quicker than, the eye, 
and in my opinion, more villainous 
than the eye. Motion picture actors 
and actresses today are relying entire­
ly too much on facial expressions and 
flashes from the eye to register the 
various emotions. They are neglect­
ing the hand, and the Inevitable re­
sult Is that their terminal facilities be­
tray them.

"The hands, as well as the face, can 
express sadness, madness, gladness, or 
badness. If you’ll only give them the 
chance. I have seen dozens of In­
stances where the actor has extended 
his arm with his index finger point­
ing ferociously toward the door, and 
his hand quivering Indignantly at the 
poor heroine. But the other hand— 
oh, that other hand! Half the time It 
hangs along his side In the most limp, 
listless and dejected fashion.

"You recall the old proverb about 
not letting your right hand know what 
the left is doing? That’s what it re­
minds me of. My colleagues don’t ap­
preciate sufficiently the importance of 
the hand In getting across to the 
audience the particular state of mind 
they wish to convey. Why, I’ll wager 
that fifty per cent, of the work before 
the Cooper-Hewltts calls for hand ac­
tion, ranging all the way from a snap 
of the fingers to a blow of the fist 

"Considering that there are only 
twenty-seven bones In the hand, it Is 
remarkable to see how histrionic they 
can be. They certainly are the first 
aid to the young thespian. It was not 
for nothing that Sir Charles Bell, the 
famous Scotch anatomist, called it 'the 
consummation of ail perfection as an 
Instrument.’

"I have studied the hand to help me 
portray the diabolical, dress suited de­
mon of the movies, Just as I have 
studied the proper and most villain­
ous way of twirling the moustache and 
of flicking the ash from the cigarette. 
There are five classes of hands. In the 
physical sense: Idealistic, delicate 
with long pointed fingers; realistic, 
short square fingers ; energetic, spatu- 
lated fingers ; philosophic, rough fin­
gers knotted at the points; and the

"Open hands indicate garrulity; 
clenched hands, determination ; hands 
at the side straight with the fingers 
half bent toward the palm mean pru­
dence; limp, dangling hands, listless­
ness; and so on.

“A good actor can make his hands 
as eloquent as his mouth on any oc­
casion. In 'Julius Caesar.' When Cas­
sius stabs the immortal Roman, hq 
cried: ’Speak, hands, tor roe.'

"Long live the scaphoid, the semi­
lunar, and the trapezium—all bones 
In hand, you know.

"Here’s my motto: A bone In the 
hand Is worth two in the head.”

At the meeting of the executive of 
the British Sailors’ Relief Fund, held 
yesterday afternoon in the (Board ot 
Trade rooms, with J. A. ESkely in the 
chair, after matters of routine had 
been disposed of, the secretary, R. E. 
Armstrong, said that the Mayor, as 
treasurer of the fund, had been getting 
answers to the circulars sent out ex­
plaining the objects of the fund.

T. H. Estabrooks expressed the view 
that the claims of the fund could be 
made more prominent by getting the 
newspapers to keep the matter before 
the public as a live subject of the 
greatest interest to.all. seeing that the 
British navy has enabled the trade of 
the Dominion to go on practically un­
disturbed.
