The piece of wreckage to which they
clung avas the part in which the stove pipe
had been. The captain buried his hands
between the boards and canvass and
hung on tenaciously as a man would with
grim death staring him in the face. His
watch stopped at 4.10, which would there-
}fore be about the time he fell into the
water. All about was dark and cold.
One moment he and his comrade svowd
be under water, the next above. Before
the stiff northwester which was blowing
they were carried at a rapid rate im the
direction of the Western Gap. Just out-
side the Gap, when safety seemed im
sight, the wreckage broke in two and
the men were parted. “Good-bye,” gasn-
ed Topping, feeling that his last hope
had vanished. “Keep.up vour courage;
we are mnear safety,” called back the
captain as he was tossed by waves.

For a time it looked as though he
would be landed on the beach but the
fickle waves fook him around througt
the gap. On shore he saw a light. He
called for help. His calls were heard
and he was saved. Almost unconsciou-
from exhaustion he was taken to hiy
home, Euclid avenue, where after a ferw
hours’ rest he was reported to be ali
right again.

It was loaded with pig iron going tfrom
Manistique (Mich.) to Buffalo. They had
in tow the D. C. Clint, a small barge,
which broke away in the storm. It i
supposed to be wrecked and the crew
of eight probably drowned. Another
barge went aground at Point Pelee. The
crew of 22 were rescued by tuae Point
Pelee life saving crew. The name of
the last boat has not been learned. It
was one of the worst storms that ever
‘swept the lakes.

Morrison de-
clared it was he who suggested to Gil-
lette that he and the girl take a row.
He also volunteered the information
that his father, Robert Morrison, ran a
hoathouse nearby and would be.glad fo
accommodate the couple. The elder
Morrison later corroborated these state-
ments.

@illette’s attorneys seized mpon this

State Forester Frank W. Rane delivered an
address Tuesuay at Baton Rogue (La.), be-
fore the Society for the Fromotion of A:g'rl-(
cultural scrence upon the topic, The Prob-/
lem of Retoresting New Engiand. Professor
Rane said that the problem is of far greater
importance vnan the public spirited and
counury lov.ng people realized. He -has trav-
eled, he saia, through the greater part o
the state, making himeelf acquainted with
the iorest conditions. He found tbat more
interest could be aroused in t.mber culture
by considering the retoiesting problem than
in any other way. Until recently the forest
owners have becn opptsed to scientific for-

States government is largely the cause of
the change.

Continuing, he said Today there is an/|
increas.ng interest being shown and one of
the indications is through the amount of in-
telligent anquiry; particularly is this true of
Massachusctis, and coming from people who
own sanding t.mber and who desire recom-
mendations Trom the siate forest service for
definite forest management. In the past six
weeks he had been requested to inspect, re-

Mr. Gompers’ Great Discovery,
(Wall Street Journal.)

Samuel Gompers, president of the Am-
érican Federation of Labor, has discov-
ered a new economic principle, a new
philosophy by which indusirial panics
and crises will be obliterated.

We know this, because Mr. Gompers |
says so himseir. Read his annual report
just issued and you will find this claim
boldly set forth. I

T'wo or thrée years ago Mr. Gompers
first put forth in a tentative sort of way
the proposition that all that was needed |
to prevent panics and periods of depreﬂ-\
sion, and establish a sort of perpetual!
motion of prosperity, was to keep the
wages of employes at a high point and
never permit any reduction of them. He
claims that resistance to wage rteduc-
tions has averted the usual industrial
crisis and is responsible for the great
commercial activity which now exists.
‘I'herefore he now announces the new
principle as one which has been firmly
upheld by the facts, and he declares in
the name of the American Federation of
Labor that hereafter the full force of
organized labor il be thrown against
any proposition to reduce wages, and
that in doing this organized labor will
not. only be benefiting workmen, but also
the entire industrial world.

This is a beautiful philosophy which
Mr. Gompers has discovered. It pro-
ceeds upon this succession of ideas:
Wages are advanced so that workmen
have more money to spend; the work-
men spend the money and this creates
a larger demand for coammodities; this
demand for commodities produces busi-
ness activity; the buginess activity in
turn gives profit and prosperity to the
manufacturers who are thus able topay
the high rates of wages. This keeps up
in an endless cycle, so that there is no
chance for any break, for any panic or
for any depression.

Two centuries ago John Law, a Scotch-
man then residing in Paris, discovered
that issues of bank notes would give
great relief to business and tend to pro-
duce trade activity. He induced the
Regent of France to permit him to put
his theory into practice. The results
were so remarkable that people began to
ask the question whether if a limited
quantity of paper money could have this
wonderful _invigorating effect, why it
would not bo possible by means of un-
limited supplies of paper to produce a
fabulous national wealth. John Law
himself was finally impressed with this
idea, with the result that as soon as

Rates of wages must vary according to
the law of supply and demand. Closely
examined, Mr. Gompers’ new economic
principle is discovered to be merely the
offspring of that other economic prin-
ciple that prosperity can be produced
and maintained by a system of taxation;
in other words, by protection.

New York, Nov. 21—Walter Wellman,
| who succeeded last summer in establish-
ing a base on Spitzbergen for his airship
expedition to the North Pole, is again in
New York, and confident that he will be
able to sail over that coveted goal of ex-
plorers next summer.

Mr. Wellman, who was accompanied by
his chief aid, Major H. B. Hersey, meteor-
ologist of the expedition, expects to start
' from Spitzbergen in July or August and
reach the Pole within a day or two.

Difficulties in getting his base ready and
defective construction in hie airship Mr.
Wellman blames for his inability to make
a- start last summer. These, however, he
said, had not surprised or disappointed
him, as he had chartered his vessel, the
Frithjof, for two years, with an option
on a third, and the work of preparation
had been arduous. .

“With the Arctic summer so short,” he
said, “we could scarcely do more than
establish our base. When Major Hersey,

who was in charge of the finst division of
our expedifion, ‘reached Spitzbergen on
June 21 everything was still frozen up,
and he had to metaphorically take the
skipper of the vessel by the throat to get
him to enter the little bay the ehore of
which he bad chosen for the site of our
camp. .
