Persian Ruler Hands Over His 
Capital to the Russian 

Soldiery.

LONDON, Saturday.—The Times Te- 
heran correspondent says tha: the 
Shah's proclamation declares Persia to 
have been under martial law from 
June 22nd, and that it gives General 
Liakhoff commander of the Cossacks, 
a free hand to deal severely with the 
people. The assembling of the peop'e 
and the carrying of arms is prohibited 
on pain of death. Several members of 
the assembly are in chains in the royal 
camp. The others are scattered and 
their whereabouts are unknown. The 
number of prisoners In the camp is 
Increasing hourly. Those detained are 
being subjected to the worst of or­
deals. Messages from the provinces 
are being censored, thus severing the 
'provinces from communication with 
the capital. It Is difficult to pass 
judgment as yet. the Times corres­
pondent adds, but undoubtedly the 
popular feeling that xvhat Is regarded 
here as the inactivity of Great Brit­
ain and the activity of Russia probably 
will restore the Shah's autocracy. The 
correspondent also says that it is re­
ported from Tabriz that the governor 
of that city has taken refuge in the 
Russian cansulate there.

IDYLLS CF THE STARS.
BY A BANKER.

When we look upwards toward the 
doomed canopy of the midnight skies 
scintillating and flashing iu all its 
glory, the innumerable, serried array 
of stury or!ns transplendent in many 
lined tires, some gleaming in effulgent 
splendour, some, plunged deep in tile 
illimitable abysm of space, less vivid 
ill their coruscating lustre, and some, 
sunk even further in tlie profundity of 
that mysterious infinity, hut mere 
points of light, we note that the 
Brighter of these glittering sums are 
arranged in fastostic design which by 
the exercise of a little imagination 
may in some cases Ik* resolved into the 
constellations figured on our vciesiiui 
globes.

These coAstcllalions, or asterisins 
were, with <«. few exceptions, named 
by the earliest civilized nations of the 
earth, tile Chaldeans and early Greeks 
i*M|N*uuily, in honour of mythological i 
or real personages whose deeds of! 
valour and heroism they desired to ! 
commemorate. Thus ilie strange 
faille of the birth of Vlytvmeustm, the 
beautiful wife of Agamemnon—whose 
deutli-ina.sk, of solia gold, found in her j 
sarcophagus, together with that of 
Agamemnon himself, may now lie 
seen hi the line museum at Athens—is 
commemorated l»y the constellation of 
the .Swan; the mixture « f fable and ! 
fuel in the legend of the rescue of the j 
fair Andromeda, the daughter of a • 
King of Ethiopia, by an imaginary .• 
Iicuig, Perseus, who siew the sva-mon- ï 
ster who was about to devour her, | 
has been handed down from age to i 
age ever since that dim, larotf ep«>ch in 
the early history of the world iu the 
constellations which bear their names, 
and also in those < f Cassiopœa aim 
Cepheus, Andromeda's parents; or the 
achievements of Auriga, said to he the 
inventor of horse-drawn chariots, of 
Ophiucus (Æsculupius), reputed to be 
the originator of liie healing art, or 
of Orion, a mighty hunter, real or 
imaginary it is impossible to say 
whose constellations is alluded to by 
that ancient writer Job himself; ail 
these, with many others, form a 
memorial written in glittering letters 
of tiro in the skies ot heaven of the j 
achievements, some doubtless fabulous i 
and legendary, of the mighty heroes 
of old.

But there is one gorgeous constel­
lation, perhaps more brilliant and 
more magnificent than any other in 
he entire expanse of the universe, a 
tonstellation out of the range of vision 
cof those ancient pioneers of astronomy 
for it is far down in the Southern 
Hemisphere -the Southern Cross— 
which commemorates, not the real or 
fancied achievements of poor mortals, 
but the wondrous sacrifice of the Son 
of Goa, who on tin* cross of shame 
made expiation for the sins of all be­
lievers by Himself suffering tile pun- 
islnnt endue to them. And all who 
would gain a certain inheritance in 
the Realms ot Glory have lint to plead 
that propitiation before the throne of 
the Almighty, conforming their lives, 
of course, to his laws.

THE GOVERNMENT’S
LIQUOR POLICY.

Hon. J. K. Flemming, Provincial 
Secretary, informs us that the peti­
tion in fovor of having the Govern­
ment submit to the electorate befqre 
next session of Assembly the question 
of provincial prohibition of the traffic 
in alcoholic beverages, which was for­
warded to him month before last by 
the Kent-Northumberland District 
Division Sons of Temperance, was re­
ceived and by him submitted to the 
Exeqdtive Council. The latter, who 
had previously determined not to in­
troduce at their first session any 
amendments to the Liquor Laws, 
decided to carefully consider the re­
presentations of the Temperance 
people, “when the Government are 
dealing with this question. ’1

The. Government, it appears, “is 
anxious to promote such changes in 
on# laws as will increase sobriety and 
leesen the evil of intemperance.” 
They are endeavoring to get a better 
obcervanoe of our license law where it 
is now in force.

As the Opposition offer nothing in 
the way of prohibitory legislation, 
both partie, evidently think that the 
Prohibitionist sentiment of New 
Brunswick can be safely ignored, 
and perhaps they are right.

WILL THEY MAKE IT PAY1
Some months ago the Standard Oil 

Company was fined $89,840,000 in an 
Ohio court by Judge Landis. Ohio is 
a Republican State; the supreme court 

- judges are, wholly, or for most part, 
Republican appointees; and Theodore 
Roosevelt, the Republican leader and 
mighty talker against Trusts, ie pres­
ident of the United States and com­
mander-in-chief of its army and navy. 
But the fine imposed by Judge 
Landis has not been collected. Now 
York school children may faint from 
hunger, and men and women starve 
in every large city of the Union, but 
the Standard Oil Company’s Savings 
have as yet been ]• it inviolate.

The state of Tv <ta has however, 
■et out to actually collect the judge­
ments aggregating $6,016,250 impos­
ed upon the Standard Oil people in 
its territories. Upon evidence thit 
these companies are partly, if not en­
tirely owned by the Standard, the 
state, last week, seized property and 
garnisheed funds of the Waters-Pierce 
Oil Company, the Security Oil Com­
pany, the National Oil Company and 
the Navarro Refining Company. It 
appears that the Waters-Pierce Com­
pany is owned by the Standard, and 
that the other three are members of 
the Trust. The State has also issued 
writs against the Santa Fe, the 
Southern Pacific, and the Missouri, 
Kansas anil Texas railroads for sums 
amounting to nesrly $300,000, 
they owe the Standard Oil Company.

To seize property and hold it are 
two different things. The Standard 
will undoubtedly appeal to the federal 
courts, and we shall see what reliance

is to be placed in Roosevelt’s fine 
phrases in behalf of law and order, 
now that the biggest and strongest 
corporation of modern times is on trial.

THE ANGLICAN CHURCH
AND SOCIALISM.

The Pan-Anglican congress met at 
London from the 10th to the 34th 
ultimo. About 8,000 delegates, is. 
ireseuting all countries where the 
Inglish language is spoken and to 

which English speaking missionaries 
have penetrated, were present. It 
was no mere holiday gathering come 
together for purposes of pleasure or 
mutual admiration; but on the pro­
gram were the weightiest and most 
timely questions now agitating the 
minds of men. Among the subjects for 
for disc i-sion were.

The e- ...ctity of Marriage.
The Diink Traffic.
Gambling.
Luxury.
Companies and Dividends.
The Unemployed.
Monopolies and Trusts.
The Duty of the Clergy to Social 

Reform.
Christian Science.

. Dramatic Literature.
Journalism.
Ministry and Laymen.
Reality and Inspiration.
Christianity and Socialism.
Th« discussion on Socialism took 

place on the 22nd, and, according to 
the Associated Press dispatches, drew 
the largest audience of any session of 
the Congress, being attended by one 
hundred and fifty Archbishops and 
bishops, a multitude of minor clergy, 
and a vast assemblage of laymen and 
laywomen. Of greater significance 
than that the discussion on Socialism 
excited more interest than any other 
question at the Congress, is the cabled 
message that of all the many speakers 
only one displayed an anti-Socialistic 
tendency. The many who supported 
Socialism based their arguments upon 
the character and teachings of Chris­
tianity and the brotherhood of human­
ity, The advocacy of the abolition of 
the wage-earning system, all labor to 
be employed and recompensed by the 
State, showed that some at least of 
the speakers fully understood whither 
the espousal of the Socialist theory 
would carry them and were prepared 
to accept full responsibility therefor.

Principal Simpson’s statement that 
the church was now po werless to stem 
the tide of Socialism in England even 
if it wished to do so, shows that the 
political faith which, within the last 
few years, has taken such hold in 
every county of Northern, Central 
and Western Europe, is firmly en 
trenched in Great Britain, where it 
may soon become dominant.

The Socialist party, which controls 
fifty per cent, of the voters (but not 
of the votes) of Belgium; forty-five 
per cent, of the votes of Finland: 
thirty per cent, of Germany and 
Austria; twenty of Italy; fifteen of 
France; and was supported by thirty- 
six per cent, of the indirectly elected 
deputies of the second parliament of 
the Russian Empire, mwde until the 
elections of 1906 very little noticeable 
progress in Britain, but ip 1906 the 
British Labor party, which is led and 
directed by Socialists, increased its 
representation in the House of Com­
mons from 3 to 10. The winning of 
two bye-elections brought the number 
up to 32; and the recent decision of 
the Trade-Union group, by a vote of 
16 to 8, to ally themselves with the 
Labor Party brings up the voting 
strength of the latter in the British 
Parliament to at least 48 The sympath­
etic utterances of . such an influential 
religious body as the Pan-Anglican 
Congress, will, by removing the 
doubts of many who have held aloof 
from the Socialist movement because 
they imagined it was anti-Christian 
and irreligious, still further strengthen 
the new party.

LEPROSY IS
[REPORTED CUREO

NEW ORLEANS, Thursday.—A re­
markable medical report touching the 
cure of leproây will be presented to 
the Louisiana assembly probably this 
week by the leper home of the State 
of Louisiana. In this report appear 
the -words:

‘Discharged cured—One. Practically 
well anâ kept for observation—Five.'

Briefly explained, the meaning or 
these figures is that out of sixty-one 
lepers at the Louisiana institution in 
the last two years six have been prac­
tically cured. The figures are from 
the biennial report of the leper home.

The lepers have the same sanitary 
surroundings that the average person 
enjoys and an equal opportunity to 
receive first-class medical treatment. 
Instead of being isolated, the institu­
tion faces the public highway along the 
Mississippi .River levee in Iberville 
Parish. A small Catholic church com­
pletes the plant. For thirteen years 
four to six sisters of charity, practic­
ally alone, have cared for all the wants 
of the lepers. None of these sisters 
ever has become infected with the 
disease. The ages of the patients 
range from seven to eighty.

Xeon, overpowered the employees and 
routed the bank of all the money they 
could get. They then turned their at­
tention to the express office, robbing 
It.

orously. Let it rise till spongy, add 
til it is as thick as can -be worked with 
a stiff knife. Put 1 1-2 ounds in each 
pan, smoothing the tops, cover and 
raise again. It should be set in a 
quick oven and the heat reduced 10 
minutes. It is sometimes made stiff 
enough to knead but should not be 
made as stiff as ordinary wheat bread. 
Bake as usul with heat increasing for 
10 minutes. Nice baked as muffins.

Work Aprons
Three-quarters of a yard of a very 

small and neat pattern of table oil­
cloth. Cut in one place with bib, some 
what like a butterfly apron. Bind all 
around with tape or chambray, any 
color. This ,pron saves washing. 
VEGETABLE SALAD SANDWICH 

Two or three heads of lettuce, 6 red 
radishes, 1-2 cupful of nut meats. Put 
the lettuce leaves tl>rpugli a coarse 
meat chopper and chop the radishes 
and nuts very fine. Let 1 cupful of 
vinegar come to a -boiling point, in a 
double boiler; mix 1 cupful of sour 
cream, 1-2 cupful butter, a dessert­
spoonful each of salt, sugar and mus­
tard, 1-2 teaspoonful of curry powder, 
yolks of four eggs and add to the 
vinegar, set on back of stove but do 
not allow to boil, for half an hour. 
Mix all this together and spread be­
tween thin, buttered slices of bread 
that have beeen shaped and the crusts 
taken off.

GUARD THE FIRES
Forest fires are cause-3, in only too 

many Instances, by campers and tour­
ists who leave their fires unguarded or 
are in other ways careless about their 
fires. Many of these holiday makers in 
the woods would be the last people In 
the world to wilfully destroy timber !n 
this way, but yet a lack of carbon the 
part of some has often had a most la­
mentable result.

Occasionally what seem cases of ap­
parently wanton carelessness are met 
with. A flagrant intsance of this neg­
lect was shown some time ago by 
a party of seventeen campers fr >*n 
Hamilton, Ont., in the Tlmagaml Ont., 
forest reserve, who broke camp one 
morning leaving quite a larga fire 
burning. The campers, in their special 
car, however, were stopped at North 
Bay, and not allowed to proceed on 
their journey until they had paid the 
expenses of extinguishing the fire as 
well as those of their own detention. 
Such cases are, fortunately rare.

Attention to a few points may save 
much lose from this cause. No match, 
cigar-end or other burning object 
should ever be thrown down In the 
forest until totally extinguished. The 
camp fires should not be larger than 
Is necessary and should not be left, 
even for a short time, until one is 
perfectly sure that they are ‘dead out.* 
Fires should not be built in dangerous 
places, such as among leaves, near 
rotten wood or any place where they 
are likely to spread. Avoid building

fire against a large or hollow log,

soil and the fire confined In this.
The Lake St. John district In Quebec, 

was the scene of a serious fire only a 
few days ago. The, fire was caused, it 
Is supposed by fishermen who neglected 
to extinguish their camp fires.

Entry by trjxy, 
may, however, be made at an Agen 
cy où certain conditions by the 
father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister of an intendin 
homesteader.

At least six months* res 
Mcrrc upon and cultivation cf th 
land in each year for three years

tent, ia the vicinity of his home­
stead. Joint ownership in land 
will not meet this requirement.

(3). Ii the father (or mother 
if the father is deceased; of a 
homest-.-der has permanent resid 
encc on farming land owned solel 
by hir.3. not less than eighty (80) 
acre:, -n extent, in the vicinity of 
the h ‘ead, or upon a home­
stead entered tor by him is the 
vicinity, such homesteader may per 
form ai» own residence duties by 
Hefctg srith the father (or) moth­
er ).

( 41. The term “vicinity" in the' 
two preceding paragraphs is defin­
ed a-, meaning not more than nine 
miles in a direct line, exclusive oi 
the width of road allowances cros­
sed ip. the neasurement.

HISTORY OF TAPESTRY.
The Art Wee Known to th. Ancient* 

Greeks and Egyptians.
Flemish artiste are believed to has» 

been the first to make tapestry for tine­
as a covering for walls. The art itself 
Is certainly very ancient, many of the 
hangings used in Egypt and Greece 
being considered true tapestry. . Its 
subsequent history is obscure, but it 
evidently maintained a lingering ex­
istence In the east until the Saracens 
revived it and brought It to Europe. 
Tapes try was used by the Saracen» 
only as drapery or curtains for th» 
courts of their houses. Embroidery 
appears to have served for this pur­
pose In northern Europe until after 
the twelfth century, and much of the 
work of this period was really em­
broidery, such as the incorrectly named 
Bayeux tapestry. It was In the four­
teenth century that tapestry began to 
be largely made in Flanders, where the 
weaving industry became very impor­
tant At that time twenty-seven 
streets were occupied by the weaver» 
of Ghent In 1382 there were 60,000- 
weavers In Louvain and more still at 
Ypres. Very few samples of four­
teenth century tapestry remain, but 
those that have come down to the 
present day closely resemble contem­
porary wall painting. During the lat­
ter part of the fifteenth century the 
golden age of tapestry existed, especial­
ly in Bruges and Arras.

Experiences of an English Military 

Official In India.
When T.i ttenant Henderson wan

Thus 
a mission which might have ended, as 
so many African missions have ended, 
in a terrible silence and a suspicion of 
unspeakable horrors, did, in fact end* 
in a valuable basis of future relation» 
between Great Britain and a Moham­
medan power.—London Scraps.

The Shape of the Sky.
What is the apparent form of the 

vault of tho sky? There is probably 
no one to whose eyes It seems a true! 
hemisphere, with the zenith appearing* 
as distant as the horizon. At sea or* 
in a flat country the seeming greater 
distance of the porizon is best shown. 
Professor J. M. Peroter in discussing 
this «object reaches the conclusion that 
the form of tho vault In vertical sec­
tion is that of the segment of n circle 
the are of which subtends at the center 
an angle of the order of forty degrees. 
If the reader will draw such a segment 
be may be surprised by the amount of 
flattening which Is thus ascribed to the 
sky. From this optical illusion many., 
curious effects arise, sueh as the seem­
ing Increased magnitude of the bub* 
and moon when near the horizon and 
the apparently oval forms of halos and' 
coronas seen At low altitudes.
