One of the worst wrecks on the I. C. 
R. for some time occurred just at the 
Campbellton end of the Mill Creek 

bridge about 8.30 o’clock last evening, 
when a fast special ran into the rear 
end of a heavy freight special. Fortu- 
nately only one man, and he was in 
charge CE the live stock, was injured.

The engine of the fast special plow- 
ed its way through the van and two 
cars loaded with lambs, killing a large 
number of these and setting the wreek- 
on fire.
There were six cars of lambs and à 
car of cattle next the van. These were 
all badly broken up and many of the 
animals were killed or injured. A 
crowd soon gathered and by hard work 
emptied the cars of the uninjured live 
stock, and freed others from the 
wreckage. Those in the burning car 
were all taken out before the fire 
reached them, although many were 
scorched.

The car of cattle left the rails and 
rolled over and over down the steep 
embankment, coming to rest on its 
bottom, so that the imprisoned cattle 
could easily be removed. It was found 
that six were killed or so badly in- 
jured that they had to be killed.

The fast special, the engine of which 
struck the other train about three car

bridge did not leave the rails, with the 
exception of the engine. This was for- 
tunate as there was a considerable 
depth of water under the bridge, as the 
tide was high, and the distance from 
bridge to water is considerable. The 
fast special had a very valuable freight 
cargo.

An alarm was rung in from box 13 
and the Fire Department responded 
promptly. A line of hose was stretch- 
ed from the hydrant at the street cros- 
sing and the fire in the wreckage was 
soon extinguished.

The night was a most disagreeable 
one, dark and an easterly rain storm 
raging, despite which hundreds of 
citizens visited the wreck.

The freight Special was stalled for 
want of steam and the crew had placed 
signals on the track but the other train 
crew claim that they were not suffi- 
ciently distant from the stalled train 
to allow the faster one to pull up on 
the slippery rails.

The man injured was Alexander 
Martel of Danville, Que. He was re- 
moved to the hospital. sw

NEW LONDON, Conn., Nov. 1— 
The German merchant submarine 
Deutchland arrived in the harbor here 
early this morning. Captain Koenig 
said the Deutchland left Bremen on 
Oct. 10 and made the trip here with- 
out special incident. The entire crew 
iomprises 25 men. The Deutschland 
appeared in the outer harbor shortly 
after midnight and proceeded to the 
dock of the Eastern Forwarding Com- 
pany.

The Deutschland was said to have a 
large cargo of chemicals.

gained by us yesterday in the neigh- 
borhood of Gueudecourt and Les 
Boeufs (on the Somme front) has now 
been fully secured,” the War Office an- 
nounced today.

“In answer to the enemy’s claim 
that the gains of Saturday between 
Schwaben redoubt and Le Sars were 
won only at the expense of heavy less- 
es on our part, it may be noted that 
the troops engaged, which took ever 
1,000 prisoners, had only about 1,200 
casualties.

Bucharest, October 24—Rumanian 
troops made an attack yesterday along 
the whole Oituz front, near the Tran- 
sylvanian Remaman border. The War 
Office announces the capture of ten 
machine guns : nd several hundred 
prisoners.

Paris, October 24—The Frewh offic 
ial statement is as follows:
“On the Somme front there was a 

fairly lively artillery struggle in the 
region of Biaches and Ablaincourt. 
There was no infantry action.

“There is nothing to report from the 
remainder of the front.”

The Admiralty 
were pleased to accept the offer and 
asked if possible that five thousand 
men be sent of which two thousand 
would be required by the end of the 
present year.
