REV. T. DEWITT TALMAGL

How to Make Friends—It is a 
Sacred and Divine Art.

Friendship an Altogether Dif­
ferent Thing from Cenlalty.

Throwing the Mantle of Charity 
Over the Detects in Others.

Brooklyn, June 30.—At the Taber­
nacle tills morning, after the pastor, 
the Rev. T. De Witt Talmage, D. D., 
had made an exposition of a passage 
of Scripture, the congregation, led 
by cornet and organ, sang the hymn 
beginning:

Now I have found a friend,
Jesus is mine.

Dr. Talmage’s subject was “How to 
Make Friends," and his text, Proverbs 
xviii, 24: “A man that hath friends 
must show himself frindly." He said :

About the sacred and divine art of 
making and keeping friends I speak— 
a subject on which I never heard of 
any one preaching—and yet God 
thought it of enough importance to 
put it in the middle of the Bible, these 
writings of Solomon, bounded on one 
side by the popular Psalms of David,

many friends we have, or whether we 
have any friends at all, but there is 
nothing accidental about it. There is 
a law which governs the accretion 
and dispersion of friendships. They 
did not “just happen so” any more 
than the tides just happen to rise or 
fall, or the sun just happens to rise or 
set It is a science, an art, a God 
given regulation. Tell me how 
friendly you are to others and I will 
tell you how friendly others are to 
you. I do not sav you will not have 
enemies; indeed the best way to get 
ardent friends is to have anient ene­
mies, if you got their enmity in doing 
the right thing. Good men and wom­
en will always have enemies, because 
their goodness is a perpetual rebuke to 
evil ; but this antagonism of foes will 
make more intense the love of your 
adherents. Your friends will gather 
closer around you because of the at­
tacks of your assailants. The more 
your enemies abuse you the better 
your coadjutors will think of you. 
The best fnends we ever had appeared 
at some juncture when we were espe­
cially bombarded. There have been 
times in my life when unjust assault 
multiplied my friends, as near as I 
could calculate, about fifty a min­
ute. You are bound to some peo­
ple by many cords that neither 
time nor eternity can break, 
and I will warrant that many of those
cords were twisted by hands malevo-
lent. Human nature was shipwrecked 
about fifty-nine centuries ago, the cap­
tain of that craft, one Adam, and his 
first mate, running the famous cargo 
aground on a snag in the River Hid­
dekel; but there was at least one good 
trait of human nature that waded 
safely ashore from that shipwreck, 
and that is the disposition to take the 
part of those unfairly dealt with. 
When it is thoroughly demonstrated 
that some one is being persecuted, al­
though at the start RlftTUlemus tongues
were busy enough, defenders finally 
gather around as thick as honey bees 
on a trellis of bruised honeysuckle. 
If, when set upon by the furies, you 
can have grace enough to keep 
your mouth shut, and preserve 
your equipoise, and let others fight 
your battles, you will find yourself 
after awhile with a whole cordon of 
allies. Had not the world given to 
Christ on his arrival at Palestine a 
very cold shoulder there would not 
have been one-half as many angels 
chanting glory out of the hymn books 
of the sky bound in black hds of mid­
night Had it not been for the heavy 
ana lagged and torturous cross, Christ 
would not have been the admired and 
loved of more people than any being 
who ever touched foot on either the 
eastern or western hemisphere. In­
stead, therefore, of giving up in des­
pair because you have enemies, re­
joice in the fact that they rally for 
you the most helpful and enthusiastic 
admirers. In otner words, there is no 
virulence, human or diabolic, that 
can hinder my text from coming true: 
“A man that hath friends must show 
himself friendly.”
YOUR FRIENDSHIP MUST NOT BE A PRE­

TENSE.
It is my ambition to project espe­

cially upon the young a thought 
which may benignly shape their des­
tiny for the here and the hereafter. 
Before you show yourself friendly, 
you must be friendly. I do not re­
commend a dramatized geniality. 
There is such a thing as pretending to 
be en rapport with others when we 
are their aire destructants, and talk 
against them and wish them calamity. 
Judas covered up his treachery by a 
resounding kiss, and caresses may be 
demoniacal. Better the mythological 
Cerberus, the three headed dog of hell, 
barking at us, than the wolf in sheep’s 
clothing, its brindled hide covered up 
by deceptive wool, and its death ful 
howl cadenced into an innocent bleat­
ing. Disraeli writes of Lord Man­
fred, who, after committing many 
outrages upon the people, seemed 
suddenly to become friendly, and in­
vited them to a banauet. After most 
of the courses of food had been served 
he blew a horn, which was in those 
times a signal for the servants to bring 
on the dessert, but in this case it was 
the signal for assassins to enter and 
slay the guests. His pretended friend­
liness was a cruel fraud ; and there are 
now people whose smile is a falsehood. 
Before you begin to show vourself 
friendly you must be friendfy. Get 
your heart right with God and man, 
and this grace will become easy. You 
may by your own i-esolution get your 
nature into a semblance of this virtue, 
but the grace of God can sublimely 
lift you into it Sailing on the River 
Thames two vessels ran aground. The 
owners of one got one hun­
dred horses and pulled on the 
grounded ship and pulled it to 
pieces. The owners of the other 
grounded vessel waited till the tides 
came in and easily floated the ship out 
of all trouble. So, we may pull and 
haul at our grounded human nature, 
and try to get it into better condition ; 
but there is nothing like the oceanic 
tides of Qod’s uplifting grace to hoist 
us into this kindliness Fam eulogizing. 
If when under the flash of the Holy 
Ghost we see our own foibles and de­
fects and depravities, we will be very 
lenient and very easy with others. 
We will look into their characters for 
things commendatory and not dam­
natory. If you would rub your own 
eye a little more vigorously you 
would find a mote in it, the ex­
traction of which would keep you so 
busy you would not have much time 
to shoulder your broadax and go forth 
to split up the beam in your neigh­
bor’s eye. In a Christian spirit keep 
on exploring the characters of those 
you meet, and I am sure you will find 
something in them delightful and fit 
foj* a foundation of friendliness. You 
invite me to come to your country seat 
and spend a few days. Thank you 1 
I arrive about noon of a beautiful 
summer day. What do you do? As 
soon as I arrive you take me out under 
the shadow of the great elms. You 
take me down to the artificial lake, 
the spotted trout floating in and out 
among the white pillar» ot the pond

unes, xou taire me to tne stalls ana 
kennels where you keep your fine 
stock, and here are the Durham cat­
tle and the Gordon setters, and 
the high stepping steeds by paw­
ing and neighing, the only language 
they can speak, asking for harness 
or saddle, and a short turn down 
the road. Then we go back to the 
house, and you get me in the right 
light and show me the Kensetts 
and the Bierstadts on the wall, 
and take me into the music room, 
and show me the bird cages, the cana­
ries in the bay window answering the 
robins in the tree tops. Thank you ! 
I never enjoyed myself more in the 
same length of time. Now, why do 
we not do that way in regard to the 
characters of others, and show the 
bloom and the music and the bright 
fountains? No. We say come along 
and let me show you that man’s char­
acter. Here is a green scummed frog 
pond, and there’s a filthy cellar, ana 
I guess under that hedge there must 
be a black snake. Come and let us 
for an hour or two regale ourselves 
with the nuisances. On, my friends, 
better cover up the faults and extol 
the virtues, and this habit once estab­
lished of universal friendliness will 
become as easy as it is this morning 
for a syringa to flood the air with 
sweetness, as easy as it will be 
further on in the season for a 
quail to whistle up from the grass. 
When we hear something bad about 
somebody whom we always supposed 
to be good, take out your lead pencil 
and say: “Let me see! Before I ac­
cept that baleful story against that 
man’s character, 1 will take off from 
it 25 per cent, for the habit of exag­
geration which belongs to the man 
who first told the story; then I will 
take off 25 per cent, for the additions 
which the spirit of

from the fact that the man may have 
been put into circumstances of over­
powering tern ptation. So I have taken 
off 75 per cent But I have not heard 
his side of the stoiy at all, and for that 
reason I take off the remaining 25 per 
cent” Excuse me, sir, I don’t believe 
a word of it

A DEFECTIVE MAXIM.
But here comes in a defective maxim, 

so often quoted: “Where there is so 
much smoke there must be some fire.” 
Look at all the smoke for years around 
Jenner, the introducer of vaccination ; 
and the smoke around Columbus, the 
discoverer; and the smoke around 
Martin Luther, and Savonarola, and 
Galileo, and Paul, and John, and 
Christ, and tell me where was the fire? 
That is one of the satanic arts to make 
smoke without fire. Slander, like the 
world, may be made out of nothing. 
If the Christian, fair minded, common 
sensical spirit in regard to others pre­
dominated in the world we should have 
the millennium in about six weeks, 
for would not that be lamb and lion, 
cow and leopard lying down together? 
Nothing but the grace of God can 
ever put us into such a habit of mind 
and heart as that. The whole tendency 
is in the opposite direction. This is 
the way the world talks: I put my 
name on the back of a man’s note, 
and I had to pay it, and I will never 
again put my name on the back of 
any man’s note. I gave a beggar ten 
cents, and five minutes after I saw 
him entering a liquor store to spend it 
I will never again give a cent to a 
beggar. I helped ti
smn tii'i>usiHca7Aiî* m, ariwii winiu
he came and opened a store almost 
next door to me, and stole my cus­
tomers. 1 will never again help a 
young man start in business. I trusted 
in what my neighbor promised to do, 
and he broie his word, and the Psalm­
ist was right before he corrected him­
self, for “all men are liars.” So mën 
become suspicious and saturnine and 
selfish, and at every additional wrong 
done them they put another layer 
on the wall of their exclusive­
ness, and another bolt to the door 
that shuts them out from sympathy 
with the world. They get cheated out of 
a thousand dollars, or misinterpreted, 
or disappointed, or betrayed, ana 
higher goes the wall,and faster goes an­
other bolt, not realizing that while they 
lock others out, they lock themselves 
in ; and some day they wake up to find 
themselves imprisoned in a dastardly 
habit. No friends to others, others are 
no friends to them. There’s an island 
half way between England, Scotland 
and Ireland, called the Isle of Man, 
and the seas dash against all sides of it, 
and I am told that there is no more 
lovely place than that Isle of Man ; 
but when a man becomes insular in 
his disposition, and cuts himself off 
from the main land of the world’s 
sympathies, he is despicable, and all 
around him is an Atlantic ocean of 
selfishness. Behold that Isle of Man I 

Now, supposing that you have, by 
a divine regeneration, got right toward 
God and humanity, and you start out 
to practice my text, “A man that hath 
friends must show himself friendly." 
Fulfill this by all forms of appropri­
ate salutation. Have you noticed that 
the head is so poised that the easiest 
thing on earth is to give a nod of reo- 

nlQon? To swing the head from 
le to side, as when it is wagged in 

derision, is unnatural and unpleasant: 
to throw it bank, invites vertigo; but 
to drop the chin In greeting is accom­
panied with so little exertion that all 
day long and every day you might 
iractice it without the least sem- 
ilance of fatigue. So, also, the 

structure of the hand indicates 
handshaking; the knuckles not made 
so that the fingers can turn out, but so 
made that the fingers can turn in, as 
in clasping hands; and the thumb 
divided from and set aloof from the 
fingers, so that while the fingers take
Sour neighbor’s hand on one side, the 

lumb takes it on the other, and, 
iressed together, all the faculties of 
he hand give emphasis to the saluta­

tion. Five sermons in every healthy 
hand urge us to handshaking.

BE HKD TO EVERYBODY.
Besides this, every day when you 

start out, load yourself up with kind 
thoughts, kind words, kind expres­
sions and kind greetings. When a 
man or woman does well, tell him so, 
tell her so. If you meet some one who 
is improved m health, and it is de­
monstrated in girth and color, say: 
“How well you look I" But if on the 
other hand, under the wear and tear 
of life he appears pale and exhausted, 
do not intrcxluce sanitary subjects, or 
say anything at all about physical 
conditions. • In the case of improved 
health, you have by your words given 
another impulse towards the robust 
and the jocund; while in the case 
of the falling health you have ar­
rested the decline by your silence, 
by which he concludes: “If I were 
really so badly off, he would have 
said something about it We are all, 
especially those of a nervous tempera­
ment susceptible to kind words and 
discouraging words. Form a con­
spiracy against us, and let ten men 
meet us at certain points on our way 
over to business, and let each one say : 
“How sick you look," though we 
should start out well, after meeting 
the first and hearing his depressing 
salute, we would begin to examine our 
symptoms. After meeting the second 
gloomy accosting, wo would conclude 
we did not feel quite as well as usual. 
After meeting the third, our sensation^ 
would be dreadful, ami after meeting 
the fourth, unless we expected a con­
spiracy, we would go home and go to 
bed, and the other six pessimists would 
bo a useless surplus of discourage­
ment. My dear sir, my dour madam, 
what do you mean by going about this 
world with disheartenmentat Ja no»

mo suppiy or gloom and trouble and 
misfortune enough to meet the de­
mand without your running a factory 
of pins and spikes? Why snould you 
plant black and blue in the world 
when God so seldom plants them? 
Plenty of scarlet colors, plenty of yel­
low, plenty of green, plenty of pink, 
but very seldom a plant black or blue. 
I never saw a black flower, and there’s 
only here and there a blue bell or a 
violet ; but the blue is for the most part 
reserved for the sky, and we have to 
look up to see that, and when we look 
up no color can do us harm. Why 
not plant along the paths of others the 
brightnesses instead of the glooms I 
Do not prophesy misfortune. If you 
must be a prophet at all be an Ezekiel, 
and not a Jeremiah. In ancient 
times prophets who foretold evil were 

rightdoing right, 
ly directed ;

for they were divine- 
hut the prophets of 

in our time are generally 
false prophets. Some of our weather 
wise people are prophesying we shall 
have a summer of unparalleled scorch. 
It will not be that at all. I think we 
are going to have a summer of great 
harvest and universal health ; at any 
rate I know as much about as they do. 
Last fall all the weather prophets 
agreed in saying we should have a 
winter of extraordinary severity, bliz­
zard on the heels of blizzard. It was 
the mildest winter I ever remember to 
have passed. Indeed, the autumn and 
the spring almost shoved winter out 
of the procession. Real troubles have 
no heralds running ahead of their 
somber chariots, and no one has any 
authority in our time to announce 
their coming. Load yourself up with 
helpful words and deeds. The nvmn 
once sung in our churches is unfit to 
be sung, for it says:

We should suspect some danger near 
Where we possess delight.

In other words, manage to keep 
miserable all the time. The old song 
sung at the pianos a quarter of a cen­
tury ago was right: “Kind words Mrt 
never die.”

' While the Esquimaux liuvo a far 

wider range cast and \ve*l than any 
oilier race, there is much evidence 
that the north and south limits of 
their territory have greatly, narrowed. 
If the suggestion of Ca;>t. Adams, 
that the Smith Sound natives, about 
200 in number, be removed to south 
Greenland to prevent them from en 
tirely succumbing to the hardships of 
their isolated home, were carried out, 
the north and south range - of these 
natives would be still further dimin 
ished. We know that the Lsqui 
maux once hunted in the northern 
part of Grant Land, over 200 miles 
uorth of the present homes of the 
With Sound highlanders. On the 
*her side of Baffin's bay the Esqui- 
haux not long ago often went to 
Cape Sabine, where Greely’s party 
passed their last winter, but they nave 
uot been heard of so far north for 
some years. On Banks Land McClure 
found very old remains of Esquimaux 
huts, but the natives south of Banks 
Land had not even any traditions of 
people living so far north, and the 
natives of Wollaston Land, who 
would be most likely to go there to 
hunt, have said they never go north 
of Prince Albert sound, which is far 
southeast of Banks Land. These facts 
point not more to the southerly re­
treat of the Esquimaux than to the 
gradual extinction of the race. Even 
m southwest Greenland, where under 
Danish rule the hard lot of the natives 
has been considerably ameliorated, 
they are barely keeping up their num 
bers.—New York Sun.

How It Is Done in One of the Great Fac­
tories at Troy, N. Y.

A dozen or more operations are 
needed to make a gentleman’s shirt 
collar and no person plays more than 
one part The cutters, who never 
strike, because they are well paid, 
are the most important factors in the 
trade. They are magical workers. 
Each man has his table upon which to 
spread layer upon layer of linen. 
When the pile is as thick as he wants 
he puts upon it his little pattern block 
of wood, whirls a sharp, thin blade of 
steel as fast as the eye can follow the 
movement and leaves beneath the 
block the dismembered shapes of a 
score of collars. So skillful is he that 
he can make the cuttings close enough 
together to leave only threads of linen 
wasted. The pieces that lie cuts out 
are sent to the factory hands, are call­
ed for by silk clad ladies in carriages 
and are taken home by school girls.

One set of workers sew the pieces 
together, another set simply turn the 
collars inside out after the manner of 
skining eels (for these collars are sew­
ed the wrong way out), another set 
make the buttonholes, and then there 
are the laundresses, washers, ironers, 
sorters, stampers and many more be­
sides.

The buttonhole makers and the 
stitchers all use sewing machines run 
by power, and this power is often sup­
plied in an interesting way. A sort 
of turbine is attached to an ordinary 
kitchen faucet so arranged as to emit 
a thin thread of water, which, despite 
its slenderness, furnishes power to run 
the machine. Some women control 
half a dozen, or even a dozen, ma­
chines at their homes. The machines 
are run by larger turbines and oper­
ated by girls, on whose industry the 
speculative matrons make a small per­
centage of the profits.

Every operator at home, except the 
larger ones, owns her machines and 
motor and nas spent $60 or perhaps 
$100 to set herself up in business. The 
factories used to supply the thread as 
well as the linen, but recently the em­
ployers took to making more than or­
dinary or legitimate profits by selling
the thread to the woman and specula­
ting in the transaction. They pretend­
ed that some women wasted the thread, 
but the truth is they were diseased by 
greed. They sold small spools until 
one firm laid in a stock of large spools, 
which they made their hands buy at 
$3 apiece.

Shopkeepers’ wives and daughters, 
the women in distant households, the 
the girls in the houses of the mould­
ers and puddlers along the river 
between Troy and Albany, and 
in short, most of the working 
women within, a great radius, make 
either ..pin money or entire live­
lihood from this industry. Steady 
work brought from $10 to $18 a week, 
but, of course, the women who haa 
house work to attend to and girls who 
went to school were satisfied with just 
enough for little fineries and extra va-
gances. —Philadelphia Item.

Card Etiquette.

The card should be written or print­
ed.

Conductors of Sound*
Asageneralrule, the greater the den­

sity of a substance ana the more elas­
ticity it possesses the more perfect is 
its conductibility of sound ; thus it has 
been found that while sound travels 
at the rate of 1,125 feet per second in 
tho ordinary atmosphere, it will trav­
el 4,708 feet per second in water. This 
was proved by experiments in the Lake 
of Geneva. The traveling power of 
sound through solid substances may 
be stated generally to be more rapid 
than through either air or water. The 
metals, on account of their elasticity,

The French philosopher, Biot, by 
means of the empty water pipes of 
Paris, proved that sound will travel 
through iron at the rate of 10,822 feet 
per second, or about fifteen times fast­
er than through air. It has been 
proved that if a bell be struck in a 
vacuum in an air pump, no sound
whatever can be heard, and that if
hydrogen be introduced the sound is 
hardly perceptible. In fact, hydro­
gen, which is the most rarefied of all 
gases, is the worst conductor of sound, 
while iridium, the densest, is the best 
This latter is very scarce and conse­
quently difficult to experiment with, 
so gold and platinum which are 
among the densest of bodies, are com­
monly called the best conductors of 
sound.—New York Telegram.

Sea Doge.
We associate this name with those 

veterans of the merchant service and 
of tho fishing squadrons whose appear­
ance makes picturesque the seaport 
wharves and landing. If the sugges­
tion of Mr. Wilfred Powell were act­
ed upon, it would give the term a new 
application and a new meaning. In 
writing of his explorations among the 
South Sea Islands, ho says:

There is a fact well worth mention­
ing with respect to carrying dogs on 
board a vessel in those parts otherwise 
than the mere fact of their use as a 
watch. It is that they are very sen­
sitive to an approach to land or reefs; 
and I found that whenever our dogs 
began to sniff over the side it was a 
sure sign of there being a reef not far 
off; and not only that, but they will 
continue to do this until the danger is 
a long way off.

They will detect the smell of a reef 
even at night whilst asleep, and will 
awake and run to the side of the vessel 
and whine, so that they are of as much 
use as a lead is in other places, for 
many reefs here are so steep that the 
lead is no guide.—True Flag.

Thick Skinned Animals.
The whale, which belongs to the 

mammalia, no doubt holds the palm 
for thickness of skin. At some parts 
of its body the skin is only two inches 
thick, but in many places its pelt is 
fully two feet in thickness. The skin 
of the whale is the substance usually 
known as blubber, and in a large 
specimen will weigh altogether more 
than thirty tons. The distinction of 
being the thickest skinned quadruped
belongs to the Indian rninocei'os,
whose hide has a knotty or granu­
lated surface, and is so impenetrable 
as to resist the claws of tne lion or 
tiger, the sword, or the balls of the 
old fashioned musket So stiff and 
hard is this skin, that were it not di­
vided by creases or folds the animal 
imprisoned in its armor could scarcely 
move. It is manufactured into leather 
of great strength and durability, and 
targets and shields are made of it that 
are absolutely proof against darts or 
sword strokes. The skin of the hippo­
potamus runs that of the rhinoceros 
very closely as regaixls thickness. 
When dried it is also used for shields, 
which are highly prized by the na­
tives.—New York Telegram.

Substitute for Cork.
A new form of woodite, capable of 

floating in water, has been Drought 
out as a substitute for cork or cellu­
lose. It is even lighter than cork and 
non-absorbent of water; moreover, it 
will not take fire under the action of 
bursting shells; hence it is believed to 
be well fitted 'for use in filling the 
water tight compartments of ships. 
Thirteen rounds or six pouuder shells 
each containing a half pound bursting 
charge, were fired by the naval con­
struction and armaments company at 
half a ton of the material Three 
rounds burst within the mass, but 
there was no sign of heating or igni­
tion of the material. — CasselPs.

The Devil Cast Out by Science.
Conscientious men still linger on 

who find comfort in holding fast 
to some shred of the old belief in 
diabolical possession. The sturdy de 
duration in the last century by Johr. 
Wesley, that “giving up witchcraft 
is giving up the Bible.* is echoed
feebly in the latter half of this cen-
tury by the eminent Catholic ecclesi­
astic in France who declares that “to 
deny possession by devils is to charge 
Jesus and his apostles with imposture,” 
and asks, “How can the testimony of 
apostles, fathers of the church, and 
saints who saw the possessed and so 
declared, be denied?” And a still 
fainter echo lingers in Protestant Eng­
land. But, despite this conscientious 
opposition; science has in these latter 
days steadily wrought hand in hand 
with Christian charity in this field, to 
evolve a better future for humanity. 
The thoughtful physician and the de­
voted clergyman are now constantly 
seen working together; and it is not 
too much to expect that Satan, having 
been cast out of the insane asylums, 
will ere long disappear from monas­
teries and camp meeting, even in the 
most unenlightened region of Christ­
endom. —Dr. Andrew D. White in 
Popular Science Monthly.

THE BALL SEASON OPENED.

And Frederict-on Gets Two De­
feats to Start With.

A Splendid Came With the 
Champions of Maine.

The Boys Present Houlton With 
Another Victory.

Presnmpscots, 11 ; Fredericton, 3.
Between four and five hundred people wit­

nessed the opening game on the Amateur 
Athletic grounds on Saturday afternoon. 
The Presnmpscots, the champions of Maine, 
and the Fredericton Association team were 
the contesting nines. The small attendance 
was dne no doubt to the inconvenient hour 
at which the game was advertised to begin 
—half past one. No other arrangement, 
however, than this could be made, as the 
visiting club had to leave by the four o’clock 
train for St. John. A large number of the 
spectators were ladies, and they manifested 
much interest in the game.

The game was really the first ball play­
ing that has been seen in Fredericton—since 
the time of the old Mntnals at any rate, and 
our boys, «u rprjycjp them selves and every­
body eledk*3flJJ^Che sixth inning it was 
just as pretty a game as one would wish to 
see. At that time

The Score Was 3 to 3,
and the prospects were not in the least dis­
couraging for the Frederictonians. In fact
it looked as if the Maine Champions, des­
pite the assistance of the umpire—who re­
quired on an average about four outs an 
inning to retire his side, while be was 
satie fied with about two for Fredericton— 
were going to fail in their effort to beat ns. 
A fojhpisplay by Foster in the sixth let in 
the %»'that gave the Presnmpscots the 
lead, which they never dropped, but it was 
the unlucky seventh that proved so disas­
trous. With the assistance of passed balls, 
errors and the umpire, the Maine boys, in 
this inning, increased their lead by four, 
and in the eighth, the Frederictons became 
careless and let them have three more.

Not including the passed balls, which are 
charged to Call, and allcf which are excus­
able because of a sprain in the back with 
which he was seized while batting in the 
first Inning, the Frederictons played an 
errorless game np to the middle of the sixth, 
when Hayes let a man have his base on ac­
count of his error at short—the only one, 
however, with which he is charged. Under­
wood pitched splendidly, and fielded big 
position superbly, taking two terrifically 
hot grounders, which would no doubt have 
each yielded two bags. He had nothing to 
complain of in the umpiring as far as deci­
sions on balls and strikes were concerned. 
In one case, however, he found it n°cessary 
to pitch four strikes bt fore the batter wag 
called ont, the umpire declaring the third a 
foul, when fully four inches could be seen 
between the bat and ball. As will be seen 
by the summary Underwood did not give a 
single man his base on balls. His record for 
the game is an admirable one. The local 
players made a good showing, and promise 

. to make a very strong team in time. Far­
rell, Hayes, Ejtey acd McLaughlan hand ed 
the stick like old hands, although curve 
pitching of such speed was new to them, 
and with a little practice promise to make 
good batters. Their base running on S*t- 
day was very weak. Too many of them al­
together were caught between first and 
second. Of course they bad a hard show 
with the umpire, but in every case where 
the latter was comet in declaring them 
out, it was because of their not start­
ing at the proper time. The 
blame for this, pert ape, should be laid to the 
professionals, whose coaching, if such it 
could be called, was not worth anything

It is sate to say that had it not b en for 
Call’s uiifvrtunatv accident, which disabled 
him so that he would not at times even at­
tempt to throw the ball to second, and which 
prevented him also from doing any work 
with the stick, the Frederictons would have 
kept the Presumpecots down to within a i an 
or two of them, if not beaten them, that is, 
of course, without the assistance of their um­
pire. The batter got in most of bis work at 
second bag, where some of the Presnmpscots 
themselves, whom he declared safe, admitted 
that they were out. Foster and Farrell were 
given out at second when they were perfect­
ly safe, the latter twice. Thayer touched 
Clark with the ball on the line between 
second and third as clearly as was possible, 
but the umpire declared his man safe. The 
spectators hissed him for this decision and 
filled the air with cries of ‘‘Pickering.”

The audience was very enthusiastic, and 
there was all the cheering that was neces­
sary for encouragement, but they did not 
forget to applaud some brilliant catches 
that were made on the side of the Presnmp- 
scots, being in this respect, the visitors 
said, the most fair-minded audience they 
ever met with away from home.

There were nearly one thousand spectators 

at the game between Fredericton and Houl­
ton yesterday morning. The grand stand 
was completely filled, and a large number 
of ladies were present.

The game wss very exciting, as it seemed 
fine’s up to the very last inning, but it 

ot by any means furnish what could be 
cifoed a good exhibition of ball playing. 
Fredericton should have won without the 
least trouble, but luck was against them, 
and they came out of the contest with 
another defeat marked against them. The 
battery work was far superior to Boulton’s, 
but the support was miserable, and the game 
was lost through errors in the field. After 
getting a lead of two runs in the sixth, the 
Frederictons allowed their opponents to 
score five in closing the inning after two 
men were out, and two soft flies had been 
missed in the out field. Had it not been for 
these inexcusable muffs, first by Mo watt and 
then by Farrell, Fredericton would have 
come out of the contest the victors. Even 
then it looked as if they were going to pull 
themselves out of the fire, when they scored 
two runs in the eighth, without a man out,

but Mo watt at that time came to the bat, 
and of course was the first out. Then there 
were U iderwood, Thayer and Foster next in 
order, an 1 everyone counted on the Frederic­
tons taking the lead again, but Underwood, 
after getting a safe hit, was forced at second. 
Thayer tied the score and with Foster on 
third and Farrell at second, Kstey struck 
out. Houlton then finished the g une by add­
ing four, and Fredericton was unable to 
reach them.

This is the way the game went against 
Fredericton, when it seemed the softest 
thing in the world to win, had the boys 
played tall at all. At the stick 
Fredericton was very unfortunate. It in­
variably happened that, when there was a 
man on second and third, the weakest batters 
came up to the plate end put the side out. 
With the exception of a three base bit, which 
brought in two runs, and set the crowd 
yelling for nearly five minutes, Estey was 
greatly off with the stick, striking out four 
out of five times at bat. Movatt was worse 
than useless,and only reached first base once, 
and th\t on account of being hit by a pitched 
ball.

Minnie from Marysville Easily 
Takes the Three Minute Class.

The Fredericton Park Assv Ution had 
grand weather for tleir hi.r&c i *cps yes*'r- 
day aftercoon, and tl e atte;. lance was 
much larger than was expected. Tne track 
was iu excellent condition.

The first race biaried was the 3 minute 
class, open to local and n uc-d horses only, 
the first heat being calkd shortly after two 
o’clock.

There were three starters, viz : Clark’s Maud 
C., and Oarvell’s Lady Max, St. John, and 
Dr. Brown’s Kiltie, Fredericton, the first 
two being driven by their owners, and 
Kittle by John Gentle. Carvell was given 
the pole with Clark second and Gentle 
third.

By this time the managers, who felt very 
much disappointed because , of the horses 
rot appearing for the gentlemen’s driving 
race, had arranged to fill the bill seme how 
aud Arti Gibson’s black geldi ig. Dick 
driven by Gent'e. with J. A. KUlam’s bay 
mare, Ida, drivt n by J. H. Calder, and Capt. 
Barker's black gelding, Dean Swift, driven 
by Nat. Laforest, came on to supply the 
blank. The race was best two half-miles in 
three. Kiliam’s mare took the lead, but 
was passed about half way round by Dean 
Swift, which came in the winner in 1 33$ ,
I ia was 2nd and Frank 3rd. *

Then came the fourth beat on the 2 40 
class. The horses got a good start and 
kept wtll together for the first quarter, 
Kittie pag ing Lady Max and trettiug well, 
up to Maud C. But she was not sttady 
enough, and dropped behind again. The 
horses trotted under the wi-e pretty well 
bunched. Gun tie claim'd the heat for 
Kittie on account of being run out by Maud 
C., but the judges awarded the heat in the 
order in which the horses fl ushed. The 
time was 2 41$. This finished the race, 
which was about as good a contest as has 
ever been seen here

The Council Declines to Ap­
point a Local Board of Health.

The Business Transacted—Several 
Matters l>iscusse<L

York Municipal Council^onveaed in semi­
annual .session in the council chamber, 
County court house building at ten o’clock 
this morring, Warden McNally in the chair. 
The full board was present, including Conn. 
J. H. March, for Qaeensbary, who came on 
from Fall River, Mass., to attend.

The minutes of the January meeting were 
read and approved.

Couna. Murch, McElroy, Fullerton, Scott 
and Colter were appointed a committee to 
examine into the secretary-treasurer1■ ac­
counts.

The secretary-treasurer stated that his 
half yearly accounts np to June 29th, with 
vouchers, receipts, etc , were ready for pres­
entation.

Conn. Oropley presented the resignation 
of James Groan, road surveyor for the parish 
of North Lake.

Conn. Pinder said that at their last meet­
ing the council had decided to let the matter 
of the appointment of a local board of 
health lie over until the present session, and 
moved the following resolution, seconded 
by Hinchey, which was unanimously adopt­
ed:—

Resolved, That this council decline to ap- 
)oint a local board of health as requested 
>y the provincial board, believing that it 
would mean the incurring of unnecessary 
expense, and that the council does not feel 
justified in saddling additional taxation on 
the county for that purpose.

Conn. Lawson presented the resignation 
of Rainsford Price field driver for the parish 
of Canterbury.

Oa motion of Conn. Cropley, seconded by 
McElroy, Stephen Howe was appointed road 
surveyor for the parish of North Lake in 
place of James Groan, resigned.

On motion of Conn. Lawson, seconded 
by Jamieson, John London was appointed 
field driver for Canterbury in p’ace of Rains­
ford Price, resigned.

Conn. Hinchey, seconded by Fullerton, 
moved a bye-law providing against the 
running at large of horses in Stanley No. 2. 
between the 1st day of May and 16th Oct. in 
each year. Adapted.

Conn. Colter, moved the following reso­
lution.—

Resolved that the secretary treasurer be in­
structed to take action against all bye road 
c< mmisaloners for the parish of Douglas for 
the years’ 85, 86, 87 and 88, and compel 
them to make their returns on or before the 
date of the meeting ot Jannary Council.

The resolution was seconded by Coon. 
Burtt.

Ooun. Sloat thought that the resolution 
should be made general. He spoke at somi 
length on the necessity ot these parish i Ulc­
ers making their returns, and thought the 
law should be enforced.

Ooun. E jsensea concurred in what Conn. 
Sloat had said.

Conn. Mason thought that the cour; 
should proceed cautiously in the matter. 
While he thought it all right to adopt this 
plan for the different parishes separately, ho 
considered it would not be wise to make it 
general, as it would mean an extra expendi­
ture.

Corn. Bird did not think that anythi g 
was to be gained by the adoption ot a 
general resolution. Ooun. Hincney want­
ed the resolution made general, as he 
thought it necessary that the commissioners 
should make their returns at the proper

Conn. Colter’s resolution applying to 
the parish of Douglas was then put and 
carried, and the discussion dropped.

Conn. Hinchey presented the petition of 
Andrew McAllister, of Stanley, for a li­
cense to run a ferry across the Taxis river. 

On motion the prayer of the petition wm
Complied with

On motion of Coun. Jamieson, seco iled 
by Lawsoa,R. L. Heath was appointed a 
constable tor the parish of Canterbury.

Ou motion of Ooun. Murray seconded by 
Essensea, Patrick Lucy was appointed poor 
master in place of Martin Burke, deceased, 
tor parish of Kingsclear.

Oa motion of Goan. Burtt, it 
was resolved that all the appoint­
ments of parish officers between the January 
and the present session be confirmed.

Oa motion ofCouo. Sloat., it was resolved 
that the secretary-treasurer be instructed to 
pay all money collect d and assessed for 
the support of the poor, ia Bright, to the 
overseers of the poor for that parish:

Coun. Scott raised a question about the 
payment of the non-resident road tax in 
Dumfries, and claimed that the law regu­
lating it was unjust.

The secretary treasurer pouted oat to Mr. 
Scott that he had gone astray with refer­
ence to the law, and that the sections, to 
which he referred, had been repealed.

Council adjourned until two o’clock p. m.

Diocesan Church Society.
The annual meeting of the Diocesan 

Church Society convened in the Church 
Hall at ten o’clock this morning. The at­
tendance at the opening session was small, 
but a larger number are expected to be 
present this afternoon. The morning was 
occupied principally with the reading and 
discussion ot the reports from the different 
stations throughout the jurisdiction. They all 
spoke encouragingly and with very few ex­
ceptions the churches promised to pro ide 
the amount required by the society. On 
motion ot the secretary it was resolved that 
the reports read be received and forwarded 
to the anniversary meeting. The society 
adjjurned to meet at three o’clock this 
afternoon.

ASPHALT PAVEMENTS.
----------- j

Experiences of Several European Cities 
with Different Paving Materials.

Paris was formerly pavecl with cubi- 
leal blocks of sandstone in the style 
commonly known as the Belgian, 
the primary reason for the substitu­
tion of asphalt was political ; the pop­
ulace found the paving stones very 
handy for barricades. Wood pave­
ment, stone and asphalt are all in gen­
eral use in Paris now. The former is 
like the Nicholson block so popular a 
few years ago in many American cities, 
but it is more carefully selected and 
better laid in Paris. The main objec­
tions to it are that it becomes spongy 
with use, wears away rapidly, holds 
water, and in a state of decay is in­
salubrious. Its good qualities are fa­
cility of construction, stillness, easy 
traction, and a firm foothold to 
horses; and in Paris and other Euro­
pean cities where it is well laid it 
stands next to asphalt in popular 
favor.

In London the macadam road, gran­
ite blocks bedded in concrete, wood 
pavements and asphalt are all m use. 
The macadam, as on the Thames em­
bankment, is cheap, smooth and good 
for the horses’ feet; but it is dusty in 
dry weather and muddy in wet The 
granite pavement in London is 
smoother and better laid than any 
American stone paving, and stands 
wear better than anything else; but it 
is noisy and difficult to clean. The 
wood pavements more recently laid in 
London are of rectangular blocks 
sawed from fir planks, eight inches 
by six and three thick, with a strip of 
felt between each row. The objec­
tions aie those already noted, and 
they apply to all wood pavements. 
The Loudon people prefer the asphalt 
to all other forms. They use the Swiss 
or Sicilian mastic, mixed with gravel, 
or oftener with sand, and laid about
two inches thick over concrete on a
carefully prepared roadway. The best 
costs in London from $3 to $4 a square 
yard ; and the annual expense of keep­
ing it in perfect condition does not 
average more than ten cents a yard. 
The wear of the surface is exceeding­
ly slow, being only half that of wood 
or macadam. It is easily kept clean, 
and long continued observations show 
that horses fall on it as rarely as on 
stone.

The experience Of Berlin is likewise 
in favor of asphalt That city is paved 
with stone and asphalt the stone 
blocks a little too broad, but well laid 
and carefully kept in order, and the 
asphalt prepared much as in Paris and 
London—clean, wholesome, silent 
and easy for horses, vehicles and their 
occupants. Professor Newberry notes 
that the most trouble from horses slip­
ping on asphalt occurs in cities like 
Berlin, where part of the streets are 
paved with stone. The shoes are worn 
smooth in the stone streets, and In the 
asphalt streets in wet weather the ani­
mals go down.

Brussels and the other Belgian cities 
have only the pavement winch takes 
Its name from • that country. The 
blocks are carefully dressed and of a 
uniform size, and the surface is rnych 
smoother than in New York streets, 
and more easily kept clean. Professor 
Newberry noticed one feature in the 
Belgian streets which is worth men­
tioning. At the end of every piece of 
curbstone a shallow furrow is cut out, 
into which the projecting angle of the 
next stone fits, thus tymg the curb­
stones together so that one cannot 
move without the other.—New York 
Sun.

The 
other day a friend noticed his absence 
of hair and asked him why he did not 
take something for it. “My boy,” he 
replied, that baldness is worth $7,000 
to me, at a careful calculation in my 
business. You notice that my face is 
smooth and very youthful looking, 
and that I never wear a hat or cap m 
the office, no matter how severe the 
weather. I have cultivated this bald­
ness because it ages me in appearance.

It appears in the illumi­
nated missals of the Fourteenth cen­
tury, but only among the leading pop­
ulation, beingmade by spinster maid­
ens of rank. The bulk of the spinning 
was by the distaff, which is still used 
in some parts of the continent of Eu- 

touay.
