“It matters little,M said tlic old man, 
1 where or how, I picked, up this brief 

history. If I were to relate-it in the order 
in which-it reached pftf, P should commence 
in the middle, itiïd when I had arrived at 
the conclusion, go back for a beginning.

It may be my fancy, or it may he. that 
I cannot separate the place from the old 
recollections associated with it,, but tins 
part OfXbndon T cannot tieftf. " Tfiif street' 
is broads the shop? are spacious, tljp n/»ise 
of passing vuliicle^, tlie footsteps of a per­
petual stream of people—all the busy 
sounds of trafltej'TCSound in it from morn 
to midnight, hut the streets around, are 
mean and dose ; poverty and debauchery 
lié fvstcring.in the crowded alleys, want 
and misfortune are bent up in the narrow 
prison ; an air of gloom and dreariness 
seems, In my eyes at least, to hang about 
the scene, and to impart to it, a squalid 
and sickly liue.

“ Many cybs? that haVc long since been 
closed in the grave, have looked round 
upon that setne lightly enough, when

agony of those bereavements is. A silent* 
look of affection and regard when all other 
eyes are turned eoldly away—the con­
sciousness that we possess the syiiqiathy 
and affection of one being-when all others 
have deserted us—is a hold, a stay, d-couD 
fort in the deepest affection, which ii«> 
wealth could purchase, or power bestow. 
The,child had sat af his parents' feet for 
hours together, with his little hands patient­
ly in each other, »nd his thin wan face 
raised toward them. They had seen him 
pine away, from day to day ; and though 
his brief existence had been a joyless one.
