When the polls closed the crowd 
numbered thousands, and Richmond street 
was almost impassable. At exactly eight 
minutes after the close of the polls the 
first return was bulletined. It was from 
subdivision 1 of ward 2, where a majority 
of 22 for Meredith was turned into a 
majority of three for Hobbs. The an­
nouncement was received with a mighty 
cheer that sounded like a funeral knell to 
those before the Free Press office, to the 
north. A stream of returns then began to 
flow in, and the bulletin board was kept 
swinging. The enthusiasm of the crowd was 
tremendous. As division after division 
roiled up the majority for Hobbs, the 
joyous excitement of thousands found an 
outlet in one continual and mighty cheer 
that rent the air for blocks. At 6 o'clock 
the ADVERTISER compiled the majority 
from figures already in and announced it as 
300. The crowd went wild. At 6:10 p.m. 
it had risen to 450, and it grew so rapidly 
that the bulletin had to be changed with 
amazing rapidity.

The first locomotive, or self-moving 
vehicle, of which we have any account 
was the invention of Hero of Alexandria, 
who lived about 5,000 years ago. In his 
work descriptive of automatic or self- 
moving machines, there is illustrated a 
shrine of Baccheus mounted upon three 
wheels concealed within its base.

The gradual escape of sand 
through a hole in a compartment be­
neath the weight caused it to descend. 
The weight thus pulled on the cord and 
revolved the drum and wheels, causing 
the shrine to move forward in a straight 
line.

Hero also describes how to arrange 
the wheels in order to make the shrine 
move in a circular path and to make 
it move in straight lines at right an­
gles.

It is confidently believed that this is 
the first time this self moving vehicle 

|(which the shrine certainly was) of 
Hero has been described or even referred 
to by any writer in the English lan­
guage. This is not strange, for the work 
of Hero descriptive of automata is very 
scarce, and the translations of Comman- 
dine into Latin and of Baldi into Italian 
are also rare.

It is universally admitted by writers 
on mechanics that Hero is the author of 
the first description of a machine ac­
tuated by steam; but hitherto no one 
has claimed for him the honor—to 
which the evidence above submitted 
clearly entitles him—of having invented 
the first self-moving carriage or loco­
motive.

Rubenstein is Dead!
Sr. PETERSBURG, Nov. 20.—Anton 

Gregor Rubinstein, the famous Russian 
pianist and composer, died at Peterhof, 
near this city, this morning. The cause of 
his death was heart disease. He was with­
in two days of 64 years of age. Anton 
Gregor Rubinstein was born in Wechwoty- 
netz, en the frontier of Roumania, Nov. 
30., 1830. He was taken to Moscow in his 
childhood and studied the piano under 
Alexis Villcing. After having received 
preliminary instructions from his mother, 
he made his first appearance in pub­
lic when only 8 years old. When 10 
years of age he went to Paris, re- 
mining there two years and performing 
at a number of conservatories, which won 
him the encouragement and advice of Liszt. 
He next visited England, Sweden and 
Germany, and later devoted himself to 
teaching in Berlin and Vienna. Returning 
to Russia be was appointed pianist to the 
Grand Duchess Helen, subsequently di­
rector of the concerts of the Russian 
Musical Society. In 1868 be visited Paris 
and London, and in 1872 and 1873 he 
visited the United States. Since 1867 he 
held no position, but spent his time in 
traveling and composing. The jubilee of 
his public service was celebrated in St. 
Petersburg by a fete on Nov. 18. 1889. He

In his experiments to demonstrate 
whether sugar is a muscular nutriment, 
Harley abstained from all food, except 500 
grammes of sugar daily, i. e., a little over 
one pound by weight, and he found that 
there was not only an increase in the) 
amount of work accomplished, compared 
with that done during fasting, by 70 per 
cent, but that muscular fatigue was de­
cidedly retarded. It is recognized that 
when sugar is added to food, a man is cap­
able of doing more muscular work with 
than without it, and that this occurs about 
two hours after it is taken. With Harley s 
experiments before us, it is interesting to 
observe that what physiology is now teach­
ing has apparently long been known to the 
Northumberland coal miner and to the 
English navvy.

_Impoverished land is now "vaccinated" 

on the continent of Europe, It is generally 
known that land is enriched by planting it 
occasionally with a luguminous crop like 
elover or lucerne, the roots if which absorb 
more nitrogen than they take from the 
ground. Where the nitrogen came from 
was the problem. Messrs. Hellriegel and 
Willfarth have discovered that the absorp­
tion is due to minute organisms, a sort of 
disease in the roots, which, when the sup­
ply of nitrogen in the soil begins to fail, 
appear as an excrescence, draw nitrogen 
from the air, and so enrich the soil again. 
Experiments have been made in France 
and Germany to hasten the growth cf the 
disease by sprinkling the fields with soil in 
which tuberculous crops have been grown,

monument sent out by Queen Victoria 
to Zululand as a token of her sympathy 
with the bereaved mother of the late 
Prince Louis Napoleon has been stolen. 
A reward of £50 has beengoffered. The 
monument took the form of a memorial 
cross of plain marble, and was erected 
on the exact spot upon which the Prince 
fell when surprised and attacked by a 
party of Zulus who had been lying in 
ambush.

i TORONTO, Oct., Nov. 21.—The police 
late last night arrested a girl named Clara 
Ford, a tailoress, on the charge of shooting 
Frank Westwood, the young man who was 
so mysteriously shot in the doorway of his 
father’s house in Parkdale a few weeks ago. 
They refuse to give auy further particulars 
at present, but it is understood the girl and 
deceased bad been intimate and had quar- 
reled.

After the arrest the prisoner’s rooms 
were searched, and a suit of man’s clothes 
were found, consisting of a gray tweed 
coat, dark cloth vest and pants, and a 
black fedora hat. The detectives also 
found a 38-caliber revolver, with four 
chambers loaded and two empty. They 
affirm that she has admitted to having 
dressed in male attire more than once, and 
that when so arrayed, they declare, she 
would easily pass for a man, and excite no 
special notice or suspicion.

Clara Ford, although she gave her age 
as 33, does not appear to be more than 25. 
She is about medium height, with a good 
broad pair of shoulders. Her hair, which 
is black and curly, is worn short. Taken 
altogether, the detectives consider that, 
attired in the neat dark suit found in her 
room, she would pass anywhere as a. fine- 
looking young man with a tinge of African 
blood in his viens. Clara Ford was born 
in Toronto. She informed the detectives 
that she knew nothing about her parents, 
as they died when she was quite young.

A reporter learned that Clara Ford was 
an acquaintance of one of the male witnesses 
who testified at the inquest. She lived at 
a house on Fern avenue, about three, 
quarters of a mile north of the Westwood 
home, but left there some time ago. When 
arrested she was living on one of the streets 
near the general hospital.

Some 
Inferior sold as low as I}c to 2c per lb. Pick of 
the best carload of tho day sold for 34c per lb, 
and the second choice for 38c per lb. So much 
lamb and poultry is being consumed at present 
that butchers are chary about buying beef In 
hogs offerings were heavy, but prices were 
well held, ranging from $4 25 to $4 30 per cwt 
for choice bacon hogs, weighed off the cars.

There 
was about the usual demand, but it was not 
able to absorb the offerings fast enough, 
and tho result was that prices were about 1c 
(lower than at our quotations a week ago.
