Dr. Curtis Says the Kindergar-
ten for the Young Should
Be Continued.

LEISURE 1S INCREASING

All Over the World Peopls Find
Necessary To Devote More Time
To Pleasure and Forgetting
Business Cares,

It

“If play is of such educative value
the little tots in the kindergarten
there is no reason why it should be
discontinued at the age of six or
seven years,” saig Dr. Henry Curtis
yesterday in his addresg on "Play in
Relgtion to Education,” delivered to
the assembled teachers in Y. M. C. A.
Auditorium.

“The plans of Froebel should be
carried right up through the univers-
ity course, and not allowed to stop
with the young children,” said he.
“The leisure of the world is increas-
ing, and we should be taught to em-
ploy that leisure. Across the border
in the United States, no Government
employee c¢an work more than eight
hours a day, and such is the outery
against the steel mills and their prac-
tice of working their men twelve hours
a day that it is only a question of a
short time when they will have to
give three shifts instead of two.

Leisure Increasing.

“All over the world the amount of
leisure is increasing, and it is in this
leisure time that man gets his pleas-
ure in life. This time is given up to
art, to play, to edudation, or it is the
time when the vices tBat sink men to
the lowest degradation are acquired.
It is in the leisure hours that the boy
goes to the saloon or the girl to the
dance hall. It Is the duty of the com-
munity to provide places where this
leisure may spent among whole-
some and pleasant surroundings. It
here that the playground and the
social centre find much of their use-
fulness.”

“I think,” saiq Dr. Curtis, in open-
ing his address, ‘“that there are no
two things so far apart to the mind of
the average school™boy, as play and
education. Yet it is the same to say
that there is no” system of education
which dld not originate in some form
play. The lJlowest known animals
possess all the faculties of the adult
from the first day they are born., The
voeung animal can do anything that
can be done by its elders. But going
higher up we find that the young ani-
mal passes through period of in-
fancy, in which it fitted adult
