To illustrate the part politics were |
expected to play in those times as now
in public works, an English engineer |
named Kitchen, a man of indisputable |
ability and integrity, and known to |
Egan, was in line to put through the |
feat of building the reservoir. :

‘“But this \vﬁl never do,”’ said a polit- |
ical objector to Egan and Sir_ John |
Carling, ‘“‘don’t you know that Kitchen |
is a d—— Reformer?”’ {

It was characteristic that his reply, |
which is a matter of history, was this:
“But what have politics got to do with |
it? We want a good job, a permanent |
job, one that is going to stand the test '
of time. We don't care what Kitchen's |
politics are. ‘We want a good man for
the job.” i

Kitchen got it, though there aren’t |
probably a dozen citizens today who re_ |
call the name of the man who built the |
reservoir.

Egan’g faith in him was vindicated. In
all the forty or so years that have gone |
by, there hasn’t been a crack or break |
in the walls of the reservoir.

The pipes were laid to the corner of |
Ridout and York streets, and tested by a |
practical engineer, Oswald Baines, of |
E. Leonard & Sons. He evidently also
knew his business, judging by the way
the pipes have stood by his test.

Musician and Reader.

These are things which Mr. Egan can
tell about and also the names of men
otherwise forgotten to whom credit Is
due in connection with the movements
which have made London what it is to-
day.

Along with his many public welfare
activities, Mr. Egan found time for his
books, his writing, and one of his great-
est pleasures of all, music.

Every year until within_recent times,
he went down to New York for two
full, happy weeks of the best music.

“They get the best music in the world
in New York,” he gays, ‘‘for the reason
that they will pay for it.”

Ardent Roman Catholic though he is,
his fondness for good music frequently
led him to attend the evening services
in the North Street Methodist Church
(now the First Methodist), and the
Baptist Church (Talbot Street) in days
gone bhy—

“Hven at the risk of my soul I went,” |
he recalls with a laugh.

The majority of the men with whom
he stood shoulder to shoulder in civic |
progress movements and whom he knew
in the broader affairs of provincial and
national life are gone. fe has much
time for recalling the past as he sits
alone in his pleasant home or on his
veranda, commanding a view of the uni.
versity. But his thoughts are pleasant
thoughts, because he refuses to remem-
ber anything but the best. He has made
it a rule to forget the rest.

He is thinking of the music he has
heard and even today is devising ways
of helping along musical interests in
the city.

At 90 years, he looks more than a
score of years younger, and he has a
happy, optimistic outlook on life, which
makes him a pleasure to all who know
him. He hasg his admirers, warm ones,
too, judging from the flowers that were
sent as birthday greetings.
