From Wreckage

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Kingston, Jamalca.—A person acquatnted

s with Kingston, coming here to-day, in tbe

busiuess secticn at least, would hardly re-
cognize the capital and chief city of the Brit-
fsh Wes? Indies of a few months ago. Then
her stores and shops clustered thickly from
the Parade to the water front. To-lay that
section reminds one of the views of Pom-

ii, which for so long stood at the Green
E:reat entrance to Fairmount Park Along

Harbour street, from Duke to Princess, and
from the wharves to the Parish Charch (it-
self in ruins), stand lictle but bare walls
and masses of twisted iron.

Occasionally temporarv buildings bave
been erected and others restored. Consid-

ericg all, very Ialr progress has been made. "

hants confidenuly expect King street to
:l::-iuum within nine months. They predict,
however, that the cily wid Dot rully recover
from its disaster by earinquake and Ire on
the memorable 1éth of January, for 10 years
at least. The wholesale and shopping dis-
tricts now centre at the Parade. 'Lne quick-
ly-erected buildings are Ior the most part of
galvanized lrnn.eﬂu:. they are cool ana serve
their purpose well.

Storga in the course of oonstruction are for
the most part of reinforced concrete, with
steel girders. Where brick 18 used they are
to be inclosed with wire meshing and then
covered with a coating of cement.
new law all buildings will be erected four
feet apart.

Practically all the merchants have brave-
ly faced the disaster, and are beginning a-
new. One enterprising firm has ervcted a
large billboard bearing these words : *In 26
years 3 hurricanes, 2 fires and 1 earthquake,
but still going strong.”” A leading newspa-
per and a citizens’ committee waited upon
the firm to have it removed, fearing it would
injure Kingston, but their request was re-
fused. American tourists, largely in the
majority, openly express admiration .in the
firm's pluck, and a thriving business has
resulted.

‘Were it not for the seriousness of the re-
cent disaster many of the signs displayed
would appear ridiculous. ‘‘The Little Won-
der,” ‘‘We Are Bound to Rise,” ‘““We Are
Anchored,”” ‘‘Here to Stay,” are some of
the sentences that greet one. A hait-tum-
bled down shack bears the title of ‘Ice
Cream Palace’” and states that American five
and ten ocent pieces are taken in exchange.

In the work of reconstruction one is im-
pressed with the vast amount of burdensov s
labor performed by the native women. Tuey
are employed in cleaning up debris, hod-
carrying, mixing cement and performing oth-
er heavy tasks, the same as one sees them
in the fields, breaking stone along the roads
and coaling &hips.

Bulldings more or less familiar to visitors
here and still partially etanding are the gen-
eral post office (in use), the Supreme Court
and Treasury. The Government has pur-
chased plots of land on both sides of King
street and will concentrate all the new Col-
onial offices in ome section, including those
already mentioned, the customs and revenue
departments, the resident Magistrate’s Court
and the Government Savings Bank.

Opposite the Parade the Jubilee
is intact and at the foot of King street there
stands the Victoria Market as before. In
both hordes of natives, barefooted and bare-
legged for the most part, and picturesquely
garbed, still haggle, imploring **Massa Buck-
ra"” (white man) to buy their wares—Jippa
Jappa hats and baskets, coils of rope, tobac-
co, bundles of sugar cane, curious earthen
water jars, toothsome naseberries, oranges,
piceapples, sweet sops and ‘‘guineps,” on
which *‘you can eat yourself hungry,” to use
& native phrase.

Mingled with these are the cries of the
fish-gellers, the butchers and emall merch-
ants, with strings of gayly-colored beads,
cheap jewelry and tawdry merchandise. It
one s ‘‘wise’’ he may quench his thirst with
a _water-cocoanut for a p.nny, ha'-penny;
otherwise it may cost him a sixpence.

Across the sparkling waters, of the bay
still ‘blows the ‘‘doctor,” as that refreshing
breeze which springs up from 10 to 4, is
called, and from the pavilion in tne rear
of the ruins of the Myrtle Bank Hotel, West
Indian diving boys scramble for coins, fear-
less of sharks.

At the depot hordes of porters still assure
one that they are ‘‘your boy,’”’ and ’busmen
lay in walit for victims and follow one about
looking for. ‘‘fares.”’ Beggars who are "‘starv-
ing,"’ healthy looking specimens for all, im-
plore “‘for a penny to buy bread.”

At Port Royal the tops of the cuuoanut

Market

trees are visible where the land sank, and
in the whole town therc is scarcely a build-
ing plumb. The old church, built in 1725-26,
with walls five feet thick, is cracked in sev-
eral places, but not seriously injured. It is
worthy of mention that one of the first ves-
try of the church was Lewlis Galdy, the sole
survivor of the great earthquake of 1692, when
the then Port Royal sank into the sea.

Fort Charles, where Nelson had his head-
quarters for some time, is intact, as {s the
memorial erected to his memory bearing an
Inscription which makes the heart of every
Anglo-Saxon beat high': ‘““Herein dwelt
Horatlo Nelson: ye who tread here remerh-
ber his glory.”

Whilo Kingston as yet has no first-class
hotel, there is one on the outskirts of the
city, and many moderate-priced hotels and
boarding houses In the city itself.

The everlasting hills, never more beauti-
ful than now, still look down upon Kingston,
and Kingston, looking upon the sea, seeks
to re.establish herself and welcome all hos-
pitality. It 18 worthy of mention that, de-
spite her great calamity, she seeks not te
mulct the stranger within her gates.

INDIAN INK.

Made in China and Exported AN ©Over
World.

So-called Indian ink, to be more correct-
ly ealled China ink, goes from the Anhui
province of China to every part of China and
all over the world. Last year about two tons

of it, valued at $3,000, were exported from
Stanghal to foreign countries. The mater-
jals with which this beautiful black ink Is
made are sesamum or colza oil, or the oil
expressed from the poisonous seeds of a tree
extensively cultivated in the Yangtsze Val-
ley and also well known in Japan. To this
varnish and pork fat are added.

The lampblack made by the combustion of
these substances ls classed agcording to the
materials and the grade of fineness, and also
according to the time taken over the process
of combustion. The paste made of this lamp-
black has some glue added, and is beaten on
wcoden anvils with stee] hammers. Tvo
good hammers can prepare in a day 80 pieces,
each weighing half a pound. A certain qual-
ity of musk of the musk deer or of Baroon
camphor, for scenting, and gold leaves, vary-
ing from 20 to 160 to the pound, are added
to give a metallic lustre.

| in molds of carved wood, dried) which takes

about 20 days in fine weather/ and adorned
with Chinese characters in gilding. About
30 to 32 average-sized sticks’ of ink go to

| the pound. The price varies from 50 cents or

A Gifted Crab.

The crab known as the scale-tailed
apus was believed to have become ex-
tinct in Great Britain fifty years ago,
the last recorded specimen being takén
in the ponds on Hampstead Heath. But
now it has turned up again in some num-
bers in two ponds on Preston Merse, near
Southwick, in Kirkeudbrightshire. About
two and a half inches long, the apus
bears a stfiking likeness to that remark-
eble creature, the king crab, and this be-
cause the fore part of the body is cov-
ered by a great semicircular chield or
carapace, while, as in the king crab,
it swims on its back. In the great num-
ber of its legs, the scale-tailed apus has
few rivals, while in the number of the
joints which these share between them
no other creature can compare. The
naturalist Shaffer once essaped the task
of counting them and made the magnifi-
cent' total of 1,802,604. Latreille put
down the number at a round 2,000,000.—
Daily Graphic.

. Italians Swarming to America.

Ttaly is losing population by emigra-
tion at the rate of nearly a million—or
three per cent. of the total number of
her inhabitants—a year. All the prov-
inces in the kingdom are represented in
this exodus, but it is chiefly from the
southern part of the peninsula and Sicily.
The United States receives most of the
emigrants—New York City alone has an
Italian population of 450,000, larger than
that of any Italian city except Naples,
Rome and Milan —though many go to
Argentina, ten per cent. of whose popu-
lation is of Italian origin. Northern Pt?aly,
thanks to its recent industrial develop-
ment, is prosperous, but the difficulty
of earning a livelihod in other parts of
the country has resulted in the virtual
depopulation of whole districts, many vil-

having been drained of their able-
bodied inhabitants, and large tracts of
land consequently passing out of cultiva-
tion. “Emigration,” as one observer puts
it “has become a kind of epidemic.” An-
other result, which is causing alarm to
the government, is the decreasing num-
ber of men available for military ser-
vice. The present organization of the
army calls annually for 100,000 new re-
cruits for the standing army and 25000
for the reserves. Last year the number
<ff wenscriptions fell to 75,000. It is
suggested that some of the causes ex-
empting men from military service be
disallowed, but such a proceeding would
probably only increase the volume of
emigration.—From Leslie’s Weekly.

HUSEAND DISCOVERS WIFE

SHOT DEAD.IN HER BED.

Buffalo,Brakeman Returned Home to Find His
Young Wife Murdered in: His Absence.

Buffalo,. Nov. 15.—With a bullet
wound in.her right temple, her right arm
extended as though to warn off threat-
ened danger, Mrs, Katherine Gaiser, a
really beautiful young woman, was
found dead in her bed at Ne. 375 Wwil-
Ham street at half-past six o’clock yes-
terday by her husband, Frederiek C.
Baiser. The'police are holding the hus-
band at the William street station as a
witness.. At the same time they are
looking for a man described as five feet
elx inches tall, light of ecomplexion, and
wearing a dark suit and overcoat, as
the murderer of the woman.

The suspect was seen during th
morning  hours yesterday loitering
around the, door of the large flathouse
in which Mrs. Gaiser lived, and dur-
Ing the afterncon at Elliott and Dodge
streets. Suspicion has been directed

toward him because it is knewn that
he was well acquainted with Mrs.
Gaiser and visited her during the day,
when her husband, who is a brakeman
on the New York Central, was at
work.

Many Police at Work.

Following upon the heels of the
strangling of Daisy H. Stauch in an
Ellicott street house and the as-
sassination of Alexander Young, the
crime caused unwonted activity in po-
lice circles. Commissioner Doherty,
Superintendent Regan, Inspector Tay-
lor, and practically. the entire detec-
tive force of Buffalo are working upon
the case.

The first inkling the police had of
the crime was at a few minutes before
7 o’clock last night, when Policeman
Edward F. Duerr, whose beat includes
the intersection of William and Jeffer-
son streets, near which the Gaiser
home is situated, was called into the
building by Dr. Herman B. Singer and
notified of the murder. The officer in
turn informed the station and im a
few minutes the flat was overrun by de-
tectives.

They found the dead woman’s hus-
band remarkably cool and collected,
and from him elicited the facts of the
finding of the wife. Gaiser had left
the house at 0.30 yesterday morning to
go to work, leaving bis wife and her
brother, Charles Bergin, who lived with
them. Bergin, who is also a brakeman,
left the house at 9.30. This is certain,
for he is well known and popular in the
neighborhood, and was seen by a dozen
different persons.

When the husband returned at half-
past six in the evening, he went
through a covered passageway on the
Jefferson street side of the building,
leading to the rear stairs. He ascended
the stairs and tried to enter the deor
leading from a balcony into his home,
but found it locked. Then he tried the
window of the bedroom, but that, too,
was tightly closed. So he descended
the stairs, and entering the front door,
opened  the door leading to his flat.
Going into the kitchen he placed his
empty dinner pail in the sink and went
through a door into the dark bedroom.
Liglhtlng the gas, he looked down on the
bed. :

Wife Lay Murdered.

Underneath the covers, her right arm
half extended before her face, lay his
wife.  Blood covered the pillow, which
was also .darkened by powder stains.
The right temple was splintered, a
Baping hole telling the story of the
crime. Gaiser rushed into the adjoin-
ing flat, where John Klink, jun., lives,
calling to him:

“Come in, I want to show you some-
thing.”

Klink, thinking that Gaiser wanted
to show them a storm door they had
been discussing the previous night, en-
tered the flat and was confronted by the
dead woman.

“See what some .... . has done,”
remarked Gaiser. Klink ran across the
street for Dr. Frey, but when he re-
turned with the physician, Dr. Singer
had been called by the husband and
had pronounced the woman beyond
aid.

Brampton despatch: Although the evi-
dence adduced at the Assizes here to-
\ day in the trial of George Hodge and
| Matthew Grimes on the charge of crimi-
nal negligence in connection with the
railway wreck at the Horseshoe Curve,
near Caledon, on September 3 last, was
largely of a technical character, there
wis one pathetic incident which touched
the hearts of everyone in court. A fine
old farmer named Jose Fergusson,
who resides almost immediately opposite
the spot where the disaster occurred,
was called to give evidence. He was an
eye-witness of the calamity, and was one
| of the first on the scene; but the horri-
} ble spectacle of the dead, the wounded

and the wreckage have unnerved him,
and he is still suffering from the shock
| which the sight of the disaster.-had upon
him. During the recital of the story of
the accident by Mr. Davidzon last night,
th» prosecuting atterney, Mr. Fergusson
completely broke down, and when called
to the witness stand this morning he was
laboring under some excitement, and at
once appeal to the Judge for careful
| handling as a witness, saying that since
the accident he had been suffering from
nervous excitement, and in the course of
the excitement of giving evidence he
might make answers which he did not
renlly mean to. When Mr. Fergusson
made his plea for fair treatment, not
only tne Judge. but counsel for the pros-
ecution and for the defence, were at once
sympathetic. The first few questions put
by Mr. Davidson as to the speed at
whick the train was travelling were an-
swered calmly enough by the witness,
but immediately counsel asked him some
details as to the spectacle arter the ac-
cident Mr. Ferzusson broke into tears.

Allan Van Wyck, seeiion foreman of
the track, who was a quarter of a mile
from the wreck at the time of the acci-
deat, said that his impression of what
ho saw was that the train was goiug at
an unusual speed, though he could not
say that he anticipated disaster.

Hugh MacMahon, a farmer, who lives
at the top of the hill where the accident
oceurred, said he was working in a field
0% oats to the left of the train as it was
coming down the incline. He was stapd-
ing about three or four rods from the
track. He had lived at the spot nearly
all his life, and when he saw the train
appreaching it struck him that she was

Mr T. Mossop, who was working with
his men in repairing culverts 570 feet
fromi the scene of the disaster, said he
noticed that the train was going too
fast, and witness passed a remark to
that effect.

| John Fairbairn, a divisional engineer
of the C. P. R, said he examined the
track on the afternoon of the day of the
wreck and found it in the best of condi-
tion. He had no hesitation in attribut-
ing the cause of the disaster to high

speed.

Replying to the judge, the witness said
he would risk 40 miles an hour himself
round the curve, bitt-not with a passen-
ger train.

Mr. Preston, when shown the photo-
graph of the wrecked engine, also failed
to find any trace of the brake shoe,
which is alleged to be missing. He added
that Hodge told him that he examined
his engine at Orangeville and found the
brake shoes and everything else intact.

William Brown, who went from To-
ronto Junction to strip the wrecked
engine, could mnot say whether the
whole six brake shoes were found or
not, though he was able to account
for five of the six. Alfred B. Walker,
an engineer, who arrived at the scene
of the wreck the same night, stated
that he went there out of curiosity
and was asked to stay and make a re-
port.

~ GOULD l)_lVORCE.
BRINGS CHARGE AGAINST HIS

Attempt Made by Defendant to Have
Alleged Prenuptial \Confeuion Intro-
duced—Sensation Promised.

New York, Nov. 18.—Howard Gould,
tho second son of the late financier, Jay
Gould, was unmercifully scored in court
to-dsy by Clarence J. Shearn, counsel
for Mrs. Katherine Clemmons-Gould,
when he outlined his defence in the di-
vorce action which Mrs. Gould hag
brought against him. >

Mr. Gould, through his attorneys,
Nicoll, Anable & Lindeay, declared that
his wife had he6h guilty of misconduct
with William F. Cody, better known
ns “Buffalg Bill,” some ygars before her

arriage. In support bf th'& defence,
Mr. Gould’s attorneys wished to takg
the testimony of Miss Helen Mar, of
London, England, who has appeared on
the stagé.and is known as a public

reader.

lgneey charged that Mrs. Gould, some
twelve years ago, made a confession to
Miss Mar that her conduct with Col.
Cody had been meretricious and crim-
inal. .

Mv. Shearn declared that such a
charge coming from a husband who had
lived with his wife eight years put the
man beneath contempt. He said that it
was but a pretext to avoid suspporting
a wife of whom he had tired. He
charged that it was but a matter of dol-
lars and cents, so far as Gould was con-
cerned.

The case eame before Justice O’Gor-
man, in Part I. of the Supreme Court,
t>-day, on Mr. Shearn’s motion to vacate
an order recently signed by Justice Fitz-
gerald for the examination of Helen
Mar, who was about to return to Eng-
land. It is said that she was brought
here in Mr. Gould’s interest, thinking
that the trial would be heard about this
time. She is not willing to wait till the
case comes to trial. Mr. Gould’s papers,
which had been served on Mr. Shearn,
showed that he would enter a general
denial to all charges of misconduct on
his part, such as would entitle Mrs.
Gould to a divorce on statutory grounds.
He would further plead justification for
his abandonment on the ground of the
misconduct of Mrs. Gould prior to their
marriage.

“The reason why we seek to vacate
this order,” saidl Mr. Shearn, “is a very
obvious one. After living with Mr. Gould
for eight years as his wife, Mrs. Gould
was abandoned, and is now confronted
with the claim that some unidentified
weman living in London has been pro-
cured by Mr. Gould by means not en-
tirely unimaginable to swear that twelve
years before Mrs. Gould had confessed
to misconduct with Cody. Naturally she
desires to have this woman face a jury
and submit to a cross-examination.”

Mr. Shearn declared that as Gould's
affidavits were founded on information
and belief they prove nothing.

“}f a woman had ‘been guilty of mis-
ccnduct before her marriage,” said Mr.
Shearn, “that is no justification for
abanrdonment. It might be a plea for an
annulment of the marriage, but the pa-
pers do not state that the defendant in-
tends to bring an action for annul-
ment.”

“There certainly could be nothing more
prevoking to a husband,” said Court-
landt V. Anable, Mr. Gould’s counsel, in
his argument, “than the discovery that
his marriage contract had been brought
about by fraud. In the past annulment
of marriage has been granted for frauds
of this character, but in the practice
to-day we cannot set up an annulment

| as a counter-chayge to one for a separa-

tion.

“This, coupled with the discovery of
misconduct on the part of the wife,
seeras to me fully to justify the taking
of Miss Mar’s testimony now, in view
of her contemplated departure for Eng-
land.

Mr. Shearn said in reply. “Just pic- |
ture to yourself the situation of this |
defer:dant, who, after three years of en-
gagement and eight years of marriage,
comes into court with a story of an al-
leged confession of twelve years ago. It

is simply sickening. Such a man is be-
neath public contempt, and the bare

fact should lead the court to refuse this
extra relief.”

Miss Mar was to have been examjned
to-day in the office of David McClure,
the referee, 22 William street. The ex-
amination was postponed until to-mor-
row subject to Justice O'Gorman’s de-
cision.

MILTON ROBBERY SUSPECTS HON-
ORABLY ACQUITTED.

No.Evidence Wag Offered by the Crown
in Support of Vagrancy Charge—Had
Moving Picture Show.

KILL CROCODILES.

DR. KOCH'S SCHEME FOR CURING
SLEEPING SICKNZESS.

The Fly Which Causes the Disease Livea
Principally on Blood of the Reptile— \
Bounty Recommended on Crocodiles’
Eggs.

Berlin, Nov. 18.—Professor Robert
Koch, upon whom Emperor William to-
day conferred the title of Excellency
in recognition of his services in discov-
ering the origin and treatment of the
African disease known as “sleeping sick-
ness,” has eet forth in an official re-
port the details of his prolonged inves-
tigations in the Victoria Nyanza region.
He supplements the general results pre-
vously cabled by givig a statistical
comparison showing that (m'l‘\' about
eight per cent. of the “slecpers” treated
with an atoxyi injection died, whereas
the untreated “sleepers” who arrived, at
the mission stations mostly died.

Prof. Koch’s investigations showed
that the Glossina palpalis ~ fly, which
| causes the “sleeping sickness,” subsists
{on the blood of reptiles and animals,
|and cannot live without it for more
| than three or four days. The micro-
scope showed that the blood sucked by
the flies was chiefly that of crocodile.
The professor therefore recommends a
| bounty on ecrocodiles’ eggs in order to
encourage the natives to exterminate
them. This, it is added, will be com-
paratively easy, since the 'crocodilee
have certain well-marked breeding
grounds in the Nyanza district, where
the eggs can casily be collected,

MANAGER FOUGHT.

DARING BANK ROBBERY AT NA-
PIERVILLE, QUEBEC.

Mr. Paul Brault, the Manager, and His
Wife, Overpowered by the Bul"!‘l’l
—Attempt to force Manager to Open
Safe Fails.

Montresl, Nov. 18.—BEerly this mern-
ing La Banque de St. Jean at Napier-
ville, Que., was robbed. Mr. Paul
Broult, mansger, was sound asleep
above the bank, when he was awakened
and ordered to come down stairs. He
awoke to find three masked men and
one unmasked facing him with re-
volvers. At firet the manager thought
it must be spme nightmare, but the
shrieks of his wife, who was also awak-
ened, assured him it was no dream.
With oaths the ruffians bade the woman
cease her screaming or they would let
daylight into her, and, covering Mr.
DBrault with their revolvers, ordered him
to dress as quickly as possible and lead
the way to the bank.

The unfortunate manager was so tak-

‘en by surprise that he ecould scarcely

get into his apparel, and one of his as-
sailants struck him a heavy blow in the
jaw. This brought Mr. Brault to him-
s21f, and the moment he was dressed he
struck out at the nearest burglar and
knecked him to the ground. The leader
of the gang shouted to his comrades not
to shoot or they would kill him and spoil
the game, as they required the mana-
ger’s assistance. 3 .

Mr. Brault put up a brave fight until
a heavy blow on the head sent him reel-
ing to the floor. They carried him down
stairs and gave him three minutes to
open the safe. Mr. Brault fumbled at
the combination. Then, making the ex-
cuse that the loss of blood prevented him
remembering, he was knocked down and
carried up stairs again. One man was
left to guard him, while the other three
blew open the safe with nitro-glycerine
and decamped with $2,400 in bills and
owver $600 in gold.

HE IS A TRAITOR.

FRENCH OFFICER ADMITS TRYING
T0 SELL SECRETS.

Price Was Too High for the ‘Germans—
 He Then Approached Home Govern-
ment—How the Traitor Was Traced.

Paris, Nov. 18.—Charles Ullmo, the
young naval officer who was lately ar-
rested at Toulen on the charge of steal-
ing official documents for the purpose
of selling them to a foreign power, con-
fessed to-day that he had been in corre-
spondence with a German agent with
a view to selling him naval secrets, for
which he (Ullmo) demanded 950,000
francs. - The agent declared this price
was excessive, and consequently no docu-
ments were delivered to him. Later,
Ullmo, acting anonymously, offered to
return the stolen documents to the
French Government for 150,000 francs,
and it was while he was attempting to
negotiate to this end that he was ar-
rested.

An act of carelessness gave the palice
a clue to Ullmo’s dealings with the for-

eign agent. They searched some 80,000
despatches at Toulon, and finally found
one in which T71m- %od ‘elegraphed to

Brussels saying he would arrive there to
meet’ the agent in the morning. Ullmo
had obliterated the words “in the morn-
ing,” and the telegraph clerk, noticing
this, asked him, as is customary in
France, to write “Words obliterated.
Nothing on bottom of telegraph form.”
Ulbno wrote the words mecﬂmiedly and
added his signature, which placed the
authorities on his track.

FRUIT GROWERS.

ASSOCIATION ELECTED ITS BOARD
OF DIRECTORS YESTERDAY.

Ontario Fruit-Growers’ Association Will
Confer With Toronto a®to New Mar-
ket—Old Market Insanitary, Incon-
venient and Inadequate.

Toronto despatch: Grocers and com-
mission men in Toronto and the fruit-
growers in southern Ontario are demand-
ing & new fruit market in this city.
Against this is urged the fact that the
‘Grand Trunk Railway System practically
control ‘the present market. These points

came up at yesterday afternoon’s session
of the 48th annual convention of the
Fruit-growers of Ontario, after the read-
ing of a paper by Mr. H. Dawson, of
Toronto, entitled “The Necessity For an
Improved Fruit Market "and ‘Ferminal
Facilities in Toronto.” A committee was
appointed and will meet with the city
representatives to discuss the establish-
ing of the proposed market.

As a result of the discussion following
the paper, “Express Rates in Relation to
the "Fruit Industry,” by Mr. J. L. Hil-
born, of Leamington, a committee was
appointed to meet the Railway Commis-
sion, with a view to securing reduction
in the rates on fruit. The committee
consists of W. H. Bunting, L. A. Ham-
ilton, N. W. Grierson (Oshawa), E. D.
Smith (Winona), N. S. Graham (Belle-
ville), J. L. Hilborn and A. Reudolf
(Grimsby).

ROADS TO CHINESE.

They Object to the Presence of the Iron
Monster in Their
Are Tearing Up Tracks of New Road.

Washington, Nov. 18.—A serious . up-
rising iw China was reported to the
State Department to-dai by Consul-Gen-
eral Denby at Shangh#i. The immedi-
ate cause of .the trouble appears to be
the crossing of native cemeteries by
the British railroad which is bemng con-
structed from Shanghai to show. The
Chinese, according to Mr. Denby’s re-
port, are pulling up the track” already
laid, and threatening violence to the men
employed on the work.

The conditions in that section of China
confirm the indications contained recent-
ly in these despatches, that China is on
the verge of a serious crisis, and that
the widely advertised progress of the
Chinese people is largely superficial and
confined almost entirely Imperial
decrees. .

The impression has been given that
the Chinese people had made such pro-
gress that they would welcome further
railroad building, and that the super-
stition that the “iron monster” would
disturb the sleep of their ancestors no
longer obtained, but this latest develop-
ment is regarded as indicating that with
those who sought to convey the impres-
sion the wish was father to the
thought.

Kartoom has betn at the Zoo almost
a year. He was a cute little elephant
wilk, oatmeal, candy and other fat-
making foods. Being a glutton by na-
ture, he ate everything that came along,

and as the Zoo has no physical culture |

expert for clephants he pat on weight
rapidly. His 1lesh grew much faster
than his bones, and a short time ago it
was noticed that his legs were not
strong enough to bear his weight.

Finally he grew distinctly bow-legged,
the deformity being most noticeabie in
the left hind leg. Dr. Blair determined
to- cure him. hartoom objected to be-
ing operated on, and it took fifteen men
with ropes to throw and hold him. A
rope was looped about the injured leg,
and one long pull drew the joint into
place. Then the keepers kept the bLaby
stretched out while Dr. Blair adjusted
the boot.

000 damages has been launched against

by Walter Lowry, of Madoc. The plain-
tiff was sentenced to two months’ im-
prisonment in Belleville jail for the al-
leged theft of a horse and harnesg, but
appealed to the High Court and had the
| conviction quashed. The-original de-
cision, however, included an order of
protection for the magistrate, but
Lowry. refused to take his liberty on
those terms and carried his case to the
Court of Appeal, with the result that
the conviction was quashed uncondition-
| ally.

The plaintiff was 53 days in jail, and
claims compensation on the ground
that his sentence was imposed “malici-
ously and without reasonable or proba-
bie cause.”

A tragic story of a bride’s unfounded
self-nccusations was told at the inquest
at Morland, Westmoreland, on Saturday,
on Sybil Florence Collingridge, twenty-
nine, wife of Dr. W. Rex Collingridge,
son of the medical officer of health for
London.

there is a belief current in the Grand
Duchy that the ghost of the “mysterious-
ly persecuted child of Europe” has ap-
peared in the royal bedchamber of the
castle at Carlsruhe at every accession of
a new Grand Duke with the warning
that the line that supplanted the heirs
of Stephanie should come to an end in
the third generation.

Kaspar Hauser is a name not spoken
in Baden, and no books are published
here abouf him.

“Who is Kaspar Hauser?” asked the
American at the pension table,

“Gottes ILiebe!” cried the loyal mis-
tress at the head of the table, dropping
the dish she was passing, “Shut the wis-
dow, that the police may not hear.”

Further inquiry led the American to
the bookstore.

“If we displayed a book on Kaspar
Hauser,” said the bookseller, “our stock
would be confiscated and our shop prob-
ably closed before night. As a matter of
advice I would say restrain your curios-
ity, for men who have asked that ques-
tion have been escorted to Basel or be-
yond the border of the German Empire.”

The stone over the grave of this mys-
terious person bears this inscription:

His jacie
Gasparus Hauser
acnigma suis
temporis, ignota
nativitas,
occulta mors,
MDCCCXXXIIIL

But so often has some unknown hand
inscribed beneath the name “The real
Duke of Baden,” that the space is almost
rubbed away from the constant erasures.

The story of Kaspar Hauser has dog-
ged the house of Baden for two genera-
tions. With little tangible evidence to
connect the two the story has neverthe-
less clung tenaciously, and even now it
requires but a breath to set all tongues
wagging with the tale of the changeling.
If the story is true, the present Grand
Duke, as well as his father and grand-
father, owe their throne to the fact that
the rightful heir, the last male survivor
of his line, was first kidnapped and then
murdered.

The story begins with old-Grand Duke
Charles Frederick, who died in 1811 and
was twice married, his son by the first
union, Prince Charles, being the heir ap-
parent. After the death of his wife he
married, morganatically, Mlle. Geyer, on
whom he conferred the title of Countess
Hochberg. She bore him several sons.

Prince Charles shortly before he suc-
ceeded to the title of Grand Duke mar-
ried Stephanie Beauharnais, niece of Em-
press Josephine of France. They had
five children, two boys and three girls.

One of the boys died of convulsions
when less than a year old. It is the
fate of the other, the little Prince Alex-
ander, who, it was officially announced,
died on the fourteenth day of his life,
that forms the connection between the
house of Baden and the mystery of Kas-
par ‘Hauser.

If the sons of Stephanie could be pre-
vented {rom succeeding to.the throne the
only obstacle to the accession of Count-
ess Hochberg’s children was Prince Louis,
uncle of Charles, who could readily be in-
duced to raise the boys to the rank
of princes of the blood and so make them
heirs to the throne. Therefore when
the two sons of Stephanie died in their
infancy it was only natural that gossip
should tax the morganatic wife with
the responsibility for their death or dis-
appearance,

One of the chief conspirators with the
Countess Hochberg was Major Hennen-
hoffer, the story of whose participation
in the affair was first published by Seil-
er about 1840. Seiler pretended to have
obtained all his infermation while in the
service of Major Hennenhoffer. Although
Hennenhoffer was admittedly an adven-
turer, yet the accuracy of many of his
statements was attested by the zeal with
which the Baden Government attempted
to suppress the story—precuring all the
pamphlets that were put on sale and
destroying them, putting every obstacle
in the way of any attempt to investi-
gate the story, and later, at the time of
Hennenhoffer’s death, seizing all his let-
ters and memoirs.

According to Hennenhoffer's state-
ment he himself admitted the Countess
Hochberg to the royal nursery where
th» baby Alexander was lying. She was

draped in white to conceal her figure
and wore a white mask. The maids and
nurses had all been sent away by pre-
vinus arrangement, and while they were
ou' of the room ghe took the royal baby
froe. the cradle and put in its place the
sickly, illegitimate child of a peasant
girl, the substituted child having been
first poisonod to ensure speedy death.

Hennenhoffer waited outside the nur-
sery for the Countess’ return and when

sh: cgme took from her the young
prince. He placed him first in charge
of a nurse in a necighboring castle and
then later removed him to Falkenhaus,
near Anspach in Bavaria. The child was
kept there in close confinement until he

“In Nuremberg last month everything
gone wrong. Take measures that the
peace of my Grand Duchy be not dis-
turbed by event.” :

Supplementiv this was the deathbed
statement of Von Berstett, who was a
member of the Cabinet of Buh%in 1828,
and who received the note. Von,Ber-
stett’'s statement is addressed. a
Yrince, who is not mnamed, ¥is in
these words: #

“It was not until after Louis’ 8- .

received by me just after midnight

“I immediately sent in my resigna-
tion, but it was not accepted. The offi-
cial reports concerning the Prince were
of such a nature as made it eyident
thet he could not be put in sion
of his rights. He was descril 2 8
person crippled and ruined in mind and
body.

“%herefnre, considering the welfare of
the State as of more importance than
tha interests of a dynasty. I held my
peacc. * ® * Major Hennenhoffer,
whom I consider my evil genius, knows
more about this matter than I do.”
Another significant act of the ruling
house was the publication in 1876 of
what was considered a royal edict upon
the matter. This was the court record
relating to the baptism, death and post-
mortem examination of the young
Prince, alleged to have been abducted.
Just how worthless this refutation was
appears when it is considered that the
Hennenhoffer: story provides for the
death of an infant. How any record of
baptism, death and autopsy could prove
the identity of a baby with the one born
to the Duchess Stephanie a few days be-
fore is not apparent.
