HEREAS an Association hath been Presmbie.
formed in the City of Montreal, by
Merchants and others .resident in that City
and the neighbourhood thereof, under the
5 name of The Association of the Merchants’
Exchange and Reading Room of Montreal,
for the purpose of opening a Reading Room
for the use and benefit of the Members of
the Association, and of such other persons
10 as may hereafter become Members thereof’;
And whereas George D. Watson, a member
of the said Association, in the name and on
the behalf of the persons hereafter mention-
ed, office bearers and members of the said
15 Association, and acting on behall of the
members thereof, hath by his Petition to the
Legislature, represented that the said Asso-
ciation has been formed for the purpose of
establishing a Merchants’ Exchange and
20 Reading Room in the said City,atwhich Mer-
chants and others, inhabitants of the said
City and neighbourhood, might meet each
other, and might have the advantage of perus-
ingthe newspapers and other periodical publi--
9 cations, and hath prayed that the said Asso-
cation be incorporated ; And whereas it is
expedient to graat the prayer of the said pe-
titioner : Be it therefore enacted, &c.

30 thereof, adopt such Constitution and make
such By-laws as may be thought proper; and
such Constitution shall not be annulled, al-
tered or amended, except at some annual
meeting for the election of the Board of

35 Management, at which at least fifteen mem-
bers shall be present, and by four-fifths of
the members present at such meeting ; and
no motion, tending to annul, alter or amend
any article of such .Constitution shall be

40 taken into consideration at such annual
meeting, unless notice of such purposed
amendment shall have beengiven to the
Chairman at least three months previous to
such Annual Meeting, and' shall have been,

40 during that time, posted:'in'a’ c¢onspicubus
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place in the Reading-Room of the Corpora-
tion: Provided always, that neither - the
said Constitation nor the said By-laws shall
be repugnant to this Act or to the laws of
the Province: And provided also, that the 5
present By-laws and Constitution of the As-
sociation shall be the By-laws and Constis
tution of the Corporation hereby established ;
until they be annulled, altered or amended;
as aforesaid. 10

VI. And be it enacted, That the members
of the said Corporation, whether they shall
have been such priorto or after the passing
of this Act, shall pay ar annual contribution
to be fixed by the Board ot Management, 15
which contribution if not duly paid, may be
recovered by the Corporation in any Court
having jurisdiction in civil cases to-the
amount.

VII. And be it enacted, That the mem- 20
bers of the said Corporation shall not be’
personally liable for any debts of the said
Corporation.

VIII. Andbe it enacied, That the officers’
and members of the Board of Management of 25
the said Association shall be and remain the
officers and members of the Board of Man-
agement of the Corporation hereby establish-
ed until the first annual election of such offi-
cers and members under this Act; and.the 30
property of the said Association shall on the.
passing of this Actbecome and be the proper-
ty of the,said Corporation, and the debts and
liabilities of the said Association shall beconié
and be the debts and liabilities of - the said 35
Corporation, which shall be and is hereby
substituted in the place of the said Associa-
tion to all intents and purposes.

IX. And be it enacted, That this-Act
shall be held to be a Public Act, and as such 40
shall be judicially noticed by all Judges)
Justices of the Peace and others whom:it
may concern, without being specially pleaded.
