DOMINION GOVERNMENT 
ESTIMATES.

The Dominion Government estimates 
for 1903 were presented to the House on 
Monday last. They include the following 
items for Ontario: Alterations to Toronto 
post office, $23,500; works at eastern en­
trance Toronto harbor, $14,000; channel 
piers at Burlington, $50,000; breakwater 
at Depot Harbor, $75,000; harbor works 
at Goderich, $16,000; dredging and wharf 
at Midland, $22,000; dredging and piling 
at Owen Sound, $16,000; dredging at 
Point Edward, $10,000; harbor improve­
ments at Southampton, $10,000; astron­
omical observatory at Ottawa, $45,000;
