Dr. Tyng on Sabbath Schools.
In the late State Convention of New York 

Sunday School Teachers, H. W. Beecher 
made the remark that for many years 
he had not been able personally to la­
bour in the Sabbath schools, whereupon the 
venerable Stephen H. Tyng thus replied 
“ 1 have been engaged in the Sunday school 
for forty year». My friends, the great busi­
ness of a Sunday school teacher is conver­
sion, not catechism—I am wearied with 
the name—not confessions of faith—I 
would’ot care if there was not a confession 
on the face ot the whole globe—not schemes 
and plans—1 am tired of them all—and not 
Churches. It is the Church that the Lord 
loves—the great family of whom Christ is 
the head. Were I to occupy the hour of a 
Sunday morning in teaching children some 
dry statistical facts in reference to the mere 
details of Christianity—feeding them with 
that which ie but the bosk, while the kernel 
id entirely untouched or thrown aside—it 
would be like fattening a family on Peruvian 
bark. It accomplishes nothing but death. 
Our schools are to be the Bible schools, tech­
nically and entirely.

One of the Fathers.
ROBERT STRAWBBIDOE.

1 am gratified in being able to state also 
with reference to the labour? of lhat excel­
lent and useful servant of Christ, Robert 
Strawbridor, that our information is not 
merely conjectural. 1 have in my posses­
sion some letters written by different indi­
viduals at a distance from each other, and 
without any concert of action upon their 
part, which disclose some highly interesting 
facts. I shall notice but few of these facts at 
present.

Mr. Michael Laird, who subsequently 
settled in Philadelphia, was born April 30,
1771. We obtained these facts from his 
father, who was fully conversant with the 
truth of what is told in his letter.

Mr. Strawbridge came to America in 
1760, with bis wile and children, and settled 
in Maryland. Immediately after arranging 
hi* dwelling he opened it for Divine service, 
and continued lo preach therein regularly.
These efforts soon after resulted in the 
awakening and conversion of several who 
attended. It is known to those who are 
conversant with hie history, that Mr. Straw- 
bridge, at this early day, administered the 
ordinance of baptism, not being willing that 
others should do it who might be induced 
thereby lo make efforts to proselyte his con­
verts. In another communication 1 ascer­
tain that Henry Maynard was baptized by 
him when he was but six or seven years 
old. At that time Mr. S. was preaching at 
the house of John Maynard, a brother of 
Henry. Henry accompanied bis father to 
one of these appointments, and died in 
1837, aged 81 years. This fixes his bap­
tism as early as 1762. John Maynard at 
whose house Mr. Strawbridge^ was then 
preaching, was himself a Methodist, pro­
bably one of Mr. Strawbridge’s converts, 
aod gathered by htm into thé Church. This 
is more than problematical. This, then, 
renders it positive tbit Mr. Strawbridge bad 
been engaged in preaching regularly and 
gaihering convents into the fold of Christ 
prior to 1762, and fully corroborates the 
statement in .Vlr. Laird's letter, viz : that he 
commenced his labours in the ministry im­
mediately upon his settling in Maryland.

The foregoing are only a few of the inter­
esting feels in my possession. I have written 
them, not for the purpose of exalting one of 
those eminent founders of the work in 
America, at the expense of the other. No 
such unhallowed purpose moves me. My 
sole object now is to diffuse reliable informa­
tion concerning each of them,—information 
hitherto unknown, winch establishes be­
yond successful contradiction that Metho­
dism had its origin in this country long prior 
to 1756 ; that both S'rswbridge ar.d Em­
bury commenced their labours in 1760, aud 
consequently the centenary of American 
Methodism is nearer by six years than we 
have hitherto been led to suppose. 1 do 
this at this time hoping it will have the j gave myself up to God, right here in the 
effect of inducing out brethren to move I 
forthwith in those preliminary arrangements 
essential to the most judicious and effective 
celebration of this rapidly approaching 
epoch. As these acknowledged and vener­
ated instruments in the hands of God were 
both local preachers, it is peculiarly proper 
that the Iocs I preachers also should be 
prompt and permanent in their action. 1 
do not wish by this remark to be understood 
to mean that local preachers should have 
any pre-eminence either before or apart 
from those engaged in the itinerant work.—
While upon the one hand I do desire that 
the local ministry in our Church may be 
properly appreciated everywhere by every 
one, that by their industry, zeal, holiness of 
heart and life, and mental qualifications, 
they command and receive that love and 
respect to Which they are justly entitled, 
on the other hand, 1 most fervently pray 
the day may never never dawn, when they 
will become more popular (even in the best 
sense of this phrase,) than our travelling 
brethren. If that ever occurs, it will be the 
death blow to the itinerancy, which I esteem 
the very centre and keystone of an arch.—

The Propagation Society.
The Record says : —We are not now about

He is alto the patron and pro­
tector of Mr. Randall, of Lavington, who 
has publicly taught this dangerous belief.—

French and Spanish Missions 
to Western Africa.

An extensive plan has been formed for 
the establishment of Romish Missions in 
Western Africa conducted by French and 
Spanish priests. We draw the following 
summary of the undertaking from a pro 
spectus largely circulated for the purpose of 
raising money for the object»

After noticing the extent of the continent 
of Africa, its numerous tribes of people, the 
difficulty and danger of travellers attempt­
ing to penetrate into the interior now par­
tially overcome by the enterprise of bold 
and skilful explorers and merchants, and tbe 
sacred obligations imposed by tbe divine 
Master upon Christians to “ go and teach all 
nations,"—the prospectus goes on to slate :

That besides the religion of Mohammed 
which ga:ns ground daily and threatens to 
invade the enti-e population, tbeir unfortu­
nate (Protestant) brethren, separated from 
the true (Romish) church, have practically 
anticipated the Catholic Missionaries at va­
rious points of the Continent, to the great 
injury of the future religious condition of 
those tribes ; nobody being ignorant of the 
great sacrifices that Protestants make to car­
ry out tbeir missions in Africa with success : 
—that although tbe Church of Rime is rich, 
in all tbe gifts of God, and already possesses 
numerous Missionary Societies, yet, as Af­
rica is so extensive aod populous a field, it 
is judged that only a Missionary Society es­
pecially directed to*:be most neglected parts 
can supply tbeir necessities, and, at least in 
some degree, fill up the vacancy. That 
with these views, tbe Bishop of Piuze. M. I 
S. Marion de Bresillac, made a re-olution 
on tbe tomb of the Apostles to found a con­
gregation of African Missions, whose mem­
bers should be exclusive^ employed to evan­
gelize Africa, more particularly those parts 

here no Apostolic labourers yet exi«t ; 
and a ti tle more than a year since, the said 
Bishop left Rime with tbe benedicuoos of 
the Pope and the congregation of the Pro­
paganda, his resolution being received and 
acknow ledged in France as soon as it was 
known ; a building has been purchased at 
Lyons, io which tbe future Missionaries live 
in reniement sod prayer, in preparation for

1 to Protestantize popish Ireland ; and in this 
1 moral campaign their victories have been, 
particularly during the past two or three 
years, neither few nor small. The success 
had been so encouraging that the expendi­
ture and the agents are to be largely aug­
mented."

bosom of tbe Church of Rome.
Tbe establishment already formed at 

Lyons is to be extended, and colleges are to 
be formed in Spain for training preachers, 
and for the education of negro children, male 
and female, who are to return to Africa as 
Missionary preachers and artisans.

The agents of the Propaganda well un­
derstand tbe art of raising money. At a 
town in Spain, of very moderate population, 
they begged at the town-gate of all who en­
tered at the hour of evening prayer for three 
days, and went, by permission, from house 
to bouse through the place. Thus they rais­
ed some 17,000 reales, about £170. For 
the population of Spain this proportion would 
rise to some £20,000. But a large portion 
of the sums thus raised must be eaten op by 
agents and establishments, and little of the 
real charily of the givers will effectively 
reach the service for which the money is be­
stowed.—London Watchman.

The Gospel for New Granada.
In New Granada “ a great door and ef­

fectual is opened ” for the gospel, though 
there are “ many adversaries.” The Home 
and Foreign Record for the present month 
contains an exciting and hopefol narrative 
of tbe labors of the Rev. Messrs. Sharpe and 
Pratt, missionaries of the Old School Pres­
byterian Board, at Bogota. The constitu­
tion of New Granada, and its treaties with 
England aod the United States, guarantee 
religious toleration to the fullest extent ; and 
the present government is disposed to pro­
tect the missionaries. But the Roman Ca­
tholic hierarchy have stirred up the popu­
lace to annoy the missionaries by breaking 
up their meetings, and assailing their houses 
with stones and other missiles.

Rev Mr. Shape writes, under date of Oc 
tuber 25 ;

” There was written during the night on- 
the white walls of the houses along tbe 
streets, with charcoal, such sentences as 
these: 1 Down w-jli the schools," • Death to 
tbe Protestant clergy.’ The Vice-Arch- 
bishop, a Jew days ago, addressed a pastoral 
letter to the people, in which excommunica­
tion was threatened against all who should 
tiend our preaching and school. But all 

these annoyances have Operated in our fa­
vour instead of agnl ist us. People who 
before stood aloof from us, have came aud 
expressed tbeir symputhy with us, and those 
who came before, arc more determined to 
come than ever. So that at preaching yes­
terday there were present about one bun­
dled and fifty altogether, so that our room 
snd corridor were crowded with people, the 
roost ol whom bad lo stand. We had to 
close the Iront door to prevent may more

being told at once that ho was not eligible, 
was sent before the Examiners. One or 
more of those gentlemen, as it ia said, oh- 
jrcted to proceed with his examination un­
less specially authorized by the Standing 
Committee, and that Cummittee being 
anxious to promote a union with a body oi 
bishops so orthodox as the Scotch Episcopal 
Church, drew up a case for Counsel and in 
due time received the desired opinion from 
two eminent lawyers that there was no law 
which prohibited a person ordained by a 
Scotch bishop from officiating as a clergy­
man in the colonies. Thus fortified by a 
legal opinion, Mr. Stevens was sent back in 
triumph to Ihe Board of Examiners, was 
found sound in ol! points, and finally ap­
proved and appointed by the Standing Com­
mittee. At the monthly meeting in Decem­
ber last the Scotch clergyman was present­
ed in due form, and as our informant tells 
us was passed without any difficulty. All 
this was done very quietly, and now the 
Society has established a precedent for em­
ploying as Missionaries in our Colonies 
Ministers with no other ordination than that 
of Bishop Forbes, of Brechin ; in other 
words, men who are not ordained, conse­
crated, or recognised by the laws of this 
realm.

The Bishop or Oxford —Dr. Wilber- 
force writes thus to the Record, in reference 
to an expression quoted, and by us italic­
ised, above :—” Sir,—A friend writes me 
word that in your paper of the 7tb you 
elate : • Tbe Bishop of Oxford does not 
scruple, at least in private, to avow hi. be­

Letter from England.
From oar owe Corrwpoedrot.

England, Jany. 28;h, 1859.
This year ol our Lord, eighteen hundred and 

fifty nine, does net open well. For Europe it 
prom eei badly, and even for England its otneni 
ere not of the mist auspicious sort. Dating the 
first few days ol the year, s Cootineuisl war 
wss looked upon as a cerlainiy, and the fund, 
were correspondingly depreciated. The French 
papers on the ministerial side disavow all inten­
tion on lbs part of the Emperor to engage in 
boa ilitiee with Austria, anil the latest telegraphic 
despitebes indicate that war is oat of the ques 
lion,—tbs whole milter being eetiled. Bu' 
Europe has bed too ouch to do with Napoleonic 
policy and craft lo dismiss the war question from 
her catalogue ol probabilities Tbe stupendous 
preparations now going on at the Toulon arsenal 
do not savour much ot the pacific character with 
which French journalism would adorn tbe policy 
of Louie Napoleon. Tbe mtrriage-treaty be 
tweeo Prince Nspnleon and the daughter of tbe 
King ol Sardinia bis, too a must peculisr sig­
nificance just now,—and o this must be added 
the necessi y which presses upon the Emperor of 
giving souls employment to his immense army, 
the soldiers cf which are tired enough of parades 
and fstes and twirling their moustaebios lor the 
aim ration of servant girls. The French eagle, 
though withal a holiday-loving bird, and fjod o 
assuming tbe pesoock now snd then, has never­
theless a terrib's and instinctive craving fo: 
djisg bis talons in blool and scenting the battle 
fisid lie is not pirticuiar as to the locality ot 
his prey,—a foreign land he would probibl) 
prefer, but if that ha not yrncticable, be w,li 
not hesi ate to indulge his tastes at home. Loan 
Napoleon knows this, and doubtless ii is bis 
policy to avert the biyonets of his soldiers from 
the streets ol Paris and his own throne, bs 
dazzling them with the prospect of a foreign 
field The laurefe of tbe Crimea were no! wor, 
by the French alone. EugUnd won her share 
and divided tbe coveted wreath ; indeed she did 
not get her fair pardon, but bound many an un­
earned leal on the brow tf her ancient and tra 
ditional foe. France warns now to wage a wa. 
n her own account and fer her own glory ; she 

wants to stands suiit.ry am lag the spoils, and sc 
Europe msy we 1 view the future with fure 
boding.

Apart from tbe dreadful aspect ot a possible 
war on the Continent, one cm hardly help smil 
ing at the incongruity ol tho French Emperor’, 
suspected policy. Louiif-Nupolcon the champion 
of Italian liberty ! The hero of the coup d é ar, 
the Rigger of tbe public press, the prosecutor o’- 
Montalembert, the very iucaroatioo of Muchia 
velliannm, stands forth as the apostle of tbr 
freedom cf Italy I The picture is too good, and 
yet poor Italy is lost in enthusiastic admiration 
o! it. To us it brings to mind tbe old satire : —
“ Toe devil was sick,—tho devil a monk would 
be !" Every one mast regrist that in this case 
the gallant and chivalrous King of Sardinia ha. 
been made a sort ol catspaw. He can lilt!

falling power, and few can anticipate a much 
brighter issue lor tbe present fumdy cf Fiance 
The prmcesi Clothilde msy have a transient 
prosperity in her new al iauce, but there are few 
who think that tbe star cf he Imperial family i.

fenceless us e, plenty of our continents! neigh 
burs would have taken due note, and would hsve 
long since ac ed accordingly.

It 
now holds rank with the accredited Quarterlies 
of the country, and is to be found on tbe tibiae of 
Institutions little favourable to the spirit ol 
Methodism. One hear, ol many works u being 
in progress, hot they don’t come out. People 
are wondering that nothing is heard of the|forth­
coming memoir of Dr. Bunting. Mr. Arthur 
keeps silence on his life of Gideon Ousely. Mr. 
Sponce Hardy ii keeping us all on the q ui vice 
a, lo his projected memoir of the celebrated 
Grimsbawe, whose graphic and vivid history 
would just now create considerable sensation 
superedded as it i« to the intense interest which 
even now clings lo Hewortb, of which Mr. 
Grimshewe was the Incumbent, and which has 
so recently become one of the favorite haunts of 
literary tourists, as being the home in which 
Charlotte Brooro and her sisters «pent their 
weird and tragic life.

Mr. J. H Rigg, already well known on your 
side of the water, as the author ol “ Modern 
Anglican Theology," delivered a lecture on 
Tuesday evening, before the members ol the 
Young Men’s Christian Association, in Exeter 
HslL Tbe lecture occupied two hours in de­
livery, and was listened to with deep interest by 
a large andience. Mr. Rlgg fully sustained h s 
reputa'ion, and probably enhanced it by his 
most able and instructive essay.

Mr. Editor,—We wish (o call tbe at­
tention of our brethren in the Ministry and 
other Christians, readers of your paper, to 
the fact, with which, doubtless, many of 
them are already acquainted, that for sever­
al years the last Thursday in February has 
been very generally observed by the evan­
gelical churches in the United States as a 
day of united prayer on behalf of Col eges 
aodother Institutions of learning; and also 
io respectfully suggest to them the propriety 
of introducing a similar usage among us.

We propose to hold a public meeting in 
our Lecture Hall on the evening of Thurs­

A Pervert’s Plea.*
The neatly printed pamphlet of eight 

dozen pages which now lies before us, has 
been very eagerly sought after and read 
with much curiosity. It purports to be 
written by Mr. Maturin, and ia addressed 
to his old hearers and frienda of St. Paul’s 
Parish ; but it i* evidently intended for a 
wider range of readers ; and aa it baa been 
obligingly laid upon our table, aa well as 
advertised in nor column», there can be no 
impropriety in dealing with it aa with pub­
lic property, and aa ita merit» seem to ua to 
demand We may eay at tbe outset that 
thia pamphlet la written with a correctness, 
purity of atyle, and acuteneaa of reasoning 
which baa taken us by eurpriae.

Here ends the personal narrative, and the 
reasons for his taking the decive step follow. 
These we must leave for another article.. 
Meantime we must admit that it wns a vei 
“mysterious Providence” the way M 
Maturin got through the world so long will" 
flying colours as a truly evangelical chr» 
tian, when confessedly ho waa a Papist # 
heart. It was rather mysterious tbit hi 
managed fo hoodwink lhe shrewd parisbi» 
ere of St. Paul's into a belief of hi» piety arf 
Protestantism—so lhat not a shadow ol w 
picion ever crossed their minds as folk 
good faith. It is rather mysterious tbat 
preaching of which the staple was raving 
about the Millenium, and faite interpréta» 
lions of Prophecy should be counted evan­
gelical. These are “ mysterus ’’ of which 
we cannot give a reasonable account any 
more than of the thousand and one “mys­
teries" lhat Rume teaches her faithful chil­
dren. Mr. Maturin was evidently ensnared 
by the pomp of the Romish ritual and hy l 
weak handkering after an infallible humU 
guide. His fate we trust will prove a warn­
ing to others.

The ConorEesiONAL Snarl— It is impos. 

aible not to see that there is a grave entangle­
ment of aflairs at Washington—such entangle­
ment indeed that it would surprise no one if 
Congre* were to breik op in general contusion, 
without even pioviding the necessary means lor 
carrying on tbe government. At no former 
lime, probably, since the framing ol tbe constitu 
tution were public sflsiis of every kind in such 
an un-aiisfaclory stale. The Administration is 
liable in tbe extreme, possessing neither the 
confidence of ils periy, nor the respect of its op­
ponents, and yet attempts projects which could 
only be achieved by a powerful government, 
backed by an approving people and an overflow­
ing treasury. Scarcely cou'd stronger evidence 
have been given of Ihe President's inability to 
■ .mprebend his true position and of his miscon

This conjecture is by no means improbable, and 
accounts, tar the singular fact that salmon and 
herring are caogbt in all tbe lakes communicat­
ing with the 8l Lawrence, but in no others 
As tbe falls of Niagara must have always existed, 
it would puzzle the naturalists to ray bow these 
fish get into tbe upper lakes without some ruch 
subterranean river ; moreover, any periodical 
obstrociion of tbe river would furnish a not im 
probable solution ol Ihe mysterious flux and re­
flux of the lakes.

Upon this tbe editor of Ihe Scientific .Am­
erican remarks :

“ Are salmon and herring found in the lakes 
and rivers above ihe Falls ot Niagara! It so, 
it afford» strong grounds lor auppSsiog there is a 
subterranean communication between Ontario 
and the upper lakes ; if no*, we can lee no 
grounds for such a com 1 avion Central Ade.

From Late English Fapere.
BT a M S AMEEICA.

The lapse of another week, the London Bea 
con of Jio. 26th rays, has no: tended to confirm 
those hopes of peace which were so confidently 
entertained a few days ago. Tbe efficia! papers 
of Ibe French Government having once given 
lortb their oracular announcement that war was 
not intended, have since maintained complete 
eilence on the subject ; while all the other papers 
continue tbeir announcements that war is intend­
ed, aller all. Every other indication tiom wbich 
tbe intention ol a country in worn to be ascer­
tained bears a warlike tendency. Tbe army is 
kept up to its fall war complement, and, what is 
•till more important, tbe munitions cl war are 
provided oo a scale and lo an extent which is 
extremely unusual in a time ol peace Shot and 
shell, loal end b:scuit, horse and waggon—every­
thing which relates to the ordnance, ihe commis 
eariat, and the transport of ao army, ate stored 
up at all the principal military nation»; and the 
universal inference from such unwonted prepara­
tions in lime ol peace, is, that war it not f.r dis­
tant. Perhaps tbe most decided indication ot 
all is, that the Prince Napoleon has arrived at 
Turin, and, through General Niel, baa made a 
formal demand of tbe band of the young Princess 
of Sardinia—a demand with which tbe King ol 
Sardinia bas, with some formality, expressed bis 
compliance. There ought certainly lo be noth­
ing in a marriage treaty that of necessity implies 
war; bat, notwithstanding, it is certain that bo b 
in Italy and in Germany it ia considered that 
the band of the Princess Clolildo is the price 
wbich Sardinia pays for tbe assistance France 
bis consented to aflord in tbe event of a new 
war between Aoitria amt Sardinia. In the 
meantime, the position taken up by Austria is 
not less significant. Resolved not to yield with­
out a struggle, and not despairing, even though 
Russia and France should both join Sardinia 
against her, she is resolved that tbe quarrel shall 
not come from her side, while sbe takes care that 
whenever it does come she shall not be unpre­
pared lo meet it. Hence ihe reinlorcememaol 
tioopi tbit for acme wei ks past have been pour 
ing into Italy ; hence tbeir concentration upon 
various strategical points ; hence the placing ol 
the fortresses in a state ol efficient repair. It 
the struggle once begins, it will be a long and 
desperate one. Our own sympathies, in such an 
event, woold be all [or the Italians, it we could 
only be sure that tbeir most successful endeavors 
would affoid them more than a mere change ol 
mailers.

Tbe mirriage of Prioce Napoleon with the 
Princess Clotilda will be celebrated to morrow 
(Soods;), tbe 30tb lost., at Turin. The newly 
married couple will afterwards set oil for Pans, 
and will, ir is believed, lake up thtir abode n 
ibe Palais Royal Diplomate no'es are laid to 
bave been dispatched by the Engli-h Cabinet lo 
Austria and Sardinia. In the no e addressed to 
the latter, v is Slid lha , as the fsincere ally ol 
Sardinia, England feels it her duty to divert, 
her from the dangerous path she eeeois willing to 
follow. Sbe reminds Piedmont, amongst o’bcr 
things, that her true and nob’e task in Italy is to 
exalt and improve 'he other I'alian governments 
by the tffijacy of her own example. The note 
lo Austria is a warm exhortation to tbe Imperial 
Government to remedy the serious grievances of 
I'aly, thus destroying the causes and pretexts ol 
the threatened war.

The Paris correspondent of (he Herald, writing 
on the night of the 27 h, sits.—Tbe opinion is 
now almost universal in Paris that a crisis hss 
arrived in the affairs of Europe more moment­
ous than any which has arisen since the ware of 
Ibe first empire. A small party, however, be­
longing chiefly to tbe monied interest, still fondly 
cling to Ihe hope that war may be averted, and 
that tbe warning voice of Lord Derby's cabinet 
will succeed in persuading tbe three powers now 
prepating tor the fight lo abandon tbeir danger 
ons courre. Among the lower clas»ee the war 
feeling, stimulated by La Presse and the Siecle, 
is growing daily more intense. This feeling ie 
farther promoted by tbe present uncertainly 
wbich depresses trade, and eODsequently Ibe 
labour market.

In the Vienna correspondence of the Times it 
is reported that Austria and Russia appear to be 
on better terms, and it is related that a letter 
from tbe Emperor Alexander lo the Emperor 
Francis Joseph has been received, which the 
latter considered extremely ntisfae'oey. The 
pretension of the Emperor Napoleon to play the 
part ol European arbitrator begins, it is suppos­
ed, to be regarded at St. Petersburg as some­
what dangerous.
