Were I to occapy the hour of a
Sunday morning in teaching chiidren some
dry statistical facts in reference to the mere
details of Christianity—feeding them with
tbat which is but the busk, while the kernel
is entirely uotouched or thrown aside—it
would be like fattening & family on Peruvian
bark. It accomplishes nothing but death.
Our schools are to bs the Bible schools, tech-
pically aod entirely. _

ROBERT STRAWBRIDGE.

| am gratified in being able to state also
with reference to the labours of that excel-
lent and useful servant of Christ, ROBERT
STRAWBRIDGE, that our information is not
merely conjectural. I have in my posses-
sion some letters written by different indi-
viduals at a distance from each other, and
without any concert of action upon their
part, which disclose some highly interesting
facts. [ shall notice but few of these facts at
present.

Mr. Michael Laird, who subsequently
settled in Philadelphia, was born April 30,
1771. We obtained these facts from his
father, who was fully conversant with the
truth of what is told in bis letter.

Mr. Strawbridge came {n America in
1760, with his wife and children, and settled
in Maryland. Immediately after arranging
his dwelling he opened it for Divine service,
and continued to preach therein regularly.
These efforts soon afier resulted in the
awakening and conversion of several who
attended. It is known to those who are
conversant with his history, that Mr. Straw-
bridge, at this early day, administered the
ordinance of baptism, not being willing that
others should do it who might be induced
thereby to make efforts to proselyte his con-
verts, Jn another communication I ascer-
tain that Henry Maynard was baptized by
him when he was but six or seven years
old. At that time Mr. S. was preaching at
the house of Jobn Maynard, a brother of
Henry. Henry accompanied his fatber to
one of these appointments, and died in
1837, aged 81 years. This fixes his bap-
tism as early as 1762. Jobn Maynard at
whose house Mr. Strawbridgeg was thca
preaching, was bimself a Mu‘llht, pro-
bably one of Mr. Strawbridge’s converts,
aad by him into thé Cburch. This
is more than problematical. This, then,
renders it positive that Mr. Strawbridge bad
been engaged in preaching regularly and
gathering convents into the fold of Christ

The Propagation Society.

The Record says : —We ure not now about
to discuss the general question, but only to
call attention to the insidious manner in
which the Tractarians are availing them-
of the Propagstion Society to further their
own euds. It 18 weil known that the Epis-
copal Church of Scotland has always dis-
claimed the name of Protestant; that it is
heretical cn the subject of the Kucharist;

French and Spanish Missions
to Western Africa.

An extensive plan has been formed for
the establishment of Romish Missions in
Western Africa conducted by French and
Spanish priests. We draw the following
summary of the undertaking from a pro-
spectus largely circulated for the purpose of
raising money for the objecta

After noticing the extent of the continent
of Afiica, its numerous tribes of people, the
difficulty and danger of travellers attempt-
ing to penetrate into the interior now par-
tially overcome by the enterprise of bold
and skilful explorers and merchants, and the
sacred obligations imposed by the divine
Master upon Cbristians to ** go and teach all
nations,”-~the prospactus goes on to siate :

That besides the religion of Mobammed
which ga‘ns ground daily and threatens to
invade the entie popaulation, sheir unfortu-
nate (Protestant) brethren, separated from
the true (Romisb) charch, have practically
anticipated the Catholic Missionaries at va-
rious points of the Continent, to the great
injury of the future religious condition of
those tribes ; nobody being ignorant of the
great sacrifices that Protestants make to car-
ry out their missions in Africa with success:
—that although the Church of Rome is rich,
in all the gifts of God, and already possesses
numerous Missionary Societies, yet, as Af-
rica is so extensive and populdus a ficld, it
is judged that only a Missionary Society es-
pecially directed tovihe most neglected parts
can supply their necessities, and, at least in
some degree, fill up the vacancy. That
with these views, the Bishop of Pruze. M. I.
S. Marion de Bresillac, made a re-olution
on the tomb of the Apostles to found a con-
gregation of African Missions, whoze mem-
bers should be exclasively employed 1o evan-
gelize Africa, more particularly those parts
where Do Apostolic labourers jet exist;

The establishment already formed at
Lyons is to bs extended, and colleges are to
be formed in Spain for training preachers,
and for the education of negro children, male
and female, who are to return to Africa as
Missionary preachers and artisans.

The agents of the Propaganda well un-
derstand the art of raising money. At a
town in Spain, of very moderate population,
they begged at the town-gate of all who en-
tered at the bour of evening prayer for three
days, and went, by permission, from house
to house through the place. Thus they rais-
ed some 17,000 reales, about £170. For
the population of Spain this proportion would
rise to some £20,000. Bat a large portion
of the sums thus raised must be eaten up by
agents and establishments, and little of the
real charity of the givers will effectively
reach the service for which the money is be-
stowed.— London Watchman.

The Gospel for New Granada.

In New Granada “a great door and ef-
fectual is opered” for the gospel, though
there are * many adversaries.”” The Home
and Foreign Record for the present month
contains an exciting and hopefal narrative
of the labors of the Rev, Messrs. Sharpe and
Pratt, missionaries of the Old School Pres-
byterian Board, at Bogota. The constitu-
tion of New Granada, and its treaties with
Eogland aud the United States, guarantee
r-Tigious toleration to the fullest extent ; and
the present government is disposed to pro-
tect the missionaries.

ExGLAND, Jany. 28:h, 1859.

A Pervert's Plea.*

The neatly printed pamphlet of eight
dozen pages which now lies before us, has
been very eagerly sought after and read
with much curiosity. It purports to be
written by Mr. Maturin, and is addressed
to his old hearers and friends of St. Paul's
Parish; but it is evidently intended for a
wider range of readers; and as it has been
obligingly laid upon our table, as well as
advertized in our columns, there can be no
improptiety in dealing with it as with pub-
lic property. and as its merits seem to us to
demand We may say at the outset that
this pamphlet is written with a corrcctoess,
purity of style, and acuteness of reasoning
which has taken us by surprise. With all
the ingenuity of the special pleader is com-
bined the earnestness of the fanatic. [t is
quite clear that the writer believes the mo-t
ultra dogmas of Popery with & sincerity
with which he never believed the" doctrines
of the English Church of which he was for
so many years a minister. It is equally
clear that he 18 anxious to make Protes-
tantism odious and contemptible, and to per-
suade his old friends of St. Paul’s Parish,
as well as all others whom his voice may
reach, to join the true, catholic, infallible
church of Rome.” Mr. Maturin goes to
work with all the sincerity and zeal of a
neophyte. He is a- gregter papist than the
Pope—and as good a sophist as any Jesuit
in the world. But he must excuse us if we
take the liberty of exposing an evident trick
of his own and the “ boly fathers ™ to whose
guidance be has submitted. We are in the
babit of observing mea’s style of thought
and composition and their idiomatic pecu-
liarities. We have had the opportunity of
bearing Mr. Maturin speak frequently in
public and in private; we bave also read
some of his ‘productions, and we bave no
hesitation in saying that the body of this
pampbhlet is not his production. He came
from England with this * Letter ” for pub-
lication ; in the production of it as well as
in its publication, he was merely an aato-
maton. It was probably in a state of readi-
ness before the ¢ Rev. Edmund Matarin ”
left Halifax to go to England *“for his
health” It is well that the public should
know this—sbould be aware of the fact tha!
the astutest minds in the Romish connec:
tion in Eogland have contributed to the
production of this pamphlet. We are not
therefore to be looked upon as reviewing
aimply the production of “E. Maturin,
E-q ” but that of the cunning pervert Man-
oing and the smooth-tongued Wiseman.—

talent or scholarship—Bishop Connelly has
not the craft and cannot keep his temper —

Now, as their discharpe, the river Detroit, after
allowing fer the full probable portion carried off
by evaporation, does not appear by any means
equal to the quantity of water which the three
upper great lakes receive, it has been con-
jectured that a subterranean river may run from
Lake Saperior to Huron or Lake Oatario.
This conjecture is by no means improbable, and
accounts, fr the singular fact that salmon aud
berring are caogbt in all the lakes communicat-
ing with the St. Lawrence, but in no others
As the falls of Niagara must bave always existed,
it would puzzle the maturalists to say bow these
fish get into the upper lakes without some ruch
subterracean river; moreover, any periodical
obstruction of the river would furnish a not im
probable solution of the mysterious flux and re-
flux of the lakes.

Upon this the editor of the Scientific Am-
erican remarks :

“ Are salmon and berring found in the lakes
and rivers above the Falis ot Niagara! Ifso,
it affords strong grounds for suppdsing there is a
subterranean communication between OQatario
and the upper lakes; if no', we can tee no
grounds for such a conclasion "— Central Ade.

From Late English Papers.
BY R. M 8. AMERICA.

Tbhe lapse of another week, the London Bea-
con of Jaon. 26th says, bas no: tended to confirm
those bopes of peace which were so confidently
entertained a few daysago. The cfficial papers
of the French Government baving once given
forth their oracular announcement that war was
not intended, bave since mamntaiced complete
silence on the subject ; while all the other papers
continue their announcements that war is intend-
ed, after all. Every other indication from which
the intention of a country is wont fo be ascer-
tained bears a warlike tendency. Tbe army is
kept up to its full war complement, and, what is
still more important, the munitions ¢f war are
provided on a scale and to an extent which is
extremely unusual in a time of peace Shot and
shell, loaf #nd b'scuit, horse and waggon—every-
thing which relates to the ordnance, the commis
sariat, and the transport of an army, are stored
up at all the principal military stations; and the
universal inference from such unwonted prepara-
tions in time of peace, is, that war is not fur dis-
taot. Perbaps the most decided indication of
all is, that the Prince Napoleon bas arrived at
Turin, and, through General Niel, bas made a
formal demand of the band of the young Princess
of Sardinia—a demand with which the King ot
Sardinia bas, with some formality, expressed his
compliance. There ought certainly (o be noth-
Ing 1o a marriage treaty that of necessity implies
war ; bat, notwithstanding, it is certain that bo:h
in lialy and in Germany it is considered that
the band of tbe Princess Clotilde is the price
which Sardinia pays for the assistance France
has comsented to afford in the event of a new
war between Auostria and Sardinia. In the
meantime, the position mken up by Austria is
pot less significant. Resolved not to yield with-
out a struggle, and not despairing, even though
Russia and France should botb join Sardinia
against ber, she is resolved that the quarrel shall
not come from ber side, while she takes care that
whenever it does come she shall not be unpre-
pared to meet it. Hence the reinforcements.of
troops that for some wee ks past have been pour
ing into Italy ; hence their concentration upon
various strategical points; hence the placing ot
the fortressesin a state ot eflicient repair. Ii
the struggle once begins, it will be a long and
desperate one. Our own sympathies, in such an
event, would be ail for the ltalians, )t we could
only be sure that their most successful endeavors
would afford them more than a mere change of
masters.

Sbe reminds Piedmont, amongst otber
thinge, that ber true and nob'e task in laly isto
exalr and 'mprove ‘he otber l:alian governments
by the effizacy of ber own example. The note
to Austria is a warm exbortation to tic lmperial
Government to rediedy the serious grievances of
I'aly, thus destroying tbe causes and pretexts of
the threatened war.

The Paris correspondent of the Herald, writing
on the night of the 27:h, says.—Tbe opinion is
now almost universal in Paris that & crisis bas
arrived in the affairs of Europe more moment-
ous than any which bas ariren since the wars of
the first empire. A small party, bowever, be-
longing chiefly to the monied interest, still fondly
cling to the hope tbat war may be averted, and
that the warning voice of Lord Derby’s cabinet
will succeed in persuading the three powers now
preparing for the fight 10 abandon their danger
ol courre. Among the lower classes the war
feeling, stimulated by La Presse and the Siecle,
is growing daily more intense. This feeling is
farther promoted by tbe present uncertainty
which depresses trade, and consequently tbe
labour market.

In the Vienna correspondence of the Times it
is reported that Ausiria and Rassia appear 1o be
on better terms, and it is related thata letter
from the Emperor Alexander to the Emperor
Francis Joseph has been received, which the
latter considered extremely satisfactory. The
pretension of the Emperor Napcleon to play the
part of European arbitrator begins, it is suppos-
ed, to be regarded at St Petersburg as some-
what dangerous.

Fraxce—The Courior de Paris expresses an
opinion that the French navy ought tobe placed
on an equal footing with that ot England.
