This circuit has of late bad some pecu*
liar experiences of a very pleasing kind
much to the comfort and sausfaction of
the pastor and his family. Neaily every
preaching place has auraally what is call-
ed a’donation, or more correctly a social
gathering whose object is to help to raise
the salary of the preacher.  On this cir-
cuit they do not meet at the Parsonage,
and provide a tea, as formerly. That plan
did not work well; for generally those
vho broucsht the least, ate the mst, and
those who brought nothing consumed stil)
more, so that the loss was gieater than the
gain. The people on thuse occasions seemed
to feel that 1t was more blessed to give than
to reccive.  The preacher and mis family
had some doubts about 1it.  Bat now the
public ball or the schuol house, 18 the place
of convocation. A chairmaan is selected
by vote from the audience, who appoints
a Secretary and Treasurer for the occasion.
The people are then requested to come
forward and place their donations on the
table. The andience the meanwhile b:ing
regaled with the cbarms of music. After
the zifts are all deposited, a friend 13 se-
lected to deliver 1nto the hands of the
pastor, the purse thus obtained.

There are social benefits, connected with
and resnlting from these gatherings, that
bave gquite removed the ob)-ctions we once
entertained againstdonatons of thiskind.
Daring the last five weeks five wectings
of this character have been beld on this
circait, amonyg the Methodists. Other de-
nominations also hold thew, except the
Presbyteriaus, they take the b-tter me-
thod of paying their minister every Sab-
bath. )

The proce=ds of the donations thus far
bave added to the receipts of the circait
about two bundred dollars, chiefly money.
