Are Closely Allied—Lon­
don Sees Cause for 

Assurance.

[By Special Wire te the Courier]

LONDON, Oct. - —The official 
press bureau to-day gives an eye­
witness’ narrative of operations in 
France, supplementing that of 
October 3. It follows:

“Wednesday, the 30th of Sep­
tember, merely marked another 
day’s progress in the gradual de- 
velopment of the situation, and 
was distinguished by no activity 
beyond slight attacks by the 
enemy. There was also artillery 
'fire at intervals. One of our air­
men succeeded in dropping nine 
bombs some of which fell on the 
enemy s rolling stock, collected 
on the railway near Laone. Some 
of the enemy’s front trenches 
were found empty at night, but 
nothing much can be deduct­
ed from this fact, for they are fre­
quently evacuated in t.iis way, no 
doubt to prevent the men in the 
back lines from firing on their 
comrades in front of them.

“Thursday, October 1st, was a 
most perfect Autumn day, and the 
most peaceful since the two forces 
became engaged on the Aisne. 
There was only desultory gun hre 
as targets offered. During the 
night the enemy made a few new 
trenches, and a French aviator 
dropped one bomb on the railway 
station and three bombs on the 
troops massed near it.

“The weather on Friday, the 
2nd, was very misty in the early 
hours, and it continued hazy un­
til two in the afternoon, becoming 
thicker again at night. The Ger­
mans were driven out of a mnl, 
which they had occupied as an ad­
vanced post, their guns and ma­
chine guns, which supported it, 
being knocked out one by one, by 
well directed artillery fire from a 
flank. During the night they made 
the usual two attacks on the eus- 
ternary spot in our. lines, and as 
on previous occasions were re- 
pulsed. Two of their trenches 
were captured and filled in. Our 
loss was six men wounded.

“Up to the 21st Septemoer, the 
air mileage made by our airmen 
since the beginning of the war 
amounted to 87,000 miles, an aver­
age of 2,000 miles per day, the to­
tal nearly equalling four times 
the circuit of the worid. The total 
time spent in the air was 1,400 
hours.

“There are manv points con­
nected with the fighting methods 
of either side that may be of in­
terest. The following description 
was given by a battalion com­
mander who has been at the front 
since the commencement of hos­
tilities, and has fought both in 
the open and behind entrench- 
merTts. It must, however, be borne 
in mind, that it only represents 
the particular unit.

“Some German writers have endeav­
ored to make an appeal to American 
sentiment through raising a ‘color’ is­
sue. The spectacle of Indian troops 
being brought to Europe to fight 
against white men is harped upon. 
When attention is called to the fact 
that the United States used its color­
ed troops to splendid advantage in 
the campaign against the Spaniards in

factors were prominent. One was that 
the Irish would take advantage of any 
trouble to the British Empire to pro­
mote the independence of Ireland:

LONDON, Oct. 9.—The Times 
correspondent south of the Aisne 
says:

‘“At one centre—and that the 
most important—tlie British vic­
tory on the River Aisne is now 
complete. The Germans have 
evacuated their trenches, leaving 
in some of them many soldiers 
who died from a severe visit of 
typhoid. They left two of their 
heaviest guns in the quarries, 
heavily cemented in place.

“Two' salient events marlyd the 
part of the fighting, of which 
Soissons was the center. First, 
the capture by the allies of Fort 
Conde after. ,a siege of 16 days, 
and second the remarkable 
slaughter by the British in the last 
of a series of German attacks.

“It is agreed that wherever the 
Germans have dealt severe havoc 
to the allies around this position 
their success was due wholly to 
a spy system. The allies soon 
found out that the Germans were 
able to diagnose their movements 
readily, and instituted a system­
atic search for offenders. They 
captured seven spjps, one of them 
a woman, who used electric flash­
light signals from a window.

“It is not altogether true to say 
that the battle of the Aisne . is 
over even now, but in the past few 
days, considerable areas have been 
deserted, by the Germans and 
great wedges of the allies forces 
thrown forward.”

EFFECTS ARE TERRIBLE 

LONDON, Oct. 9.—6.05 a.m—The 
bombardment of Antwerp has been 
terrible, says an Ostend despatch to 
the Reuter Telegram Company under 
date of Thursday. “The Germans 
threw incendiary bombs,” the des­
patch adds, “with the result that 
many parts of the town between the 
railway station at the south and the 
palace of justice are in flames.

He Believes He Will Die Peacefully in Bed.

a violent death, and all the while com­
municating to the heads of the Egyp­
tien intelligence department informa­
tion of the utmost importance.

Curiously enough Lord Kitchener is, 
a fatalist, and on seyeral occasions 
has expressed some very strong con­
victions as to his future. During the 
Soudan campaign he was once warned 
not to expose himself so recklessly to 
the enemy while in action. To this 
remonstrance he replied, 
never be killed. When my time 
I shall die peacefully in bed,”

His capacity for work is amazing, 
and he has no patience with a man 
less energetic than himself. It was 
characteristic of him that his first 
Question when he entered the War 
Office as Secretary for War was; “Is 
there a bed in the building?” “No, 
sir,’ replied an official. “Then get 
one,” said Lord Kitchener. Then the 
officials knew that day or night 
would find Lord Kitchener at his post 

During the South African war he 
seldom had more than three or four 
hdurs’ sleep a day, rising regularly at 
4 or 5 o’clock in the morning and 
working hard until night. Officers 
knew that Kitchener always meant 
business. He had no use for regi­
mental ornaments; practical soldiers 
were what he wanted. One officer in 
command of a column had not been 
heard of for several days. Telegrams 
were sent in all directions to find 
him, bearing two questions: 
arc you doing Have you taken any 
Boers, and how many?”

The “Man of Iron.” That exactly 
sums up- the character and career of 
Lord Kitchener, who during the great 
European crisis is acting as Britain’s 
Minister of War. Thorough, resolute, 
and possessing that virtue of virtues 
silence, the work Lord Kitchener has 

.Accomplished stamps him as-one of 
‘lUe greatest soldiez and administra­

tors Britain has ever produced. Work, 
not talk, is his motto.

Take the Boer war for instance. 
Kitchener went to South Africa in the 
black days, when we had suffered a 
succession of defeats—Stormberg, 
Magersfontein, Colenso—and ouïr mil­
itary supremacy was in great danger. 
And hofy the “gentlemen” of the ranks 
and others, hated bis methods. Soon 
letters were arriving in this country 
complaining of his arbitrary ways. He 
was “making himself hated every­
where;” insulting voluntary officers 
of noble birth daily;” “ruining the or­
ganization ;” and so on. But never a 
word from Kitchener until he broke 
the silence with the laconic despatch, 
“Send me irfcre men.” And with 
these he won through 

His thoroughness i| proverbial ; but 
Jie likes things done in his own way.

Rash in His Daring 
In these early days in Egypt Kitch­

ener was daring almost to rashness. 
He thought nothing of disguising him­
self as an Arab and living among the 
sons of the desert for months at a 
time, in order to acquire a knowledge 
of the Mahdi’s movements and con­
spiracies. And so clever was he at 
disguising himself that even bis own 
comrades did not know him. Indeed 
one day a soldier flung a brickbat at 
Kitchener, whom he. mistook for “a 
bloomin’ nigger,” inflicting rather a 
nasty scalp wound.

Kitchener’s cleverness in disguis­
ing himself, coupled with a knowledge 
of Arabic, which he had picked up in 
his wanderings in Syria, made him in­
valuable to the authorities. He was 
appointed chief of the Secret Service 
and the following incident, the tduth 
of which is vouched for by one of 
Lord Kitchener’s relatives, strikingly 
illustrates his personal courage and 
cleverness.

Two Arab spies bad been caught 
hut they feinged deafness and Kitch- 

could get nothing from them. 
They were detained in a tent, 
half an hour another spy was "'V.rht 
and bundled into the tent with the 
other two. They were left for an 
hour, talking briskly all the time, and 
then the third spy demanded to be 
taken to headquarters. It was Kitch-
____ himself, who had of course found
Out all that he wanted to know.

For two years Kitchener practically 
lived among the Arabs, carrying his 
life in his hands, never knowing when 
he might be brought face to face with

In order 
to trace and thwart these efforts a 
special intelligence bureau was 
lished by the Admiralty and War 
Office. This department, acting in 
close co-operation with the Metropol­
itan Police Department, was able 
from. 19J1 to 1914 to discover the 
ramifications of the German secret 
service in England.

All Germans or Aus­
trians who were deemed likely to be 
dangerous have been arrested. Nine 
thousand Germans and Austrians' of 
military age are now prisoners ot 
war.”

The party travelled with 250 Ameri­
cans, and Miss Egglestone was the 
only Britisher in the party.

“It is impossible for a British sub­
ject to leave Germany without posing 
as an American citizen,” said Miss 
Egglestone. “We sailed from Rotter­
dam on the steamer Nieuw Amster­
dam and as we got away from the 
coast a British cruiser sailed round 
us three times, and did not allow us 
to proceed until, .the .captain 'had or­
dered down the wireless oh the boat. 
I left Professor Spierling and his fam­
ily in New York, where he is to 
teach. I may resume my studies with 
him later. The Germans treated me 
very courteously, but without the as­
sistance rendered by Professor Spier- 
ling I .probably would not have been 
able to leave the country.

Saw Many Wounded 
“In Berlin, and in fact all thiedgh 

Germany, the reports of the war are 
of sucb a nature that everyone is led 
to believe that the allies cannot hold 
out much longer. It was only after I 
got out of_the country that I heard 
the other side. Every train was load­
ed with wounded soldiers and every 
place we stopped we saw hundreds of 
wounded. Even in Berlin, 40^ miles 
from the scene of war, the department 
stores, especially Vertheim’s big store 
have thrown open some of their floors 
to the Red Cross for the care of the 
wounded men. Judging from the 
wounded I saw I don’t see how Ger­
many can hold out much longer.
