With the American presiden-
tial election looming ahead, such
modification, in deference to reason
and argument will be unusually hard
for Washington to make and that is
perhans the least hopeful element in
the affair.” 3

The Times says it * iimagines that
American judistss and diplomatists
will feel that the note is not alto-
gether worthy the beter -traditionals
of the republic since it raises a num-
ber of technical points of disputed in-
ternational law but nowhere raises to
the broad view of the larger issues
involved in the world war, or indi-
categ the statesman’s ability to adapt
old principles to novel conditions.

CANUCKS HAVE
HAD A WEEK
UF HEAVY RAIN

Report From _ae Front
Shows Several Officers and
Men Have Earned Medals.

Ottawa, Nov. 8.—Major-Gen. Sir
Sam Hughes last night received the
following despatch from the Canadian
general representative in France:

Canadian General Headquarters in
France, Nov 7.—The period from
Oct. 30 to Nov. 5 has been marksd
by the fall of heavy rains. Creeks
and streams have swollen into small
rivers and low-lying grass has been
. converted into swamp. The wet
{weather and conditions generally

have resulted in a week almost de-
void of unusual incident.

At times the enemy artillery has
shelled certain sections of our area
more or less vigorously, but in most
instances prompt retaliation by our
artillery has silenced the hostile fire.

On Oct. 29 a shell from our artil-
lery exploded a bomb depot in the
German front trench.

All reports indicate that the enemy
working parties have been particular-
ly busy repairing damase to their
trenches caused by the heavy rains,
and are bailing out the water.

On several occasions hostile work-
ing parties have been dispersed by
our fire. A few enemy patrols have
ventured out at night to repair the
German wire entanglements, but in
the majority of instances our patrols
succeeded in locating them and driv-
ing them back to their trenches.

On Nov. 4 an enemy aeroplane was
brought to earth between the oppos-
ing front line trenches. Pursued and
attacked by three British airmen
while fiying over our area and heavily
shelled by our anti-air craft guns, the
German machine suddenly capsized,
and turning over three times in the
air crashed to the ground.

Lieut. A. W. North, of the 28th
Western Canada battalion, has been
awarded the Military Cross for gal-
lantry on the occasion of the explo-
sion of a German mine on Oct. 8th,
{and Pte. B. Crompton, of the 28:¢h
battalion, has been awarded the Dis-
tinguished Conduct Medal in connec-
tion with the same affair.

Sergt. C. Ryer, of the 26th N:w
Brunswick battalion, has been award-
ed the Distinguished Conduct Medal
for bringing in @*'wounded man und.:r
heavy fire on Oct. 13th.

Lieut. J. G. Anderson, of the sth
Western Canadian battalion, has been
awarded the Military Cross for use-
ful and daring reconnaissances.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORYHWEST
LAND REGULATIONS.

HE sole head of a family, or any male

over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub Agency), en certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’,residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm eof
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts ‘a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

uties—Six months’ residence in each of
three  years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
srect a hcuse worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions.

The United States Note.

There can be no doubt that the note
to Great Britain issued from Wash-
ington with reference to interference
with U. S. vessels and U. S. trade is
couched in very direct terms.

John Bull is told that his blockade
is illegal, ard cannot be recognized,
and that his course is not based on
international law.

It is further denied that the States
set any such precedent at the time of
the Civil War. As a matter of fact,
they did, and no amount of hair-split-
ting can hide that circumstance. A
blockade was declared which was
largely on paper, and much harm and
loss was thereby wrought to British
interests.

Our neighbors seem to lose sight of
the fact that it is only by reason of
the British navy that the seas are kept
clear for trading in any sense at all,
and that with Germany having the
upper hand in a similar manner they
would be in very bad case indeed.

As far as Great Britain is concerned,
she is engaged in a life-and-death

struggle for the very liberties which
Americans have always professed to
espouse, and if neutrals temporarily
suffer in the process, that is only what
might be expected. In th
they will gai:

The outcome is not likely to be
much else than a lot of diplomatic
correspoiidence.

wards us and appreciate the difficulty
of our problem. They would not de-
sire us to surrender one jot or tittle
of our fixed programme to conquer
the cnemy nor would they be pleased
to observe signs of weakness or ten-
dencies towards a compromise, the
effect of which would be rather to
prolong than curtail the war.

“It is part of the task which rests
on our shoulders to make Germany
feel that our navy holds her by the
throat. In this general resolve we cer-
tainly shall never waver. We shall
| do everything in our power to lessen
| the grave disadvantages which such

cent neutrals and inoffensive freights,
' but the great aim of our activity must
be secured at whatever cost,and Great
Britain has to recognize that in the
snergeiic prosecution of the war by
land and sea she is doing her duty
both to hersclf and her allies.”

burning villages and towns. It is ac-
comoanied also by continual mani-
fastoes of terrorism implicity obey-
ed. Firing has been proceeding from
that .town—it must be burned to the
ground. Resistance has arisen in an-
other village from which hostages
have been taken—thoseé hostages
must be immediatelv shot. There 18
rumor of shots in this hamlet—let all
w'thin it, the store of loot, the honor
of women, and even of children, be
given up to the tender mercies of the
soldiery.
One cains sometimes the general
impression of a race like the Mar-
tians descznding upon a humanity in-
capable of resistance and simply wip-
ing it out without anger and without
regret; sometimes that of men en-
chained in a. system clearly estab-
lished, a rational Terror, by which
spponents are scientifically and de-
liberately reduced to non-resistance
and desp2ir; som&times of mere
masses of men’ stumbling along the
high roads, dusty, thirsty, maddened
by the heat and the actual and visi-
ble realities of wart. and with blopd-
shot, uncomprehending eyes, destroy-
ing old men and women and children |
and the edifices which have been!
raised through centuries by the kind-|
ly labor of man. This invasion wi11|
surely reckon, in the days to come,,
as one of the worst nightmare dreams |
of the human race. ’ |

The complete aimlessness of so
much of these murders becomes evi-
dent in the evidence. “We were or-|
dered to shoot the women,” says one |
Westphalian prisoner. “When the!
mother was dead, the major gave the |
order to shoot the child, so that the
child shouid not be left alone in the|
world,” which was accordingly done.!
Some are quite scandalized at the
lcoting, others at the drunkenness;
others—more religious—believe that
all these things will bring down upon
thcm the wrath of God. “At Leffe
nineteen civilians shot. Women beg-
ging for mercy as we marched to-
wards the Meuse.” At Dinant about
a hundred men or more were huddled
together and shot. A horrible Sun-
day.” “We arrive at the village of
Batten. The whole village is in
flames. Women, children and old
men stand at the end of the villaze
weeping and holding up their hands. |
A dreadful moment for me, and my |
eyes fll up with tears.”

“In a general way,” is the verdict

One officer sees a burming
village as the burning of Valhalla. in
the = Gotterdammerung— a magnifi-
cent but heartbreaking sight.” “A day
of rest,” is one cheerful summary. “I
play the piano and we loot steadily.”

Perhaps the most hideous tale 1s
that which describes the end of Saint-
Maurice and its inhabitants, “pun-

soldiers. “The village was surround-
ed, men posted about a yard from one
another, so that no one could get out.
Then the Uhlans set fire to it, house
by house. Neither man, woman nor
child could escape; only the greater
part of the live stock we carried off,
as that could be used. Anyone who
ventured to come out was shot down.
All the inhabitants left in the viliage
burned with the houses.” But one
vignette picture will summarize it all
—in its simplicty and its surprise. ‘I
remember,” wrote K Prvate Gerhold,
“and see the moment (of the entry
into Belgium) always before me. The
whole village was in flames, doors
and windows shattered, everything
lying on the ground in the street, save
one little house; before the door
stood a poor woman with six chil-
dren, holding up her hands to implore
mercy. And day after day it is the
same thing.”

So the hideous tcie goes on of the
effect or organized Terrorism upon a
conscript army, until the best men
are sickened of it, and even. relate
their disgust and others are turned
into brutes. They visit this calamity
on a land with which they had no
quarrel and amongst a people to
whom they had guaranteed immniunity
from invasion. We need continual-
ly to remember that the German
policy of “‘Terrorism” has succeeded,
and not failed; that they have for
the time conquered and coerced Bel-
gium by tearing up treaties and con-
ventions that they apear to have
demonstrated that “frightfulness
pays. “I am hungry, but give me no
meat. I am thirsty, but drink can-
not satisfy me!” cries M. Cammaerts,
“Let me only see the hour come that
shall pays for all.” No peace is pos-
sible until Belgium is restored; until
reparation is exacted for ruined cities
and lives massacrgd; until any such
hell’s excursion as that of a  year
ago is made impossible.” *This
method of making war is absolutely
barbarous,” ’writes one diary. e
wonder how he can have the face to
rail at the conduct of the Russians
when we are behaving much worse in
France;; at every opportunity, on one
pretext or another, we pillage and
burn. But God is just and sees every-
thing. ‘Seine Muhlen mahlen langsam,
aber schrecklich klein.”” The mills of
God will grind “exceeding small” the
rave or nation who planned and car-
ried out this seemingly successful
outrage; believing Him dead or asleep
of a German. And amid the noise of
Germany’s retribution, we shall not
only see a Belgium risen from the
dust, and have vindicated a public law
which declares that international
agreements solemnly ratified shall not
be flung away. Above all. we shall
have demonstrated that the doctrine
that “Terror pays” or is “in the end
more humane,” is a doctrine which
will bring ruin to any state whnich at-
tempts to apply it in action.
