Dawson’s Water System,

This winter a part of the city will be
supplied with water from the water
Company’s pipes, and the other part
can get its water in the time-honored
[ way—by Teans of a barrel, a dog téam
and an enterprising ‘man or boy from
the Yukon.

The water company expect to be able
to keep open the main on Second avenue,
also on Harper street, and of course
along the route of the pipe from the
pumping station. In order to keep the
hydrants along Second ave. from freez-
ing they have been housed over, and
air tight heating stoves have been
placed within the houses, a man patrols
the street day and night to see that the
fires are kept burning, and it is hoped
that by this means and by the sinking
of the pipes, encased in wooden pipes,
two feet below the surface, that the
service can be maintained to that ex-
tent at least. A tank holding several
hundred gallons of water and raised 12
feet off the ground, is placed at the
corner of Second avenue and Third
street, and from this will be drawn the
supply of water for the other end of
town, that is, of course, for those who

advantage in this over the dog team
system of bringing it from the river in
the first instance,

At the same corner provision has been
made for furnishing water to two lines
of standard size fire hose.
