Statistics furnished to-day by the wat-
erworks department of the amount of
water pumped before and after the
break at the Beach pumping station are
interesting, showing just what the city
can do in an emergency in the way of
reducing the water consumption. On
August 23rd, two days before the 2,500,
000-gallon pump was crippled, 8,500,000
gallons were pumped. The following
day this was increased to 8,775,000. The
figures are not given for the day of the
accident, but on the 26th, the engines
pumped 9,225,000 gallons. That after-
noon the engineer’s order cutting off
lawn sprinkling and street watering and
appealing to the citizens to bhe sparing
in the use of water was issued and on
Friday the amount pumped dropped to
7,175,000 gallons, a reduction ot about
1,500,000. The City Hall officials are
satisfied that they have the situation
well in hand now and the Board of
Works department expects to resume
street watering at night this week. The
matter is being taken up with the Wat-
erworks Department.

Grimsby Park, Aug. 30.—At a meeting
of the cottage owners of Grimsby Park,
held in the Temple on Saturday after-
noon, an almost unanimous agreement
was entered into by them with Mr. Har-
ry H. Wylie, manager of the Beachland
Realty Company, of Cleveland, whereby
if that company should acquire the as-
sets. and property of the Grimsby Park
Company, Limited, within six months,
the cottage holders bind themselves for
all time to come to the following ar-
rangements:

The company agrees to provide effici-
ent service for the removal of garbage,
to supply water from the lake and main-
tain sufficient hose, carts, etc., for ade-
quate fire protection. '
The company shall maintain the elec- |
tric lights on the streets, avenues and
terraces, also the wells and springs now
on the park

A proper caretaker shall be maintain-
ed on the grounds the year round,
whose duty it will be to keep an over-
sight of the properties of the subserib-
ers. For these services, from June 15
to September 15th of each year the sub-
scribers agree to pay the company the
following rates:

For every vacant lot not used in con-
nection with a cottage, $1 per year;
for every vacant cottage, %6 per year;
for every cottage oceupied one month
or less, $10 per year; for every cottage
occupied more than one month, $13 per
year.

Mayor McLaren this morning called
a special meeting of the City Coun-
cil for 4 o'clock this afternoon to deal
with annexation.

RICE AND PLUMS.

Two cupfuls of milk, two ounces of
rice, one heaping tablespoonful of sugar,
and one teaspoonful of vanilla. Put
the milk into a saucepan on the fire and |
when it boils add the rice, well washed, |
sprinkling it into the boiling milk. Add |
sugar and vanilla. The mixture should )
be just thick enough to pour into a wet
mould. Leave it in mould until cold,

then loosen around the edge, shake gent-

ly, and turn out on a pretty dish. Ar

FRUIT CUP.

This is a good dish when cantaloupes
are high priced. Fill sherbet glasses |
with cantaloupes scooped out with a
teaspoon. Sprinkle this with (hoppml1
mint leaves, and pour over it a little |
grape juice or grape fruit juice.

FRUIT MUSH.

Fruit mushes served cold are gener-
ally appreciated in place of the usual
cereal. Blackberries, currants or rasp-
berries are suitable as a foundation.
Slowly heat the fruit until scalded, then
press out the juice. Put it into a double
boiler; sweeten to taste. To each pint
add one tablespoonful of farina and
cook, stirring frequently for three-quar-
ters of an hour. Pour into one large
mould or into individual moulds and set
aside till morning.

COLD TOMATO CATSUP.

One peck ripe tomatoes chopped fine,
one teacupful of salt, one teacupful of
black mustard seed, one teacupful of
chopped onions, one teacupful of brown
sugar, three tablespoonfuls of celery
seed, two tablespoonfuls of black pep-
per, two teaspoonfuls -of mixed cinna-
mon, one teaspoonful of mixed cloves,
three pints of cold strong vinegar, horse
radish to taste. This is easily made, re-
quires no cooking, and keeps indefinitely
if corked tight.

COLD CHILE SAUCE.

One peck vipe tomatoes; peel, chop
and drain one and one-half cupfuls
chopped celery, six large onions chopped,
four red peppers chopped, one cupful
mustard seed, one-half cupful salt, one
tnbleapnnnfnl cinnamon, three pints of
vinegar, two pounds brown sugar. Put
this in glass jars, screw the tops on
tight, and keep in a cool dark place.

He declares that the honesty
and good character of an ordinary Lon-
don constable is taken to be as sure as
that of the Prime Minister. The London

which he accepts as a matter of course,
and in return he rules them kindly, firm
Iy, and with a dignity all but regal. Un
der more or less constant observanee of
the foree day and night, he never saw

*one of them talk to a citizen, man or
woman, unless to answer formally and
even somewhat brusquely the questions
asked. Conversing with a policeman in-
fracts a rule, and to harbor a policeman
indoors when he should be on duty with
out is a misdemeanor. He is specially
careful not to flirt, or speak to women,
good or bad, and he is as impersonal to
the unfortunates who parade the Strand
at night and kindred thoroughfares as a
chiurch-steeple. He allows the citizen
the largest liberty, and is not trying to
make work for hifjgelf. There is an im-
pression in Hamilton that some of our
policemen are at times over-anxious to
make arrests for trifling misdemeanors,
As to the station houses and police-cells,
Mr. McAdoo makes a statement which
may interest our Police Commissioners,
He says:

The station houses are so much better
than those of New York that compari
son would be odious, The worst station
louses in New York would not be per-
ntitted for a day, and the best station
houses are not equal to the good ones in
London. They are very plainly, sub-
stantially but comfortably furnished, and
the sanitary conditions are excellent.
The cells have large, high ceilings, are
well ventilated and lighted and the
walls are tiled. They are never crowded
with prisoners. Drunken men and wo-
men are well taken care of. [That would
please Jim Livingston,] They are never
placed in berths, for fear they may roll
out, but are carefully placed on the floor,
As the station houses, like the other

_ buildings, are not high, there is plenty
of direct fresh air coming in at the top.
Indeed, the cells are much more com-
fortable than many rooms at English

running water and the corridor is well
lighted from the outside.

Admiral of the Fleet Sir Edward Sey-
mour to command the British squad-

Fulton celebration in New York. No
choice could more  fittingly convey

our sense both of the importance of
the occasion to the people of the Un-
fted States and the special interest
which it will have for their kindred
in this quarter of the world

“Bir Edward Seymour is one of the
most distinguished of British Ad-
mirals.

BUDGET FIGHT.

GOVERNMENT READY FOR FIGHT
BEFORE THE COUNTRY.

A “Regrettable Occurrence’’—British
Chancellor Actually Showed Mem.
orandum to Press Before Members
of House Saw It.

London, Aug. 20.—The Government's
budget campaign through the country

Lloyd-George, Chancellor of the Exche-
uer, and his associates, have gained con-
fidence in the success of a stand-up fight
over the financial questions before the
country if the House of Lords rejects
the hill.

Mr. Lloyd-George, Chaneellor of
the Exchequer, is leaving mno stone
unturned in his efforts to obtain sup-
port for his budget proposals. During
the week he has given interviews to two
Opposition papers, which in itself is an
extraordinary proceeding for a British
Minister of his rank, and to a Liberal
paper he gave a copy of an important
memorandum before a single member of
the House could see it.
