Where the City Comes in on the Ques- |

tion of a Wider Market For
This Produce

i The diversified products of mixed
| farming. such as dairy supplies, poul-
'try, eggs. vegetables, stc., are perish-
|abie to a much greater extent than
| the products of grain farming. The
fquesuon naturally arises, therefore,
| where will the products of the miwed
farm of the West be sold? The mar-
| ket must be pear‘at hand to get the
| best resulfs, as many of the products
iof the diversified farmer cannot be
shipped to advantage over long dis-
tances. The Saskatchewan: Farmer
call attention to the marke. problem
in its August 1ssue. It emphasizes the
fact that production must pot be al-
lowed to get too far ahead of market»‘
ing facilities. To quote the Saskatche-
wan farmer: “Forty farmers mixed,
tributary to a village with a popula-
| tion of 500 cannot find 2 home market
(for all the butter, eggs, potatoes, and
vegetables that they could readily pro-
duce. If 50 per cent. of the farmers
in Saskatchewan engaged in mixed
farming they would soon glut the mar-
kets of every city, town anc village
in Saskatchewan. It is quite evident
that the tide of mixed farming is ris.
ing. Not only are mauny farmers pro-
ducing for sale other products than
| grain, but a large number are now
supplying their own wants i1 the way
|of butter, eggs, meat and vegetables.
| Those who are doing so are very ma-
| terially reducing the cost of their liv-
ing. The question is: Are we prepar-
 ing for a full tide of production of
mixed farming products?

The development of manufacturing
| centres throughout the Prairie Provin-
ces will provide the best kind of mar-
ket for the products of the new mixed
farms. It is well that attention is
being directed to marketing facilities
this early in the development of mixed
farming. Efforts should be made to
have the products of the farm reach
the toiler in the new Western factory
by the most direct route and in the
shortest time. Eliminate the middle-
man should be the slogan of the mixed
farmer and his urban customer.

Factory growth in the West will be
more rapid than ever in the next ten
years under the present trade policy,
and it is altogether likely that the host
of workmen, who will be required to
man the new industries, along with
their wives and families, will consume
all the food supplies the Western far-
mer can raise.

THE COST OF LIVING

The Fiscal Policy has Little Effect—
High Prices Universal To-day

'll is frequently asserted In these
days, when everybody is discussing the
high cost of living, that the country's
tarift policy accounts for a great part
of the increase. Careful examination
of the economic history of not only
Canada and the United States, but
also of European countries shows .hat
eras of high prices have prevailed
under low tariff and low prices under
high tariff, as well as high prices
under high tariff. Under certain con-
ditions the tariff may be a factor in
the cost of living, but as far as manu-
facturing products {2 Canada are con-
cerned statistics do not support the
contention that the products of tariff
protected industries in Canada are in-
creasing in price.

In 1878 one of Ca-.ada's pioneer
carriage companies produced about 30
buggies, which they s0ld from $160
to $170 each. In 1911 their output was |
15,000, and they were able to offer |
the farmer a buggy at $85 that was
vastly superior to the ore they used |
to recelve $170 for. In 1878 the price |
of sugar was nine cents per poundi
retail. To-day it is :ix or seven cents.
Binders in 1878 sold from $275 to $300, |
while to-day the farmer i{s able to get
a better binder in every respect and
that will do the same work for $125.
Reapers that sold for $100 in 1878 are
retalling to-day at $60 to $65. In view
of these facts and numerous other
examples that could be quoted, it
evident that the cost
of living has not increased very much
by reason of the increased cost of
manufactured goods.

' AGRICULTURAL CONDITIONS |
THROUGHOUT CANADA

| |

Ottawa. November 15.—The Census
and Statistics Office has issued y
the usual bulletin upon agi 1
conditions lhmugho’~ 8 re-
ported by correspondents at the end
of October. The report gives esti-
mates of the areas, yields and values
of root and fodder crops, of the area
sown to fall wheat for next year's
harvest, of the proportions of plouzh-
ing completed this fall and of the
acreage summer fallowed in 1913.

The total area under root and fod-
der crops (potatotes, turnips, man-
golds, ete., hay and clover, alfalfa,
fodder, corn and sugar beets) is
placed at 8,693,000 acres and the total
value of the products from this area
at $187.399,100. 'The estimated total
viells and values of these crops are.
potatoes 76,720,000 bushels, value $37.-
379, 000; turnips and other roots T73.-
090,600 bushels, value $20,103,000;
hay and clover 10,050,000 tons, \'nlut‘!
$114.789,000; fodder corn 2,436, 300/
tons, value $11,273,500; alfalfa 251,
700 tons, value $2,895,600 and sugar
beets 161.000 tons value $959.000.
These “figures are provisional, as
finally corrected returns, based on ‘he
Census of 1911, will be available for
publication at the end of ‘he year.!
The average yields per acre for the
Deminion  are  reported as 16585
bushels for potatoes as compared with
172.19 Dbushels last vear, 35412
bushels for turnips and other roo's
as compared with 40251, 1.32 ton for
hay and clover as compared with 1.47
ton, 8.64 tons for fodder corn as com-
pared with 10.26, and 2.44 ‘ons for
alfalfa as compared with 2.79. It
will be recalled that last year's we'
season was especially favourable for
roots and fodder crops.

In quaiity all these crops are mark-
ed as about 90 or above 90 per cent. of
the standard, excepting fodder corn
which is 85.

The potato yield is highest in New
Brunswick. 244 bushels, and lowest in
Ontario, 119 bushels. The area esti-
mated to be sown to fall wheat for the
crop of 1914 totals 1,006,700 acres as
compared with 1,086,800 acres, the
area estimated to have been sown in |
1912 for 1913. This represents a net
diminution for the five provinces of
Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Al-
berta and British Columbia of 80, 100
acres or 737 per cent Ontario
where neal.y seven tenths of the
crop is grown remains practically
stationary the estimated total reduc-
tion being only 2,000 acres from 696,
000 acres. There is a diminution of
1,100 acres in the two_provinces of
Manitoba and British Columbia, offse:
by an increase of 6,000 acres, making
78.000 acres im Saskatchewan. The

CANADA'S ADVERSE
BALANCE OF TRADE

Is Largely a Thing of the Past---
Exports Increasing while Im-

ports are on the Decline

(Mackintosh’s Investment News)

{Canada, in common with the world,

James Barnhart, who pleaded guilty | was passing through a period of finan !

icial stringency, a great deal of em-
phasis was laid upon Canada’'s so-call-
ed adverse balance of trade. It was
pointed out that this country present-
ed one of the most dangerous fields in
the world owing to the wonderful
presperity and expansion which had
!characterized her during the previous
dozen yvears. There was a general be-
lief expressed by Canada’s critics that
the pendulum would swing in the op-
posite direction and that this country

would suffer severely from business'

depression. To substantiate their ar-
guments, they pointed out the laree
excess of imports over exports
concluded therefrom that Canada had
a heavy adverse balance of trade. It
was pointed ocut that for the fiscal
vear 1912-13 our imports totalled
$691,943,515, while our exports were
but little more than half, amoun‘ing
to $293,232,057.

Admitting the truth of
ments that Canada had an adverse
balance of trade, it interestinz to
note that in the first six months of
the fiscal year 1913-14, which ended
30th September last Canada's
trade amounted to $551.987,000 as
compared with $596.265.000 for the
corresponding year. The. chief point
to be emphasized, however was the
relation of imports to exports. For
the six months just ended, our ex-
ports have been growing faster than
cur imports. The exportz for the six
months of the present year amounted
to $211,000,000 as ccmpared with
$178.000.000  for the cerrespondiny
period cof 1912, or an increase of $33.
000,000, During the same period, our
imperts only increasel from $328.000.-
000 to $340,000,000, a gain of but $12.-
000,000, For the month of Septem-
ber itself, this tendency is even more
marked. While our total trade in-
creased frem $£87.000,000 to $95,090,000
actually declined from $5
to $54,000,000, while exporis
gain of from " 20,000.000t0
In other words the adverse
balance of trade, which has been
frequently commented upon by hostile
critics, becoming a thing of tae
and Canada, instead cf borrow-
money to pay her lebts, sell-
ing her natural prrduu:wnd thereby
redeeming her obligations.—Journal
of Cemmerce and Shareholder.
