THE GOAL AT WHICH THE LIBERAL

Haviog thus considered the sys-
tem of taxation in the United King-
dom, the different heads under
which it is paid and the amounts
collecied nnder each, the results in
Canada, if the Liberals were given
power to carry out their policy of
approximating to that goal, may be
estimated with a olose appr3ach to
Accuracy .

Assuming the amount to be raised
by taxation to be $28,221,415, the
average of the last five years, qus-
toms snd excise duties on tobaceo
and intoxicating liqguors would be
called upon to contribute $14,111,
000.

Customs duties on tes, coffee, co-
coa and chocolate would have to
yield $1,282800. This was and
still is a favorite tax of Sir R-ehard
Cartwright, because, as we do not
produce these articles, the whole
duty must be paid by the consumers
without any reduction of price through
domestic competion, and witheut
aiding any Canadian industry. Every
family in the land would have to
contribute to this amount, but not
equally, for it is notorious that the
largest consumers of these beverages
are among the poorer people. ;

Customs duties on dried fruit,
raisins, carrants, &c., would Le called
upon for $141,000. These articles
are in- much the same position as tea
and coffee, gnd the tax would “be
similarly oppressive.

Amozg the excise duties would be
4 payment by railways to the amount
of $94,000, which would assuredly be
collscted . by the companies from
their customers in i fares
and freigbts.

Last, but not least, comes direct
taxation—the house, land, property,
and income taxes—required to pro-
duce $5 926,500 Every farmer
would have‘?ﬁs broad acres lying open
to the tax collector, every thrifty me-
chanic having, as many have, a little
home of his own, would have to pay
his quota, every business or profes-
sional man would be subject to this
inquisitorial and most odious of ali
taxes. -

There would remain other customs
and excise duties. and miscellaneous
small taxes to yield the required $1,-
962,600.. A yearly tax upon your
carriage,. upon your dog (ualess you
are a shepLerd or catile drover or
blind man), upon playing cards, for
‘selling candy, for using a crest or
arms, for carrying a gun or pistol,
for employing a man servant, for
sbooting game. Sach are a few of
these muliifarious petty demands
from the tax collector.

This is ' the system of taxation
which' Mr. Laurier aims to establish
in Canada, and to which he intends
to approximate as rapidly as posssible,
if the people give him the opportu-
nity. .

In this calculation the duties on
tobacco and intoxicating liquors have
been taken as bearing the same pro-
portion to the total taxation as in the
United Kingdom, but at present they
yield only $r10,000,000. It will
bardly be suggested that the con-
sumption should be increased, and
the duties could not be raised mate-
rially without inducing a great
amount of smuggling. If under
these circumstances the revenue from
this source could not be augmented
and had to be distributed among the
others, the modified - table would
stand as follows :—

It might be found that some of
these sources of reyenue belong to
the Provinces rather than the Do-
minion, and some from the different
circumstances might not yield so well
as in the old country. The British
Chancellor of the Exchequer when
in a difficulty puts another peony on
the . income tax, and no doubt Sir
Richard Oartwright would gladly, in
a similar manner, have recourse to
increased direct taxation.
Sometimes when at a loss to say
how they will raise the necessary tax-
ation, the Opposition suggest vaguely
that they may reduce expenditure
and so require less taxes. The Lib-
eral leaders, under the same financial
authority, were given a trial in the
Dominion, and they did not reduce
expenditure and taxation. Their
friends are, or have been, in power in
every province except British Colum-
bia. In none of them have they de-
creased expenditure or taxation; in
every one of them they have in-
creased expenditure and taxation.
Nothing better could be expected
from them if they were in power at
Ottawa.
The fact is the taxation is not ex-
cessive nor greater than is required
for the service of the country and its
people. The taxation in the United
Kingdom is $9.78 a head, in France
it is $11.92, in Germany $6.32, in
Austria-Hungary $6 67, in Austra-
lasia it is $12.49, while in Canada it
is only $5.01. In‘the United States
it is $4.26, but to this has to be
added the States’ direct taxation to

In their petitions they said, among
other things, as practical farmers, we
cannot but: view with regret our mat-
kets filled with American produce
free of duty, while Canadian farm
produce is heavily tixed when sent
into the United States markets.

rate of d?!{y be levied on all agricul
tural products coming into the Do-
minion from foreign countries that is
imposed by said foreign countries
upon our prodyce.

- The Liberals were in power in
1878, and would pay no attention to
this protest against the jug-handled
free trade that allowed the entry of
foreigners’ product to compete with
ours, but could give no advantage to
Canadian products in other countries.

" This is the kind of free trade Mr.
Laurier would restore.

But bad as the one-sided arrange-
ment was for our farmers previous to
1878, it would be still worse now.
The Western States have been pro-
ducing more and more from year to
year, so that the comp#fition would be
much keener now than then. ;

Even with a tariff duty as it is now,
ranging from 20 to 6o per cent.,
there was imported for home con-
sumption into Canada of ‘farm pro-
ducts to the amount of upwards of
$5,000 000 in 1895, depriving the
Canadian farmer of his home mar-
ket to that amount.

9,862,265 bushels of grain came
into Canada for home consumption
in 1878 —nearly 18,000,000 pounds
of meats. What would be the im-
portations to-day with free trade in
farm products as it was then ?

Farmers of Canada, are you pre-

Efforts to Secure Reciprocity
with the United States.

THE USELESSNESS OF THE RECIPROCITY
CRY DEMONSTRATED.

Efforts have been made from time
to time by Canada, both before
and since Confederation, to secure
reciprocity with the United States, the
principal steps taken being as follows :
A list of these efforts, almost all of
which have failed, is the best answer
to the Liberal cry that they will get
reciprocity if they are returned to
power.

The fact is that time after time,
year after year, Government after
Government, bave made faithful ef-
forts to secure fair trade relations
with the United States.

The Americans have refused.

They have shown no signs recent-
that they bave relented. Indeed,
the American people are guarding
now more stongly than ever their
home markets.

The Liberal cry that they, if re-
turned to power, will get reciprocity,
is simply an election cry.

The duty of Canadians is to guard
their own markets until they get a
fair share of other markeis in return
for -what they give others.

That is the Conservative policy.

Major Walker, one of those un
seated, spent over $1c,n00.  Thir-
teen gf his supporters were reported
by the court for disqualification. 1t
was one of them, Madiver, who wrote
to a friend :(— “ Come along John:
come and help us put down bribery
and corruption. Vote for Walker,”
adding. * Tear this up and burn it.
Come along, John; we have lots of
money.” The judge declared the
corruption was unprecedented in his
experience. Another agent, Dr.
Haggarty, confessed, “ I spent be-
tween $500 and $60o0. About $300
I spent in treating and influencing.”
He was rewarded by the Mackenzie
Administration with a position in the
North-west. Ccl. Walker’s reward
came from the Mowats Administra-
tion, a registrarship.

Mr. H. H. Cook, who was unseat-
ed for bribery, confessed to spending
$28,000 in two elections. *In 1871
I spent $13,000, in 1872 $15,000 ;
in 1874 my expenditure was much
smaller.” The Hon. D. Mills gave
bim (after their defeat of 1878) an
enormous timber limit in the North-
west.

Mr. Malcolin C. Cameron, unseat-
ed for bribery, confessed in court to
spending from $10,000 to $14,000.
In a pamphlet he boasted :—1I spent
time and money in carrying South
Ontario and defeating an ex-Misister
of the Crown.” He also confessed :—
“] spent $6 0o0q-in contesting Rus-
sel, which contest I claim to have
had a good effect in subsequently se-
curing that constituency for the Re-
form party.”

In the same election of 1874, the
manager of the Ontario Bank, by in-
structions from the Hon. John Simp-
sou, President, wrote to customers of
the bank a letter, in which it was
said :—* We are largely interested in
the success of the present Govern-
ment, and its continuance in power
will add largely to the success and
prosperity of the bank.” The writer
then urged the person to whom the
letter was addressed to yote and work
for the Liberal candidate. Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright did not fail to hand
over the anticipated reward, for he
greally increased the Government
deposits in the bank, not bearing in-
terest. Mr. Simpson’s own descrip-
tion in court of his proceedings was:
“I mesmerized them in batches of
15 or 16, and turned roo that night
at Glen's.”

It was the same Hon. John Simp-
son te whom the Hon, George
Brown, the great chief of the
party wrote in reference to a
Provincigl election. — “ We must
make a big push on polling day:
will you come down handsomely 2”
Mr. Justice Wilson declared of Mr.
Geo. Brown’s letter :—“ It is a letter
written for corrupt purposes, to inter-
fere with freedom of election, Itisan

with some others and the writer,
to concur in committing bribery and
corruption at the polls.” Voters,
these are the gentlemen who want to
get into power tb raise the standard
of political purity.
