On Tuesday, before the budget 
debate was resumed, Hon. Mr. 
Guthrie, Solicitor General, pre­
sented to the Rouse a very com­
prehensive and learned report of 
A special committee oi parlia­
ment, that had been appointed to 
enquire into and report upon 
sedition and seditious propagan­
da in Canada. The Hon. Soli­
citor General, in the course of 
his somewhat lengthy and ad­
mirable repoit, made it quite 
plain that there was in this Do­
minion no small amount of sedi­
tious sentiment, and that sedi­
tious propaganda, by means of 
literature and otherwise, had 
been very extensively indulged 
in, and the report advised that it 
was ot paramount importance 
that such amendments should be 
made to the law of Canada as 
would- energetically deal with 
this seditious propaganda. The 
debate on the budget was con­
tinued by speakers on both sides 
of the House. The best speaker 
on the opposition side was Dr, 
Belland, who, as our readers are 
aware, had been for upwards ni1 
three years a war prisoner in 
Germany, This was Dr. Bell 
and’s first speech of any length 
since taking his seat in the House, 
at the opening of the present 
session. He is a man of consi 
siderable ability, and quite elo­
quent and polished in his speech

He re­
turned to Canada in company 
with the Prime Minister. His 
contribution to the debate on 
this occasion was not long, but 
it was extremely pointed and 
effective. In clear cut terms he 
pointed out that, whatever pre­
dilections anyone might have re­
garding tariff reform or other 
public questions, this was not a 
time to discuss any such differ­
ences. What was wanted now 
was unanimity and support for 
the government, in the arduous 
work in which they were yet 
engaged in connection with the 
war. This was still a war per­

As Mr. Crerar was the Agri­
cultural representative from 
Manitoba in the government, 
Mr. Calder, Minister of Iraigra- 
tion and Colonization, is the re­
presentative of like interests from 
Saskatchewan. He replied to 
the speech of Mr. Crerar, and in 
most emphatic language pointed 
out that his previous politics, his 
joining the cabinet and his posi­
tion in the government were 
similar to those of Mr. Crerar;

“ ‘Ah, too well I know the 

force of this objection ! And 
how often have I not wished 
that in this wonderful age of 
ours some genius would discover

upward and saw hanging on the 
wall a picture of the “Mater 
Dolorosa,”—a sad, sweet face 
which appeals to everyone for 
the deep intensity of resigned 
sorrow, and yet which more 
strongly makes an appeal *o 
Catholic hearts; for it suggests 
the foot of the cross and the 
great part played by the Second 
Eye in the redemption of man­
kind.

“I thought of Bethlehem and 
the Shepherds, and saw the 
young Mother with adoring love 
bending over the crib where her 
Child—our God—lay asleep. I 
saw the Wise Men coming with 
their presents of gold, frankin­
cense and myrrh; and saw them 
fall down and adore the. Child 
whom Mary presented to them; 
and I saw that Mary’s knee was 
Jesus’ throne when first the hom­
age was paid Him which was 
His due. I heard the Wise Men 
tell the Mother of their journey 
and its difficulties, and how all 
was forgotten when they gazed 
on the blessed face of Jesus. I 
heard them tell her this and 
more, that, treasuring it up in 
her heart, she might in after 
days, when the child was grown, 
repeat the story. And I could 
not but think that, after our 
painful journey through the 
desert of this life, we should for­
get all the perils passed when 
Mary would show us the blessed 
face of Jesus.

will control our vagrant fancies, 
and subdue our wandering mem­
ories ? For it had been hard to 
think of au'ght else when such 
thoughts came almost unbidden. 
And I dare assert that po more 
fervent prayers- were ever said 
than those which come straight 
from our hearts to otr lips as th* 
story, of Good Friday unfolds it* 
self to us, or Mary’s place in 
God’s scheme comes out in de­
tail.’
