It
will not succeed. The policy of ruin
that the Government has pursued ever
since it assumed power is fully ap-
preciated by the people.

Think
of this and remember that there are
obligations amounting to millions of
dollars still to be met under Reid’'s
Contracts and that day after day Reid
is running up a bill for railway con-
struction against us which must be
paid when he calls for the money.
More money must be borrowed next
vear.

Song Writer.

A fortnight or more ago there died
in Buxton, England. one whose
songs have been sung the world over
for years, but whose name and per-
sonality were Rnown to very few.
He was the author of that splendid
song, “The Holy City,” which breathes
the very soul air of Christianity and
the Resurrection. His nom de plume
Adams,” but his real
Michael Maybrick, he
being a brother-in-law of the famous
Mrs. Florence Maybrick, who was
condemned to death for poisoning her
husband and whose case was taken

up with such zest by prominent Am-
ericans at the time. The result of
that agitation was the commutation
of the death sentence to life impris-
onment, and the Maybrick children
were taken by their uncle and
brought up in ignorance of their par-
entage. Mr. Michael Maybrick was
born in 1844, at the age of eight he
learned to play the piano well, and
at fifteen became the organist of St.
Peter's Cathedral Church, in Liver-
pool. At the same time he began
composing anthems, and having a
fine voice, he soon afterwards became
prominent on the concert platform
and the operatic stage, making thei
grand tour in 1871. During this |
tour, while confined to bed by a se- !
vere cold, he wrote “A Warrior Bold”
which immediately became popular.
A few days afterwhrds he composed |
that beautiful song reminiscent of the
sea, “Nancy Lee,” in some ways the
best sailor song ever written. For
the former song he received five shil-
lings from a publisher who quickly
made a fortune out of it. Mr, May-
brick teok the song “Nancy Lee” to
a publisher of the significant name of
Boosey, who refused the requested
twenty guineas for it. The author
therefore took his manuscript away
with -him and sang the song at a
concert. ih St. James’ Hall, London.
and Mr. Boosey oﬁéred one hundred
guineas forf it. Mr. Maybrick refus-
ed, however, and published it on the
Vm,\'ulr\ plan, making thousands of
pounds by the tremendous sale of the

piece. Among other notable songs
produced by bim may be named
“Thora,” “Long Live the King"
“Valley- by the Sea,” “Children of

the City,” “Midshipmite,”, “The Blue
Alsatian Mountains,” “Little Hero,”

“The Maid of the AMll” and “The

Holy City.”

Of course, these are but a few of a
great number of pieces composed by
him. For many years he had lived
at Ryde, Isle of Wight, and had
been mayor of the city five times.
He was chairman of the Isle of
Wight County Hospital, and was ac-
tive in municipal politics, ecricket,
(’V_‘\'(:ling and yachting. Through allq
his work he maintained the high
level of Iyricism and his noble pieces
helped. to save the English speaking
world from being entirely given over
to the unspeakable reign of “rag-
time.” Not only were his airs of
stately melody and pleasing harmony
but his verses were genuinely poeti-
cal, not mere 1hythmical balderdash
wherein the tane is everything and
the words mere “filling,” like coble-
stones set in a golden setting. The
verse as well as the music of “The
Holy City,” is stately and moving,
expréssive of sublime emotions:

President Coaker
Expels Capt. Yates
From the F. P. U.

This morning’s News publish-
ed a letter, signed A. Yates, in
which the President of the F. P.
U. was vilified and slandered
because Captain Yates was not
taken as a Candidate in the com-
ing election. His statements are
untrue and show that it is well

he was not accepted as a Candi-
date, as his true value is exhib-

ited in his letter; and such weak-
kneed men would be a nuisance
to the Union if returned to the
Assembly.

He was always a Tory and al-
ways disliked Sir Robert Bond.
When he was selected at Little
Bay Island two years ago he
stated that he was willing to re-
tire at any time if it would be
required. He was present at
Bonavista and voted for the re-
solutions empowering the Presi-
dent to enter into an arrange-
ment with any party, and did not
raise his voice against it as the
resolution passed ' unanimously.
and reads as follows:—

Whereas this Council has held
2 secret session to consider the
political situation;

And Whereas the President
has explained the situation;

Be it Therefore Resolved that
this Council hereby empower
President Coaker to enter into
negotiations in view of securing
the co-operation of the party
most sympathetic to the E. P.
U.'s proposals, and leave the de-
cicion to his discretion; failing
to arrange with existing parties
the President is empowered to
organize a new political party to
contest every district; and in the
event of such to release our se-
lected candidates from their
oath.

He also voted for an amend-
ment in the very section of the
Constitution that he falsely
quoted in his letter, and the
imended section that he .voted
for and which was unanimously
adopted read as follows:

63.—Candidates of the Union
Party must be members of. the
Union in good standing. They
shall be nominated by the re-
spective District Councils sub-
ject to the approval of the Pre-
sident of the Union. When se-
lected, each candidate must sign
“he necessary pledge of the Su-
oreme Council and subseribe to
the oath prescribed by the Su-
preme Council, to ensure resig-
nation of the Assembly -seats
when their eonduct in the As-
iembly is not compatible with
Union principle and the interest
>f the fishermen. No member
»f the Union Party shall accept
wmy position from the Govern-
ment or any payment in any way
axcept the sessional grant and
any indemnity that the Supreme
Council may grant him. The
expenses of Union candidates
must be provided by the Union,
and every Union member must

support, vote for and assist in
every lawful way the Union can-
didates. The President shall be
the custodian of the papers re-
lating to candidates, pledges,

ete.
Captain Yates knowing this

to be a fact wilfully states that
section 63 read otherwise. We

(uote his words:—

“Now, Mr. Editor, what does

the Constitution of the F. P. U.
say on this point? I quote it for
Mr. Coaker’s benefit and for the
information of the public. Sec-
tion 63 says: ‘The Party shall
not hold more than sufficient
seats to secure the balance of
power between the Government
and Opposition parties, and no
Union member of the Assembly
shall be permitted to hold his
seat if he sit on the side of the
Government or Opposition. ”

It appears that he is not par-
;ieular as to what he states if in
Joing so he can attack the Union
wnd President Coaker. There
wvere but two candidates in the
deld, as Capt. Phillips resigned
last December, when the District
Council last met. In view of these
facts it is apparent that the F.
P. U. is well rid of such a Candi-
date, Captain Yates will prob-
ably be a Graball Candidate, as
he was invited to be one in 1908,
but owing to not having been
asked in time he ecould not ac-
sept. He, however, will have
lotd of time to consider the Grab-
Wll’s invitation this time. Presi-
lent Coaker informs us that he
aas notified all Councils that
Captain Yates has been expelled
from the Union.

Let him stand against the Lib-
wral team for Twillingate and he
vill be a wiser if poorer man
vhen the votes are counted. Un-
on men will know how to deal
vith such TRAITORS, who for
selfish ends would, if they could,
lestroy the Union in order to ap-
Jease personal animosity. Had
Yates been a consistent Union
man he would have stood by the
resolution of the Supreme Coun-
¢il and loyally endeavoured to
1id President Coaker in his ef-
forts to uplift the Fishermen.
As for giving up his schooner
‘and losing his summer that is
shildish talk, for he knows that
he could not gain anything finan-
cially if he was returned as a
Candidate, and the Union
would much sooner he continued
to run his schooner than give up
fishing. Perhaps he had his eye
on some job in event of his being
returned. It would surprise few if
such were the case, in view of
his actions and letter now under
eview. We'are of the opinion
shat the Union will be delighted
to have discovered just what
sort of a man this Yates was,
and will thank their stars that
he is not a Candidate, and that
he no longer belongs to the ranks
of the Union.

Peter Lobengula
at Death’s Door.

London, Sept. 19.—Peter = Loben-
gula, eldest son of King Lobengula of
Matabeleland, who twenty years ago
was fighting against the British forces
in Africa and was the most notable
figure after Cecil Rhodes at the great
peace indaba at the foot of the Matop-
po Hills, has just received the right
to vote in England.

He expects to die very soon beneath

this. strange man, who was once o1
African prince, later an actor in the
Hippodrome exhibition and_ then a
coal miner in the Midlands. Now he
iz slowly dying from tuberculosis.
A constable called his name at the
Pendleton Town Hall, Salford, Ilast
Thursday, and he came forward to de-
fend his right to have his name kept
on the voting list. Lobengula had
been challenged on the ground that
he was not naturalized in England,
but the objection was thrown out be-
cause the revising barrister held that
naturalization was unnecessary, as
L.obengula became a British subjcct
on the  conquest of his country.
When he was seventeen years old,
a year or two before the indaba of
1894 he was one of the chief partici-
pants in the annihilation of Major
Wilson and thirty troopers who were
oit the track of old King Lobengula.
Lobengula told the \Tribune corres-
pondent that he remembered well
bearing Wilson and the troopers sing
the British national anthem as their
death hymn shortly bcfore they were
shot down like dogs.
Lobengula came to this country as
an exile with the “Savage South Af-
rica” expedition, and then worked to
pantomine, but drifted from that to
the mines. The gruelling work and
the English climate broke down iis
rugged physique, and now the man
who might have been King from Zam-
besi to the Transvaal frontier is wast-
ing away in a little cottage, support-
ing himself and his family on two
small pensions, one of $2.50 weekly,
from the Insurance Act, and the
other a little sum given to him by the
Government on condition that he
does not go further into Africa than
Cape Town.
