CHURCHILL AT ENFIELD.
LONDON, Sept. 17. 

The first speech made public by a 
member of the cabinet since publica­
tion of the rumors of differences of 
opinion in the cabinet over the ques­
tion- of conscription, and reports that 
members, favoring conscription, 
would resigmjLinless compulsory ser­
vice was introduced within a week, 
was delivered by Churchill at Enfield 
this afternoon. It is not easy at this 
moment, he said, for a public man to 
open his mouth on any topic, for 
there are so many people who seem 
to have less to do than they ought to, 
who are engaged trying to make diffi­
culties, even more than already ex­
isted; seeking to make artificial diffi­
culties in regard to matters of great 
consequence, which should bp ap­
proached in a spirit of impartiality 
and good will. Churchill added that 
during—the past four or. five months 
the Allies had not done as well as 
they might have hoped; there had 
been events which, while not disas­
trous, were disappointments. In 
France and Flanders a series of re­
solute and Costly attacks had been 
made on the German lines. Although 
ground was gained, the lines of the 
Germans had not been pierced. In the 
Dardanelles, he said, the Allies had 
gained invaluable, ground, which led 
them toward a decisive conclusion, 
hut they had not gained the advan­
tage points which they aimed at. Then 
had come the retreat of the Russians. 
While the Russians were re-arming

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Fisherman
Dropped Dead

When Swordfish Pierced His Dory.
Louisburg, Sept. 13.—The schooner 

Stranger, of Boston, arrived yester­
day from the fishing grounds with the 
Stars and Stripes flying at half mast 
for the death of Albert Murphy, one 
of her crew, who died at sea. The 
schooner was engaged on a swordfish 
fishing trip, and was fishing about 
fifteen ’ miles off this port on Satur­
day afternoon, when the deceased 
went into a dory to haul a fish which 
had been harpooned. While running 
down to pick up another fijh the de­
ceased was heard to call, and they 
discovered he was not in the dory. 
They immediately ran alongside and 
launched another dory and hauled 
the man on board, but he showed no 
signs of life, although they worked 
on him for over an hour giving Çrst 
aid treatment. The dory was later 
picked up, and it was found that the 
bottom of the boat had' been pierced 
by the swordfish.

The captain states that they were 
three or four hundred yards from the 
man when they heard him call, and 
that he could not have been over five 
minutes in the -water, as they were 
sailing fast and the sea was very 
calm at the time. An inquest was 
held yesterday, and a verdict of heart 
failure or shotik, rendered. The man 
belonged to Roxhury, Mass., and will 
likely be buried here, on the arrival 
of his wife.

Dogs of War.

Ever since "the Germans attached a, 
team, of dogs to each Jager (rifle) bat­
talion, the employment of dogs in the 
German army has steadily increased, 

•thanks to the close co-operation of 
the military authorities with practi­
cal dog men. Foremost in this re­
spect is the Verin fur Deutsche

Scbaferhund (German Sheepdog 
Club), founded in 1889, and now hav­
ing more than 4,000 members. This 
society, whose studbooks contain up 
to now about 45,000 entries, also 
keeps a special register “in view of 
mobilization.” While already In the 
studbopks the entry of each dog is 
accompanied by an abbreviated in­
dication whether the sheepdog in 
question has been trained for police 
duty, ambulance work, patrol work, 
or domestic duties, this special war 
register gives a more detailed infor­
mation on the same points.

About 4,000 dogs are said to be on 
the register, which is carefully kept 
up to date. Side by side with the 
German Sheepdog Club exists the 
German Club for Ambulance Dogs, 
specializing, as its name indicates, 
in the breeding and training of dogs 
suitable for retrieving wounded sol­
diers. The dogs kept by members of 
the two societies form the reserve of 
the canine units of the German army, 
and their owners were warned .short­
ly before the mobilization to hold 
them in readiness for requisition by 
the army.

While the Jager battalions special­
ize in the employment of dogs for pa7 
trol and sentry duty, they are em­
ployed by other regiments as well, up 
to ten dogs being attached to each 
battalion.

The ambulance detachments, which 
form part .of each German regiment, 
have generally four ambulance dogs 
that are taken out at the same time as 
the stretcher-bearers go out. The 
breeds chiefly employed are the so- 
called German sheepdog—they actu­
ally come from Alsace and Switzer­
land—the Doberman Pinscher, the 
Airedale terrier, and more .rarejy the 
Rottweiler, a kind of cattle dog, and 
the boxer, which latter has a long 
strain of bulldog in him.

Equal Pay for
Equal Work.

A meed of justice Is to be paid to 
the patriotic women who are working 
in the munitions factories at home. 
These women are to be paid at the 
same rate as men on piece Work. The 
'announcement wap made at the Trade 
Unions Congress, in a letter written 
by Lloyd George, Minister of Muni­
tions. The principle admitted is 
economically sound. It is simply 
that of equal pay for equal work. 
The Suffragettes have contended for 
the admission of this principle for a 
long time, and have had it as a plank 
in their platform. They have now se­
cured the recognition of it, and inci- 
dently have demonstrated to them­
selves the greater effectiveness of a 
policy of moral suasion over that of 
lawlessness. It will be remembered i 
that they followed up a policy of 
frightfulness for many years, which 
instead of attaining the objects aimed 
at, exasperated the authorities and 
outraged the general public. The 
Kaiser entertained great hopes of the 
paralysis of the British Government, 
by the panic he expected from Suf­
fragette tactics. This was one of the 
many mistakes in his estimate of the 
feeling which underly British political 
parties. Mrs. Pankhurst, the leader 
of the Suffragettes, immediately war 
was declared proved she was a Bri-; 
ton first and a Suffragette afterwards, 
and did not intend the Suffragettes 
should not be used as pawns in the 
Kaiser’s foreign politics. She be­
came the most ardent of the support­
ers of the Government against the 
Germans and used the organization 
over which she presided to aid the 
Government, and was the most prom­
inent of the advocates of women en­
tering the munition factories and 
other spheres of aid to help the Gov­
ernment to fight the Germans. Now 
she and her former militant associ­
ates have met their reward in the 
recognition of the principle of equal 
pay for equal work which they have 
advocated.

Handling of Explosives.
So general Is the Interest at the 

present time in the question of ex­
plosives that some of the precautions 
necessary to be taken in handling 
them may be noted.

Only implements of wood, brass, or 
copper shall be used in opening cases 
containing explosives; never thaw 
powder near a fire of any kind, or in 
hot water or steam, always thaw 
through some medium of radiation, 
never by direct heat or contact; never- 
use frozen or chilled powder; never 
put caps and fuse in a powder bag; 
never put unused or scraps of powder 
in boot-legs or on shelves of rock; 
never keep explosives in a damp place 
before loading; never force powder 
into a tight or caving hole; never 
lace a fuse through a stick of pow­
der, this may crack the fuse and make 
a misfire or a burnt bole; all primers 
must be punched with a wooden pin 
and the cap inserted only in the end, 
and made fast by tying with’a string;' 
never place a primer anywhere but 
on the’ top of the last stick in the 
hole; never blast until sure that ev­
ery entrance to the face being blasted 
is guarded; never light a fuse until 
the charge has been thoroughly tamp­
ed; tamping may prevent a prema­
ture explosion; never, from first to 
last let light come near powder; be 
sure a light is not hanging directly 
over powder or caps; never get care­
less with powder; it is manufactured 
to explode under certain conditions, 
and if it gets any chance at all it will 
do exactly what it was made for; keep 
it away from shock, sudden changes 
of temperature, fire, etc.—Scottish 
American. —

Seeing at a Distance.
The visibility of an object in a 

searchlight beam depends on the ob­
ject as well as on the searchlight. 
One employs khaki or grey uniforms 
in order that they may approximate 
to the color of their surroundings 
and so be less easily visible, but the 
effect works both ways, and it is said 
that it has not always proved con­
venient for our men to be too difficult 
for our own gunners to see. A fur­
ther point is that at night grey or 
khaki will be more easily seen than 
the French red. The method of ren­
dering an object difficult to see at a 
distance by spotting or checkering its 
surface is well known. The old 
Southsea forts are an example. The 
effect of the process is in effect to 
break a large object up into a num­
ber of small ones. The method is a 
very common one in Nature. In 
such cases, however, one usually lias 
the imitative effect. A tiger moving 
among reeds and long grasses is 
striped-vertically ; while a panther 
moving among foliage is spotted. Mr. 
Dow says that if one has a donkey 
and a zebra in the field, and they 
both run away at the same speed, the 
zebra will disappear first.

Speed ol Projectiles.
How fast does a bullet travel? The 

highest velocity ever given to a can­
non-ball is 1,626ft. per second. .This 
is equal to a mile in little more than 
three seconds, or nearly twenty miles 
a minute.

A rifle bullet does not travel so fast 
as a cannon-ball, the average rate be­
ing 1,275ft. per second. This matter 
of speed is tested in a very interesting 
way.

A long wooden shed is used, in 
which a distance of exactly 100ft. has 
been carefully marked off. At each 
end of this space Is a stand something 
like a target, ,with a large circular 
opening where the bull’s-eye should 
be. Across each opening is stretched 
a small electric wire, connected vyith a 
delicate instrument in another room.

The rifle from which the firing is 
done is so aimed that the bullet which 
flies from it cuts both wires. Obvi­
ously, the difference in time between 
the' cutting of the two wires marks the 
speed of the bullët through that 100ft.

When the first wire is cut, an elec­
tric current is broken and a rod falls, 
moving a pointer on a slide in its 
descent. The breaking of the second 
wire acts in the same manner on an­
other set of rods, slides, and pointers.

The difference in the marks made 
by the pointers on the slides makes it 
possible to estimate the difference in 
their time of falling, and from these 
calculations accùrate figures as to 
speed are obtained.

, THE LONDON BUDGET.

17 LONDON, To-day.
: Field Marshal Von Hindenburg’s 
army is now well astride the Dvinsk- 
Vilna railway. The advance guards 
having reached and occupied the town 
ot Vidzy, which is a good twenty miles 
east of the line. This wedge, which 
the German Commander has driven 
into the Russian defence, seriously 
endangers both Dvinsk and Vilna, the 
latter town which Russians once be­
fore evacuated has again been left an 
army which will attempt only to delay 
the German advance. All Government 
institutions and most of the factories 
already have been removed to places 
of safety. The civil population left 
long ago. Probably a more determin­
ed effort will be made to hold Dvinsk 
which situated as it is on a broad fast 
flowing river, the Dvina, and offer 
strong resistance. Along the rest of 
the Eastern front there has been lit­
tle change in situation. The German 
centre made a further slight advance 
and must be nearing the railway East 
of Pinsk, the possession of which 
would separate the Northern and 
Southern armies operating on either 
side of the Pripet Marshes. The Rus­
sians always have affected to disre­
gard such a contingency however, 
claiming the two armies are able to 
operate independently of each other 
and consequently continue their offen­
sive from point east Revel, through 
Galicia and the Roumanian frontier. 
The great effort to hold the present 
line in Galicia doubtless is indicated 
by the near Eastern politics, which 

, «row more complicated as the days 
pass. Roumania alone appears to be 
definitely on the side of the Quad­
ruple Entente. Greece apparently 
has decided to maintain neutrality for 
the time being at any rate. Mean­
while the Allied troops on the Galli­
poli Peninsula arc taking a long rest, 
which is only occasionally disturbed 
by Turkish artillery. In the West 
there has been only a repetition of ar­
tillery engagements, with the novelty 
of a .German grenade attack near 
Perthes, which the German report 
says gave them possession of a por­
tion of a French trench. England is 
absorbed with a rumoured Cabinet 
crisis over the question of conscrip­
tion to which it is reported David 
Llovd George and Winston Churchill 
had been converted. Lord Curzon 
and Lansdowne, Andrew Bonar Law, 
Walter Hume Long, J. Austen Cham­
berlain. Earl Selborne, Sir Edward 
Carson are Conscriptionist members 
said to be threatening to resign un­
less Premier Asquith, First Lord of 
the Admiralty Balfour, Sir Edward 
Grey and Lord Kitchener and other 
Cabinet members adopt their chosen 
policy. Lacking a positive statement 
from Premier Asquith and Lord Kit­
chener that compulsory service is 
necessary for the safety of the coun­
try, the system is likely to find little 
support in the present Parliament 
with Radicals, Laborites and Nation­
alists opposed to it. Many members 
opposed to conscription are prepared 
to accept however the verdict of the 

^ Premier and War Secretary on the 
question which now is the subject of 
serious consideration in the Cabinet.

SALARIES OF M.P’s
LONDON, To-day.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer 
has given assurance that the rumor is 
untrue that salaries of members of 
Parliament will be stopped, although 
the proposal was discussed at a re­
cent meeting of a Committee of the 
Commons by certain members, who 
are.devoting their whole salaries to 
Red Cross and. are still called upon to 
pay income tax thereon.

TURKISH REPORT.
r CONSTANTINOPLE, To-day.

Near Seddul Bahr our artillery on 
the loft Wing caused an explosion on 
Thursday night among enemy mine 
throwers. Our fleet bombarded a 
lighthouse and factory on the south 
coast of Crimea. On the Irak front 
our volunteers surprised an enemy 
camp in the district of Kalaat Nedjim 
and another attack followed in which 
the enemy lost hundreds of dead.

MANY EXPLOSIONS.
' WASHINGTON, To-day.

In announcing to the State Depart­
ment to-day the arrival at Azores of 
the Fabre liner, Santanna, from New 
York for Italy, the Consul, Schultz, 
stated eighteen fuses had been found 
on the ship and that many explosions 
occurred before she reached Azores.

BULGARIA AND TURKEY.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph 
from Athens, says Radislaveff, the 
Bulgarian Premier addressing the 
Foreign Ministers at Sofia said: Bul­
garian public opinion was against any 
attack on Turkey.

NOTHING DOING IN BUDGET RISKS 
LONDON, To-day.

It is a practical certainty that the 
new forthcoming taxation will be re­
sponsible for very limited business 
at Lloyds’ Insurance.

THE LAST ZEPPELIN RAIDS AU­
THORIZED STATEMNT.

LONDON, To-day.
The official description of some ef­

fects ot the last Zeppelin raid upon 
the London district, written by an im­
partial observer at.the request.ot the

Home ’Secretary, Sir John Simon, 
was issued to-night for publication, 
°“ow;~ While it is absolutely 

necessary m the interest ot public 
safety to maintain the rule that no 
unauthorized account shall appear, 
the real character of the outrages 
will be better understood from a col­
lection of incidents, each verified on 
the spot and vouched for by the au­
thorities as accurate. The Home Sec­
retary takes this opportunity of stat- 
mg explicitly that the total casualties 
resulting from these air raids have 
been correctly stated in all cases on 
information based upon an exhaustive 
inquiry by the police. In a letter 
some months ago the First Lord Ad­
miralty Balfour set forth the reasons 
which prevented the Government from 
«disclosing the exact localities at 
which damage had been done in the 
various Zeppelin raids. These reasons 
remain valid. There is no intention 
of departing from the rule adopted to 
prevent information being made avail­
able for the enemy, either in regard 
to routes taken or places and build­
ings on which bombs were dropped. 
The experience of the raids last week, 
combined with German official re­
ports, demonstrates that the com­
manders of the German aircraft arc 
often grossly in error as to their 
movements, and they have means of 
estimating the effect of their promis­
cuous bombardments, materially or 
morally. In every case where damage 
has been caused it was private pro­
perty which geffered, in most cases 
this has been of a small residential 
kind. Almost all the unfortunate 
people who have been killed, not only 
were non-combatants, but non-com­
batants class who hitherto in the hon­
orable practice of civilized warfare 
have been exempt from attack. Wo­
men, children, small shop keepers, 
workingmen were sacrificed, whose 
lives serves no military purpose eith­
er morally or materially. The folly 
and futility of the raids of last week 
may well be imagined when it is re­
membered that the London district 
taken for convenience as the arena 
administered by metropolitan police 
is just short 700 square miles in area. 
It was by hastily dropping at random 
in the dark, explosive incendiary ma­
terials somewhere in this enormous 
surface, the enemy professed to have 
accomplished an important military 
purpose. The fact is that no public 
institutions of any kind was hit, nor 
at any power station or arsenal was 
any damage done affecting the use 
of any building connected directly or 
indirectly with the conduct of the 
war. So far as the moral effect of the 
raid is concerned, it is feared, from 
the standpoint of Berlin it was a com­
plete failure. If Count Zeppelin him­
self accompanied the raiding aircraft, 
as has been reported from Holland, 
he will be disappointed to learn that 
only a minority of the vast popula­
tion of Lo'nddn were aware of the 
presence of his airships and that 
among those who heard the gun-fire 
and saw the Zeppelin, the feelings 
everywhere aroused were interest 
and curiosity rather than fear. That 
London and its suburbs as a com­
munity faced calmly the murderous 
efforts of those raiders, is in no way 
a mitigation of the callous and pur­
poseless brutality of their actions or 
the tragedies which have followed.

1
I British loan and the latest develope- 
I ments in Germany’s justification of 
j her Submarine activities, shows that 
the j^lations between, the two coun­
tries again are critical. The Kaiser, 
sajuvthe Times, appears to agree with 
late Mr. Barnum that the American 
people like to be humbugged, but we 
fancy he has chosen both the wrong 
subject and the wrong time for exer­
cising his facility in deception. He 
can retain the friendship of the people 
and Government of the United States, 
if he abandons altogether his cam­
paign of murder on the high seas. In 
the long run he cannot, we believe, 
retain it on any other terms.

Shot and v hell Hustler
How Mr. I). A. Thomas is Serving the 

Country.

When, a short time ago, Mr. Lloyd 
George, making his first appearance 
in the House as Minister of Munitions, 
announced that he would arrange to 
send “a big business man" to the Uni­
ted States and Canada to discuss the 
position of war contracts on the spot, 
much speculation was rife as to W'ho 
the business man would be. Ulti­
mately it was learned that the choice 
had fallen on Mr. D. A. Thomas, the 
great colliery owner, whose keen 
business acumen, powers of organiza­
tion, energy and straight dealing 
marked him out as the best man for 
the job.

Mr. Thomas is a hard-headed, hard­
hitting business man. He says what 
he means and means what he says. 
Fz-ank and fearless, the story has" of­
ten been tofd how, tyheti tie was de­
feated as Parliamentary candidate 
for Cardiff in 1910, he exclaimed:

“Thank goodness I am not an M.P. 
any longer. Now I can say what I 
like without any fear that it will af­
fect my votes.”

Known as the Napoleon of the 
South Wales coal fields, Mr. Thomas 
is managing director of the great 
Cambrian Combine which has a cap­
ital of over two millions sterling, 
owns twenty-two of thef most valu­
able pits in South Wales, employs 
16,000 men, and every year raises 
over four million tons of the best 
steam coal in the world to the sur­
face.

In Canada and America his business 
talents are greatly admired, and it is 
admitted that no better appointment 
coulcj have been made. Of late years 
Mr. Thomas has turned attention to 
the coal resources of America, and 
has many interests there, notably in 
West Virginia, while last year he also 
acquired considerable coal interests 
in Canada.

In a striking character sketch of 
Mr. Thomas, an American contem­
porary says: "It you should go to 
the New York Public Library and 
look up the authorities on coal, you’d 
find the man most frequently referred 
to is David lAlfred Thomas. If you 
would seek ill Great Britain the type 
of the American captain of industry, 
you’d find him in David Alfred Thom­
as.’’

Mr. Thomas was returning from 
the States on the ill-fated Lusitania 
when she was, torpedoed by the Ger­
mans. He and his daughter, Lady 
Mackworth, had the narrowest of 
escapes from death, but his terrible 
experience did not deter him from 
risking the perils of the ocean again 
to see. about the munitions our sol­
diers need.

Prosecution of
Ex-Ministers.

Winnipeg, Sept. 14.—There is said 
to-night to be- a possibility that the 
counsel defending Sir Rodmond Rob- 
lin, Hon. Dr. Montague, George R. 
Coldwell, and J. H. Howden, may pre­
sent the, claim that criminal charges 
cannot be preferred against men who 
have been ministers of the crown, 
based on acts committed while in of­
fice.

One of the defending, counsel ad­
mitted that this point had been con­
sidered. R. A. Bonnar, chief of the 
crown counsel, said he had consider­
ed this possible plea and had decided 
that it was not good law to say of 
ministers, as it is said of kings, that 
they can do no wrong. Mr. Bonnar 
added that he did not know of any 
previous case in the British Empire 
when ex-cabinet ministers had been 
prosecuted.

The greater part of the day was 
taken up with the presentation oi 
documentary evidence, consisting ol 
exhibits taken from the custody ol 
the Royal Commission, and when the 
court adjourned at four o’clock to 
permit Sir Rodmond Roblin to attend 
the wedding of his youngest son, Capt. 
.Clias. Roblin, this part of the case had 
not been concluded.

It is expected that the exhibits will 
all be presented by noon to-morrow 
after which V. W. Horwood will prob­
ably be called as the first witness for 
the crown.

A Jewish Legion.
The Zion Mule Transport Corps has 

been formed in Alexandria,. and it is. 
almost entirely composed of refugees 
from Palestine. Those refugees who 
were of Russian nationality express­
ed the desire to serve under the Brit­
ish flag, and the British military au­
thorities immediately took steps to 
form a battalion. In a very short 
time 500 had enlisted, and the corps 
is under the command of Colonel J. 
H. Patterson, D.S.O. Officers and men 
will wear "on their military caps the 
Jewish token, the , “Shield of David,” 
in addition to the British ensign, and 
in the camp the words of command 
are spoken in Hebrew. The corps 
was officially, inspected by General Sir 
Ian Hamilton, Commander of the Brit­
ish forces in the Mediterranean, who 
expressed his gratification at the sat­
isfactory disciplinary results obtained 
in such a short time.

Tiger Hunting
by Gramophone.

The gramophone is sometimes put 
to strange use-. The leader of an 
African hunting expedition, who set 
out on a motor trip from the Cape to 
Cairo, recently.used it as a decoy for 
tigers and hippopotami. In tiger 
hunting it is usual to tether a lamb 
to a tree; its bleatings attract the ti­
ger within reach of the hunters. Be­
fore leaving England the explorer 
had some records made i by bleating 
lambs, and, says a recent writer, he 
tried them on the unsuspecting tigers 
of the African jungle with consider­
able success.

.and blackbird records. The chief dif­
ficulty was the objection that birds 
had to the sounds of the recording 
machines.

There are two kinds of agricultur­
alists. One kind sows tame oats in 
the country fields and the other sows 
wild oats on the Great White Ways.

Tame oats are sown in the spring, 
but wild oats are sown all the year 
round. Tame oats are sown between 
daybreak and sunset, but the most 
successful wild oat agriculturalists 
start putting in the crop about mid­
night and ride home with the milk­
man in the morning. Tame oats will 
not grow without rain, but if there is 
anything that isn’t necessary in rais­
ing a crop of wild oats it is water— 
except in minute quantities as a 
chaser.

The young man who has a large 
quantity of wild oats to put in usu­
ally dresses for the job very care­
fully. He wears all the clothes his 
tailor will trust him for. And yet 
sowing wild oats is infinitely harder 
on clothes than the other job. Night 
aftêr night, the sower will come home 
with his plug hat mashed down over 
his ears and one tail of his dress 
coat unaccounted for. This proves 
that the wild oats farmer is a fool. 
He should swathe himself in blue 
overalls and wear a two-acre straw- 
hat which does not soil easily. Peo­
ple would send for the insanity com­
mission if a farmer were discovered 
putting in tame oats in a plqg hat 
and Prince Albert. But said plug 
hat would last seven years longer in 
a tame oats field than it usually does 
in the wild oats business.

The bona fide farmer puts in all 
his oats in a few days, but the hap­
py young man with the soft pompa­
dour hair and the pellet of gray mat­
ter under his left ear sows wild oats 
'with industry for as much as ten 
years at a time, frequently working 
twentÿ-tour hours a day at the job.

Falling into 
holes made by Jack Johnsons and 
tripping over shells that have failed 
to burst are just two of his troubles!

When the postman id given his let­
ters to deliver they are tied in bundles 
add more often than not these have to 
be sorted without a light, for' even if 
lie happens to have a flash-lamp with 
him there is great danger in using it.

But in spite of these difficulties let­
ters are always delivered punctually, 
the soldier generally getting them two 
days after their posting in this coun­
try.

It is calculated that the mail hand­
led in this way amounts to. something 
like 700 sacks a day, containing in all 

mOO,000 letters, and 60,000 parcels, to 
say nothing x>f 37,000 newspapers,—

Airmen Knights 
of European War.
Aviators, Although Enemies,Al­

ways Notify Rivals of Their 
Comrades* Fate--A Little less 
Savage!

(By Frederick Palmer.)
British Headquarters, France.—

“Though it has been repeatedly stat­
ed that chivalry does not exist in this 
war,” said a British aviator, “this 
does not apply to the British and 
German aviation branches. Whether 
it is the individualism of our work 
and its novelty or whatever it is that 
is responsible, something of the old 
spirit of knighthood maintains among 
the fliers of the air. When a British 
aviator has to descend in the German 
lines, whether from engine trouble 
or because his engine or his plane has 
been damaged by , anti-aircrafy gun­
fire, the next day the Germans report 
to us his name and whether he sur­
vived, and if so, whether he is wound­
ed. We always do the same. It has 
come to be a custom.”

The reports are made in a manner 
worthy of airmen and they are the 
only communications that ever pass 
between the two foes which watch 
for heads to snipe at from their 
trenches. What is called a “message 
bag” is dropped over the British lines 
by a German or over the German lines 
by a British aviator—sometimes when 
lie is in the midst of bursting shells 
from the anti-aircraft guns. Long 
streamers are attached to the little 
cloth bag. These as they pirouette 
down to the earth from a height of 
seven or eight thousand feet attract 
the attention of soldiers in the neigh­
borhood and they run out to get the 
prize when it lands.

It is taken to battalion headquart- 
ters, which wires the fact on to the 
aviation headquarters, where the fate 
of a comrade may be known a few 
hours after he has left his home 
aerodrome; and in another few hours 
sone one in England may know the 
fate of a relative.

“That is one of the advantages of 
belonging to the flying corps," say the 
British aviators. “It may be weeks 
before his relatives and comrades 
know#whether a man who is missing 
after a trench attack or counter at­
tack is a prisoner or dead. Such lit­
tle kindnesses as this don’t interfere 
with your fighting your best for your 
cause; at the same time they take a 
little of the savagery out of the war.
Of course, the rule could not apply to 
prispners taken in trench fighting, 
only to airmen. There are relatively 
few airmen on either side and only an 
occasional one ever comes down to 
the enemy’s lines.”

With the first flush of dawn the 
British planes rise from the aviation 
grounds and frequently just as a car­
rier pigeon makes a circle before 
orienting his compass they will make 
a circle before starting out for a re

connaissance over the German lines. 
All day they are coming and going 
and in the dusk of evening they ap­
pear out of the vague distances of the 
heavens returning home to roost.

The fliers become a type with cer­
tain marked characteristics. No nqr- 
vous man is wanted; and it is time 
for any man who shows any sign of 
nerves to take a rest. They seem shy, 
diffident, men of the kind given to 
observation rather than talking; men 
who are used to using their eyes re- 
ther than their hands. It is a little 
difficult to realize that some quiet 
young fellow who is pointed out has 
had so many hairbreadth escapes. 
What tales worthy of “Arabian 
Nights” heroes who were borne away 
on magic carpets they bring home, re­
lating them as matter-of-factly as if 
they had broken a shoelace. Up in 
their seats, a whirr of the motor and 
they are away on another adventure. 
They shy at the mention of their 
names in print, for that is not con­
sidered good for the spirit of this the 
newest branch of the service of war. 
Anonymity is absolute. Everything 
is done by the corps for the corps. 
Some members baye luck, as they put 
it, and some do not. L—-—’s name 
may not be given, but his is the most 
dramatic of recent experiences.

“He was a pilot flying in Belgium 
far away from the British lines when 
an anti-aircraft shell smashed his leg, 
which was hit by fifty bullets and 
fragments, the doctor estimated,” as 
the story was told to the correspond­
ent. “He collapsed in his seat un­
conscious. His machine dropped at 
right angles to the line of flight with 
the concussion. The observer who 
was with him managed to hold on by 
clutching at the machine gun.

“They were careening down to the 
earth, with the observer helpless from 
his position to do anything, when
L____ recovered consciousness and
mustered strength and presence of 
mind enough to right the machine 
and to turn it around in the midst qf 
a cloud of shrapnel smoke. He was 
not going to be taken prisoner de­
spite his shattered leg when he found 
that the shell which had so nearly 
done for him had not injured the en­
gine or the plane. So he made for 
the nearest aerodome.

“Then he managed to land safely. 
But, as 'he said, he did not dare to get 
out of his seat until the doctor came, 
for fear that his leg would fall off. 
He will get well.’

A new device, which will enable a 
submarine to find her own position 
under water, and do away with the 
dangerous necessity of coming to the 
surface for that purpose, is announced 
by Mr. Hudson Maxim, the inventor. 
Mr. Maxim says that the implement 
permits the commander of a submar­
ine to find his position on a map at 
any time, within a hundred feet or 
so. A position indicator, of a cruiser 
design, Mr. Maxim claims, is now in 
use in practically all the navies of 
the world. Its installation on a sub­
marine costs about $17,000, whereas 
Mr. Maxim’s device could be istalled 
for only $1,000.

Stefansson, the Canadian explorer, 
believed lost in the Arctic, is not only 
alive and well, but has discovered 
new land in the north, and accom­
plished every purpose for which his 
hazardous, journey was undertaken, 
according to word brought here by 
the power schooner Ruby, which ar­
rived yesterday from Herschel Is­

land. Stefansson, with two compan­
ions, stoker Stokerson and Ole An- 
dersan set out from Martin Point, 
Alaska, on March 22, 1914, over the 
frozen polar ocean, to search for sup­
posed new lands in Beaufort Sea. 
Capt. Cottle, master of the Ruby, says 
that Stefansson is now on Banks 
Land, east of MacKenzie, outfitting 
for a continuance of his explorations 
westward to ascertain the full extent 
of that new land he has discovered, 
southwest of Prince Patrick Island. 
Stefansson discovered the continu- 
•ance of a continental shelf several de­
grees west of Banks Land, and even 
determined its southern limits, but 
was unable to contihue his explora­
tions to the northwest. Stefansson 
told Capt. Cottle that after leaving 
his supporting party on the ice north 
of Martin Point, he and his hardy 
companions set their faces north, but 
after continuing their journey ninety 
days, they decided to come back.

Australians and New 
Zealanders Fought 

With Great Gallantry.
The Colonials Captured and Held Lone 

Fine Hill, Slanghtering 5,000 Turks 
in the Trenches—British Observer 
Calls the Conflict the Host Femes 
ions “Soldiers’ Battle” Since ml 
Crimean War.

(By Ellis Ashmead-Bartlett.)
, Eastern Mediterranean, Aug. 30. 
(Despatch to the London Morning 
Post.)—Since the great battle, the 
greatest fought on the Gallipoli pen­
insula, closed on the evening of Aug­
ust 10, both armies have been busily 
engaged in consolidating their new 
positions, in taking stock of gains and 
losses, replenishing their ammuni­
tions and munitions, and reorganizing 
the divisions, brigades and battalions 
which of necessity become interming­
led in this rugged mountainous coun­
try.

Since my last cabling I have had 
time to visit the ground over which 
the Anzac corps advanced in its des­
perate efforts, extending over four 
days, to reach the crest of Sari Bahr, 
commanding the ridge overlooking the 
Dardanelles. The New Zealand infan­
try, the Gurkhas, and some other 
battalions almost reached the objec­
tive, but were unable, through no 
fault of their own, to hold their posi­
tions. A battalion of Gurkhas actu­
ally reached the crest of the plateau, 
but the Turks, taking advantage of the 
confusion, counter-attacked in great 
force, and the gallant men from the 
hills were driven from the crest to 
the lower spurs beneath.

It was a bitter disappointment to 
have to relinquish the crest when it 
almost seemed to be within their 
grasp after so many months, but there 
was no alternative. The Anzacs corps 
fought like lions and accomplished a 
feat of arms in climbing those heights 
almost without a parallel. All through, 
however, they were handicapped by 
the failure of the corps to make good 
its positions on the Anafarta hills, 
farther north, and thus check the ene­
my’s shell fire.

Colonials’ Reckless Bravery.

When all the details of these com­
plicated arrangements are collected, 
and sifted, they will form one of the 
most fascinating pages of the history 
of the whole war. It was a combat 
of giants in a giant country, and if 
one point stands out more than an­
other it is the marvellous hardihood, 
tenacity, and the reckless courage 
shown by the Australians and New 
Zealanders.

In order to enable the forces de­
tailed for the main movement for- j 
ward, which it was hoped would lead ( 
to the occupation of the- Sair Bair 
position from Chunuk Bahr through

Q Hill to Koja Chemon Tepe, it was 
necessary to attract the enemy’s at­
tention toward the south and force 
him to keep his troops in front of our 
lines in position while the main force 
debouched from the Anzac position on 
Long Pine—a position situated on a 
plateau 400 feet high, southeast of the 
Anzac lines.

The Australians rushed forward to 
the assauâ with the fury of fanatics, 
taking little heed of the tremendous 
shrapnel fire and enfilading rifle fire. 
On reaching the trenches the great 
difficulty was to force a way in, for 
the cover was so strong and heavy it 
had to be torn away by main force. 
Groups of men effected entrances at 
various points, and jumped in on top 
of the Turks who fought furiously, 
caught as they were in a trap. Som,e 
surrendered, but the majority chose 
to die fighting. In every trench and 
sap and dugout desperate hand-to- 
hand fighting took place, four lines 
of trenches being captured in succes­
sion, and fresh infantry being pour­
ed in as the advancing lines were 
thinned by losses.

In this fighting bombs played the 
most important role, and it was only 
by keeping up and increasing • the 
supply that the Australians were able 
to hold the position after it had been 
won. The Turks massed their force, 
and for three nights and days made 
desperate counter-attacks, frequently 
retaking sections of the line, only to 
be driven out again.

In this extraordinary struggle, 
which took place almost under ground 
both sides fought with utter disre­
gard of life. The wounded and dead 
choked the trenches almost to the top, 
but the survivors carried on the fight 
over heaps of bodies. In spite of im­
mense reinforcements with most de­
termined courage the Australians 
held the ground thus won, and finally 
the Turks wearied of the struggle.

"Where Turks Lost 5,000 Men.

The trenches were now merely bat­
tered shambles, and the task of re­
moving the dead and wounded took 
days to accomplish. The bodies of 
1,000 Turks arid Colonials were re­
moved from the trenches alone, while 
hundreds of others lie . outside. The 
total Turkish losses in this section 
alone were estimated at 5,000, 
chiefly incurred in furious counter at­
tacks, among which each bomb burst 
with fearful effect.

This "capture of Lone Pine is the 
most desperate hand-to-hand fight 
that has taken place on the Peninsula, 
but this was but a diversion and pre­
liminary to the main movement 
northward, which began the same ev­
ening under cover of darkness. No 
finer feat has been accomplished in 
the course of the war than the man­
ner in which the troops destined for 
the main movement against Sari Bgir 
Ridge were deployed for the attack. 
Millions of rounds of ammunition 
and thousands of shells were success-

fully concentrated at advance posts 
without the enemy becoming aware 
of the movement. Neither did he 
know of the strong reinforcements 
which had reached the Australian 
corps. All thiq required the utmost 
skill, and was successfully kept a 
profound secret.

It was at 9 p.m. Aug/ 6 when the 
force destined to attack old No. 3 post 
crept forward from the outposts. For 
nights £ast the navy had thrown 
searchlights on this and other lower 
positions and had bombarded them at 
frequent intervals. This procedure 
was not departed from on the 6th, 
arid the Turks had no suspicion of 
the coming attack. When the lights 
were switched on to another position 
the Australians dashed forward and 
speedily captured the positions in 
succession, and throughout the night 
Bauchop’s Hill and Big and Little 
Table Tops were occupied.

By the morning of the 7th our 
whole force was holding the front 
from Damakjelik Bahr to Sazil De re 
and slowly moving toward the main 
Sari Bair position in face of great 
difficulties, harassed by the enemy’s 
snipers and checked by the difficul­
ties of the ground and the scarcity of 
water.

At dawn on the 7th the left of our 
line had reached the Asma De re posi­
tion. The fndians had advanced a 
long way toward Dehunuk Bahr.

The advance on the morning of the 
9th was preceded by a heavy bom­
bardment of Chanuk Bahr and Q 
Hill by the naval and land guns. The 
advance of No. 3 column was delayed 
by the broken nature of the ground 
and the enemy’s resistance.

Meanwhile the Gurkhas advanced 
gallantly up the slope of Sari Bahr, 
and actually succeeded in reaching 
the heights on the neck between 
Chanuk Bahr and Q Hill. It was 
from here that they looked down on 
the Dardanelles, but were unfortun­
ately unable to hold the position in 
face of violent counter-attacks and 
heavy shell fire.

During this time the Turks count­
er-attacked the left column in great 
strength, and the column was com­
pelled to withdraw to the lower 
slopes of Sari Bahr.

Meantime throughout the day and 
night the New Zealanders succeeded 
in maintaining their hold on Chanuk 
Bahr, although the men were thor­
oughly exhausted. During the night 
of the 9th the exhausted New Zea­
landers were relieved by two other 
regiments. At dawn the Tenth Regi- 

,ment of the Turks, who had been 
strongly reinforced, made a desperate 
assault on our lines from Q Hill and 
Chanuk Bahr. To the strength of a 
division, in successive lines they 
hurled themselves, quite regardless of 
their lives, on the two regiments who, 
after desperate resistance, were driv­
en from their position by artillery 
fire and sheer weight of numbers, 
farther down the slopes of the 
Chanuk Bahr.

Following up their success, the 
Turks charged right 'oVer the crest 
and endeavoured to gain the great 
gully south of Rhododendron Ridge, 
evidently with the intention of forc­
ing their way between our lines and 
the Anzac position. But they had 
reckoned without our artillery and 
ships guns. This great charge of 
four successive lines of infantry in 
close formation was plainly visible to 
all our warships and all our batteriès 
on land. In this section the Turks 
were caught in a trap. The momen­
tum of their charge down hill pre­
vented them from recoiling in time, 
and they were swept away by hun­
dreds in a terrific storm of high ex­
plosive, shrapnel and common shells 
from the ships guns and our howitz­
ers and field pieces.

' Turkish Division Broken Up.
Never since the campaign started 

has such target delighted the hearts 
of our gunners. As the huge shells 
from the ship exploded, huge chunks 
of soil were thrown into the air, amid 
which you saw human bodies hurled 
aloft and then chucked to earth or 
thrown bodily into deep ravines. But 
even this concentrated artillery fire 
could not have checked the Turkish 
advance unless it had been assisted 
by the conceptrated fire of ten ma­
chine guns at short range. For half 
an hour they maintained a rapid fire 
until the guns smoked with heat.

During the whole of this, time the 
Turks were pouring across the front 
in dense columns, attempting to at­
tack our men. Hardly a Turk got 
back to the hill.

Their lines got mixed up in a wedge, 
as those in front tried to retire, while 
others pressed them from the rear. 
Some fled back over the crest, seek­
ing to regain their trenches, others 
dashed downward to the ravines.

In a few minutes the entire division 
had been broken up and the surviv­
ors scattered everywhere.

Thus if they succeeded in driving 
us from the crest of Chanuk Bahr, the 
Turks paid a terrible price for their 
success.

Thus closed, for the time being, 
amid these bloodstained hills, the 
most ferocious and sustained “sol­
diers’ battle” since Inkermann.

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SINGEING THE HAIR.
