HEAYY FIGHTING CONTINUES.

LONDON, April 10.

(Official.)—On the front north of
LaBassee Canal fierce fighting - con-
tinued during the night. Our troops
are holding the line of the Rivers
Lawe and Lys, and are heavily en-
gaged with the enemy at the River
crossings at Estaires and Bac St
Maur. On the southern flank of the
attack, Givenchy, into which the ene-
my at one time forced his way, was
re-captured later by a successful
counter attack by the 60th Division,
which took 750 prisoners in this area.
Early this morning the enemy opened
a bombardment of our positions east
and south of Armentieres and as far
as the Ypres-Comines Canal. Fight-
ing is reported to have begun on the
southern portion of this front. On
the British front south of the Somme
there was local fighting yesterday at
certain points without changing the
situation.

STRUGGLE WAXES WARM.

LONDON, April 10.
(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—
Telegraphing from British headquar-
ters in France this evening, Reuter’s
correspondent says: Throughout the
day the struggle north of Bethune

waxed and waned. The artillery duel”

developed southwards to the vicinity
of Wyteschaete. It is clear the Ger-
mans are making a desperate effort
to break through anywhere by shock
tactics, which perchance discloses
their weakness. During the two days
of fighting the enemy pressed us back
at certain places necessitating read-
justments in our line. Elsewhere the
enemy is flinging his main weight in-
to an endeavor to destroy the fighting
power of the British. This morning
the Germans were! reported to be in
the Village of Messines and Ploegs-
heert Wood, although probably only
in small numbers.

For this lack of precaution I submit
he may be held to blame.

I submit also that it is the business
of a steamship master to be able and
accustomed to make use of the revo-
lutions of his prepellor as a means
of estimating speed and distance.
This, one gathers, is familiar in the
Navy, and it appeared in evidence
that at least some merchant ser-
vice masters were in the habit- of
using it. The advantages of this meth-
od in such a case as the present,
where the log could not be used are
obvious; besides which it is said to
be a very accurate method of estima-
tion. .

In conclusion I think it ought in
justice to the captain to be pointed
out, to avoid any public misappre-
hension, that the views I have set
forth are simply one theory of the
accident, and that the charges made
and questions- submitted are practi-
cally the work of a public prosecutor.

Under appeals to God, Germany masks the utmost
malignities of the devil. The German nation to-day
knows no Law except that of the pagan, the liar, the
ravisher, the murderer. They are a curse let loose on
the Earth. And the task demanded of all of us is to
fight and conquer this curse just as in our moral life
we are bound to fight and conquer Sin. The Cause is
a far broader and holier Cause than that which im-
pelled the Crusaders against the Saracens.

We may thank God that the greater nations of the
World have realised the justice of the Cause; and I
believe that every man in Newfoundland will one day
be thankful that he was at least asked to face this
question—*Is it not my higher duty to go out and save
humanity from destruction?” -

Remember that your wives, your children, your
cottages, your boats, are in positive danger if the Ger-
man breaks through France. As he is treating the
foolish Russians, so he will treat every nation whom
he touches—America, Canada, Newfoundland, are to
him mere objectives for his greedy brutality. He is
entirely evil, he has no sense of right and no feelings
of Mercy.

This mass of incarnate selfishness is held back by
the strong arm of the Allies in France. Will any man
of British race decline to do all he can to defeat and

crush it?

At this moment the need is specially great, for the
Germans are now desperate. They begin to realise
the truth of that dread decree “He that takes the
sword, shall perish with the sword”. At ne horror
will they hesitate if they can but escape the punish-
ment that is their due.

Now on every man and woman among us lies the
duty to bear a hand in administering that punishment
a duty not only to ourselves but to posterity. If age
or health prevent some of us from going they do not
prevent us from following the greatest example ever
set to mankind and making the sacrifice of that which
is dearest to our hearts.

You young men I ask to listen carefully to the ap-
peals which will once more be made to you in the next
few weeks. Believe me that the voluntary act of a man,
impelled by the high sense of duty, is far nobler than

' the mere obedience to the provisions of a public enact-

ment. :
One special word I say to women. Try to realise

' the sufferings of women and children wherever the
Germans co!

come: think of the iittle. children starved in
Belgium and slaughtered in cold blood in Armenia.
Let your men folk stand-out and protect you, for in

helping to defeat the Germans they are protecting the

honour and safety of all their dear ones at home.

Government, House, St. John's,
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Tonnage.

The Prime Minister, at the Patriotic
meeting in the Casino Theatre last

‘week, was very emphatic on the ques-

tion of Tonnage, which he styled one
of the most serious problems we have
to solve, particularly in its bearing
on the getting in and, out the country
of food supplies. Applications to the
Imperial and American Governments
for ships have met with the reply that
it is impossible to spare them. Both
Governments need all they own, or
can charter or commandeer for the
carriage of troops and foodstuffs, and
in essence Newfoundland is told to
rely on her own shipping resources.
Haven’t we got them? What is wrong
with utilising the whole of the sealing
fidet in bringing fuel, food and other
necessary supplies into the country?
What difficulty exists in putting into
the same business every sailing vessel

‘that can be spared from the prosecu-

I

tion of the Bank and Labrador fisher-
jes? And if it is absolutely neces-
sary, why not limit the sailing fishing
fleet, for of what use would be fish if
we could not purchase supplies, or if
purchased, could not get them into the
country for lack of tonnage. United
action in this means that it is up to
the Government to arrive at a solu-
tion of the problem. The main idea at
present appears to be to get all the
fish we can to foreign markets, in or-
der that individual wealth may accrue
and it is clear that the interest which
is taken in certain circles with regard
to this, is not displayed to any like ex-
tent when it comes to the more vital
question of the importation of foods
and féeds. It is a matter for reproba-
tion that ten automobiles were allow-
ed space on a steamer recently leav-
ing an American port for here, while
other goods, far more necessary, were
shut out. And yet the Prime Minister
tells the people that our most serious
problem is the getting of sufficient
tonnage to bring us food stuifs.. And
in the face of this the Tonnage Com-
mittee permits the wasting of valu-
able cargo space on ten motor cars.
In no other country under the sun
under present conditions would this
outrage be allowed. There are some
fifty tons of hoop iron at a point in the
United States, the shipping port of
which is New York, to the order of a
well known firm in the city, which
cannot be received because the ship-
pers advise that consignments of this
nature are not allowed railway trans-
portation because of their being no
shipping facilities (water) at New
York. This hoop iron could easily
have come in by the steamer which
brought the autos, if the autos
had “been held up. It is admitted that
hoop iron is not a food stuff, but if the
barrelled herring industry is to go
ahead, it must be claimed that hoops
for the barrels are far more essential
to the business of the country than
motor cars. But there are other things
as well. Cattle, it is alleged, jare
perishing on the West Coast for lack
of feeds, and horses for lack of oats,
and it would appear that there is no
remedy for this appalling condition of
affairs. Many more instances could
be adduced to show that there is need
for some one to be up and doing. 1f
it is the duty of the Government to
tackle the Tonnage question, let them
get to it, or if it is the business of the
Tonnage Committee let them, for once,
endeavour to do something which will
be to the advantage of the country at
large. The vessels are in our ports,
the railway still is in operation, the
steamers Kyle end Sagona are con-
tinuing to make their trips across
Cabot Strait. Demonstrate then,
gentlemen, your abikty to cope with a
situation which can be handled to the
lasting good of Newfoundland, or you
will have it said of you as was said of
the Food Control Board by Miranda in
the Advocate some time ago:

“The Food Control Board may be |

“an acquisition, but apart from tell-
“ing us occasionally that a certain
“increase in butterine or other ar-
“ticles of local manufacture is justi-
“fied, not many benefits: have ac-
“crued to the Colony.” /

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Thoughts Upon
the Times.

(By PATRIOT.)

Tl\e Premier—Dr. Lloyd—stated at
the recruiting meeting that the “Ton-
nage” " question was the most serious
difficulty confronting us. The Prime
Minister® of England says, “No,—rein-
forcemeints for your Regiment is the
greatest tneed.” To show that both
England and America regard the sup-
ply of men and material for the ar-
mies as the most vital question, they
both refuse, as Dr. Lloyd stated, to
allow us a steamer to replace the ill-
fated Florizel. If we examine this
closely and ‘realize the seriousness of
the situation, we must conclude that
Dr. Lloyd is wrong, and the Prime
Minister of |England and the Govern-
ment of the:United States, are right.

No matter ‘how long the war may
be prolonged,:the people of Newfound-
land, if they:are careful and provi-
dent, cannot : starve. We have an
abundant fish .supply of all kinds.
We can, if we:make the effort, raise
all our vegetables such as potatoes,
cabbage, turnips, carrots and pars-
nips. By investing a little capital
and using a little more common sense
we can raise #ll our beef, mutton and

pork. All the ‘hav and oats that we|

require for our -own use can be suc-
cessfully raised in Newfoundland, if
we go about it in the right way. But
we need to be in earnest and prepar-
ed to use more effort and apply more
scientific measures. There are in this
country at least four million,
hundred thousand acres of good agri-
cultural land, and not one twentieth
of it is taken up. These are not the
random statements:of some enthusias-
tic optimist; they are warranted by
solid facts that camnot be set aside.
At present we have to import such
necessaries as flour, coal, salt beef
and pork, sugar, tea, etc. To do this
we have a fleet of twenty-two ocean
going steamers—from the Kyle to the
Kite—a large fleet of sailing vessels,
and a railway from Port aux Basques
to St. John’s. If all these are not suf-
ficient to bring supplies to feed our
emall population of two hundred and
forty thousand people it will be for
the lack of good management, not for
the want of tonnage and transporta-
tion facilities. The tomnage question
is more imaginary than real, and a
great deal too much attention has
bheen given to it to the disadvantage
of the more important question .{f
sending reinforcements to our Regi-
ment in France.

Little more than one hundred years
ago when England was at war with
France and America, our forefathers

ditions. There were no steamers and
no railway then.

From the old records of 1813 we
find the following: “So dire was the
scarcity of bread and flour that at
one period common biscuit was re-
tailed out in small parcels of a few
pounds as-a peculiar favour to the
poor, at the rate of £6 sterling per
cwt. Potatoes were sold at 36s. per
barrel (two bushels and a half), and
the inhabitants were reduced to the
most alarming state of need when a
vessel arrived from Greenock with re-
lief.”

In the summer ol 1813 the following
prices prevailed: “Biscuit (Hamburg),
76s. to 84s. per cwt. Flour, 120s. to
126s. per barrel. Beef 140s. to 147s.
per barrel. Pork, 180s. to 200s. per
barrel. Potatoes, 22s. 6d. to 25s. per
barrel.” In those days this country
had to depend entirely on the chance
arrival of some sailing vessel to sup-
ply their wants and to keep them from
starvation. The fisheries were their
only means of support and when they
failed everything else failed with
them. The courage and endurance
which they exhibited through all the
long period of the Napoleonic Wars,
and the suffering which they endured
in consequence of the difficulties
which overtook the country as a result
of the declaration of peace in 1815,
are truly remarkable. Nothing ap-
proaching it has yet happened to us
nor is likely to happen, no matter how |
long the war may last.

We are now in the fourth year of '

the greatest war the world has ever
seen and so immune are we from its

four ! results that we have not yet taken

into consideration the cutting out of
our pre-war luxuries. Unexampled
prosperity, as a result of the war, is
found all over the country.

All this prosperity is entirely due
to the watchfulfulness of the British
Navy and the heroic courage and de-
votion to duty of the British Armies.

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Railway Officials’
Duty to Public.

Dear Sir,—In 1912 Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy, President of the Can-
adian Pacific Railway, addressing the
officials of that corporation at the an-
nual dinner given in the C. P. R. Ho-
tel, Montreal, said: “While the of-
ficials should continue to labor de-
votedly and loyally for the intelligent
advancement of the company’s affairs,
they should never forget their duties
to the public, and that amongst these
duties are the safe and prompt car-
riage and transportation of the people
and the goods that may be entrusted
to their care, and to be always un-
failing in courtesy.”

The above extract is taken from
President Shaughnessy’'s speech as
published in the Montreal Star of that
date.

It lays down in concise form the
essential duties of railway officials,
both to the company they serve and
to the public whose patronage sus-

tains the company.

It .is the well-considered utterance
of one of the most successful man-
agers of large railway systems on the
North American continent.
